With a wise forecast of the fature, Col. Bird saw
the advaontages of his poesessions here, and, in
17267, resolved to lay off his lands ou the north
side of the rivar, in snitable avd convenient strects
and lote for the fonndaticn of alarge city. The

ndiau power had been broken by the sanguninary
affairof Bloody Ruo, sixty years before, and the
white population had eXtended to the base of the
Bine Ridge. FKredoricksbnrg bad already been
Inid off, at the foot of the falls of the Rappahan-
nock, and courted the trade of all the couutry
watered by that river. A more extensive counutry
calle for n town at the falls of the James, and the
far seeing proprietor resolved to open this sp tfor
sottiement. s advertisewent is to be found
inthe Williamsburg Gazetteof thatday. A town
ofsome pretentions speedily arose, and its increase
in population soon placed it sloogside of older
towps, while its greater centrality caused,at an
early day, the General Court, which was thena
court of almost unlimited jurisdiction, to be
trapeferred to it from Willismsburg, and along
with itcame much of the high forensic taleut
which, at thet day and loig afterwards, gave
celebrity to the bar of Virgima. Traaition tells
that the great hotel, where the learned judger,
lawyers and jurists assembled, was a wooden build-
ing which still stands opposite the Union, which
for years past, has beeu appropriated to greatly
d'fferent purposes.

Ilore has sprung up an
importact mart of Commerce, with its numerons
warehouses, its flour miili—the largest probably
known inthe world—its crowded and daily extend-
ingstrects, its beautifal private residences, acd
its public establishments adorning ite lofty hills.
The whistle of the stesm engine,and the riogiog
of bells,aunonncing the arrival and departare of
cars and boats; itabasin crowded with canal coats,
which come londed with prodactiens of the soil
andofthe mwines; vessels loaded at its wharves for
distant cities of the Unicn; the wuseful barge,
conducted to i*a Pirous, by tow.boats propelled by
steam, with tobacco and fl .ur, and other impor-
tant articles to be transported to far distant conn
tries by the nobleships, which thers await the ar-
rivalof their cargoes; its importing houses yeatly
increasiug, and compeating with the large North
ern cities, in supplics for the interior institutions
of public utility coutinually arising, among ths
noblest of which is this, the Mechanice’ Ioatitute,
over which it is, gentlemen, your high privilege to
preside—inangurated but a few yeurs ago, it has
already wou a positivn eutitling it to the greatest
consideration. Uuader its influeuce, the mechanic
arts are developing resnltacf which an cidsr city
might well be proud.

1 need not dwell on the stirring incidents which
were here enacted soon after Virginia had begun
in earneet to buckle on her armour for that con~
flict with the parent country which eventuated in
ivdependence. The old Episcopal church where-
in the Generul Ascembly held its eonoeils, the
edicts which thevce issued agmihst mistule and
arbitiary sway, the high rrsnh»vl agnin'u tyranny
and oppression, the promulgation of Virginia in«
dependence in advance of the celebrated declara-
tion by the States, through the adoption of the
firat written Constitution of eivil government ever
promaligated, and atao after day, when “‘the ba:
tle had been founght and won,” the assembling
here of that great convention which had to deter~
miue the future of America in the adoption or re-
jection ¢f that Coustitution, under which it has
been 8o far, our happiness to live. Thoese thiugs
are matters of history and are imperishable. 1In
the text boo'ss of the achools, they are written,
and every boy is fumiliar with them. Great iuci
lents give immortality to places. Time passes by
on rapid wivg, generztion succeeds generation,
and cities and etopires crumble into dust, avd yet
the places where great deeds have been epacted
iive io the memorie- ; and after the lapee of cen
turies, the pi'grim frcm distant lands visite them
as consecrated spots, and their dust is regarded as
sncred from profanation. And wt spectacles
conld bave been more august ihao ihives to which
I have alluded 7 The first led the way to the disa
franchisement of a continent. The last gave the
assent of Virginia, after a severe contcst (there
were giaots in those days) betwean its advocutes
and oppouents, to a government aud boud of
Uniom for the States, which undisiurbed in the
harmory of its motione by eivister itfluences.

