Shipbuilding at tbe outports i. almost suspended,
and thousands of carpenter* and other artizins
are unemployedand starving; vast numbers ot
master mariners, officers and seamen, are also idle,
and in tbe greatest distress."

Tbe reason for this, he argues, is that while the
foreigner er joys the full benefit of their carrying
trade, Gieat Britaiu is virtually excluded from tbe
carrying trade of other countries. In regard to
tbe policy of the United State* it remarks:

America excludes us from her coasting trade,
and which, from her exteusive seaboard, is of
immense importance. A participation in the car
rjing trade between New York, Boston, New
Orleans and San Francisco Would 1)-j invaluable
to our shipping, especially tho»« belonging to our
North American colonies; and if auythmg will
haven tendency to dissever tboir connection with
this country, it will lu the continued neglect of
our government in procuring for British and co-
lonial shipping fall reciprocity troui the U. Slates.
New lirnnswlckand Nova Scotia are almost de-
pendent on shipbuilding,and could compete suc-
cessfully with the American builders, but they
are excluded from selling theirships in the UnitedSlates, altbocgb that great republic can hell her
vessels in any iiiiti-h part, free of duty; and our
owu shipbuilders having to pay hvavy duty fir
timber, gives the American builder a protection
as against the British shipbuilder, so that not
(?nly our shipowners, but our shipbuilders, are
sul j 'Ct to a ruinous and unfair competition with
the United States. Tins stateot thing* calls aloud
for immediate remedial measures.

lie recommends thecalling of meetings ail over
the country of ship-owners, seamen, and others in*
terested, asking government toenforce restrictions
or prohibitions on those nations, who dj notgive
them full and comple c reciprocity; aud if that
tails, they muat thundir at the doors of l'ariia*
ment.
