3 __The committee oppointed by the meeting of the
Hebrews in Philadelphia, have prepared » memo-
rial on tiue subject of the abduction. After
rociting the facts of the Mortara case, the memo-
risl says:—

In Mortara the abstract rights of man havs been
violated; and the mental distress of his parents,
their argueh and their tears appeal to all liberal
and free people to redress the inenlt which has
been cffered to humanity in the person of the little
boy for whom we now ask your kind oifices. We
are well aware that the United States never do
nor should assume the rigit to interfere in the
foternal relations of the other lands; we aleo know
that it may be said, thata person living inthe
Roman Sgates must submit to their lawe, however
arbitrary ind cruel they may be. Still we trust,
and firmly believe, that the Roman Government
would listen respectfully to any suggestion coming
frcm the President of the United States, especially
if you woald represent to his holiness, the Pope,
that the universal sentiments, not alore of Israel-
ites, but of Protestants, alse,ef the United States,
condemns an act which {sso unreasouable, unjast
and cruel,and that to persistin it might¥norethan
-anythiog else, retard the progresss of Catholicity

in the Union, where every bosom sweells at the
thought of liberty, and where the tyranoy of a
!chur:ln, whatever may be its nate, is no less odi,
ous than the worst arbitrary deeds of the most
detoated crowned heads.

We would therefore respectfully request of you
to instruct the Minister of the Uniied Statesatthe
Court of Rome, to ask, as an act of grace towards
the Goveroment and people of all persuasions of
this ccuntry, to restore tus boy, Edgar Mortara, to
his parents, to be educated as they may deem proe
per, without coercicg their will, or offeringany un-
due inducement to change their original intention
of reering him as an Isruelite.

Secondly, to obtain in the same manner arevoa
cation of the canon of the Roman Catholic Church,
which empowers its adherents to administer bap~
tism under certain circumstances, or at le .t to
declare such an involuntary conversion null and
void, when the parents of children or adolts them-
selves thereafter refuse to rccognizs baptismn as va
lid, when it was ad ministercd at a time they were
unconecions; under the full pursuasion that the
bead of the Cathelic Chureh caunot desiro, in this
age of progress, to force persoas to become converts
to his belief, by which it can neither gain strength
nor benetit those whom it thus Lolds within its

Zrasp.

The Phiiadelphia Evening Journal, referring to
the secoud request in the above memoria!, says:

There certainly, we should thiok, could be no
impropriety in respectfully urgiog the prayer;
yet we may remark here, that Rome cen hardly
graut it without violating her integrity by a re-
cieion of lJaws which lie at the basis of her faith
and power &3 a cuurch, sud which bave been cn-
forced for centuries. So far as we understaud the
case, no such step as that uamed can be taken,
even by the Pope himself, without ca ling an
(Ecumenical courcil, to discuss the policy of re-
voking the original camon of the Cenucii of Trent,
which we subjuin :

“Whosoever ehall affirm that when these bap
tised children grow up they are to be asked
whether they will confirm the promises made by
their godfathers in their name, at their baptiem,
acd, that if they say they will not, they are to be
left to their own choice, and not to be compelled
(cogendos, in the Latin,) in the meantime to lead
a Cbristian life by any othier punishment than ex-
clusion from the Eucharist aud the other sacra-
ments, until they repeat, let them be accursed.”

Secretary Cass, in the name of the Fresident,
has returned the foliowing answer to a letter ask-
ing theGovernnient at Washington to makean aps
peal to Rome agaiust the autnoritics at Belogaa,

IMPORTANT BUIT.—A heavy land eait is being
tried in the Circuit Court of Kanawha county,
Va, in which Messrs. Emile and Charles Dumas, E.
Lacouture and D’lluc de Moneiguon, are all suing
each other for a picce of land, of whic h the Ka«
oawha Star gives the following history:

