Croom of the Stole was rather a cu»
rious office to attach to that of Mistress of the
Robes, but perhaps requisite when a fewale was
on the throne. The Stole is a parrow vest, for-
merly embyoidered with roses, fleur-de-lis, and
crowns, and lined with sarsanet. Sarah, Duchess
of Mariborough, held both these offices in the
reign of Queen Annie, and 8o did the Duchesa of
Somerget. The salary was then eight hundred
pounis sterling,and is now five hundred pounands
sterling per aunum., The ladies of the Bed Cham-
ver—the duties are connected with all things aps
pertaining to the royal elceping and dressing
apartments, of which they bave the complete
superintendence and control, as well asof the aps
parel of the Queen.

The bed chamber women are seven in number,
and their salaries and duties are similar to the
ladies of the bed chamber. In the correspoundence
of Henrietta, Conutess of Suffolk, there are some
singular illustrations of this office. Maids of honor
age of ancient date, and of considerable importance
They were always well paid and well cared for by
royalty. The ctronicles of the reign of Heary
VIII, give numerous examples of this fact. Ap
order for the provision of one of the ladies of honor
to Catbarine is very minute, and among other
things provides ber with a gailon of ate for break-
fast and a chine of beef; a piece of beef and a gal
lon of beer for dioner. In the afternoon, a gallon
of ale and a maniple of bread; and for supper a
mess of porridge, a piece of mutton, and a gallon
of ale; after supper, half u gallon of wine and
bread. Im 1775, the ladies petitioned for an in-
orease of salary, instead of rations for supper, ard
were allowed seventy pounds steriing per aunum.
Their daties, in the present day, are to attend ou
the Queen—the turn of the eight ladies being acs
cording to an order, drawn up ecach year. The
salary is three hundred pounds sterling per an
num.

INTERESTING ELEOTRICAL EXPERIMENT.—Take a
sheet of coarse brown paper, and after holding it
before the fire uutil it is perfectly dry, fold it wvp
intoa long strip of about two inches wide.
