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Proserces of Ta® CouNTRY IN 1850.—The N, Y,
Courier in an editorial upon the subject, states that
the exports from New York for the firet eight
months of the present fiscal year, exclusive of
apecie, were thirty-five millions of dollars: the
imports into New York for the same period have
been one hundred and twenty-nine millions of
dollars, or_an eXcess of ninety-four millions of
dollars in the imports into one port in the past
eight montha. It {s well asked :

It we do have good crops, can such an enor*
mous expenditure of the vitals of the country,
nameoly, capital and raw material at low prices, be
continually made for the high-priced manufac-
tures of pauper Europe’ The total exports of
agricuitaral products last yoar from Ohfo, the
rickest agricultaral State in the Union, was lesa
than lwnn(y-nve dollars for each fnhabitant, and
uot one-third of this, or five dollars for each
person, ever floated on salt water or paid debt
abroad, and yet we are now importing at the
rate of fifteen dollars for each person in the whole
couutry, o rich silks, high priced totton goods,
and luxuries of oue sort and avother, includ-
ing iron rails for our raitronds. We have exam-
iued returns from different parts of the country,
and will admit that there never was as much land
putiv caitivation, and with good weather there
never has been sach Crops as will be raised. But
never had we as many idle noneproducers, never
betore did it take the profit of as many buehsls of
wheat to pay for one yard of high priced cotton
goods, made in Europe from the raw material
raised bere. Not for twenty years have there
been, proportioned to our size and numbers, as
few _new cotton mills, iron farnaces and coal coms
panies to make a home market as in this very

eighty millions of doliars. The present expendi-
turea of the Government are, including interest
on debt, ninety millions of dollars. This expen=
diture after allowing for the borrowed receipta
makes an importation of four hundred millions of
dollars of foreign goods, or about $15 for each
person in the country necessary to prevent bank-
raptey. We have, ®herefore, a yearly importation
greatly in eXcess of onr present trade, with an
increasing natioral debt, as the alternative toa
bankrupt goveromeat. On the other hand, we
find by the Custom House recorde that our exe
ports for the present year will probably not be
over three hundred millions of dollars. To show
the truth of thisstatement we give the following
official figures:

MURDER AND SuICIDE AT HARTRORD, CoNN.—~Chris.
topher Colson, who for many years has Leen ens
g1ged as a fish dealer in Hartford, Conn., cut his
wife’s throat Mocday, killivg her instantly. He
had been divorced from his wife for the year past.

Saturdsy night last he slept at the house of his
brother, James H. Colson, baker, No. 54 South
Hudson street. The bouse is occupied by four
families, Mr. Colson living on the first floor in
the north half. Christopher was sitting in one of

attempted to leave the room, when he followed
ber, caught her by the dress behind, and eut
ber throat from the right ear to a point jnst
below the chiv. makiug two horrible gashes,
severing the carotid artery. and partiaily sev-
eriog the jogular vein. He manifested very
little passion or feeling ¢f any kind, but remarkw
ing that he ‘boped she was satisfied,
bloody weapon—a large two-edged fish knife—~un-
der the table,and proceeded leisurely to the pan-
try, where he commenced devouriog some pies
that were stored there. The inmates of the house
were, of course, thrown into the greatest consters
nation aud excitement by the terrible event that
had just travspired. Some attempt was made to
arrest the murderer, but he was so much beld in
dread by those present, who feared that he might
be still armed, that he was allowed, after he had
eaten and drank what he wanted, to-leave the
house unmolested.

He
learned that the person described arrived here last
Monday afternoon, and during the weck he was
busily engaged in ferreting ont the suppoded
guilty party. Last Saturday afternoon, after a
diligent search of five days, he traced the trunk of
the suppossd forger to the National House, Hay-
market Square, aud after examining the register
aud not fioding the names of Osborn or Turner
there, he examiued the bazgage and found the long
looked for articles, marked with a big “A,” but
goms names, partly obliterated, were to be seen
also. Edward Argentin was the man who owned
the property, and on being found, answered the
description of the man who was described to have
received the money ®o well, that Mr. Argentin
was taken into custody, and on being examined,
£1500 on the Tremont Bank of this city, $500 on
the Bank of the Metropolis, and a small amount
in gold, was found in his possession.

coin, melting pots, and pans; tools for finishing
the coius, aud all the apparatus necessary in cars
rying on the business extensively, except the
moulds. Rolls of counterfeit bills, and notes on
broken bauks, dies, viguettes, etc., from genuine
bills of broken or worthless bavks catomt care-
fully, aud ready for“raisiog,” every denomination
of genuine bills were also found secreted in the
bhouse. The precise smouot of the counterfeit
bills is not known; it is estimated from $500 to
$1,000. Over vue huadred and tweaty dollars‘in
bogus quarter eagles, (two and a halfdoliar gold
coins) and thirty-seven gold dollars were found,
together with a large number of composition
dimes, quarters, etc. The coin is well calcalated
to deceive; many of the coins can only be detected
by their light weight. The couuterfeits wers
generally of a flimsy description, though some of
it would deceive any but good jadges.

On searching the elder McCleary, seventy dol-
lars wete found in counterfeitive on the Mers
chauts Bank of Virginia. The counuterfeit bille
found in the house were of all denominations,
priocipally on Virginia and Obio banks. When
the officers entered the house, oue ot the girls en«
deavored to throw a bumber of the bogus coins
into the fire, or backof the grate, but the move-
ment was detected by the noise of the failing
coins, and they were immediately meized and see
cured by officer M’Vicker, despite the efforts of
one of the women to obtain them. Buth had
their fingers severely pinched in the Istruggle,
which nearly led to an altercation between them.
