CLARATION OFP THE FREEDOM OF
TRANSIT ROUTE. -

The news from Nluﬁ;;; anporhnt, though
the reported secizure of American steameors by
:rench troops, was incorrect, It Appears that the
Nicaraguan government bas been lookin,

g out for
fillibusters on the Pacific side for some time, and
had spies stationed on the coast to robort the
arrival of any suspicions vessel. The 20th of
hsbrn._ry Waa the time fixed for the arrival of the
fuvaders, avdon the night of  the 19th three of
the largest bridges on :he Transit road, from the
lIake to San  Juan del Sar, were burned down.—
These bridges—frcm fifteen to twenty in number
~had all been lately built and repaired, and one
of the three burned is said to have cost £1,000.—
Thecorrespondent of the Now York Herald, says:

Oa the afternoon of the 21 of March the United
Suh:c sloop-of-war Decatur appeared off 8an Juan
del Sur,and sent her boats on shore for water,—
The sleepless spies were on the alert; and taking
the Decatur tor a filibuster craft, and the water
boats to be filled with armed invadere, the greasers
fied to the bushes, thence to the President, and re.
ported the country already invaded and filled with
armed meo. Martinez's bosom swelled with pas
triotism, and was almost wild with the hope of
evcountering the enemy. Martial law was de-
clared. The war trumpet souuded, forces were
calied out, and the President, having placed the
chair of State in other keeping, put himseif at
the head of the army. All the pomp and parade
of gloricus war was going on in astyle to be seen
and appreciated only in Nicaragua, when pews
came that there were no fi.ibusters at S8an Juan
dal dar: that the ehip was an American man-of.
war. President Martivez having satisfied himself
of the actusl state of things, immedlnlely issned

people, it #seems, but the government did not cone
tgelf ont of danger. On the 11th of March
lor or commanund, signed by an official at Fort
San Carlos, dated the 10th, was served on Captain
Holton, of tha lake boat Cass-Yrisarri, then Iyiog
at the head of Toro Rapids, to place the steamer
immediately under the guuns of Fort San Carlos,
twenty-seven wilea distant. Ao hour was given
Holton to reply: and if at its expiration he refused
to comply with the order, himself and men were
to be regarced as ‘‘suspicious to the peace of the
republic.”

The order was served on Holtox by an cfficer of
the Nicarsguan army, sccompanied by armed sol«
diers. Upoon bis protesting against such proceed=
ings and refusing to obey the order, the officer and
soldiers took forcible possession of the Cass-Yrise
arri aud carried her to Fort San Carlos. Holton
attempted, and asked permission to leave the boat,
but was forcibly detained until the 5th, when, at
the ioterposition of Mr. Bills and Mr. Schles«
singer, the agents of the company, he was set at
hberty.

Oo the 12tha similar order was served on Caps
tain Carman, of the Catharine Maria, lying at Cas-
tillo Rapids, from the commander at Fort Castillo,
He declived complying, aud the Catharine Maria
was seizod by the Nicaraguan officials. Carman
hauled down the American flag in token of a com-
puisory surrender. The commandaunte then sent
to the fort, got the Nicaraguan flag and hoisted
iton the Catharine Maria.

Inattempting to take ber to Fort San Carlos
she was run on a rock at Toro Rapids, whare she
now lies high and dry.

Art. 4 Che government will ais) take upon itself
the imposition of a charge for transportation mod-
erate and equal for all nutions

interoceanic maritime canal,

Given at Nicaragua, in tha Hallof the Chamber
of Peputies, February 26, 1:59,

You will vee the officials put the seizure of the
boats on the grouud of an anticipated invasion,
and the fear of their falling into the hands of the
invaders. On the Zether hand, the American
agents say that it isa gross invasion of their
rights, and seizure of the company’s boats and
property to prevent the opericg of the Transit,and
done throughEoglish and Freunch influence.

TERRIBLE LOCONOTIVE EXPLOSION—Two Mew Kill-
¢d —On Wednesday morning iast, nbonuo'clock,
the engine atiached to a coal train on the Reading
Railroad, exploded in the 24'h ward of Philadei=
phia. The train was standing waiting for the
aid of another engice to puch it arcund a curve,
The Philadelphia Bulletin says:
From scme cauee the boiler of the engine exs
ploded while standing at the spot we have doe
ecribed, and frightful consequences eunsned. The
locomotive was broken away from the rest of the
train by the firce of the explosion, and it was
dashed on to the bridge, a distance of 8iXty orsev-
enty feet. The engine was literaily blown to
pieces, the boiler being shattered and evew the
ruoning gears wrecked. It was a coal burner en=
gine of greatpower.
Two men were iustantly killed by the accident,
The eugineer, Josiah Missimer, was upon the en-
gine at the time, and it is supposed that he was
blowninto the river,as no trace has yetbeen found
of his body. John Foley, the first brakceman, was
bicwn a distauce of fifty yards trom the spot
where the explosion took place. His body was
found upon the towpath, within four feetof the
river. e had fallen headfaremost among some
rocks, and his brains dashed out. Missimer, the
evgioeer, wasa married man. Mr. Foley, the
other victim, was uomarried.
The toll-house at the west end of the bridge was
shattered by the explosion and the building was
set on fire. The toll-gatberer and Lis family were
asleep iu their Leds at the time. The to!l gatherer
was thrown [rom his bed by the shock and dashed
zaiust the wall. A portion ot the iron work of
the boiler was blown intoa window of the tolls
house, aud falling upon the foot ofa boy lying in
bed, it burned biw. A daughter ofthe toilsgath.
erer was so stunned that she counld wot be aroused
for some time. None of this family received any
very sericus ivjury.
The fireman made a narrow escape. He had
just left his post and had gone into the toll bouse
to precure a drink when ibe mishap took place.—
The explosion was accompanied by a tremendous
sheck aod report. Buildings in the Thirteenth,
Fourteesth and Twentieth Wards of the city were
shaken by the expiosion, and the report was heard
distinctly for a great distance. The safety valve
of the engice was blown entirely across the
Schuylkill, and it was found after daylight in the
yard of a houseat the Falis. It seems thatat the
time the explosion took place, thetrain was wait-
ipg for an additional engine to push the cars
around a curve. The shock of the explosion
shook buildings at Frankford and Germantown,
a8 well as in upper parts of the city.
