No mortal pen can do Justice to
the horrors of tbe road from Staunton via Green-
ville. It never waa good in ita best days, but some
years ago a plankroad was constructed over it,
to which Virginia gave liberal aid, and, like most
plank roads, it baa proved worse than a failure.?
The planks have gone ta pieces, and become a
greater nuisance than the corduroy roads of prim-
Hive times. No man knows what jolting ia, or can
form the fainteet conception of it who has not
travailed over this purgatorial highway. Tbe
rolling and floundering of a ship at sea iu a heavy
gale ia mere pastime to tbe performances of the
stage on the Greenville road.
