The court openedto-day at the nsnil hour. The

aame large crowd was in attendance.
Theregular jury waa polled,and dismissed untilMondaytwo week*, thus indicating the intention

on the part of the Judge to admit the evidence of*
fered.

The connsel for the prosecution are Inundated
with country newspapers,containing editorial com-
ments in regard to the conduct of the trial. They
have nc time, however, to profit by the sage *ug«
gettiocs therein made.

Mr Oold proceeded to close bis argument
against the admissibility of evidence offered to
prove adultery. In reply to Mr Brady's Interroga-
tories Saturday, askiog on what were the jury to
pass, if the court determined the justification,
provocation and cooling time, he held, that
they were to pass upon the action connect'
ed with the killing aud apply to it the law
as ruled by the court with reference to tbe
provocation, justification, etc. If a man were in«
dieted for poisoniug, would connsel claim that evi-
dence of provocation, justification, etc., sbonld
be given ? Did not the law declare in such cases
there could be no justificationI It was the con-
stant practice of courts to pass upon justification,
etc. ' ""if

Judge Crawford?At a different stage from this,
however.

Mr. Brady?'We utterly refuse to enter any dis-
cussion of any question at this time, except wbat
relate* to the particular point before your honor-
We offer to prove habitual adultery. As to josti-
ficatioc,provocation and cooling time, be proposed
to be heard at a future time. In asking the court
for instructions to the jury, we mean to insist
that they are the judges of the law and facta.

Mr. Odd bad certainly misunderstood tbo argu-
ments of counsel, if these questions were not now
before tbe court.

Mr. Phillips?lf the evidence has a tendency
towards justification, that is sufficient.

Mr.Onld held it had no such tendency, for in
law the facts amounted to neither justification or
provocation. He cited several authorities in
point.

[Here tbe Judge dismissed tbe Grand Jury for a
fortnight.]

Mr.Onld resumed in reply to Mr. Phillips' pro-
position. It had been argued that the evidence
was competent as affecting the question wbetbe rtbe prisoner's passion was real or feigned. It had
also beeu argued that tbe deceased was giving
signals at the time of bis death, and that therefore
the evidence was competent. But if, as theprose-
cution held, adultery was not legal provocation or
justification,how could an invitation to it be so ?

Tbe argument was continued at great length
by counsel on both sides, ending at noon. The
court then gave its decision,admitting evidence of
adultery, on the ground that it was competent for
tbe jury to know wbat tbe waving of the hand-
kerchief meant, and to explain the expressionso'
the prisouer, already admitted by the prosecution-

Miss Nancy Brown, called.?Was acquainted with
Key, and knew Mrs. S. by sight. List time shesaw Key was the Wednesday preceding his death.
Ou that day saw him take a key out of bis pocket
and unlock the front door of the house on 15th
street, and euter. Saw Mrs. S. enter through the
back way, and go out in a like manner. They re*
mained there about anhour. Saw Key go with
her to the back gato and let her out. lie tbeu
went back to tbe bouse and came out the frontdoor. They met each other again immediately ?

Kuew it was Mrs. S. by inquiring of different per-
sons. aud seeing ber in own bouse. Previous to
WeJnesday, bad eeen Key accompanied by the
same lady who bad bold of bis arm, go into thishouse three times: that is once a week for three
weeks. Wednesday was the only titns she saw
Key go in alone.

By Mr. RadciilTe?Did you ever see Key there by
himsell?and did be ever say anything to you
about the houses.

Wilntst.?He came there the latter part of Octo-
ber,on a horse, and rode up to whereI was stand*
ing aud inquired if the house was occupied. I
replied it was no*. He aeked who owntd it. I
told him a colored man named John Gray tiad the
renting of it. He asked where he could be found.
I told him somewhere onCapitol Hill. About three
weeks afterwards, he rode up in front of my bouse
aud tied bis horse to a tree. I asked him if he did
not know that was against the law. He said he
didn't know it was. Itold him he was liable to a
fine of $5, and I didn't wish him to tie bis horsethere again. lie said he would not, as he only tied
him there until he could look into the house whichhe thought of renting. After that he never spoke
to me again. On Wednesday when he went in, he
had a shawl on his left arm, and came out?

By Katclifle.?Did you notice anything while he
was about.

