Suicide In Washington.
The Washington evening papers of Monday

contain accounts of the suicide of John B Gilmer*
editor of the Charlottesville (Ya) Exponent,
which has already been noticed by telegraph.?
Tke Starsays:

This morning, as the small locomotive, ustd at
the depot of the Washington Branch Railroad for
regulating the cars upon the track, was backing
into the enclosure, a man was seen to throw him-
self upon tbe track, and before it could be pre-
vented, tbe wheels of the tender passed over biui,
crushing his brenst and arm, and causing death in
a tew minutes. He was taken into tbe depot, and
u|on examination, it was ascertained that tbe de-
ceased was John B. Gilmer, of Virginia, a sou of
Secretary Gilmer, of I'resideut Tyler's Cabluet.
who c«me to his death by the deplorable accident
on the United States steamer Princeton. Coroner
Woodwird having summoned a jury to investi-
gate the case, they returned a verdict that the
said John B Gilmer came to his death by volunta-
rily throwing Uimself across tbe railroad track
at tbe Washington depot, the tender passing over
him, killmp him almost instantly,on the morn*
ing of the 25th of April, at half past 6 o'clock.?The deceased had been several days iu Washing-
ton, where he is well known, and is a frequent
visitor. The body was delivered into possesion of
R A. Prvor, Esq., an iutiuiate friend of the family,
wb ? will have it properly prepared and convoyed
to Yirgiuia for ictermeut.
The Sates gives ilie evidence at the ? ironei's in-

quest, of which tbe following is an extract:
Mr. Miller said the first he saw of tbe man was,

that be stretched himself out on tbe track, he
(witness) called out to the engineer. Tbe man was
two or three feet from tbe wheels of tbe tender:
did not think he was druuk; be certainly laid
dowu intentionally, aud so close that the engineer
had not time tostop; did uot observe tbe manbe-
fore Witness works ou the road; observed about
dt ceased noindications that be had been drinkiug;
had taken no notice of the man before he threw
himself down.

Mr. Jame* Wesley testified he saw a man sprcid
himself out on the track, too close to the engine
to get him out of the way iu time to save him.?Man lay down onbis breast; bad not observed de«
ceased before; saw nobody with deceased, and no
indications about binj of bis having been under
the influence of liquor; is satisfied the man threw
himself on the track intentionally.

Mr. Parsons examined. Said that a lady had
aeut him word wbeu he was standing by the body-
that she hud observed the deceased walking about
the cars.

Mr Koger A P ryor was sworn: Kuew the de-
ceased ; he is a sou of the Hon Thomas W Gilmer,
ex-Govetnor of Virgiuia, aud formerly Sec;etary
ot the Navy. Ilis father was killed by the explo-
sion of a guu on the Princeton. The deceased was
« lawyer and editor, of Charlottesville. Virginia;
was about thirty years of age. Saw him twice
yesterday; he was sober. Had requested the
Messrs Willard toaeud for me ifMr.Giltner should
be in a couditiou to need my services; hence they
sent me word this morni'jgof bis death.

Mr Gordon. Saw Mr Gilmer yesterday and thismorning; did not think him drunk.
Dr. James M. Grimes, examined?Saw Mr. Gil-

mer alter he was dead; had notseen him before; was
satisfied that be was dead, from having made an
examination of the body; found that death was
caused bjr wounds from cars, Ac.; sixof the ribs
were broken, the lungs were mashed aud congest-
ed, and the arm next the iijurodside was broken
in -everal places.

Mr. Pry or took charge of the person of the de-
ceased. His remains will be sent to Virginia, for
interment.

Mr. Gilmer was editor of the Charlottesville Ex-
ponent,aod was a lawyer by proleasion. lie was
a gentleman of bigh character aud ability, and his
death i 8 deplored by a large circle of friend*.

