A MINISTER POISONING HIB WIFE?FURTHER

Particulars.
Thearrest of Rev. J. S. Harden, at Wheeling,Va., charged with causing the death of hi* wifeat Ahdersontown, N. J., by polsooiog her, ban

been noticed. He has been carried back to tbescene of hit alleged crime, and committed to pri-
son toawait trial. The Trenton American, of tbe27th inst , gives a history of this extraordinaryaffair. It says;

Coming to the appointment near Anderscntowr, 'N.J . he was invited to stop at tbe henss of Mrs'lUtden's parents (though they were members of
ami-tier church) where ho formedan acquaintance !wi-h ner, which grew into intimacy, »t,d it ap. :pears lie had promised to marry her, which he af-terwards regretted; but In his pos>e*«ion as a mm
ister he knew not how to avoid it? theyonng ladyand bei paren's holding him to bis promise Let-ters that were found in bis position, and pro-duced by her parents, showed a correspondence ofa very unfavorable character for the tuture hap-piness of persons whß proposed to unite together
f" r life In one letter he had writteo, he wished tobe released from bis et gagement; he stated in theletter that if they married they would neitherof them ever see number day's happiness, and saidas much as thorgh he wonld pat au end to hisowu existence; but tbey held bim to his pro-
raise, and the uufortunate pair were married
about six months a«o, and for a time appeared toall to live agreeably together. Part ol the time
his wife was with himat his boarding house,whoreshe died. About a week previous to her death shewas teken violently sick, and was very ill for somedsys, but recovered ko that she wits out at churchon the next Sibbath. On the following Mondayshe waa out in tbe village, cheerful aud live'y OnMonday, Harden went to Eiston and procuredsome arseuic, stating that he wanted it to kill rats.
Afier purchasing it he sat dowu agd entered intoconversation with tbe druggist, and stated that awoman over in Jersey bad tak.-n arsenic once ortwice, and it had not killed her. He inquiredwhether, if she took another dose, it would notcause her to throw it all up. The druggist toldhim that where poison was taken once and re«
peated, it would be certain death. This conversa
tion caused tbe druggist to notice bim very par-ticularly (so much so that he selected bis daguer.
reotype front seven others which a person took tobim afterward.) On Monday evening, after be
returned home, be went to the store ia thevillage aDd bought a vial of Godfrey's cordial,which be opened before he went up to theroom whero his wif« was, and, tasting it him-self, remarked how pleasant it wbs, and thenpasced it around among the family, and pressed
them all to taste it. After this he went to. hisroom, and it is supposed he put the powder in theremainder of the cordial and gave itto his wife.?
About eleven o'clock that night she was taken sickagain, and died about eight o'clock on Wednesday
morning. The neighbors who were with herwished him to send for a physician,buthe objected,
stating that be thought she would get along
without one. After she died, be wished herburiedsooner than customary, stating tbat she had diedin full strength,and that it would not do to k»ep
her. This created some suspicion that all was notright, and a pest mortem examination was pro-posed, to which he objected; but, upon tbe exami-
nation of physicians, they stated tbat there Were
symptoms of her being poisoned two or threetimes, and all her sickness indicated the same
facts.

Af.er the examination, Harden asked the privi-lege of stating what he lenew about her case, and
said that she bad taken poison, as she stated tohim about 6 o'clock in the mcrniug?giving as a
reapon the difference between her mother and bim;which circumstance he was not to reveal except tosave his own life. This statement impressed all
preseut that h» wa 3 guiltyof tbe act himself, and
his best friends told him he bad cut his owu throat;upon which be immediatelymade arrangements to
make his escape, aud got a person to take bim tbatuii-ht to the railroad, putting on a suit of drab
clothes and an oilcloth cap, which thispers <n pur-chased for him. About one week from that nighthe preached for a minister somewhere on the Can-
ada line, stating that he was a yonng minister whohad been preaching about two years at Anderson-town, New Jersey?that his health had failed,and he had been travellingiu Canada far tbe beu-
tfit of his health, and was now on his way home.He also "tated tbat he bad been robbed of hispocket book c mtaining about $70,and wished theminister to state his case and raise some moneyfor bim, which he did, and seven persons gavehim $1 each. They bad some suspicion that allwas not right, or th>*y would probably have givenhim more; so this minister stated in a letter bewrote immtaediately to the Postmaster whereHarden bad resided, inquiring into the truth of
his statements. Upon the receipt of this ietter a
person was dispatched in pursuit of liim, and at
the last accounts from him he was on his track
and had gained two days.

It appears that a person at the house whereHarden boarded bad bought some arsonic a short
time ago, aud bad used part of it. for destroying
rate, and the* remaiuder was iu a viil upon the
shelf in the bouse, labelled arsenic or poison.?
Upon examining the viai since, it was discovered
that the arsenic had been taken out and the same
quantity of 11 >ur put in its place. It is sup
posed be had given bor part of thecontents of this
vial, causing ber first sickuess. which corresponds
with the opiaion of the jury of physicians?that
she had taken poisou more than once.

Harden was nota miniver in full standing in thechurch, but bad been ou trial. Atone time bis
application was refused, but by devoting himselfvery faithfully as a colporteur, and visiting much,
he finally succaeded in making a favorable impres-
sion, and upon a second effort was licensed by thequarterly Conference to preach.

Gold foh Jewelry.?rare goldis never required

for jewelry, aud is nsuallyalloyed by introducing
a small quantity of silver or copper. Silver ren-
ders it lighter in color, and copper gives it a deep-
er shade, inclining it to a reddish hue. The jew-
eller of the present day relies in a great measure
on dies for tbe forms be gives the articles that
come from bis band These be has cut in steel
with care, aud many of them are beautiful, and
often they are very intricate. The gold is rolled
out into strips, and what is beheld is all that it
professes to be?pure gold: bnt the proportion of
the metal to tbe whole is very tntall. A strip of
gold, not thicker than asilver dollar, is secured to
a bar of brass of corresponding size, bnt much
thicker in proportion. A flux is applied, to unite
the two, and tbe mass is subjected to the action of
the fire. At tho proper moment it is withdrawn,
and when cool the two metals aro foand firmly
united. The bar is then rolled out between cylin«
ders set in motionby steam power, nnd thisopera-
tion is continned till the motnl, in the form of a
long ribbon, is not thicker than letter paper. Itis then cut into small pieces of tbe sizerequired,
and tbe artisan so places them |t> succession tbat tho
die falls upon each In turn,giving to it the required
form. As tbo die rises, tbe pieco last struck isremoved, nnd another piece is placed over tbesocket, ready to be struck when tho die comes downagniu. Tho die is attached to a heavy weight,which gives force to tbe blow, and it is guided by
a grooved framework.
