The subject was further presented by Rev J DMitchell, 1) D, after which Rev F A Roes, 1) D,moved that aspecial committee, consisting of thethree gaotlemen who have presented this subject
to this body from the Synod of Virginia, be ap-
pointed to consider and report upon it.

On motion of Mr P R Grattao, thenucub«r of the
committee, proposed was increased to nine, and
then Dr. Ross' motion was adopted.

THK WAR AND THE DEMAND POR BREAD
STUFFS

The Economist, alluding to the rapid rise In tbeprice ot breadstuff) owing to tbe war, speculates
as follows upou the probable demand upon tun
country lor a supidy.

Amcug !>0 two,Uoo of people, the taking of GOO,OOO
meu, that is oueout of 130, more or less, from or-
dinary occupations will bavo bat little Influence
npon production, and no more upou consumption
than will be caused by waste. What they actually
eat as soldiers is le?s than what they get at home A
large portion of theee are idlers ftoiu the cities,
aud iu Europe the labor of Agriculture, thanks to
the long wars of former ages, is customarily per-
formed by females. No conscript is taken where
bis laoor is necessary to his family. The mere
movement of the men is of do commercsal
importance. Where their operations extend
over a large agricultural surface, they, however, destroy and prevent agriculture, and
io so far cause a demand from olter quar-
ters. If this is confined to Northern Italy,
while all the ordinaiy sourcts of supply are un-
disturbed, the commercial effect of tbe *ar willhardly be felt. There never was a more propiti-
ous moment for war, than now, since crops of all
aorta iu Europe are abundant, capital aud money
abundant aud cheap and enteprise not recovered
from the pauie of 1858. This is a very different
state ot affairs from what existed when tbe Kus-
Biau war took place. There was then a failure of
everything la Western Europe. Wheat In Eng-
land, had touched 101s. Iu France the vines. silk-
worms, food, and other crops, were all sbr.rt, and
money was very dear. Coder these circumstances
the exports ot produce from the l/'uited States
would have been quite as large had there been no
war at all. Tbe eveut did not add to the demand iu
any degree. Its influence was felt only iu the
manufacturing towns ot Eugland, iu a scarcity of
labor, whence a largo portiou of the new troops
wero drawn. Thearmament of the war, however,
caused a great decline in government funds,under
anticipation of large loaus.

The migration of meu aud capital to tbe United
States during tbe Crimean war, aud sales of pro-
duce to Europe were certainly large,but those cir«
cuontances were uot due to the war?they were
the result of short crops iu Europe, which drove
forth great numbers, and called for large imports
to sustain those whs remained. Those circum-
stances are uot cow to operate, at least for a year
to ci me. If iu that time the war abould become
tietieral, involv ug atrife between England andFrance, their fleets would disturb the ocean, in-
stead of keeping it open, and Esgla~jd would be
thrown upon tbe United States for those large sup-
plied she now draw » from France.

She was soon forsxkeu by berseiucer, and writing
to her husband, who still cherished for his erring
wifean unaltered affection, a penitent letter, he
received her again, with all her imperfections.?
Two ruore years rolled away, she peiforming in the

The robber, it appears, secret Hi him-
self in the water closet inside this car, and made
Ms attempt aboat flitted minutes after (be traiu
left Fort Jervis for Narrowsburg. The mail agent,
Adam Keck, had just lain down on the bags to
sleep a little betweeu the stations, when he was
aroused out of a partial slumber by the dropping
of a cold fluid ou bisfoce, which afterwards proved
to be chloroform that dropped from ? sponge in

Whit Sardinia Expicts or ths Uicitrd Statu ?

The editors of the New York Evening Post base
beon permitted to publish the following letter
from Coant Cavour to Mr. Sscchi de Casall, the ed-
itor of the Eco tCltalia, of that city, which was
written sometime before ths commencement of
hostilities, and plainly discountenances the emi-
gration of volunteers to the Sardinian army from
this country:

"Turin, Feb. 14,1859.
"My Dear Sir: I have received tbe letter ad-dressed to me from New York, tbe S9tb of January

last, and 1 hasten to express my appreciation ol
tbe seutiments therein expressed, so honorable to
yonrselt and our countrymenresident in the Uni-
ted States.

"Certainly the offer made by the Italian emi-
grants tbere, lo eaier tbe ranks of tbe Sardinian
army, in case of war between Piedmont and Aus-
tria, proves a generous disposition, and cannot but
be gratifying to tbe government to which such a
noble offer is made. But It is well tbatyou should
buow, an<l inform tbe Italians in Amsrics, tbat
even In case of such eventualities as above alluded
to, tbe government is not in need of tbe elements
whence to furm good soldiers and officer* for tbe
ranks of tbe Sardinian army. These elements are
already snperabuudant in Piedmont. Wbat is
really needed is uot se mucb militaryassistance as
monty. While grateful, therefore, for this offer,
and fully appreciating tbeseutirouuts tbat Inspired
it, tbe Sardinian Koveraneut does not consider ij
eXpsdleut that It should be accepted, tbere being,
as above stated, already here a superabundance
of military element.
"I believe tbat tbe greater part of onr country

men now in America can as effectually serve tbe
Italian canse by remiining in tbe United States,
and nsing their influence in favor of our efforts, as
by returning to Italy.
