rade in regiments under the ‘‘pale glimpses
of the moon,”’ and render night hideous
with their boisterous werriment. Let it not
be supposed, however, that they are dan-
gerous to man. A sovereign rcmvd_\', a
divine antidote has been discovered for the
wourds which their fangs inflict. It has
been found, that how much soever the bite
of a collarless yet choleric dog may prove
dangerous to the victim, thereis no danger
from a bite inflicted by a dog who wearsa !
collar.

Inthe olden time, when a man was wound- !
ed, he was cured by anointing the blade of
the weapon with a certain sovereign specific,
the name of which is unfortunately lost. |
But modern science has put this dis(‘uw-'y!
to shame. It has contrived to curtail the !
sharpness of a dog’s teeth, and neutralize
the poison that may lurk in his saliva, by !
putting & collar round his neck. Let not
our readers be alarmed, therefore, should |
they find themselves, at some odd time, be- !
sieged by a whole legion of dogs. provided |
on'y they wear the collar. “The litl:]
dogs and all”” who anroyed poor Lear
much, would not have haanted the imag
nation of that unfortunate monarch in hi
frenzy, had this great secret been known in
his time. It was the vision of sharp teeth, |
and lacerated calves, that disturved hLisi
equanimity. They were collarless dogs that
arose up before him in grim perspective.

As becomes the members of a metropoli- |
tan community, our dogs have a most aris- |
tocratic bearing. Their sleek coats, and
knowing trot, betoken high feeding and
knowledge of the world. They are forta-
nate in all things, even in the deaths which
they die. A grand assize is held, at stated
periods, and sentence is passed upon those
who bave transgressed the law.

We have alluded to the sleek and thriving
appearance of our dog population in gene-
ral. There are ill-natured people in this
world—or rather, we should say, hard-
hearted people—at any rate, people who
are not fond of dogs. These people, unfor-
tunately, have tongues, and still more un-
fortunately, they are prone to use them.—
It occurred to some of these ill-natured,
long-tongued people, during the past sea-
son, that their sausages had about them a
tiavor too delicate to be accounted for on
the supposition that they were of swine's
flesh. They instituted an inquiry and
they discovered that sandry of the canines
had disappeared in a mysterious way.—
They began to feel queer about the stom-
ach—peetty much as Cradaock did, when he
found he had been ‘‘tapping the Admiral”’
all the time he was congratulating himself
upon the unctuous swallow of the whiskey
he had been imbibing during a fortnight’s
freeze—up on the ‘‘raging canawl.” Infact,
they began to feel decidedly sick. If not
"‘Mbr_v free,’”’ as young swains say when
they are hesitating about popping the
:;m-',stiun, they grew at least ‘‘funcy sick,”’
and thought unutterable things and
feit uputterable pains. They thought of
London, and Mr. Samuel Weller, and grew
pale with terror. They could not suspect
any of our butchers of playing a ‘‘dog’s
trick’’ upon them. No, no. Their charac-
ter was too well established for that. But
every trade has its understrappers. Wood-
en nutmegs have long been familiar to
grocers, and rat-offices are known even
among the printers. Might there not be,
they asked, outsiders among the butchers?
“May there not be,”” asked one genileman,
alluding to a well known association of tories
during the revolution, ‘‘cow-boys among the
burchers.”” We suggested that it woulid be
more correct to style such a fraternity as
that wnose existence was suggested *‘dog-
boys;”’ but we were unable to enlighten the
gentleman.

It must be eonfessed that when the gen-
tleman in question suggested these doubts,
he was not in the best mood for weighing
evidence. Nero—the companion of many
a lonely hour—tad just disappeared. Why
he shonld bave given the name of the most
gloomy of tyrants to the most sociable of
dogs, it never struck us to inquire. Now,
that we have entered upon the subject, we
confess to no little curiosity upon that
head. Perhaps hie had been reading Tristam
Shandy, and intended to refute, by a living
example, the argument of that great philoso-
pher, that the name decides the destiny of
theindividual,or, at least meant to show that
the axiom (if it is one) did not extend to
dogs. Perhaps he asked himself, with Ju-
liet, ““ What's in a name?”’ Perhaps he
gave the pame without thinking about the
matter at all. At any rate, Nero the dog was
called,and he waslikeanything in the world,
more thanhis namesake. To say that Nero
had great qualities, would be, perhaps, to take
an unwarrantable liberty with the truth.—
His social disposition was what chiefly. if
not altogether, endeared him to his master.
He was the very emblem of good-natured
indolence. He was as fat as though he had
been reared upon turtle soup. If dogs have
corporations among themselves, Nero was
certainly an alderman among the dogs. If
dogs ever have the gout, Ngro was certainly
a victim of that aristocratic malady. He
was a proud dog. He never admitted curs
of low degree, or puppies just out of the
litter, to any undue degree of familiarity.
He was a sober dog ; he never went out on
a spree at night, and never joined in the
frolics of his brother quadrupeds by day.—
He was a model dog in the article of pro-
priety, never leaping upon his master with
dirty paws, orindulging in any capers not
consistent with the most strait-laced dignity.
Indeed, it is not known that be ever barked
but once, and then there was no occasion
for it, for it was at the shadow of a buzzard
sailipg between him and the sun. It never
steuck us when we last saw Nero, that we

The Dake c¢f Leecds, be«
sides marryivg an American woman, bad large
samounts invested in American secarities He was
married in 1828, and succeeded his father io the
Dukedom in the year 1833 His tiiles, besides
Duke of Leeds and Marquis of Carmarthen, were
Earl Danby, Viscount Latimer, Viscount Osborue,
Baron Conyers, Baron Osborne, and an KEnglish
Baron. He bad no childrer, and is succeeded in
his titles by Lord Godolpbin, his cousin. It i
rather remarkuable that the three sisters who mar=
ried the Duke of Leeds, thoe Marquis Wellesley,
and Lord Stafford, had no cffspriog. The elder,
the Marchionese of Weliesley, died a few vears
since, and her two sisters, the Duchess of Leeds
and the Baroness Stufford, are now dowagers —
These ladies were renowned for their personal
beauty, and they were all widowa when they mars
ried their noble husbauds. Their niece, Miss
McTavish, married a brother of the Earl of Car-

CouNry Foaps —The residents on the
suburbs of the ci'y receive no benefits from the
present rosd laws, notwithstanding the fact that
they sre heavily taxed to keep the county high

ways in order. Take as an example, the county
road along 25th street, across Church Hill The
residents of Marshall, Clay, Leizh, 26:h, 27th, avd
28th streets, are taxed to keep 25th street in order
—a strect for wbich thoy have no earthly use—
while their own streets mnst be kept in order by
individual enterprise, or become impassable. We
know that connty roads are necessary, but as
other rcads are equally recessary in the suburbs,
would it not be wise policy in the Conaty Court to
declare the streets mentioned pubiic highways,
appoint surveyors to attend to them, and let tho
residentson each street keep it in proper condition.
If this were dome, property cn the euburbs
wounld enhance in value, every neighborhood
would strive to keep its highway in order, and
the eastern suburbs would soon present a most
invitiog appearance. The road laws are mot at all
applicab'e to thissection of Virginia; and shoald
berepealed, or so amended as to give the Coanty
Courts the power to levy road taxes, and let the
roads to contractors. We do not know of a single
county road leading into the city, that deserves
the name of “highway”—certainly vot one that
ought not te be put in far better condition than
at present.
