The Italian rulers
who were 80 detested by their subjects, that
they did not dare to remain in their capitals a
single @iy after the Austrian forees had been
drawa beyond their reach—those small ty-
rants &1l bound by secret treaties to Austria,
and always ready to obey her behests—have
been called back, he says, after having received

a broad hint that their ways are intoler-
llh He hopes that the warning may in-
duce them to mend their manners, notwith-
standing they belong to a tribe upon whom all
experience is proverbially thrown away.—
o Italy,” we learn from the same Impe-
rial authority,* will henceforth be mistress
of her munm » To the understandingof a
plain republican, there is something incompre-
hensible in this. Austria isleftin undisturbed
possession of Venetia. Her mighty fortresses
on theMincioand the Adigearestill held by her
troops, part of whioh are to be Ltalian, and the
vest Austrian, At her back, within a few
hours’ ride upon a couple of railroads, lie Ca-
rinthia and the Tyrol. Still farther in the
vear, but yet within striking distance of Lom-
vardy, stands all Germany, with her million
and a half of armed men, eager for strife. At
any moment that she may think proper, she

may emerge from her stronghold, and lay
waste all Lombardy with fire and sword, be-
fore the Emperor of the French can know
that she even entertains hostile designs. A
HarsBURG still wears the crown of a nation
to which he is an object of abhorrence. Aus-
tria still has it in her power, as much as she
ever had, to overrule the counecils, forbid the
reforms, and punish the patriots of Italy. It
may be said that such a line of policy on her
part would again embroil ber with France.—
If it be 80, then, most assuredly, Italy is not
mistress of her own destinias, and the Impe-
vial assertion is not sustained by the facts.—
She is as much subject, now, to the control of
foreign powers, as she was before the sword
had been drawn. She remains as she has been
for five hundred years—an apple of discord in
Europe, the inexhaustible source of wars yet
to come, through a long succession of genera-
tions.

Specalating upon the small results of this
'war to any of the parties concerned, the wri.
ters for the English and American press
have exhausted their ingenuity in atiempt-
ing to discover the real motive that prompt-
ed the French Emperor to engage in it.—
1s the sympathy with Italy which he has bec.
professing so loudly real, or is it only pretend-
ed? In either case his course seems altogeth-
er incomprehensible. If he really set out
with the design to do something for her, be-
yomd wresting a province from Austriaand
giving it to Sardinia, then why did he stop
short of his promise to make her free from the
Alps to the Adriatic? The apology canuot
be found in the condition of his army. It had
been uniformly victorious from Mountcebello to
Solferino. Its sanitary condition was excel-
lent, in spite of the report emanating from
Vienna, that a mortal disease had made its ay,-
pearance in its camp. Never having mwet
with a check, it was full of hope and cor.fi-
dence, and desired nothing better than to be
led against the enemy. Itcould not have heen
the difficulties presented by the strong for-
tresses that lie upon the Mincioand the 2.dige,
for the obstacle likely to arise from their
character and position had already been duly
considered before the declaration of war.—
Could it really hate been, as some of the
speculations we have alluded to buve a ten-
dency to impress upon our belief, the fear of
that black cloud which he saw ¢ athering upon
the banks of the Rhine, and »pout to burst in
thunder upon the eastern “porders of his Em-
pirel 1If this be the trve solution of the mys-
tery, then we can ¢,ly say that it offered as
fair an excuse for not entering upon the war
atall, as for stc pping short in the figdl career
of a victorio'ys march. In that case, humani-
ty might *,ave been spared the shock which it
has sw.tained, by the sight of fifty or one hun-
dred. thousand victims sacrificed to the false
PLliey, or short-sighted ambition, of a single
man. Italy might have been left in her chains,
undisturbed by the dream of independence,
from which she has been aroused to find her
condition more helpless than ever.

If, on the other hand, the sympathy of Na-
POLEON for Italy has, from the beginning, been
only a shallow pretence, to shield him from
the daggers of the CARBONARI, and the bombs
of OReINY'S partisans, then, it appears to us,
he must haveequally failed. The Red Repub-
lican spirit, far from having been laid by the

war and the peace, will become more dan-
gerous than it has ever been. Nor is this all.
Navoreox IIL has aroused the most deadly
hostility in Germany, by his invasion of the
Austrian provincesin Italy, and he has shown
himeelf afraid to face the consequemtes that
such hostility might lead to. He has awaken-
ed in England, by his sufiden agreement with
Austria, and the apparently cordial terms on
which he appears to be w th the Emperor, a
spirit of distrust which one month ago existed
nowhere but in the minds of Lord Derpy and

his partisans.
