On the vssth, in the House of Commons, LordL. I aget said exrierimeat*were progressing toiTr!_l '* of asnbmarinetelegraph to Gibraltar.Lord John Russell made his statement rela-*to fon>ign aflhirs. He would have post-poned it if there had been any prospect of be-
ing able to announce a definite settlement ofthe affairs of the Continent before the ap-proaching clo*e of the session. He was gladto see in the MoxUevr that the Emperor ofr ranee had determined to place the armyandnavy on a peace footing. After reviewing thegrounds of peace, as proclaimed by the twoEmperors, he said that as England did notin-
terfere in the war, he did not think it was forher to interfere in the peace. The sacrifice
of a province by Austria did not affect the
state of affairs of Euro]ie sufficiently to war-
rant th® interference of the neutral powers.The most Important part of the treaty, how-ever, related to the future of Italy,and theinvitation of the Emperor Napoleon to Eng-
land to enter the Coiyjreas was to consult onthe actual state of affairs in Italy, quite irre-spective of the terms of the treaty of Villa-
franca. England had not consented to join
the Congress, and would not, until they saw
what would be the result of the Conferenceat Zurich. The treaty of Villafranca did notlay down absolutelyan ItalianConfederation,
but only that the Emperor would unite to
promote one. He doubted the feasibility or
ilie benefit of a Confederation at present, andpointed otit the various obstacles to the con-summation of such project. Again,England
must know how it was proposed to carry out
the treaty before joining the Congress, espe-cially with respect to the restoration of theDukes of Tnscany and Modena, as England
would never be a party to forcing them on
their people without their free consent, lierejoiced to say that the King of Naples wasbeginningto put an end to the system which
prevailed under the late King, and sincerely
desired to terminate it altogether. There was
a treaty about to be made at Vienna, whither
a confidential agent of the French government
had gone to arrange the basis. He Believed
that the Emperor of Austria desired that theItalians sh mid have self-government. He
could not now say whether there would lie a
Congress, but he thoughtit would not becomeEnglandnow to saythat she would withdraw
from such an assembly if there was a chance
of promoting the liberty of Italy and estab-
lishingthe jieace of Europe.

Mr. Disraeli expressed the wish that Lord
John Russell had been more explicit, particu-
larly as to any terms that may have been of-
fered Austria by the neutral Powers. He re-
iterated his objection to Englandhaving any-
thing to do with the Conference, asshe would
thereby be bound by the treaty ofVillafranca.

Lord Palmerston denied that England had
submitted any terms to Austria which were
less favorable than those obtained fromFrance. The government, at the request ol
tho French Ambassador, hail consented to be
the channel of communiiation, and had sub-
mitted some terms to Austria; but at the same
time distinctly stating they were the views ofthe French government, and that England
gave no advice or opinion in the matter. Itwould be impossible for the government to
join in the Congress until the result of the
Zurich Conference was known.

Mr. Whiteside said that the governmenthadbeen made a catspaw of, and by transmitting
terms to Austria virtuallyassented to themMr. Gladstone eulogized the conduct of Sar-
dinia; defended Lord Palmerston from the
misrepresentation brought against him, and
besought the House not to interfere between
the Executive in whatever measures it might
find itself able to adopt for the interest ol
Italyand the permanentwelfare of Europe.

After speeches by other members, thesubject
was then dropped.

THE NATIONAL DEFENCES OF ENGLAND.
On the 29th, in the proceedings in the House

of Commons, sundry questions were put to
the governmenton the subject of naval arma-
ments and national defences.

Lord Palinersion said that he did not think
it possiblefor England to enter into an agree-
ment with the other Powers for the arithmeti-
cal reduction of her military and naval estab-
lishments, her position being totally different.

Mr. Horseman moved a resolution that the
expenses of completing the works of defence
be met by a fund socially provided for the
purpose, independent of Parliamentary votes.
He urged continued armaments,and suggested
a loan to complete the delences.

Mr. Sidney Herbert and Lord Palmerstonobjected to the proposition, but both said thegovernment was fully alive to the importance
of completing the del'encesof the country,and
promised vigorous action in the matter.Mr. Cobden deprecated this irrational alarm

actual incentive te war, and ridiculed
the idea of invasion by France. He hoped
that explanations would be entered into he-
twecn the two governments. Alter such ex-
planations had been made and tried, he would,if necessary, be ready to vote two hundred
millions of pounds to provide a navy superior
to France, although he showed that the En-
glish navy was greatly supeiior to it now.Mr. Horseman's motion was rejected by t»7
majority.

