bat it is mere willful blindness to forget that,
in all its higher aspects, it may be wolully ln-

rerted or appallingly del«aeed. Isot all the
grand provision of tender ties and gracious
instincts which surround one of the greatest
of Divine ordinances, will make people pure
or happy who insist on being peevish or lriv*
olous, or worldly, sensual and devilish.

The Emperor and a
Zouave.?A young Zouave of the name of
Magnet, writes to his parents in Pnris, the fol-
lowingletter, dated Vercelli, the IGth of July.

I hnve received an unexampled distinction
at the hands of ray august sovereign. Having
learned that his Majesty was about to pass
through Vercelli on his way back to France, I
hastened to dress myself, and leaning on my
stick -my crutches 1 have laid aside for some
time?l went towards the railway station.?
The good inhabitants of Vercelli, collected in
crowds, appeared to take pleasure in making
way for me, so that 1 had no difficulty in
reaching the spot at which the Emperor was
about to stop and take refreshments.

The Emperor was accompanied by the
King of Sardinia. 1 had the good fortune to
attract the attention of the Emperor; he
signed to me toapproach the carriage. "Zou-
ave," said he, "you are wounded t" "Yes.
sire.'' "In wnat battle !" "In the combat at
Palestro, sire." "What wounds did you re-
ceive !" "It was in the leg, sire;" and I showed
him the holes in my trowsers made by thr«e
bullets. "You are gettingbetter!" "Yes, sire.
I am beginning to walk about without much
difficulty." Then he made a sign to me to ap-
proach nearer, and, in the midst of the im-
mense crowd, the Emjieror, taking from his
breast the decoration which he wore, placed it
on mine, saying: "Take that, whilst waiting
till something better comes." Immediately
load applause rose on every side, whilst large
tears rolled down my cheeks. Those tearsand
my looks alone expressed my gratitude. 1could not speak. The Emperor understood
roe, and held out his hand. 1 pressed it with
emotion. A not less striking scene followed
when the Imjierial train had left. The au-
thorities and high personages of the town col-lected round me and offered their congratula-
tions, and each insisted on shaking me by the
hand. Hut what was very gratifying, the
Bishop of Vercelli, a venerable old man withwhite hair, came up, and taking my hand, jsaid, "Zouave, you must come to the palace jand dine with me." 1 thanked him sincerely, j
tout said I must return to the hospital. He
wouldlisten to nothing,hut made me get lip
Into his carriage by his side, and at dinner ray
place was near him, many of the lirst persons iin the place being present."
