No human being, except Am* and fc\ *, ever
was created. All the rest are "l>orn into the

World." In the second place, allowing the
term "created" to be synonymous, in this
place, with "born," it is not true that all men

"are bom free." On the contrary, it is a self-
evident truth, that no man ever was, or ever

?will be, born free, in the common acceptation
ct the term. Man is an infant when he comes
into this world, and is not only totally inca-

pable of freedom, but does notenjoy a particle
of it. If be ever obtains any freedom al all,

be grows up toit, and is not bv/ru with it.
Nor are men born equal, except in so far as

they are all born equally subject to the will of
their parents; in other words, are all born
eqnally slaves?for such we all are during in-

fancy. No two men ever grew up physically
or mentally equal; one is always wiser or ,
stronger than the other. Nor in the whols
history of the luirnan race, can there be found
any time, or any country, or any system, du- j
ring, in, and under which, men were, politi- j
caily, equal. In all conditions of society,

there'have been, are, and ever will be, "hewers
of wood and drawers of water," and with-
out the existeticeofsuch persons, society itseli i
cannot exist. As long as one man, or class ol

men, has a greater talent for accumulation,
more industry, more wisdom,or a greater love

of gain than others, inequalities, in the social

staie, must always exist, as they always have t
existed, and of man,in any other than thesocial |
sui'.s, except Adam before the creation of Kv»,
history matte* uo mention. <*idly. Neither is it

true thafltle, liberty and the pursuit of hap- j
pniess ' are "unalienable rights." A man may, j
and very often does, forfeit his liberty and hi* j
iife too, .o society, lor offences against it, and !
sur«iy if these privilege* be liable to lorlei- !
ture, they can.iot be unalienable. We are far
from undervaluing the services of the great
statesman to whom we are indebted for the j
Declaration ol' Independence,and we mean no |
disrespect to his memory when we thus ven-
ture upon an analysis of a dogma which we
are euro his calmer reason would have reject-
ed, and which, unfortunately, has been the
source of infinite mischief, in these latter days
of the Republic, lor the very reason that itis
connected with his name.

lute liberty. lie himself, and those who wen-
acting with him, were engaged with the moth-
er country in a desperate-strugglefor freedom,
and it was but natural that the sentiments to
which he gave utterance in a document like
the Declaration of Independence, should be
somewhat exaggerated. In tlus respect he re-
sembled the great English Apostle of liberty,
Miltok, whose high-flownopinions with re-
gard. to human freedom,mingled with so much
that is wise and valuable, render it a subject
of difficulty, which to choose and which to re-
ject, in reading his works upuii subjects ol
this character.

Be that as it may, however, the fanatics of
the North have not failed to make the most
extensive use that it was possible to make ol
his great name, In advancing their own nefa-
rious objects. With a boldness whicn found
encouragement in tho acknowledgment ol
many Southern men of fcrmer days, ihat
slavery was an evil to Se deprecated, ihey do
not hesitate to denounce itas a positive sin,
which It is the »uty of all men to eschew.?

slaveholders on a large scale. The children ol
Israel came out from Egypt slaveholders, aud
Jehovah himself, sanctioned it in the Oeea-
Jogusanditi the Leutical law. For fifteen
hundred years had it continued,when Ciiuist
eoming upon the earth, found it still inexis-
tence, and gaveit his sanction. "Think not,"
said he, "that I an> come to destroy the law
and the prophets; 1 come not to destroy, but
to fulfil.?' He came to fulfil, not to destroy,
the tvhoit law, and this was a pert of that law
For God had not «nly given it his sanction,
but had erected it into a regular sys-
tem, and ordained laws for Its man-
agement. Under this system, men might
not only become slaves for a limited pe-
riod, but might be made so, with their oil-
spring, in perpetuity. Accordingly, we find
that during his whole sojourn upon earth,
thoughhis ministry lay In a country full ol
slaves, he never onany occasion uttered a word
against the institution. Is it possible to sup-
pose that he would not have done so had it
been sinful to hold slav es I He expressly tells
servants to obey their masters,but he nowhere
tells the slaveholder that he shall not hold the
slave.

