the Commisaianera.
The American Minister to China, Hon. Mr.

Ward, had an interview at Woosanr on the
'id of June, with the Imperial Commissioner*.
The official call was made with that pomp
wblch is necessary in China to command at-
tention. A letter to the N. T. Journal ofCom-
merce thus describes it:

Eighty marines from the Powhatan and
Mlssionippi, under the command of Captain
Taylorand Lieutenant Reed, weredesignated
as the escort, with the. line band from thePowhatan, while ail the officers of both ships
who were noton <Juty,-w»re required to join
the procession, together with tbe Americansresident in the city, or temporarily there. Theband, mostly Germans, with their brass in-
struments glitteringin the sun, took tbe lead;
then came tbe large company of marine*,
dressed in bine, with caps tied under their
chius, and arm* polished to the whiteness oi
silver, while every foot seemed to move by a
common will which animated all; tb^Minis-
ter andbis suite followed, and then the officers
of tbe ships and American residents 2nd oth-ers, ail in palanquiua borne on the shoulders
of coolies, some carried by two and others by
four, according to the weight or taste of the
ocenpaut,or the courage ana bone And muscle
of the bearers. The coolies were dressed lor
ihe occasion, and humble a* is their vocation
and poor their usual dress, at the presentation
they looked manlyand even attractive in the
strange and fantastic garb they wore. They
wnie shoeless, but notfam-culottci, all wear-
ing bine calico pants and a white frock bor-
dered with aninch of flamingred, while their
beads were covered with white straw hatsrising to a point, and resembling a dish-cover,to the top of which red silk was tied in skeins,
and sporting in tbe wind, or moved by the
jolts, tcracefuliy covered the whole cap.We approached tbe wall, the crowds still in-creasing; we eniered the gate and plungedinto a
solid mass ofhumanity,about five feet and a
half deep from top to bottom, and ten feet wideon each side of the streets, and at least .two
miles long. Such a sight can hardly be pictur-
ed and couceived. The streets are quite nar-
row, paved, but dirty; tbe reccnt rains alsomaking them quite slippery. Several canals-
p-iss through the city, containing much filth
and stagnant water, while in one glace a heap
of foul matter had been piled up for manure,
nearlyas high as the houses, and covering a
large square. According to Chinese fa»hion,
few of the houses are above one-story high,all
joined together in solid blocks, with the lront
rooms used for stores and workshops. Occa-
sionally narrow strips of board painted red
and covered with gilt Chinese characters, sus-
pended by the doorsof the shops, served togive
a little taste and variety to tiie scene; wiiue
nota tree, nora plant, nora garden, or a plot
of the narrowest dimensions, could be seen.
Nothing was to be seen butsolid masses ofinen,
women and children, without hats, without
bonnets, without shoes, and almost and often
quiet naked, treading upon each other, press-
ing upon each other, overtopping each other,
reaching from the side ot the streetback to the
side of the houses, filling up ail the space un-
der the projectingroofs, and then the rooms
used for stores and workshops lying back,
while at the corners of the streets we turned
the eye could reach thesame solid human flesh
filling the entire street for a long distance.

Tliere was no movement; there was no out-
cry; nota voice was heard, nor was the ex-
pression of excitement, or admiration, or dis-
like, seen on a single countenance. The most
perfect order prevailed, and the most stolid
indifference. Such passionless faces in the
adult disgusted one, while the little children,
held by the hand orcarried in the arms, .who
in America would have been on the qui rift at
hearingsuch strans and seeing such an impos-
ing procession, were equally apathetic, never
laughing, never crying, nor even apparently
wondering. All looked like two tiers of con-
solidated human flesh, each two miles long,
from the upper surface of which innumerable
heads were thrust up, like those of frogs in a
pool orpuddle, How they could live was a
grave question, and where they conld live, not
less so. Degradation and immortality mu9t
In' the necessary result, which are the well
known characteristics of this immense por-
tion of the human race. I could but thank
Heaven for the broad domain of our own
country, which for innumerable ages will for-
did the same density of population and the
same brutal life.

