atrical performance which began with the de-
parture of the legions for the plains of Sar-
dinia. Itwas a spiendid performance, (with
rather a lame demrmrment, however,) thatplay
which has just been ended? The Independence
of lutly. Xt began where most plays leave
off?with a wadding. The Prince Naj>oleok,
a hero who outran the fastest .Russian bullets
in the Crimea, marriee thePrincess Clotji.tvk,
daughter of the King of Sardinia, a child o:
sixteen,who it sacrificed upon the shrine ol
Italian Liberty, in consideration ofa rich pro-

\u25bcinc« to be presented by the Delivererof Italy
(who Is helping his family up in the world,j
to her patriotic, affectionate and virtuous fa-
ther. Then comes the honeymoon, which is
celebrated by great military parades and fes-
tivals. " The King of France, with fifty thou-
sand men," leaves Paris in the midst of agrand
ovation. Ecoktik rides by his side in tears ,
the little sua, heir of the Empire, sports the
uniform of the grenadiers of the Guard, to the
intense admiration of the throngingandcrowd-
ing multitude, who already behold in him the
future glorious destroyer of millions of mor-
tals yet unborn. Then comes the agonizing
parting; convulsively presses her

child to her maternal heart; for once the in-
flexible features of Napoleon quiver; the
lather and the husband triumph one moment
over the great warrior; Paris beholds the Con-
queror conquered by emotions common to
common humanity,and shouts with delirious
sympathy. He tearshimself away; gives a lew
hastydirections to the men-at-arms and damet
A* konanir who nre under orders for Italy,and
then rushes to deliver that sunny land to the
Adriatic.

The scene changes to the sunny land afore-
said, and, as the plot of the piece is develop-
ed. the interest increases. Grand feats ol
arms arc gotten up;French soldiers, Napoleon
at their head, havesplendid triumphal recep-

*; tiotts in Italian cities ; their bayonets are gar-
landed with flowers; Lor 18 and "the King''
ride side by side, and the population throw
themselves uuder their horses' feet. Tin-
beau tiful waters of Venice are beleaguered by
a majestic French fleet, who,ou a given signal*,
are to display every variety of pyrotechnics.
This, however, Is but child's play to the colos-

sal gladiatorial exhibitions gotten up for that
express occaslou, on the arenas of Montebello, !
Magentaand Solferino. Threehundred thou-
sand gladiators engaged in deadly fight was a
spectacle suet as no Roman Emperor was ever
able to get up, and the blood of a hundred
thousand killed and wounded was a libation
such as never before glowed.at a marriage feast.
The orange wreath of a bn.lal, variegated with
spots like those of Solferino, might have
Lady Macbeth ashamed of herself. She j
made a grand fuss over some little "spots l "
that the lettingoutof a singlelife had left upon
her hand, and thought that all the waters of
the ocean could not wash it clean. How many
oceans will it take to wash the floorof that am-
phitheatre in L'jmbardy ? However, Solferino
was a glorious victory, and not more wonder-
ful man the combat, was the sudden peace by
which it was followed. None butan ingeuion*
artist could have produced such an instanta-
neouschange of scene. One Instant the sky all
clouds and thunder, theu all peace and sun- !
shine. Two Emperors meet, exchange a few-
words, separate, and then, handing over the 1
marriage present, Lombardy,to thesaintlyand
patriarchal father-in-law of Prince Nato-
lxon, theKing of France marches back again.

The last act of the drama closes with the
splendidscene, just descritied in the papers,
"The Return of the Veterans.'? The whole
popnlation are present at the piece, some-
times paying higher for a good window
than i« usually paid for a first-rate box at
the theatre. The Emperor is hailed with
acclamations; the Zouavesoverwhelmed with
shouts and garlands; the Turcos?those Nu-
mldlsn lions?under charge of their keepers,
give the variety to the spectaclewhich a me-
nagerie affords to a circus; but, ol all the per-
formers, the populace arc especiallydelighted
with the wounded and crippled. A man with
no arms was considered a beauty, and the loss
of both arms and legs, was quite Irresistible.
The unfortunate possessors of whole carcases
had every reason tt envy the condition, for the
time, of the most defaced and mangled of the
incurables. Then, there were tattered flags,
and Austrian cannon, some of thein borrowed
for the occasion, and, last ofall, the inevitable
infant, the Imperial Prince, in the same
Grenadier uniform worn in the first act, is
seen to whisper something to his father, when,
10, he raises him from the ground, places him
in the saddle before him, and the whole heav-
en is rent with acclamations !

