Elections.

At fi complimentarybanquetrecently given
by the electors of Bochdale to their distin-
guished representative in Parliament, Bich-
ard Cobden, that gefttteman made the follow-
ing remarks on the election system in Great
Britain and in this country :

" I have no faith in the existing means andI won't lend myself to a delusion, op practicethose meaus any longer. What yon want, be-sides snch a plan as 1 have spoken of, is foryour Parliament toallow at least the experi-ment of the ballot. [Loud cheers.] I don'tspeak of the ballot** a cure for all evils orasa political tneasnre mixed up with otherques-tions of organic change. 1 speak bow of itonly as a means ofpreventing to a largeextentthe exercise of this gross corruption, and as amoral instrument to check the growthmf thatrottenness which is sapping the foundation ofour electoral system. lam by no means cer-tain, and I say it in all frankness, that the bal-lot wonId have a very decisive efl'eet in for-wardingany one particular party's interest atthe poll. lam not prepared to say that my
views with regard to publicquestions would
be more represented in the ballot-box thanthey are now bv open voting. I think verylikelythat the party?the political jiarty thatmosi dread* the ballot?would sometimes mostprofit by it; but this Isav?any one who hasinquired as to the conduct ol elections in"?merica, in Switzerland, in France, in Spain,and anywhere the ballot is adopted, and willcompape them with the tumult, the violence,i the bloodshed, the disgusting and hideous cor-ruption we witness at our elections?l savnobody can doubt as a moral engine, as ameans of repressing these excesses, tho ballot

Hut now 1 confinemyse f to one fact that was given to me in mvtravels in America. I was speaking to a gen-tleman?whose letter I may read, tor it is inbut lew words?whoso name (Mr. Randall) isknown to some of onr statesmen here- lor Iremember he gave evidence before a committedof the House of Commons, upon which I sat.to inquireinto the mode of proceeding of ourHouses of Parliament, in order to furnish
information as to the rule of the Congress
of the United States. He is a man stand-ing high, both socially and politically.?
He mentioned this fact in conversation withme, and. wishingthat I should have the fullbenefit of the information under his own sig-
nature, he wrote me a letter after I left Phila-
delphia. where the gentleman lives, (and Ishall take care to haveit published,)addressed
to me at Washington. It contains these lines:
' I have been for fifty years connected withpolitical and party movements in Philadel-phia, and I never knew a vote boughtor sold.'
[Cheers.] That is one of the largest cities inAmerica, and contains one of the largest pop-ulation of mechanics a id workmen: for Phil-
adelphia has changed its characterfrom being,

,
as it formerly was. a leading seaport, and has
become almost entirely a manufacturingcity,
with 000,000 or 700,<K>0 inhabitants. This gen-
tleman would not have told me, lam sure,
that elections in America are pure in every
resj>e?t?that there is not very often a great
deal of manoeuvringand parry management?
that there are not to some degree personation
and donble votes and the like?he would nothave told me that, without exception, all theirelections are carried on peaceably and tran-quilly\u25a0 but he mentioned thefact tbat the bal-
lot presented such an obstacle to bribery thatnobody cared to buya vote andpay for it when
he did not know that b (> got value for it in ex-change. [Cheers.] Gentlemen, I shall say no
more of my experience in America at present,
for, to confess the honest truth, I was too
kindly treated there: and 1 feel that I was re-
ceived so kindly there from my connection
with agreat questionofcosmopolitan interest;I felt, in till humility, that I was greeted as
the representativeof others who had the same
claim as myself to receive the kind civilities
of that people, and if they presented them-
selves there they would be received with thesame hospitality as myself. But I confess Iwas so kindly treated mAmerica that I feel Iam not an impartial witness in their cause,and that I ouirht to say a» little as possible onthat topic. [Laughter.] Now, it is important
that we should see that the source of our elec-
toral system is pure, inasmuch as it is quite
evident that for weal or for woe public opin-
ion in this country, as manifested at the
polling-booths, must become more and morepowerful in the governmentof this country,
and not merely in our own domestic govern-
ment; and this is a question to which, at the
present moment, it is well to refer. It is
quite evident that public opinion is becoming
more and more potent in matters of foreign as
well as domestic policy."

The Londox Times and Napoleon III.?
In the London Times of August 18, we find
the following tardy but not unhandsome ac-
knowledgment that the Emperor of France
has some goodness :

We have beeu among the sharpest critics
of the Emperor's career, and we shall lie so
again, if the occasion arise. "We have never
trusted, and we would never trust, English
interests to his forbearance,for Englandshould
always be strong enough to maintain herownposition, and should never hold it by suffer-ance. Hutwemuot fairly avow that Napo-
leon 111. has in his domestic rule receutlyshown a desire to return into thatrightpath
irom which passion or resentment, or fear forhis dynasty, or bad advice, had caused him to
diverge immediately after the Orsini tragedy.
There is p. wisdom about this last act whichought not to pass without appreciation. The
greatest proof the Emperor can give toEurope
that his power is consolidated and his thronesecure, would be to wipeaway the past, and
erase all records of everydanger he has sur-
mounted. If he has hope for his dynasty,
this is the only policy by which he can cause
this hope to fructify. A strong-minded man
may govern by fear, but only interestand pop-
ularitycan continue the sceptre in his line.?We believe the time is come when tt has beeumade abundantly plain that the party of
order in France is also the party of strength,
and when the best security against the de-
signs of the enemies of order is to allow them
to propound their nonsense with impunity.?
The Euiperor has not yet advanced so far as
?this, but this amnesty is a great step, and we
shall havean unexpectedreason to congratu-
late France upon her Italian victories if they
should have so far strengthened her Emperor
es toenable him to demonstrate the extent ofhis power by the lenity of his rule.

