A new edition of the “Private Life of Dan-
iel Webster” is about to be issued, and the let-
ters given below are from advanced sheets of
it. They were addressed chiefly to members
of the family of Mr.Seaton, one of the vener-
able editors of the National Intelligencer:

The first is brief, butas it relates to a State
paper which made a great impression at the
time, it will be read with interest. The day
before the famous Hulsemann letter was
transmitted to Congress, Mr. Webster sent it
to Mr. Seaton to read. After it was returned,

The Galley Siavesof Toulon.
. 1t is not to be expected that one can speak of
Toulon without saying a word of galley
slaveg or foreats. Thereare in the arsenal and
yard 4,500, who do all the heavy work. They
drag the materials about, and some are em
plogbd in sawing timber. The worst are at-
tached in couples by heavy chains zﬂ!iﬂl
round the ankles and waists, and linked to-
gether. The better behaved are allowed to go
singly, ironed in the same way, with the ex-
ception of the connecting chain. They are
clothed in coarse cauvas trousers and shirts,
branded with their numbers and a woollen
jacket. Those who are condemned for life,
wear a long green woollen peakless cap, some-
thing like a night-cap with the top cut off, and
made square. On the front of the cap is & tin
plate with the number of the wearer punched
out. The convicts who are condemned for a
number of years are distinguished from the
others by red caps, and those who have been
more than once to the Bagne, by yellow sleeves
to their jackets,

Their faces, close shaven, bronzed by expo-
sure to the sun, and brutalized by crime, are
fearful to behold, and their repulsive appear-
ance is heightened by their hair being notched
short, in lines running round the head, in or-
det w facilitate their recognition should they
escape. At night they lie down on inclined
lengths of planking, withont mattress or cov-
ering, in twenties or thirties, and an iron rod
isrun through the leg chains of each, so that
1o one can move without the rest. Their food
consists of brown bread, not all wheaten flour,
soup and iaricois et feres, beans. No wine or
tohacco is allowed, but the convicts are per-
mitted to receive 10f. a month from their
friends, with which they may purchase any
eatable they please. The groatest and most
degrading punishment, which must also be
the greatest obstacle to reformation, is chain-
ing the men in couples. Youths over sixteen
may be seen chained to old men tainted with
every vice.

Waking or sleeping the campagnons as chaine
are never separated until freedom or death re-
moves one of them. In spite of the hideous
costume and revolting appearance of the for-
cats, there were some who still exhibited traces
of their former position, whose gentility, so to
speak, pierced through their convict garb, One
in partienlar, standing nearly six feet high,
and who intently watched the arrival of
wounded French soldiers from Iialy, struck
me on account of the perfect ease and grace
with which he moved, bowing to the guardians
passing by, although his actions were accom-
panied by the horrid clanking of his chains.—
At the time of my visit, I was told that there
were then among the fureats Colonel de Cercy,
who commanded a regiment at Marseilles in
1551, who was cherged with the execution of
the cowp 4’ ctat in his town, and who was sub-
sequently convicted of escroqueric ; Captain
Doineau, Chef d’ un burjau Arab, convicted of
having conspired to murder an Arab chief;
Lieut. de Mercy, convicted of having unfairly,
and with premeditation, slain another officer
when tipsy in a duel ; the chief army account-
ant (chef comptaiie)) who was sent to the Cri-
mea, .tlw two managers of the bank of Toulon,
and six abbes, (and there are more who manage
to keep their former calling secret.)

An eminent painter is chained toa distin-
guished member of the Paris bar, aud between
them they keep the accounts of one depart-
ment of the prison, while of lawyers and no-
taries there is no end, Among the forcats are
men of all nations, as of all ranks in society.—
To the present government of France is due
the merit of endeavoring to deal with the great
social evil, the Bagnes, where vice stagnates
and grows more hideous, to be again let loose
on society. Penal settlements have been form-
ed in Africa and French Guiana, to which
some of the convicts have been removed. Tou-
1on is now the only Bagne—those of Rochefort
and Brest have been abolished, but still the
work goes on very slowly.

