tire companies in the city contending for a
prize. With the crowd of visitor)* to the show
were numerous gamblers, between whom and
the firemen some tr>;,ble occnred ultout II
o'clok. last night,which led toa serious riot, in
which s./veral buildings were partially de-
molished. and ol her projierty destroyed. The
Attack wa-t first madeon buildingsNo*. 27 and

Kim "ireef, where the gamblers occupied
room-. The inside party having the ail vantage
ofposition, drove oft" the firemen, using pistols
and clubs. A dispatch adds :

A second attack was made by the firemen, in
which they were took posses-
sion. The interior of the building was jFan-
sacked, the furniture smashed, and about S-fcO
worth ui liquors and cigars seized, which the
firemen speedilyappropriated.

The crowd numbered at least two thousand,
who then proceeded to demolish Nos.iM andi3Elm st., supposing that they were also occupied
by gamblers; but this was not the lact. The
moh then turned their attention to the Ameri-
can House, kept by Horace Houuey, a large
three-sfory building on Manchester street.?
AH the lower windows were smashed, and
other damage done.

Missiles were also thrown into the restau-
rants under the Museum building. At this
point a fireman appeared upon the balcony of
Orfult's building, and afterpersevering efforts
gained an audience with the throng in the
street,and addressed them as follows ;

Firlmem; You have been imposed upon in
thi" house by gamblers, and you have cleaned
tin 111 out. [Loud and tumultuous cheers.]
But do you remember that these gamblers do
not own these buildings,[hisses,] and that you
are destroying the property of other men.?
[Cries of "what did they let them have the
buildings for ?"] Gentlemen, this thing has
been carried too far. [Cries and hisses here
interrupted the speaker.] He again gained
attention, and introduced City Marshal .1. W.
Fanner, who addressed the crowd as follows:

Gentlemen ; If you have i>een imposed up-
on by any man here, I will make every exer-
tion to make it all right in the morning. I
advise you now to go home,and not to destroy
the property of others because you have been
cheated by gamblers. I assure you that I
shall do all in my power to vindicate your
rig. its. [Groans and cheers.]

Mr. Farmer's remarks only produced a luli
in the excitement, and the loud falk and
throwingof missiles were speedilyresumed.?
Another iireman then attempted ta address
the crowd from the steps ot the restaurant
which they were attacking. He said:

Fin KMkn : We came here fora good time, and
to enjoy ourselves ; and now what are we do-
ing ! [Cries ol routing the d?(l gamblers.]?
We are breaking glass, and destroying the
property of other persons.

This is disgraceful, gentlemen, and I hope,
for the honor of firemen, you will stop it. We
are now attacking premises which we should
let alone, and I entreat of you, if you care for
your reputations, to stop it.

The mob here desisted in their work of de-
struction. The windows of the restaurant
were broken, but 110 other injurywas done to
it. About 1 o'clock, the streets began to wear
the appearance of quietness and order again.
To-day the firemen will be received in Merri
mac Square by Mayor Harrington and Chiel-
Engineer iluut.

Almost a Battle between a Vigilance
Committee and a Band of Outlaws.?The
New Orleans True Dalta of the loth, contains
the following:

A friend who has justarrived from Ij.'tfay-
e'te parish, La., informs us that un Saturday
morning last, the Vigilance Committee of that
parish were summoned toas&emble and pro-
ceed to a place called Bayou Tortue, about fif-
teen miles west of Vertnilliouville, where an
encampmentof outlaws had been formed, the
ringleaders ofwhich had challenged them to
battle. Accordingly, the law and order men of
the parish, who had long suffered from these
depredators, who had robbed, plundered, pas-
sed counterfeit money and murdered withim-
])tinity, quicklygathered, and taking a pieceof
artillery with them Irotn the village of Ver-
million ville, started for the rendezvous of the
outlaws. AtllA. M. on Saturday about ~>i.()
well-equippedmounted mensuddenly appear-
ed before the entrenched camp of the boastful
deliers of the laws, where they found them in
full force, with the Hayou welt guarded, and
a house in the centre ol their position, loop-
holed, and otherwise thoroughly prepared for
enduring a siege ofresisting a storming party.
The Hag of their fraternity also floated defiant-
ly in the breeze, and until the Vigilants had
formed their order ol battle and unmasked
their cannon, all looked :is if the defencewould
be obstinate and sanguinary.