The law of libel, it was
said, was made to be more potent than the letter
of the Cocst tution, which guarasteed the freedom
of sprech aud of the press, and the fires of pepu
lar indignation blazed brightly aud fiercely. I
ciurot here forego relating an anecdote wh
received from the lips ¢f Governor Muhlon Di
son, ¢f New Jersey, as 1llustrative of the vio-
lence of the times. Stephen Thempson
then a Senatur from the State of Virgivia, re
paired to Philadelphia, atteuded by the enthu-
giastic Dickenson, then a young man, to attend t! e
t-ial of Judge Coop They took their seats ou
the right and left d of Cooper at the bar, and
when the jary ret ed their verdict of 24 hours’
imprisonment, and a finve of $§1.000, they each ris-
ing in the court, shook hande most cordially with
the pritocer. The next moruing, Fenno, who
pablisted the administration psper.came cut with
Al ieof the foliowiug tewmor: “The Republi-

vy is always committing seme act of ex-
cess, but what occurred in court on yesterday surs
passed auytbing that has yet occurred, upou the
conviction of Cooper: Stephen Thompsin Mason, a
sevatoer from Virginia, shock hands with the cal
prit in the very face of Justice.,” .Judge Chase,
somewhat rema:kable for the rotundity of his
person, and & florid complexion, presided atthe
trial. The following morning Dickenson prepared
and published io Dueue’s paper, the “Aurora,” the
llowiong reply to Mr. Fenno’s article: “Mr. Fenw
uo is evermore coinmitting great wistakes—but ot
all the errora into which he has yet fallen, thatin
his paper of yesterday is the greatest. ie states
that Stephen Thompson Masen, a senator fiom
Virginia, shook bands with the calrritin the very
face of justice, mistaking the bacon face of old
Chase for the face of Ju
The un=#uccessinl rebellion in Ireland. which bad
cousigned Emmet and many of his compatriots to
the scaflold, had cuused to fly to the United Siates
in order to escape the dungeon and the halter,
wany of those who bad borne a part inthe tron-
bles of the times, and many aitirately fonnd 1heir
way to this city. These, with an uncalculativgs
boldness. joined in the cutcry against the Admin-
istration. They were fervid in their adve yof
the Freuch cause. The tri-color was blended ivto
a cockade avd wern openly in the atrests aud dis«
played i public processions. The advocates of
the Admiuoistration, mounted on their part the
black cockade, and thus was engendered a bitter
feeling of hostility between men which went nig
to destroy all voc:al interconrse. I'ut the refugeos
from Ireland bLecame oljects of (iovernmental
vengeauce. The alien law had boen passed under
the apprebension of a French invasion. Aparmy
of 6,000 men was created with a view to repel ir,
and an order was given to romove all foreignera
from contiguity to the seaboard, lest they shonld
play the part of spies, and hold fmproper inter-
course with the expected enemy—an enemy that
nevor came, and who already had ite hands fall,
with the combinatious that cXisted against it
among thecrowned heads of Enrops. Meriwether
Jg odited the anti-admivistration paper, called
the “Examicer,” aod whils bhe did not fall under
the preemunire of the sedition inw, he co oporated
boldly and manfully with the ggponents of the
Alien and Sedition laws, and malntaived the tri-
co'or against the black cockade. The (leneral As-
sembly socn after met, and signalized its session
by the passage cf the celebrated resolutions,which
since that day have been adopted as the standard
of political faith by & controlling party in the State.
1 pass over these incidents burriodlg. Atthe time
of their occurrence 1 was a mere child, and they
come to me borne on the stream of tradition. Tn
giving memories of Richmond, I could nct pass
themw over in silence.
I hasten to speak of Richmondas I first kuoew
it,and of some of its prominent men as I found
them, when, at the age of 18, I joined my venerated
father, who was at the time Governor of Virgisia.
The population of the city did not exceed 5,000 in
1508. The surface on which the city stood was
uutamed sudlbroken. Almostinacceesible heights
and deep ravives everwhere prevailed. The Capi-
tol Square was ruda indigesia que moles, and was
tut rudely, if at all, enclosed. The ascent to the
building was paiufully laborious. The two pow
beautiful valleys were then unosightly gullies,
which threateued, unless soon arrested, to extend
themselves across thejstreet north, so as to require
4 bridge tospanit. 1fatree bad sprauug up in the
grounds, it obtained but a scanty sabsistence from
the sterile earth—soil there was little or uome
The strest west of the equare was impassible for
much of the way, except by a footpath.
The Governor's bouss, at that time called the
palace, was & building that neither aspired to ar-
chiteciural taste in its coustruction, or consuited
thg comforts of its occupants, in fits interior ar-
¥ ts. A d 1 separated it
from the commons. It was some years after re-
moved to make way for the present edifice, which,
1suppose, it would be regarced as little short of
m.fn treasow to call by its former pame, sithough
“right royal uien” have occupied i for maoy
yours past. The brick row, now knowp as