1t appears that in the yecar 1531, Col. Jas Swan, of

Beston, died in Paris, France, se.zed and posscssed
of very largoe tracts o lands, tyiug and sitnated in
the counties of Kaudolph, Harrison, Woed, Kana-
wha, Greeabrier, Bath, L'yler, Logan, Booas, and
otuer ceunties west of the Alleghany Mouataios 1n
Virginia. Taat these tracts, in the aggregate, coa-
tainea upwards of twe miliicns of acres of land.—
That sfter the death of Uol. bwan, thess lapds be-
came forfeited to the Commonweaith, for nun-pay
ment of taxes, smounnting to sowme $70.00. 1n the
year 1833, it was mads Kpown t) the General As
s-mbly of Virgivia, that Col. Swan nhad rendered
service to the United Siates, in our Kevolutionary
struggles with Great Britain, and had become in-
debted in large sums of moaey, to officers in tue
French army, his old companions in arns, and had,
in his Iast will, directed tuat his large landed estate
ie Virginia should bLe sold te pay his creditors the
woney thus borrowed These facts being made
kuown, the Legislature of Virginia, very gencronsty
and magnaimously, on the 15gh March, 1335, passed
au Act conveying all of the lanas 1orteited 1o the
Stets, #8 bofore wentioned, to_one John Peter bu-
was, in trost, for the beuefit of the credivors if Jas
sSwan, which creditors were mostiy Frenshmen, re-
siding in France.
The litigants all claim to have bought the claims
of the French creditors to a greater or less ex-
tent, and are suing each cther and Josiah Ran-
doll—that gentleman having a claim of $15,000
against the land, as trusteo appointed by the Kas
uawha Court. The suit will eoon be decided, as
tho ftar says :

Hig
memory is very, very vivid, his illustrations so
happy and his manner so impressive, that you
could listen to him for hours. He is one of the
very tow of the connecting livks which biad the
Richmond of the preseut with Richmond of halfa
century ago.”

“That which clothes the head of tbis hoary-

headed old man with peculiar interest, is the nos
ble part which he bore in the memorable burning
of the Richmond Theatre, in 1511, His braway
arm was the means of rescuing many a soul from
the jaws of the devourihg element, nod some of
the first families of our city now poiat to Gilbert
Hunt with mingled pride and gratitude for his self-
sacrificiug conduct on that awful night which
shrouded 80 many happy hearts with gloom. Long
may he live in the exjoyment of the most precious
booa earth can afford—the remembrance of those
for whom oue has endangered even life itself,
May his last days be his best days. But we are
digressing. Let us besilent for e moment and lis
ton to the scenos of that heart-rending occasion,
as it comes from the lips of this noble bearted ne-
gro. e begins:
It was ou the nightof Christmas, 1811. I had
Jjust returned from worshipat the Baptist Church,
and was wbout sitting down to my sapper, when
I was startled by the cry that the theatre was on
fire. My wife’s mistrees cailed me,and begzed me
to hasten to the theatre, andif possible, save her
quly daughter—a young lady who had been teach~
ing me my bookevery night,and one whom I
loved very much. The wind was quite high, and
the hissing and crackling flames soon swept the
entire building in their embrace. The house was
built of wood, and therefore the work of destruce
tion was very abort,

“When I reached the building, I immediately
went to the house of a colored fiddler, named
Gileat, who lived close by, and begged him to
lend me a bed ou which the poor frightened crea-
turea might fall, as they leaped from the wine
dows. This be positively refused to do. I then
procured a step-ladder, and placed it agaiast the
wall of the buraiog building. The door was too
small to permit the crowd, pushed forward Ly the
scorching flames, to get out, and numbers of
them were mad!y leaping from the windows, only
to be crushed to deatn by the fail. I looked up
and saw Dr. standing at oue of the top win-
dows, and caliing to me tocatch the ladies as he
handed them down.

“1 was then young andstrong, andthe poor
screaming ladies felt as light as feathers. By this
means we got all tho ladies out of this portion of
the house. The flames were rapidly approachiug
the Ductor. Tuey were beginuing to tauke boid
ol hisclotbing, and O me! I thought that good
&40, who had saved so many precious lives, was
going tobs burned up. le juosyed from the
window, and whea he touched the ground 1
thought he was dead. He could not move an
inch. Noone wasnpear that portion of the house;
tor the wall was tottering like adrunkea mau,
and [ expected to see it every moment crush the
Doctor to death. 1heard bim scream out, Hill
nobody save me? and at the risk of my own life 1
rushed to him and bore Lim away toa place of
safoty. The scene surpassed anything I ever saw.
The wildshrieks of ‘hopeless agony, the pierciug
cry, ‘Lord save or I perish’ ‘the upiified bands,
earnest prayer for mercy, ‘or pardou, fur salva-
tion. I thiok lsee it now—all—all just as it hap
pened.” Aud the cid vegrostopped to wipe away
.l:“; :hlch was tricklirg down his wrinkled
cheek.