HVn/ss ?After entering the house, I would see
him go down to the back part of tbe yard and bring
an armful of wood, tfoon smoke would be seen is--
suing from the chimney. Then be would tie a
piece of string orribbon to the window blind ai a
signal.

Mr. Katclifle.?Have yon seen the shawl since
Xiey's death?

?lhave, but there being so many shawls
resembling each other, I would not liketo swear to
its being theone beforespoken of. [The shawl was
here exhibited to witness, who said that to the best
of her belief that was the same she saw Key have
on Wednesday when he entered the honse.]

Mr. Katcliffe.?Describe some of the dresses
which the lady bad on at the times she frequented
the house.

tFitnets?She would often have a silk dress of a
narrow plaid, with sometimes a black Raglan on,
and at other times a brown dress, which looked to
me like a travellingdress, with a velvet shawl; on
Wednesday she had on tbe brown dress with tbe
Raglan.

Mr. Ratcliffe?ln what way do yon enter (he
house from the back way ?

W'ilmu?You go np the alley in rear of the
bouse,and enter it through a wood bouse; with no
pavement, tbe backway is very muddyall the
time; noother person has occupied the house bat
Key since he rented it; never saw anybody else go
Id.

Mr. Graham?Did yon aver see them approach
towards the honse and then turn back?
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the front door for Ratcllffe end Mmruder. DidP°* back door; think* it *u notNcked. Theglovea were ordinary riding clove*.Thi» wm the only time witness visited thathouse.

By Prosecution?Think it wa« a colored manwho let the wltneea in at the window. lie wentwith wttnm* and followed him from the jail.?
Never eaw him afterward*. Sew him at the Jail,and asked him to go with him in a carriage.
Thought he wonld assist witness In goingInto thehonae. Don't know why ha thoughthe wonld as*tlat him to get into the bon«e. At the jail the
counsel tor the defence reqneated wltneea to go tothia bouse. The man wltneea asked to go withhim waa the man he understood waa to accompany
him. Heard from Mr. Ratcllffe that he waa toac«company him?bat don't know why he waa to go.lie followed witneaa ont to the gate, aod aaid hewould meat him at the hoaae. When witneaa gotto the house he fouod what the negro went there
for.

Mr. Carlisle?When did you find out what yonwere to do?
Wttri'ft?That is a nonsensical question.
Carlisle?l am not at all anxious to bava yourgood opinion,ao you need not trouble yourself toexpress yourself upon that point.

I inquired very little about it, butcalculated that thecolored man was to asaiit Ingetting into the house; don't know whether hewas a colored man or nol; noone told witness whybe was to accompany him; did not koow whatbusiuesa wa* to be done after going to the honae;
after he got there, found wbere ha waa f laughter hhi* business wa* to go to the bouse, but he did
not know what be wa* to go for; knew he was totake the things away; Mr. Ratcllffe told witnessto take possession of the things; Messrs. Ratcliffeand Magruder went in the back with witness;
never saw this white or colored man before or
since that time; witness tried the front door andthis man ahowed him the back way; the manopened the shatters; be bad not told witneaa bow
he was to go In; witness thought he should findthe back way open, but found It locked; witneaa
carried the shawl to variousperaons to aae if they
could recognise it?to Mrs. Brown and to Mr. See-ly; went to the jailof bis own accord, without a
request from any one, and while there, was engag-
ed to do this business.

By Brady.?Don't koow much about that neigh-
borhood.

By Magruder.?l think aomething waa aaid at
the j*il about some one goiug to show the w>ty to
the honse.

Daniel Ratcliffe called.?Went to the bouse as
soon as be wasemployed. Mr. Magrnderand wit*
ness thought it proper to learn all tbeficts in thecase. This man, who was nearly white, was under*stood to be acquainted with the premises,and seem-
ed to assist witness and other parties. Went thereand went up stairs. Saw a bed all In confusion, andon that bed a shawl, and thinking they had seen
such a shawl onKey, the officer was requested to
takecharge of it. Found also a pair of gloves, comb
and a bunch of cigaritos. Key resided about m
mile from tbii bouse. lie was a widower, end had
four or five children.