Iu Bostonand Philadelphia,tbe Associations have been en-
couraged by liberal contributions; and iu tlie lat-

$50,000. Tbe object of these endowments are the
relief of the Associations from embarrassments in

An effort will be made to awaken a more
decided interest ou this subject, among tbe mem-
bers 01 tbe Young Men's Christian Association of
Kichmood, and the citizens generally, during tbe
preseut year.

W th ttiis view the Assrciation has invited theHoo R bt C Wiuthrop, of Boston, todeliver an ad-
dross, which is designed especially to inaugurate
this laudable enterprise. Mr Wiuthrop has kind*ly consented to deliver tbe address fjr the bent-lit
of the "Endowment Kaud." of tbe Association, ouThursday, the sth ' f May next. Those wno are
acquainted with Mr Winthrop's ability will re
quire no other inducement to iusure their atten-
donee, and every triend of the Association will
doubtless show his appreciation of tlio value of an
institution which Lai enlisted tbe services of one
of the most accomplished orators in our country.
Mr Wiutbrcp has often been invited to appear be-
fore our historical and literary societies, and behas uniformly declined; hut now, at the first sum-
mons iu brhalf of tbe cau«e of purity, like his
great compeer, Everett, in advocating the claims
of patriotism, he promptly cjnsenu to render bis
valuable aid.

Elliott,and after a short march, repaired to the
Capitol Square to receive a stand of "Minnie Mus
kets," from Gov. Wise. The announcement that
the presentation would take place, bad drawn to
tbo square hundreds of ladies, gentlemen and
children, towitness the presentation, tbe greater
proportion of whom gathered about Washington's
monument, while scores of others filled the win-
dows of the capitol, and of such private houses as
were conveniently situated to furnish a view of
theexciting fesne.

About ball-past 4 o'clock the Grays entered the
Square, aud alter m*rchit>g, counter marchingand
tiring salutes, formed on the south side ot the
Mouumeot,;where the new muskets bad been
stacked, and where, immediately between the
s atues of Henry and Jeff rson, the Governor aud
hi*stuff had taken their pusiticus.

Maj. Wm. Munford, on behalf of the Execa
tive, then presented toCapt. Elliott, for the Grays,
the beantilul Minnie muskets before him. Mi'j >r
M. said that this distinction had been cooferted
on the Grays at the iustauceof the Adjutant Geu-
eral, as a reward for theirgallant beariug as citi-
zen soldiers, whose fine drill, admirable discipline
end high character, gave assurance that the State
could ever rely upon them to defend her rights and
rtdreaa ber wrongs, should it ever be necessary
for theExecutive to call upon them. [Vfaj. M-
spoke about tenminutes and complimented the
Company highly in bis remarks ]

Capt Elliott responded on behalf of the Greys,
and appropriately acknowledged the honor con-
ferred upon his command, pledging for tbem that
they would ever do all that could be expected of
tbem to protect and defend the rights and inter-
ests of the city and State, and the institutions
with which aje surrounded and to which they
are warmly attached. [Capt E's remarks were
most happily received by those who were fortu-
nate enough to hear J

After the presentation, the Grays shouldered
their new muskets, went through the drill, were
reviewed by the Gove, nor, Mej. Muuford and Col.
August, and then marched to their {armory to the
stirring music of the Armory Band, doubtless re-
solved in their own minds to deserve more than
ever the honors they had received.

The misguided wife of tbe
murdered man, with two children,areltfs the sole
memorials of this chapter of horrors.

Fiendish Attempt OS the Norfolk Railroad.?
We learnthat on Saturday nightlast some wretch-
es iu human form, set to work to render tbe tres«
sles and rails of at least two miles of tbe Norfolk
Railroad, iu the couuty of Isle of Wight, impas-
sable to traius, and a trap for the lives of those
iu theui. Longitudinal wooden ties of tbe rails
were split tap, tbe trebles at some points cut, and
left standiDg as though they bad notbeen toncbed,
and large trees in addition felled at different
points, so as to drop upon the track.

Fortunately, the energetic road mas-
ter discovered the damage in time to repair it be*
fore the trains of yesterday went over the road.