INTERESTING FROM PRANCE.The Moniteur of the "Jsth contains the offi-cial announcement that the Emperor lias de-
cided that the army and navy shall be restor-
ed to a peace footing with the least possible
delay. It is stated that as soon aa the troops
have returned to France and resumed their
previous quarters great numbers of tempo-
rary furloughs will be granted, which will
afterwards be made definitive for all those
men who have twelve or eighteen months to
serve.

The Administration of Marine is said to
have received the necessary instructions for
preparing the definitive discharge of all sailorswho, having already served six years, havebeen called to jointhe fleet within the last six
mouths.

The London Times, in a leader on the pro-
posed Freuch disarmament says: We recog-
nize in this disarmament the sagacity of the
Emperor in gauging the temper of his people,
aad for our own part wo rejoice that we may
now return to security and peace. We shall,
of course, in due time follow the example of
our neighbors.

The London Daily Novs thinks that the ex-
ecution of the proposed measure would he a
mostvaluable pledgefor the peace of the world,
and says the announcementwill be acceptert
with candor.

The London Post says general confidence
must be excited throughout Europe, and a
longand uninterrupted peace is to be hoped
for.

Frior to theannouncementof a disarmament
the Paris correspondence was filled with con-
jecturesas to the warlike designs of France,
particularlyin regard to England, and many
absurd statements were made. One writer
says?"Orders have been sent from Paris to
expedite the departure of the French troops
from Italy. Of the one hundred and twenty
thousand' men in the north of Italy, sixty
thousand were to be sent to Susa and Genoa
by at the rate of thirty-fivehundred per
day. Theseare to be in Paris on or before the
14th of August, and after the Emperor's fttt
the Rhine is their destination, in order to show
Germany the rapidity with which French
troops can be moved from the scene of victo-
ries in the south to fresh enterprises, if neces-
sary, in the north."
It was still rumored tt at the Emperor con-

templateda visit to London, but It is uot gen-
erally credited.

On Thursday afternoon last, a special meet-ing of the Board of Aldeitnen was held to

ties, the Mayor found it impossible to leave
borne; and from all we can learn, none of the
members of the Council could find time, just
at this season, t«make the trip.

Tranhlm Strut. ? The handsome improve-
ments made along the line of this street withinthe past ten years, and the increased value of
the property, are the strongest evidences of its
popularityfor privtUeresidences. East of'iSth,
a number of beautiful buildings have gonenp,
atid as others are to be erected in a short time,
the city w ill soon be required to pave it in a
substantial manner. West of UtlAto the cor-
I>oration line, improvements are being made,
and if the county of Henrico would culvert
the ra\ ine uesr the old tair grounds, and im-
prove the highway properly, scores of new-
residences would spring up along that part ol
the suburbs, and thus add materially to her
revenue in the way of taxes.

Not long since, a petition was sent to the
City Council, asking aid to continue Franklin
street beyond 'the corporate limits, and the
prayer of the petitioners -was rejected,because
the Conn*il had no right to ex]>end the city's
money in making eounty roads. If the same
petition had been sent to the County Court, it
might have met with a different fate, as the
county was to realize all the benefits trom the
improvement.

In other cities, and especially in Baltimore,
as we are Informed, nearlyall street improve-
ments beyond the corporate limits are made
by individuals owningproperty along the line.
When thecity completes her grading and gut-
tering, individuals, to enhance the value of
their property, resumethe improvement, and
thus ensure good drives and walks into the
country. If tne property holders along Frank-
lin street were to adopt and carry out this
plan, they would And themselves repaid in
the increased valueof their real estate, while
the county revenue will be enlarged and the
suburbs thickly built up.

respectfully and earnestly commended to the lib-
erality of the public.

Other ports smaller than Richmond are
ahead of ua in providing for seamen, and it is
time that our people were awaking to their
duty in this important matter. Richmond
needs and musthavea Bethel, located between
17th and 'Jlsi streets, and every merchant,
every business man, every friend of the sailor,
should contribute towards its erection. Rev.
Mr. Hoggs has been appointed tosolicit aid in
this enterprise, and we feel assured that his
applications to all classes will not be invain.

In th* County Court of Henriro, yesterday,
most of the day was occupied by the Justices
in considering the report "of the .Overseers ol
the Poor favorable to theremoval of the Poor-
House. The Jnstices finally determined to
advertise for proposals for suitable land on
which to erect a new Poor-House, and also to
offer forsale the present Poor-House, with the
land attached, thereby shewing their determi-
nation todispose of the preeent site and build-
ings and select a new location.