The state oi
things which has existed in our large cities, is

notonly more intolerable thana despotism, but
it is not as sec tiro as a savage condition, be-
cause the conservative, peaceable, substantial

and law-abiding portion of the communityare
rendered defenceless by their dependence for
security upon laws which there are no means
of enforcing, which the administrators of the
law are too timid or too corrupt to execute,
and which, therefore, the aggressive and the
evil may violate with impuiiiiv. Even among
Indians there is more security lor life than in
our large cities, and more certainty that the
-avage who murders another savage of the
same tribe will be brought to justice Even on
the decks of a pirate, the man who imbrues his
iiands in the blood of a shipmate, or who dis-
obeys the regulations prescribed for the gov-
ernment of the roving community, would be
speedily swung at the yard-arm.

11 is a gntulyingfact that the guns made of
Virginia iron have stood the severest tests, and
stand higher with the Ordinance Hoard than
any other which have been subjected to their
inspection. This is no doubtowing to the fact
ihat the quality of the iron is Buj>erior,cou-
pled with the fact that the manufacturers in
Richmond understand casting guns better than
any oneelse. The operations of the Ordinance
Hoard at this time have reference only to the
qualities of the iron of which future guns are
to lie marie; for it is afact notgenerally known,
that each individual gun is not received until
it is proved by a certain number of shots with
one ball, then with two, and finally three balls
are used; the addition of balls being fourd a
severer test than an increase of powder.

Theoperations on the Rip-Raps areprogress-
ing slowly, and by present appearances it will
take fully twenty years to complete Fort Cal-
houn. There aresixtyorseventy men at work,
which is probably as large a force as could be
worked in that limited space to advantage.

The late contractor for stone having found
that he had taken the contract too low. has
iieen released by the Secretary of War, and a
simple engagement now exists with a gentle-
man in the upper part of the State for the
supply of stone. This gentleman has sub-let
:t portion of the job, and tins fact accounts for
another fact?that a part of the stone comes
from Petersburg and ;i part from Richmond.

The Crany Island light-boat is tobe super-
ceded by a screw-piie light-house,similar to
those now in use in James river. The piles
are already down and the frame braced, and r
week or two more will lind this light shining
out frmn the top of a neat, substantial house.

The hotel bos a small butagreeable party of
about one hundred, who are feasting on the
luxuries of land and sea, and who are having
amore pleasant time than has been experienced
ihis season. As hundreds of persons who are
now at th" springs will want to stop here as
they return home, the proprietor has deter-
mined to keep the hotel open all the fall, and,
indeed,all winter, too.

The large building close by the hotel, which
is being built for the Ordinance Department, is
nearly done, and hands are now engaged in
covering in the roof. This, we learn, is to bo a
work-shop, and is to take the place of the ar-
mory which was burned in the garrison some
years ago.

A bark, from Richmond, which arrived in
Hampton Roads Friday morning, went to sea
early Saturday morning,with a fair wind. We
understood that she w;is bound to Rio.

The parade in the garrison, oil Saturday
morning, was one of the grandest sights we
have seen for some time. There were sixcom-
panies on the field, numberingover three hun-
dred men, all of whom were in the same kind
of uniform, theonly distinction being the small
brass number on their hats. Their manoeu-
vres were excellent, and reflected much credit
upon the officers who had them in charge. We
noticed upon the field three or four awkward
squads, who were being "put through"byser-
geants; while n"ar the gate we noticed two
poor fellows marching up and down with a
pack upon their backs, which we suppose was
intended as a punishment for some misde-
meanor.

We notice, also, the erection of a new sun-
dial in the Fort. This dial rests upon a granite
pillar,which is placed near the main entrance,
or guard-house, and will be of considerableconvenience to the soldiers, in clear weather.Percussion.