Turning streets, crossing bridges, and ever
meeting the same dull and disgusting aspect,
at length,when we had inarched about two
miles, the walls arose on theother side of thecity, as an unearthlystyle of music suddenly
bursting upon the ear announced that we hadreached the Governor's yaniun, or palace,
where the reception was to take place. En-
tering a miserable gate, we proceeded through
a narrowcourt into asorry building,covering
considerable ground, but only one story high,
and cut up into variousapartments,connectedby narrow and dark passages, through whicn
two individuals could not walk abreast.
There was a small attendance of sub-ofilcials
and servants, and no military. The narrow,dark passages through which we passed into
the reception room, awakened asuspicion that
they were playinga ruse, and about to con-
duct us down into the cellar or up into the
garret, till we were relieved by the thought
that in China garret and cellar there are not.
Entering at length the reception room, about
:ln feet square, with doors opening in front in-
to asmall court, and without windows in the
rear or on either side, and all of the plainest
workmanship, with strips of paper covered
with gilt Chinese characters suspended hereand thereon the wallswe stood in the presence
of the ImperialMinisters.

lu the back of the room an elevation of one
or two feet extended from side to side like a
small stage, with one or two large chairs
placed liack of a table in tlie front. Close to
the stage on the floor below, were five arm-
chairs, in which the Commissioners, Mr.Ward, and other officials, were seated, whileMr. Ward's suite, the American officers andcitizens, were seated in aline onchairs aroundthe rest of the room. Mr. Ward was receivedby the Commissioners with many smiles andbowings, and conducted to thecentral chair,one of the Commissioners being on each side,
the Tartar on theright and the Chinese on theleft, the two otherchairs beingoccupied by thetou-tai, or Governorof the city, and the otherby the Governor-General of three adjoining
provinces. Mr. Martin, Mr. Ward s interpret

, ter, occupied a chair immediately in front,
through whom Mr. Ward and the Imperial
Ministers were able to keep up a brisk conver-
sation, the Ministers being in such good humoras often to be guiltyof an undignified laugh.

The first Commissioner is said to be nearly
Tit years old, wears a quiet countenance, and
apjiears to be in full intellectual vigor. Thesecond Commissioner is a Manchu or Tartar:his stout form and round face, and large head,indicating his race. He is 30 years old, and
full of good nature and talk. lie seemed to
lie better informed in geographyand abont theWestern nations, than the Chinese Commis-
sioner. Kwci-tsing, the Governor-General, isslender in form, of sharp features, and wears
a pair of immense spectacles. He seemed to
have the most active intelligence of the whole,
listening to every word, freely minglingin the
conversation, and his fore indicating emotion
and activity of thought. He holdsin bis hand
the absolute power of life and death over
nearly one hundred millicPs of iieople,or threetimes the population of the United States!His salary is $00,000.

Soon after the formalities of introduction,aud when all had been seated, cups of almond
lea were served, which was qnlte agreeable,
and then common test of a superior quality,the
tea leaves being placed in theenp and hot wa-
ter poured upon them, the quantity in eachcup being sufficient for three or four libations.
After this the Commissioners withdrew, withMr. Ward, into another part of the yamnn,
for private consultation, leaving, however,Wang to entertain us, who was in fine spirits,
and, through the interpreter,keptupaspirited
conversation, asking questions, and, in tarn,
cheerfullyanswering them. It betrayed sin-
gular ignorance, however, or else was an at-
tempt at deception, when he asserted that
Japan u-as a tltptndenre of China; and when
asked if the Emperor bad a Minister there, es-
caped by saying Japan was not thought of
sufficient importance to be entitled to one.?
He also admitted the Japanesepaidno tribute.

At the endof an hour we were summoned
to dinner, in a much larger and better hall in
the yamun, and separated by passages, rooms
and courts, where a long table was sat in
Earopeaa style, so far as the Chinese could do
it, and knives, forks, and chop-sticks at each
plate, that every one might consult his awn
taste orskill in uis styleofeating. Wr. Ward
occupied the centre of one side of the table,
with the Commission?!-* on bis right andft
as before. The conversation, again was spir-
ited and pleasant between onr Minister and
the Chinese Commissioners, the first and eld-
est of wham betrayed surprising ignorance of
geography and the form of the earth, inquir-
ing whether Mr. Ward came to China by
the way of India, and how Rus»ia was situ-
ated ia relation to America. Mr.- Ward ex-
plained,?when the second Commissioner, the\u25a0Manchß, a# if mortiflfd by the Ignorance of
his Imperial associate, seised nervously an
oraagr, aad turning it round, eauressealii*
idea of tfcejbrm and nwtloa of the eartb.-