All this proves the unfathomable wisdom of
the Italian contest, and the unbounded suc-
cess of that graud straggle. There can be no
longer any doobt that Italyis free to the Ad-
riatic- Most people supposed that tlieentry of
the French array Into Vienna would have
been more conclusive of that result than the
taking of Paris by the French. Hut this is an
old fogy notion, and, therefore, let us all shout
Vtve i'Empereur! Vive Italy! Vive H um-
bo*! _

The French people
thought they had a right to settle their own
governmentas they thoughtproper, and they
declared that they would notbe rated by a
King. The Austrian*, Prussians, and Eng-
lish, thoughtdifferently, and they determined
to prevent the French from exercising tbt
privilege which they claimed. These* ensued
all the bloodshed which distinguished that
terrible era. It has been customary to
oYiflook this pertinent fact, and to ascribe
those wars to the ambition of the Repub-
lic first, and that of Wapotaox afterwards
There never was a grosser attempt to per-
vert the truth. They all sprang out 01
the arrogant determination of the powers
above named, to force uj»on France a govern-
ment for which si* had no relish. W hen she
resisted successfully,and afterwards putting
forward her fall strength, carried Are and
sword into ibe countries of her enemies, who
had any right to blame her ? If a man find n
lion lyingpeaceWy by tbe way-side, and torn

from his path to kick him, is itwonderful that
the lion, Irritated beyond all endurence, should
carry his revenue beyond the immediate ag-
gressor t Having assailed France without
any cause, what right had these governments
to suppose that they would be able to set lim-
its to her revenge

The lesson has not been lost upon England;
at least formerly she lived in the belief that
itwas herduty to interfere in every war thai

broke out npon the continent. <>a the late oc-
casion, she had the wisdom to see that neu-

trality was the wisest policy. It is a subject
of congratulation to the United States, that
theiT governmentwas the first to setthe exam-

ple of non-intervention. Under the guidance
of Wauuiwoton, this people had the good sense
to reject the approaches of Revolutionary

France, although the memory of her services
in our own Revolution, were still fresh. It
was in vain, that our doctrine was spurned
and repudiated in Europe. Our Government
clung to it, for it saw that it was the true poli-
cy. And at last it has triumphed,even in Eu-
rope, where all now acknowledge its justice,
thoughfew act upon it.

Hut for the constant interference of strong
powers in the affairs of the weaker, Europe
would have been free at this moment, from
St. Petersburg to Madrid. A nation has to go
through a slow process, before it can arrive at
a state in which it is fit for the enjoyment of
freedom. Upon this subject, Mr. Cobdkn, in
his late speech at Rochdale, made the follow-
ing remarks: "Wny what would have become
of this great nation, if, when we were in the
caldron of revolution?if during the hundred
years that elapsedfrom IMSor'SU to IT4-5, when
the last battle was fought in favor of the
Sitart dynasty?what would have been the
fate ol this great nation if, instead ofallowing
us freely here to fight out our own redemp-
tion, to turn first one king away and then
another, and to turn out one ministry after
another, what -voukl have become of us if
somegreat Power on the Continent,immediate-
ly we fell into civil war or commotion, had
planted a largepermanentarmy on our shores,
and insisted on taking the power from the
hands of the people of redressing their griev-
ances, or rescuing themselves from disorder!
Oouid th<» nation have grown up with the
stamina, power, force, experience, and wis-
dom which we have enjoyed 1 Why, what we
went through during that century was a pro-
cess of fermentation which, in the moral as
well as the physical world, Is necessary to

off impurities?which gives strength to
nations or individuals to battle with difllcul-
ties. Where would have been our maxims of
self-government if that century of commo-
tion of which 1 speak had been blotted from
our annuls! ?if in any of those contests to
which I have alluded, we had had a French
oraSprnish army, or both united, plncedin
the city of London, to control our operations
and dictate to both parties ? They might have
preserved the peace, bnt where would have
been our liberties J Now, I contend, and
Heaven knows I shall not be charged with be-
ing one who looks with anything like sympa-
thy or toleration to violence or bl6odshed, as a
process of obtaining any human good in this
world : yet 1 stand here to maintainthe right
of every people on the Continent, however
weak, of havingthe opportunitj- to go through
the same process we went through,and, if it
can be had by noother means, of attaining to
themaxims ofself-governmentwhich we have
established, by the same dreary and melan-
choly, but, in such a ca>e, probablyinevitable,
process of civil commotion and strife."

These sentiments will be admitted by every
Americau to be just. Thepeople ol the Con-
tinent have never had a fair chance. Many
years?probably some centuries, even?are ne-
cessary for a people to work off the habits and
opinions that cling to them from the eflects
of their feudal education. But this is always
denied to the people of the Continent. As soon
as a small State attempts reform, the large
States send armies to keep down the people,
under the pretext that revolution is danger-
ous to neighbors. If it is so, it is because
neighboring governments oppress their jieo-
ple.

11 95 E, they
had acontinuance of very heavy weather and
high seas, during which the leak considerably
increased, and on 23d July, lat. 13 to N, lon.
V 30 W, tbe ship was leaking to such an ex-
tent that the pumps conld notbe left, even to
allow of the crew attending to the ordinary
ship's dnty.

"On the nth of eve-
ry exertion was made by officers and crew,
they found it impossible tokeep tbe leak under,
and the crew having become <iuite worn out
from fatigue, it became necessary, for the pre-
servation of life, to abandon the ship, and
were taken off by the ship Henry Clark, Capt.