The Great Eastern.?The New York Post
enlarges upon the mammoth ship GreatEast-
em, and is at some pains to familiarize us
with her dimensions by comparing her with
certain well-known local objects. We quote:

- ,1° ** p,aced in th « GreatEastern. but as they would be somewhatwider than the deck, it is doubtful whetherthe experiment will be tried. The HighBridge is just twice as long as the GrektEastern. The Centre Street Tomb* if slicedlongitudinally in the middle, to lessen thewidth, could be stowed in the Great internand leave one hundred and fifty feet to s.uin.'Trinity Church is but one hundred and eichtv
feet long, and fifty feet in height from theeaves. So by taking away the cabins anddecks of the Great Eastern, vou could placein her three Trinity churches; from the out-side only the roofs and spires would be visi-ble. and the latter mightserve for masts, liy
cuttingoff the chancel you would have room
lor a fourth Trinity Church, or the FreeAcademy, if you felt so disposed. This willgive some idea of the size of the capacity ofthe Great Eastern.

from a secret source?it was never discoveredwhence?knocked at the door thrice, and to theereat joy of the Emperor demanded his Ma-lesty s orders for his regiment, which werethat the sixteen barons should be at once be-headed.

The Gwix and Broderick Duel.?lt isreported that Senators Broderick andGwin,olCalifornia, will, when the election in thatState is over flght a duel. Iu their caseit will
h to patch up "an amicable andhonorable adjustment."

The Wise Crop.?Mr. R. Buchanan, of
Cincinnati, in a letter to the St. Louis Horti-
cultural Societv says the vintage of 1p59 near
Cincinnati will be the largest since 18W.?
The average yield will be about four hundred
gallons to the acre, although some vineyards
will produce six to eight hundred gallons to
the acre. Within twenty miles around Cin-
cinnati is is estimated the crop willamonnt to
eight hundred thousand gallons. So that the
wine crop of Ohio the present year may be
safely stated at over one million of dollars in
value.

visit itat all times. And yet anotherad vantage:
the entire property can be purchased for fif-teen or sixteen thousand dollars?certainly animportant item at this particular time.If the city can purchase this establishmentwith the grounds attached, five thousand dol-lars more will be ail that will be necessary forputting up other buildings sufficient to accom-modate the paupers in a comfortable manner.As for having a garden in which to employthe inmates, that would be a mere waste ofground;for so few of them are able to do any- !
thing,that they cannot keep the present build-ing in order, and all that they would produce
from their labor, would not pay for soap tokeep themselves clean. When paupers arewell enough to work, they are well enough
to work lor themselves, and the city
should be relieved of the burthen of pro-
viding for them. We invite the attention ofthe Council Committee to the suggested loca-tion, and at another time will point out its
many advantages, among which we may now
name an abundance of good water, pure air,excellent drainage and sewerage, and its con-
venience to market.

Extinguishing Light.?Patrick H. Gibson
was arraigned before the Mayor yesterday
morning to answer the charge of extinguish-
ing* public lamp,on Franklin street, the night
before.

P. M. Cocke, a trader in the SecondJMarket,
testified, that on Friday night last two men,
answering the description of Tyler and Gib-
son, passed through the market place,and that
Tyler cut the netting over a box of chickens,
and afterwards returned and seemed to be in
the act of puttinghis hand into the coop, when
he discovered the witness near by and walked
off. Robert Reed, thekeeper of the Verandah,
stated that the two men pointed out to him by
Cocke, on Friday night last, were Tyler and
Gibson?and watchman Crone testified, that
the man pointed out to him by Cocke, as the
one that cut the netting, was J. H. C. Tyler.?
Gibsonstated that hewas with Tyler on Friday
night, but did not interfere with Cocke, and
did uot know that the nettinghad been cut.

The Mavor fined Gibson for extinguish-
ing the street lamp, and held him to bail in the
sum of SOOO for his good behavior.

Paul, however, was satisfied
that Capelo designed him no harm, and swear-
ing to that fact, the Mayor did not hold the ac-
cused to answer for the shooting; but he re-
quired him to give bail, because of his threat
to Copeland, who is an inoffensive creature
and a non-combatant.

Most sf the Inst year's
class are now able to cook, without super-
intendence, the dishes cotantoalv inas*. Tha
co-nmitte* hopesoon toadd ta this Issson oa
cookery for the sick.