Three cargoes of 500 each have been shipped
off] yet their places are nearly all filled up by
newarrivals. Moreover, it would appear that
the forcats cannot be legally compelled to go
unless they choose. They were condemned to
hard laborin the dockyards and arsenals of
the State, and not to trs wortation. To coax
them to go abroad, they are promised that on
their arrival they shall be relieved of their
chains and allowed the free use of their limbs.
But so greatis their dread of Lambessa and
Cayenne, and the craven fear of death, that
they prefer the fetters and horrors of the
Bagne at Toulon to comparative independence
at these two French colonies.  As one of their
guardians characterized them, ** Towees assas-
sinns et voleurs sont st laches ils ont pour de mou-
rir.’—Times® Correspondent,

der by Hanover of Christian Ernst.—It was
stated yesterday that the Government of
Hanover, which had impressed Christian
Ernst, a naturalized American citizen into its
army on the ground of unrendered military
service, had released him at the demand of

United States Minister Wright, It is not
stated, however, upon what ground the gis-

charge was made. Mr. Bernays, editor of the
St. Louis Anzeiger, writes a letter giving
the particulars ot the arrest:

“Mr. Wright, the American Minister here,
informs me, and authorizes me to publish the
fact, that in this matier the Hanoverian au-
thorities have not only overstepped the limits
of justice, but have likewise been guilty of the
most disgraceful and brutal conduet toward
Mr. Ernst. At the age of 19 (not i0, as Mr.
Cass's dispatch has it,) Mr. Ernst left Hano-
ver and settled in Ohio, where he subseguent-
ly acquired the rights of an American citizen.
Some months ago he returned to Hanover, on
a visit to some reiatives in the town of Peine,
in the distriet of Nordheim, when he was ar-
rested on acharge of owing military.service,
was thrown intf prison, and obliged for seve-
ral days to associate with the meanesterimi-
nals and to share their fare: and after being
robbed by some oflicials of his passports, #160
in pold, and his elothing, was dressed in the
uniform of a recruit, and thrust into the
{anoverian infaniry, When he

or his name had not appeared in
cription, and he was free from debt;
spite of this,and of his American pass-
port, upon his return he was treated like the
commonest criminal.

“Mr. Wright has forwarded to Hanover,
accompanied with the documents emanating
from Messrs. Cass and Black regarding this
affair, a dispatch demanding the immediate
release of Mr. Ernst from the Hanoverian ser-
and an indemnification for the treatment
he has been subjected to, and for his loss of
time. He informmed the Hanoverian govern-
ment that this demand was not simply to be
considered asadiplomatic notification from the
President through him, but that the whole
American people felt themselves aggrieved by
the course Hanover had chosen to take, and
required satisfaction for the insult. T believe
Hanover has requested time to take this de-
mand into covsideration; probably deeming
it possible, as the time for another Presiden-
tial election is approaching, that there might
be an exhibition of backbone at Washington,
in which case nothing would be easier than to
bring Hanover to terms by issuing letters of
marque against the 600 Hanoverian vessels
sailing between (GGerman and American ports.
In sucha case, Hanover could expect no aid

The Chain-Gang, when first established, was
a terror to drunken rowdies, and as longas
the Superintendent had the power to compel
those sentenced to it to labor, it proveda pre-
ventive of crime,and drove from the city many
of the characters for whose reformation it
was instituted. Latterly, however, the pris-
oners have worked or played, as suited their
inclinations, and the consequence has been,
that the institution has become slmost yalue-
less. The Hustings Court, or, rather, certain
independent members of it, seeing this, have
determined so to manage their prisoners as to
have the terms of their conviction carried out,
and to this end they will punish refractory
subjects with the lash. If the City Council
were to add to the ordinance establishing the
chain gang, another clause, providing for the
punishment of rebellious prisoners, it might
yet do a vast deal of good in the community.—
The mere locking up in jail of alazy vagabond,
for offences against decency and law,is no
punishment to him, and as to his working
without being compelled, is supremely ridicu-
lous. 1f there are good objections to a chain-
gang, and the Council think so, let them re-
peal the ordinance establishing it. If, on the
contrary, that mode of punishment is good,
then make it practical by forcirg all persons
sent to it to labor, as they should.