The sight of the big gun, however, struck
terror into the hearts of these outlaws, and
.vfifi r '\u> ft? i>t suddenly appeared to animate
the warriors. Their number was about one
hundred and fifty, many of whom having
horses, managed to make their escape, but
seventy of their force fell into the hands of
the Vigilants. Immediately a court-martialwas formed, consisting of two vigilants trom
each company, to whom the question was
submitted whether the prisoners,' notoriousevil-doers, should suffer death or be paddled.
Uv a majority of two, it was decided to iutlicttliepaddle punishment, and thirty-six hnu-
dred blows were equally administered. One
fellow committed suicide, byshooting himself,
to avoid the paddle.

!toib: eqtieutly, live others of the gang were
found dead from gun-shot wounds.

Our informant says that the news of this
affair caused the greatest pleasure among allthe honest and decent inhabitants of the parishwhere it occurred, and the adjacent Attaka-
pas parishes, which have long suffered fromthe depredations of the powerful and danger-
ous gang.

M EARFI'L TttAUKDY?Murder itnU Suicide by
i Woman.?A fearful tragedy occurred "last
Sunday at a lonely farm-house, three miles
from Versailles, lliply county, Indiana. The
premises were occupied by a farmer named
John "Windsor, his wife, and a son, the latter
aged 11 years. It seems that the man and wo-
man lived unhappily together, and their fre-
quent violent altercations were a subject of
comment to the neighborhood :

On the afternoon ofSunday, their daughter,
who hail been upon a visit "to a neighboring
acquaintance with whom she remained seve-
ral days, returned home, and entering thehouse was paralyzed by a sight of such intensehorror as almost to deprive her ot reason.Extended upon the floor, weltering in theirblood, lay the liodies of her parents and herbrother. The man was lying upon his facenear the hearth with his head nearly severed
from his shoulders; the body of the boy lay
in another part of the room w'ith several mur-derous cuts in his head, and close by thebloody weapon, a sharp axe, with which thisdouble deed of horror had been consum-
mated. In the kitchen, adjoining, was thebody of the wretched woman, her throat sev-
ered lrom ear to ear, and a large butcher'sknife, with which she had taken her life, stillclasped in her hand.

It is conjectured that while the husband
was iu the act of kindling a fire upon thehearth, his wife seized the axe and dealt himthe fatal blow which nearly severed the head
from the body, and then turningupon her sou.who, from being iu his night clothes, had evi-dently inalarm just arisen lrom his bed, sh»»
dispatched him with the same weapon, after
which she rushed into the next apartmentand
concluded the tragedy by the sacrifice of her
own life.

The poor girl, who is the sole survivorof the
ill-fated family, has received so severe a shock
from the scene which was so unexpectedly re-
vealed to her, ihat she has eversince been bor-
dering upon insanity.

"It was a linn, indestrielible stone, coveredby a thin, barren soil; and the twisted root-lets of the pine, rejected and thrown back-wards from its moro solid planes, had meagresubsistence. T lie tree grew bnt slowly - incouMd.ral.ly more than half a century it hadattained to a diameter of little more than teninches or a foot over the soil, and its bent andtwisted form gave evidence of the life of hard-ship to which it was exposed. It was in tru'ha picturesque rag of a tree, that for the firstfew feet twisted itself round like an overbornewrestler struggling to escape from under hisenemy, and then struck out an abrupt-untieand stretched itself like a bent arm o\er Ho-st ream.
"The season-passed over it; every opening

spring gave its friHgeof tenderer green to itsspiky foliage, and every returning autumnsaw it shed its cones into the stream belowMany a delicate fern sprang up and decayed
around its gnarled and fantastic root, single-leavedand ofsimple form, like the 'srolopen-ilrin of our caverns and rock recesses; or
fretted into many a sliga pinnate leaflet, likethe minute maiden hair or the graceful' ladvfern. Flying reptiles have perched amid itsboughs; the light-wingeddragon Jly has dart-
ed 011 wings of gauze through the openings
of its lesser twigs; the tortoise and the liz-
/.ard have hybernated during the chills ofwinter among the hollows of its roots; formany years it formed one of the minor fea-
tures in a wild picturesque scene, on which
human eye never looked; and at length,
touched by decay, its upper branches began towither andbleach white in the winds of hea-
ven; when shaken by a sudden hurricane,
that came roaring down the ravine, the mass
of rock in which it had been anchored at once
-ave way, and, bearing last jammedamong
its roots a fragment 01 the mass, which we

has the tuber been so rapidly destroyed. The
potato melts away almost when attacked.Whole fields have been abandoned as not being
worth the cost of digging. With regard to theother crops in that district, the same corres-
pondent states that wheat lias been found not
nearly so productive as in IN>', oats, on the
other hand, much more prolific, and barley lessin produce,but tar better in ijualityand condi-tion."