the Main street, which terminated at the cross
street Lelow the American, wod had its origiu
voaf the market place, was the chief pride of the
city  Theatreots were un paved, and sad was the

er partof the ciry—nor wis It for mady years of.
ter, that the hand of the fxbofer went busily to
work in the improvement of the eity. Dr. John
Adams, whose nuame shou'd ever ba held in grate-
ful remembrance by the people of Richimond, dor
ing his Mayoralty, graduated the aireets, regula-
ted the ascents to ity beautifal hills, and, in many
particalars, embellished and ndorned the city —
He was a gentleman of refined taste, « f much eru
ditlon, and bighly cultivated manners.

At the time of which I have been speaking,
there were but three ghurches in the city—tho
Baptist, Methodist aud Episcopal church, on
Church Hiil. The Episcopoliana and Presbyteiians
had a miuister each—parson Bachasoan and par-
son Blair. I never knew two better men. They
preached on alternate Sundays at the eapitol and
at tho old church on the hill. No diff-rence in
the forma of service were permitted to interropt
their perfect harmony. The same congragations
atteuded on their ministrations. They taught the
same sullime doctrines, and were too irtent on
the execution of their holy mission to dispute
ahout mere external forms and ceremonies Their
lives wore unitedly devoted to the high and im-
portant task of maklog men good citigens and
good Christians | nor did they esteem it necessary,
fu order to accomplish these ends, to make war
upou thoss innocent amusements which serve asa
reapite from labor and toil. Buchaunan's Sprivg
is identifiad with the Quoit Clab, in the inpocent
festivitics of which the good old man sometimes
participated. There were illusttiviia then agscs
ciated with him in these barm'ess relaxations,
whose memories will ever live in the heart of
Richmond: Mr. Buchanuan lived in a small,
wooilen honse, situated in the neighborhood of
Mayo’s bridge, cunited to his conditive of old
bachelership, all truce of which, 1 stippote, has
long since passcd away  Under that rocf he was
ouce honored by the preseuce of another divine,
who; bringieg on suitable credentials, and wear~
ing maitable canonicals, officiated in the place of
the two emioent micisters at Church Hiil and the
Capitol. Duzing his stay in Richmond, he was
hospitably entertained by Mr. Buchacnan. By
scme arrsngement of the toilet, it was, however,
accidentally digcovered that the now minister was
a woman dressed in canounicals. Some time there
after, the twoaged ministers dived at the Govern
or’s, when brother Biair iodulged in ionocent
tailery at this €xpenso of brother Buchiaunan, to
the infinite amusetuent of all present. Mr. Buch~
aunat bad, but a few days before, received a letter
from his quoundam guest, apologizing for ker cons
duct, and giving her true patronimic of Dianna
Zmith. Bhe was the first woman in America who
practically put in foree the doctrines of woman’s
rights,