Wilnen?Ym. About five weeks before Wed-
nesday, when they got about aa far as my gate,
where I wmstanding, they saw two policemen at
the cornet of K and 15th streets, and they turned
aroundand kept up loth street until I lost sightof
thecu. They did not come back that day. It is not
likely tbey wonld, afcer beingfrightened away.?
I livenext to tho 2d door north of John Gray's.
There areonly two houses that sideot the square
from K street up to Ist street, and one at the cor-
ner. Mr. Wilkinson liven at the corner of K and
15th streets; John Gray's is next; nextis mine;

the next is Kdward Ward'*. Thereare four bouses
en that square. Saw Mrs. S. about three weeks
filter Key rented tbe boute, for the first time. I

i observed hor particularly. Afterwards saw her at
. her own house.

Q?llow cams yon to go to her house 1
Wttnesi?Well, I had occasion to.
Q?What was the occasion ?
A?Mrs. Sickles sent for me to go and identify

whether she was tbe same woman I bad seen go in
there; Mr. Seely lives back of this houso,near the
alley; tbe white atriog was pat out; when Key
came, he first made fire; witness saw him go into
tbe yard to get wood four or five times; Mr. Mann
called to ask witness to go to see Mrs. S. the Tues*
day after tbe death of Key; witness identified her
as tbe woman; had seen tbe shawl which was
shown witness; thinks theshawl is tbe same one,
bnt would not swear to it; saw Mrs. 8. In Peon*
sylvania Avenue once; abe was getting oat of a
carriage: witness asked a gentleman who she was,
and was informed that it was Mrs. Sickles; thinks
it was three weeks after that Incident when witness
saw Mrs. 8. coming to tbe bonse on 15th street, did
not tbink she was a lady, but some "servant gal."

Judge Crawford?Mrs. Brown, jr*u really must
not give your opinions.

Xnlntss.?l can't help It. [Laughter.] I saw no
persons go Id the boose uutll the persons wont in
who showed witness the shawl. I went down to
the front doorand beard someonedoiogsomething
to tbe door. Don't know what they were doing.
Heard no persons in the boose the week after

Key's death.
Mr. Brady here presented tbe lock taken from

Jobn Gray's boose, and tbe key found in Key's
pccket to tbe jury far examination.

Chat. Mann called?ls a policeman; koow's the
brick boose in question; was there Monday follow-
ingKey's death, abonl 12 or 1 o'clock. Messrs
Magiader and Katcliffe went there with witness;
found a shawl, pair of gloves, comb and a paper
of cigarltos there; saw some chunks of wood there.
Tbe shawl was on tbe bed, in tbe front room.?
It was tbtu in witness' possession, and bas been
ever since. [Witness showed it.] Mrs. Brown
went to Mrs. sickles' with witness; took bar there.
at the instance of Mr. Katcliffe. On tbe first
floor of the boose on firststreet was a book case
and some plain furniture. On tbe second story
were two rooms, connecting with each other. In
tbe backroom was abed, washstand and pitcher;
tbe bed looked as if it had not been made np for
a week or two. The bed in the front rooao was In
the samecondition?rather rumpled np. It look*

? d as if it had not bean made np lor some tirae.
Got into the bouse by tbe back way, and an)oek*d