Thus we met and parted, thesnn being ready to go down; and, mountingour palanquins, we marehed again through
the solid mass of human flesh, through whicharoad seemed to have been cut, like acanalthrough a stretch of marsh and qoagtnire.Two days after, Hon. Mr, Ward gave the Im-perial Commissioners a reception in return,
at Messrs. Heard tc Co.'s, which was as liberaland elegant on hia partas It was honorable tothem. They came in great force, if not in a
tasteful display, and retired with apparently
the best feeling onrMinister, who hasobtained astrong influence ove- them by se-curing their confidence and respect.

A Sharp Swikplk?The New York papers
contain an account of a >«ry sharp piece of
swindling there, by a man named Johnson orWilliams, by which fifteen young ladies were
swindled out of StoOOpd baggageamounting
to a large sum. He jwUbritsed in the Phila-
delphiapapers for fifteen teachers, togo sooth,
and took that number of the young ladies who
applied. After seeingthat their trunks con-
tained all the valuables they had, he carried
them to New York and placed them in different
hotels, preparatory to taking the steamer for
the South. The Tribune adds :

The young ladies were told that they would
not need their trunks, and Williams tookcharge of all the luggage,sending it to the.Sie-vens House, where he himself put up, regis-
tering his name as H. J. Johnsoi>. Yesterday
morning Williams visited the eight young la-dies at the Howard, and told them to be inreadiness to start by steamer at 4 o'clock,P.M. He said that he should notbe able to seethem again until theystarted, ashe had to ar-range bis bank account, and see to the fixingup of some private papers. Upon first setting
otr he made them pay their own fare on thecars, but told them he should pay half their
fare on the steamer. From those at theHoward he collected SIS from each, whichhe said was half the fere, and then leftthem, telling them to be sure and be ready.At the appointed time the eight ladies wereall ready, but still Williams did not make bisappearance, nor have they seen anything ofhim since. At dark they became alarmed, andtold the proprietor of the house of their case.
Search was made for their trunks, but theycould not be found, and then word was sent
to the police. Detective Slowey repaired tothe Howard, and after obtaining all the par-
ticulars pos«ible, went in search of Williams;
but met with no success. The two young ladieswho went to the Astor could not be found.?Upon further search, Slowey found thirteentrnnks at the StevensHouse, which were iden-

Lost Child ForsD.?'The Patterson (N. J.)
Guardian, noticing the finding of a little girl
who had wandered into the woods at West
Milford, and remained from Monday till
Thursday before she was discovered, says :

"When found, five miles away, she was in a
fumi*hed rondition, and ravenously devoured
some bread which her discoverers" happened
to have in their possession. Bordering thehouse of her. parents Is a spring or brook,where the family washing is usuallydoue.?Whilst themother was at the brook, washing,
the little one, aged about three and half vears,
was playing about the bushes with a'childsomewhat older. As the bushes were quite
thick and the country back mountainous anduninhabited, it proved impossible t» find the
lost child, and. she would undoubtedly
have perished,but for her accidental discove-
ry bya farmer and his man, who were go-
ing "over the mountain to cut a littif plot
of grass, when they saw the little thing try-
ing to get away through the underbrush.?
Her feet were bare, and, with her arms, w ere
all scratched and wounded by briars and
brush, by which they had been torn. Upon
olferitig her a piece of bread from their dinner-pail, she snatched it and devoured it almost
raveudusly. Her little hood she had keptupon
her head although it had been untied ail thewhile: it is singular that during the days andnights spent in the woods she had kept this
little hood. She wasfonndin a direct line fivemiles from home; but how far she may have
traveledin herwanderings to get that distance
away cannot be told. She must have gone
overrocky places where she was in constant
danger of tumblingover precipices,and where
rattlesnakes are so thick as to keep men and
hoys in fear from their proximity. She had
also forced her way through briars, over
swamps and through thick scrub districts
where onlyhuntsmen penetrate, for the coun-
ry throughoutis the wildest and most impen-
trable. She was so young as to be without
fear, but must have suttered terribly from
hunger and from the pains of her lacerated
limbs.