Tuis ancedote brings forcibly to my recollection
apother of your citizans of that day, wh) was the
worthy cotensperary of the two parsons, who, 1
afterwards nict at the hospitable board of his eati-
mable #on., Col Jobu Ratherfoord. It was a source
of great pleasure with ms to have seen him in the
latter days of his life, when the conversation be-
tween us ran upon early remiuniscences of Rich-
mond. [adverted; to the two gocd Parsons and
Dianna Smith. 1t wasa gleam of the pasi, which
had not crossed his pathway for many yesrs. e
evjoyed it beartily, and narrated all its most min-
ute circumstances. Thomas Latherfoord was a
wan of bizh inteliect, and went down to his grave
at an advanced age, houored aund lamented by all
who bad bnown him. FEhortly after I wentinto
Congress as the repreteutative of this district, an
bovor of which 1 bave e¢ver been ptond, those
questions e which tore asunder tbe oid Repuls
lican party, and have since been, toa greatexrtont,
thedividivg line between subsequent parties,—
The citizens of Richmond were not backward in
the expression f their opinions upon those inter«
estivgaud abvorbing topics which sprung vp be-
tween 1516 and 1521; and the wemorials and re
monstrances which they yr sented to Congress were
chietly from the pen of I'h Rutkerfeo-d. They
were admitted to be the ablest papers presented
to Congress dur.ng those eventful times; snd,
amid the crowd of similar papers which came up
from the country, were unif .rmly selccted for re
view by the advocates of the measures which they
0, poecd—the stiongest evideuce of their power
rad force. I hope that, in some furir, they have

abode. It was my happiness to have b © ac-
quninted with those I havo mentioned, at the early
period to which I Lave ref-ried. I was admittad,
by Mr. Raudolph, as a jaw student in his office. and
can never be too grateful for the iwstruction bLe
sffirded me. He was the son of Rir John Ran-
dolph, formerly the King’s Attoruey Genera), who,
in his bri<f day, (be died at the age of 45.) fiiled a
large epace in the affairs of the Colony. His mon
ument 1% to Le secn on the walle of the cliapel of
William and Mary College, and his remaing, «] ngz-
with those of Leyton Ravdolph, the first President
of Congress, and others of distinctio, are entomb
ed in vaults connected with the chapel. Edmund
Raudo'ph entered upon lifs with every prestige of
success; which it was his good fortune not to dis-
appoint. He ran & most brilliant career. Under
tue Colonial Gevernment be succeeded his father,
or soon afterwurds Lecame the Attor ney General
of the Colony, and attained the bighest eminence
at the legal furum. Clients flocked around bim in
vast nuwibers, and his opinions exerted great in-
fiuence, not oniy over the Courts, but over the
peop'e. When the distnrbances with Great Britain
vroke out. be took bis staud firm y oo the side of
the Colony. What cflices he filied, and wht ser-
vices he rendered, both before and after ihe De-
claration of Independence; are retorded in history.
It is no part of wy purpess to give biographies,.—
My deeign is the m.re humbls (ms of presenting
penci! ske'ches, in which the mure outline is ¢xe
bibited. When I became personally acquaicted
with Mr. Randolph, age bad made its inroads upon
him ; bat be, pevertheless, had been gentiy dealt
with by time. Ilis person still bore its manly and
m: jestic mien—his full, biack eye, still beimed
with inteiligence, and one lefe biw in donbt which
uiost to admire, his ccmmaonding person, bis ele-
grace of mauners, or Lis sparkiing, and, st the
same time, massive intellect. Ile roquired a'l
these combined to restore him to his position at
the bar, atier having repeatedly abaodoned it for
high political etation, and yet he achieved the
difficult task; and, aithough surrcunded Ly strong
aud powerful aliletz, ke maintaived his foctivg
firmly, and enjoyed a large share in the profits of
his profession.