Jno M S'dy recalled?Resides in L street, No.
361; his attentiou was first called to tiie visits of
Key and a lady to tbe bouse by seeing uiem going
into the house in the latter part of January; Key
sometimes wore a steel grey sack and sometimes
a plum-coloredcoat; they went Into tbe bouse af-
ter Key unlocked tbe door; the first time they
went they were on foot; don't think she bad his
arm; don't know how long tbey staid; this was
between 1 and 2 o'clock; tbe door shut after they
went in; tbe next time witness saw themr was the
12rb of February, about tbe same hour; witness
was going up 15th street and tbey were before
him; as they stopped in front of the bouse wit-
ness passed; the lady threw up her veil and looked
at witness; saw them come out an hour after-
ward?; she came out first and he followed some
time after, and passed down the street;
some fjur or five minutes elapsed after she
went out before he came out; sbo weut
towards her bouse, he went in another direction;
the next time was Sunday, the 20th February,
abont half past 1 o'clock; be eutered alone ; wit-
ness went to bis own hotise, and,lookingout of the
back window, saw the same lady come to the
back gate; saw Key go down to tbe gate and
let her iu ; they both entered the Inuse together;
the lady came out tbe sauie way she went in;
ou tbe 23rd or 24tb February was tbe last time
witness remembers seeingthem?then onlysaw tbe
lady pass in tbe back gate, about 2 o'clock, PM; did
not see Key that day; canootsay how long she re-
mained that day; on the Sunday last mentioned,
sue staid about an hour or more; the bouse in15:h street had been uncccnpied since tbe Septemr
ber preceding; it had a bad reputation when the
witness moved into tbe neighborhood;neversaw
any visitor there exceptKey and tbe lady; steer*
tained who tbe lady was, and went to see
her at her bouse, about eight days after the
killing; she was the identical person who
went to the bouse on Fifteenth street; witness westwitb bis wife and daughter, to satisfy himself.?
The lady was introduced to witness by a gentle-
man named Hart, who passed bis house daily; saw
the lady's face as olten as three or four times; only
saw her make four visits to thebouse, and saw ber
face each time; ber face was uncovered all the
times except once: she was 75 feet from witness
when he saw ber trom his window; witness' win-
dow was open: she seemed to be looking to see if
any one wa< looking at her; she did not look to-
wards witness but once when she entered by the
alley; witness was at the wood-housemate: she got
in 40 feet of him, and saw him, but didnot conceal
her face, but walked directly on; should have
recognised her auy where; she wore the same
dress that she wore when she was pointed cut to
witness as Mrs Sickles: was told by hearsay that
she was Mrs S, and to satisfy himself of tbe fact
he went to her house, saw ber, and was fully satis-
fied.

silk, with stripes about an inch in width; she had
ona beautiful black silk velvet sbawl, with twist-
ed silk fringe interspersed with bugles; be had on
a steel grey sack, aud bad a cane iu bis band; as
be passed witness' house be bad a key in bis
hand, which rattled; I know it was Mr*. 8, be-
cause I went to ber bouse to see ber; was introdu-
ced to Mrs. Sickles by Itarl: recognized ber; sbe
also recognized witness as soon as sbe entered the
house; thinks Key and Mrs. Sickles went in
tbe back way after being seen together iu tbe
front; could see Mrs. S.'s features, through her
black veil; thinks sbe must have been severely
threatened, from her frightened appearance; ber
attention was drawn to them when tbey passed
her house; paid more attention to the features ot
Mrs. S. than to those of K->y; witness was at the
up stairs window, looking down ontbem; this was
tbe 16th February, saw them together two or three
times that day; tbey pa>sed witness' nonse tbe
third time; did not know that tbe house of John
Gray was occupied for some time; saw no other
persons visit the house since it was vaoated:
Mrs. Sickles was differently dressed when wit*
ness saw ber at the house; when witness went
to Mrs. Sickles' bouse, she told part of what
she came for; she expected to be summoned
in tbe case, and went to see if Mrs. Sickles
was the same person sbe saw with Key.

tire; Mrs S always wore a sbawl wbea sbe entered
tbe house; Mrs 3 recognized tbe daughterof wit-
ness on tbe visit witness made to ber, and asked
her daughter if she was not the person who was
at the window when she and Key passed; her
daughter answered that she was.

James Dinnity, called. ?Knew Key and Mrs
Sickles; bad seen them together; saw them the
K>th February; a remark was made which called
his attention to Key and Mrs 8; they went down
L street to 10th, taroed np the east side of 16th to
K, alongK to latb, tip 15th to North M at; when
they got to the corner, Key peeped around the

death; was requested by Mr Rateliffe to go and see
if be could recognise ber; I dorecognise ber as the
lady I sawou the day in question; the walkingwas
very bad that day; several persona, both white and
colored, observed them walking together, from
their house* along the route.

In my opinion this Is themost desirable connty In the*State of Virglu-ia for an enterprising farmer, who has tbemeans to prosecute bis callingor occupation vigor-ously. Especially does this opinionhold good, withreference to those portions of tbe county bordering on the James and Appomattox rivers. Lime,tbe best renovator at last, of worn out soils, canbe bad in abundance, and at low rates, on tbebanks of tbe rivers mentioned. Tbere areaeveraigentlemen in this neighborhood, engaged in agri-
cultural pursuits, who are using lime with a liberalhand, and bave beea doing so tor years, and tberesults have beon both gratifying and satisfactoryto tbem.