Horrible Apjtair?A Woman Murders her
Adopted Son.?A horrible affair took place at
Scarboro', Me., on Sunday night. Mrs. "Wil-
son, a white woman, wife of Samuel Wilson,
colored, who is now absent at sea, murdered
her adopted son, Frank Wilson, a Cuban mu-
latto boy, about 15 years ol age, and then en-
deavored to conceal her crime by cutting up
the body,placinga portion of it in the ovenand
another portion in the fire-place, and then set-
ting fire to the house, having previouslyre-
moved all the fnrniture. The Portland Argus
says:

After the house was well on fireshe gave the
alarm, about 3 o'clock on Monday morning,
and the neighbors gathered, but it was too late
to save the building. They subsequently ob-
served Mrs/Wilson placea plankover theruins
and go to the oven and take something outand
carry it away, which was afterwards found
proved to be a portion of a human body. They
then examined the oven, and found that it con-tained aquantity of bones and a mass of stuff.Without disturbing it they sent to the city fora coroner to comeout.

C»rone.rs Gould and Kimball went outandcommenced an investigation. In the oven
they found the bones and a portion of a body.
In the fire-place they found the heart, liver
and a portion of the entrals. Mrs. Wilsonsaid that they were the remains of asick lamb
that she bad killed and endeavored to burn
up, so that the fowls should notget at it. DroTewksbury,Chadv. ick and Sturti vanttestified
that the remains fonnd in the oven and fire-
place were portions of a human body. Ahatchet, with blood upon it, was found, and
blood was discovered upon tbe bed-tick.

The affair created a tremendous sensation
in that neighborhood,and hundreds flocked to
the spot yesterday. It is tbe general impres-
sion of her neighbors that Mrs. Willson, who
bad been at variance with tbe boy, killed bim,
and then endeavored to bide her crime, as we
have before stated. She was arrested and
committed to jail.

Horrible Cask or Sxlf-Mutilation.?
One of tbe moat horrible cases of self-mutila-
tion we have ever heard of orread ofoccurred
ata rolling mill in Centre county, Pa., last
week. The particulars of the case, which we
do not think has a parallel on record, are as
follows:

" A young man named Aaron Irely,whohad
recently been pardoned out of the penitentia-
ry, wherebe was confined for horse-stealing,
had been hanging aronad the rolling mill for
several days. Nothing unusual was observed
in his demeanor. On Wednesday morning,
soon after the works were started, he delibe-
rately walked to the large iron shears, and be-
fore any one was aware of his design, placed
his arms between tbe blades, both of which
were completely severed about midway be-
tween tbe bands and elbows. The horribleact
was performed so cooly and deliberately that
no suspicion was entertained of bis Uesigu.?
When questioned as to his motive for tbe self,
mutilation, be replied that "his bands hadbeen
tbe means of sending him to tbe penitentiary
once, and be was determined they should never
get him into trouble again." He was taken to
a neighboringhouse,aad aphysician seat for,
who r»»-*rtiputated both his arms?an opera*
tion whk'b be is said to have borne with astoi-
cism and indifference that astonished all who
witnessed it.

It went through his pantaloonspocket and came outon tbe »eam of tbe panto.Whether it took its course around immediate-ly under the skin or passed through aud cutany of the intestines, is a highly importantquestion which has not been decided yet. Ifthe intestines are wounded, fatal inflamma-tion may set in.Wounded, as he was, Doctor Choppin nextdrew his other Derringer and fired oil hand atDr. Foster. The latter still remained in thegateway,and the bullet struck the iron gate-post and glanced oIT. Dr. Foster then steadiedhis armagainst the post and fired at Doctor
Choppin, who was near the wall of the office.The toll hit the side of the window aad didno damage. Dr. Choppin next drew his knife,and advancing upon Dr. Foster, called to him
to fire again ; but Dr. Foster simply waived
his pistol at him, warning him not to ap-
proach, or he Vrould kill him, and finding him
still coining he retreated slowly, with his re-
volverstill aimed at Dr. Choppin.