Charles Copeland remained in Williamsbary for
soveral jears afier the tiausfer of the General
Court. Thatoldcity still furnished a large theatre
{or forensic labors, and Mr. Copeland became the
icading counsel in all cases of interest. To secure
Lisservices was regarded as eqaivalent to securing
the result of the case. About that time, John
Wickhsm, quite a young man, appeared st the bar,
and soon hecame & man of mark. It was in my
twenty first year that I came to Richmond, as
conusel in a cage which had been sent frome
conaty below, awd which 1 bad conducted in the
court of that conuty. I consented, after much
urgency, to coms here ugon the understandivg
with my client, that I shonld not be expected to
4o more than faruish Mc, Wickham, who bad been
employed by my client, with a statement of the
cage. Mr Wirt had beeu employed by the defen-
dant. 1stated to Mr. Wickham the simple - pur-
poes with which 1 had folloned the case. Iie drew
m= without the conrt-rcom to expostolate with
me. Upon my declarieg to him my utter con
fusion at the idea of speaking in a cage wherein
Mr. Wirt aud himeelf were employed, he said

“That is a mere bugbear. When I wont to the
bar, (said be; 1 becamo engaged in a cusein which
my flee, dependeut on success, was a large one
The lion in miy way was Chas. Copeland. When the
day arrived for the trialof the case, the terrorine
creased upou me, and 85 coatinued until I foll iv
with your father, who was one of the Jgiges of
the conrt, whko inquired as to my eucc at the
var, T replied that | bad on that day a case com-
ing on which wounld yield me a good fee, but that
1 was terrified in having to enconnter Mr. Cope
land.

#he balance.” Tuus encoiraged T entered on the ar
gnment, and gained the cause—so wach, (said be )
for high sounding names at the bar. You must
open the case.”

I did so io faar and trembling, however, and
soon after Jost myselfin the ingoving sallies made
during the rest of the day, betweon the two emi
neut connsel. The succoss in the case which he
had wmeuationed to mae was followed shortly after
by the removal of Mr. Wickham to Richmond.—
Here he {vnnd “foemen worthy of hissteel.” At
the time to which my narrative chicfly relates,
the Richmond bar was equal to any other in the
Upion. Tt consisted, wit,out a metaphor,of &
cousteliation of talent. Mr. Randolph, Mr. Wick.
hem, Mr. Wire, Mc. Hay, Mr. Call, Mr. Warden,
along with others scarcely inferfor in abilities.—
Chief Justice Marshal bad years before put on the
robes of the Chief Justice. How he wore them is
two well known to require me to say. Mr. Wicke
ham occapied the foremost rank in the profession
The accemplishments of his miod, great as they
were, w re fully equalled by the accomplishments
of bis person. His furm was light, airy and elas-
tic, his manners highly cultivated, his address ad
mirable, his couversational power rarely surpass-
ed; his wit racy and sparkling, while his large
lustrous eyes, accompavied by the smile that
played on his lips seemed to light up all around
1 never knew a man who was Ebttar suited to ali
tho purposes of exalted station. 1 mean not mere
l{'l ose P 0 'y to be cul
tivated by all in erder to make the social circle of
oue’s neighborlicod agreeable, but something more
—asa Dlplo-u.'go would have beer nd:mirable—
ne & Becretary of State, unsurpassable., 1 have no
reference to party pelitics, none -hut’nnhpnl
only of men and their capacity for usefuluess.

William Wirt was, at the time, fo the height of
his fame. He bad rendered himself pi
as well by his, writizgs as by his dieplays at the
bar. His , some years before, at the trial
of Aaron Burr, will loog be cited as one of the
choicest gems of American eloquence. Ho was
the antagonist connsel of Mr. Wickham in that
celobrated trial, as well asin other important
cases, from time to time occurring in the courts,
aod it was diflicalt todecide which most toadmire.
the splendid imagery cf the one, or the keen and
cutting eaiire of the other. ide almost woi-

I might fllustrate this in the most forcible
manner by quotin !hf words of Patrick Henry ia
the Convention of 1784, dpon the sulfect of adopt-
ing the Constitution,without previotsly ameuding
defects which all admitted fo exist: * J' 5,
sir,” said he, “Willycu go into a dungeon? an: ?L‘r
what? to get out again? Beware, lest the bolts
and bares of Federal authority shall shut you in
when you are once in.” Ia that brief sentence he
sarrounds you with all the powers of the Federal
Governmeut—its forts at the mouths of all the
principal rivers—its army, its navy, itsa power to
Iay and collect dnties, taxes and imposts. You see,
you feel, yotl totich ths power yon are parting
with, and the hazard yot rtn fo sonceding it,
before surrcundiog yourself with guarantees and
securities. While Mr. Wirt's style was classic,
figurative aud flowing, hiaressoning was powerful
and often overwhelming. At an afier day he
changed his residence to Baltimore where he
tiieasursd swords with Wm. Picckoey, of Maryland,
and it is praifeenotigh to ssy that he lost nothing
by the conflict.