The man afflicted with the aneurism had re-
treated down the street, and tbeDeputy Clerk,
well knowingthat the men were armed and
prepared for a desperate fight, also had got
out of the way ; but the students now camerushing from all parts of the Hospital, andthrew themselves between the antagonists.?
They led Dr. Foster away to his room, and
carried Dr. Choppin into the clerk's office.

Cause of thk Aurora Borkalis.?M. de
la Rive, the celebrated French astronomer,
explains the production of the Aurora Bore-
alis, in the following manner :

' When the sun, having passed into the
Southern hemisphere, no longer beats our at-
mosphere, the aqueous vapors which have ac-
cumulated during the summer in this part of
the atmosphere begin to condense, the kind of
humid cap enveloping the polar regions ex-
tend more and more, and facilitates the pas-
sage of electricity accumulated in the upper
portionof the air. But in this elevated re-
gion, and especially at this period of the year,
the aqueous vapors mustmost frequentlypass
iuto the state of minute particles of ice or
snow floating in the air, similar to those which
give rise to the hales; they form, as it were, a
kind of semi-transparent mist. These half-
frozen fogs conduct the electricity to the sur-
face of the earth, near the pole, and are, at the
same time, tllumiuated by these currents or
electric discharges. In fact, all observers
agree in asserting that the aurora borealis is
constantly preceded by a mist, which rises
l'rom the pole, and the margin of which, less
dense than the remainder, is colored the first;
and, indeed, it is very frequent near the pole
in the winter months, and especially in tno*e
where there is an abundance of vapor in the
air."

Mb. Everett not going to Eibope.?Mr.
Everett's numerous public engagements iu
different parts of the Union, this autumn,
will prevent his intended visit to Europe. His
youngest son. who has been a studentat Har-
vard College, is about to enter the University
at Cambridge, England, and it was Mr. Eve-
rett'sintention to accompany him across the
ocean, and personally attend to his admission
to the University. The rules of that venera-
ble institution have been so altertd that a
Unitarian can become connected therewith
upon equal terms with a member of the Eng-
lish Established Church, and the young
scholar will probably be the first American
Unitarian to avail himself of the rare privi-
leges of that ancient University. Mr. Everett
is' desirous that some friend should go to
Englandwith his son, and ha* made so gen-
erous a proposition to his nephew, the Rev.
Edward Everett Hale, and also so liberal an
offer to the Sjuth Congregational Church, of
which Mr. Hale is pastor, that it is probable
he will undertake the service and sail in
about four weeks.?Boston Trans., Aug. 'Joth.

South American Trouble* Abroad.?
Claims continue to come in against Chili for
damages by the action of the government in
the late revolution. A Mr. Ives, an English-
man, claims 960,000 for arrest. The Consnl
Generalof France claims a large sum in favor
of Signor Rossi, a Sardinian, who was sent
away from Concepcion. Monsier Huet, the
French Minister to Pern, has again thrown
up his portfolio. Some time since, a French
subject was seized by the police, for having
been engaged in a woman quarrel, and im-
prisoned. The French Minister complained
of the illegality of the proceedings of the
Court and of the unnecessary violence of the
police,and demanded his release. This Cas-
tillo refused, but agreed torefer the matter to
the French Government. Accordingly, he
sent overan agent to France, who agreed upon
terms of settlement; bnt when he returned.
Castilla refused to recognize his action. And,
so the Minister has taken his passports and
gone home. Castilla says he will not accede
to theFrench demand until be is forced to do
it.

A Nbw Musket Bullet?Some interest-
ing experimentswere made lately toascertain
the accuracy in firing and distance traversed
by a new musket ball, proposed to replace the
Minnie bullet fired from the rifles. Itis said
that the new ball, independentlyof its soperi-
ority both in precision and distance, offers the
remarkable advantage of being fired from a
smooth barrel, by which the rifle barrel can
be dispensed with, which is so dfflcult to load
and troublesome to keep clean duringa cam-
paign. Of the different projectiles, half as
manymore sf the new than the Minnie bul-
lets struck the target at 800 yards; and at *10
yards the respective numbers per cent, were
thirty-nineof the former and fourteen of the
Utter. A still more extraordinary fact is, that
the new ball will kill at a distance of 1,300
yards, while the rifle ball is not effective at
more than 1,000 yards Norfolk Day Book.