Of George [iay and Daniel Call; T éan dpeak but
briefly. Mr. Hay's manoer of speaking was like
himeelf, stately and studied. Ilis styls in writiog
givesa just idea of his style in spraking. His let-
ters, published in the Enquirerabout the time to
which I refer, duder the siguatere of Horteasins,
were universally read and mach admiiceéd. As the
United States District Attorvey, he pm"cmed
Aaron Burr with marked ability. Mr. Call pre-
tended to no display—to no trick of oratory. He
accompiished everjthing by hisextensive aud well
digested legal learning, which £onatitnted bim, on
all ccersions, an adversary of great powel,

John Warden causnot be a0 harriediy parted
with. Nature g0 generally beautifal in all her
productions, sometimes apparently distorts and
disfigures, as if for the sole purpose of rendering
more to be admired her perfect hendd work. 8o
hadshe acted in the care of Johu Warden—
Jack,as he was familiarly called at the bar. Ilis
struciure wasseemingly reversed, and everything
out of place. Ilis mouth was enormously large
and yet his tongue was too large for his mouth,
which rendered his articulations muddy aud indie-
tioct. Awy one could sketch his likeness. It was
ou all the walls of the Capitol. 1 remember one
sketch particularly which was exceedingly strik-
ing, and bhad written over it what purported to be
his epitaph—the last lines1 only retain in my
memory—

“Realder, tread lightly o’er his sod
For if b gapes you are goue '’
e ofien fieetiousiy declared that his parents

That was a
gem of wuch value, and cansed one to forget the
doefects of the setting. Unauestiopably, the best
conveyauncer,in the State, posseasing mach wit,
profoundly versed in the law, and adding to a!l
these, pleasantry and geed Lumor, every oveliked
bim, and he was eccordingly surrcunded with
clients.

‘These brilliants lights of the bar have all passed
awzy. They have been mucceeded by others, and
these others have had their sticcessors, and yet it
muy well be guestioned whether apy of the more
modern knights of the forom, could poise a lance
with more skill, or strike au adversary a heavier
blow.

I might, gentlemen, coutinue to draw the por-
traitsof others not less eminsut io the various de-
partnents of Jite than those I have so hurriedly
keiched.

FrOM WACHINGTON.

THE VER{FICATION OF NATIONALITY-TIE
ENGLISH FLEED AND THE FILLIBUSTERS,
WaAsHINGTON, Nov. 4.—Tt will be recoliected that

several mnonths age, the government of Great Bri-

tain suggested in general terms, that some mode
ought to be adopted for verityivg the nationality
of vessels, which could be rutaally nsed by both
parties, without offexce to either. But the die

tinct form of the proposition has vot been made,
por is it known what arrangement Her Majesty’s
government will recommend.

It is vot, however, considered to be necessary
for the United States to make theiuitiative in this
matter, a3 the law of patious is acknewledged by
urbat Britain to mean that for which cur Govern
ment has always contended, aud this to the latter
15 satisfactory. If Eogland desires apy modifica
ticn of it, her proposition will of course be eunti-
cied to consideration.

The substauce of the dispatch of Lord Napiar to
the State Department, is represeuted to be, i-
effect, that the Nicaraguan governmeat will avail
itself of the aid of the Britisn flaet to prevent the
landing of filhtuste:s

Onr Goseromeot considers itself able to enforce
the nentrality laws. Should, therefore, Walker
wad his followers fall into the hauds of the British
and thus be prevented from carryiog out their de-
signe, it wouid prove an occurrepce much to be
deprecated, ns it wou!d produce an unpleasant
state of feeling against the British governmeut.
