IRIAL TRIP OF THEIiRKAT EASTERN
The great event of the week has been the de-

part;.re of the (>re;jt Eastern for «ea. The
Nova Scotian brought out news that the ves-
sel had proceeded down the 1 hames as far :cs
I'lit 11. i t on the Till, and anchored Wi re lor the
tide oj the follow mgmorning. Her departure
frotn her mooring*, aecoinpanied by four pow-
erfut tugs, two at the bows and two at the
stern, gave rise to the greatest enthusiasm on
the Thame!*, which was continued at all the
prominent points

Capt. Harrison and 'be most experienced
Thames pi lots direc '< d the ship's motion. 31 r.
Scott Russell w as op the bridge, directing the
action of the engines, Ikii'i of which, screw
and paddle, were undersieam. Captain Com-
stot k, of the Collins' steamer Hal tic, stood aft
to transmit directions to the men at the wheel,
the new steering apparatus not being complete-
ly titled.

The very tlrst move in the ri\er demonstra-
ted that the ship was as completely under
command as a river steamer, and that the only
difficulties to contend with were the sharp
curM's in the stream. She steers as easily as
a wager boat, and her engines were found ca-
llable of starting or arresting her motion lite-
rally almost by a single motion of the band.?
The only difficulty experienced was at Black-
wall Point, where the river forms an acute
\u25a0ingle, anil in the centreof the channel at this
point a bark ami a schooner had, unfortunate-
ly. anchored. There was an anxious and per-
iiousdi*lny of fifteen minutes, but the danger
was p:;.-sed. and there v.as no other serious
cause for uneasiness. There was not a single
regular seaman on board duringtheriver trip,
tin* crew not having joined.

There were perfect ovations at Greenwich,
Blackwall, Woolwich and other points, when#
immense c rowds had assembled. At I'urlleet
the ship swung round to her single anchor in
beautiful style, and the anchor, Trotman's
patent, never yielded an inch from thespot
where it dropped. On thestli the (Jreat East-
ern got np steam and weighed anchor, and af

to A M. started from Purfleet lor the Nore.
As oil the preceding day, she was accompa-
nied by tugs, and the enthusiasm along the
r.ver, p:.rtici:lar!y at G-ravtseud, wis very
cr at. <)n arrt\ i.igat Chapman's Ifend, at the
ti.pot Sea Keach. the tugs were cast off and
t!i" great vessel was left to heraelf. Increased
speed was then got on her, simply to give her
good steerage way and move her engines read-
ily, but with no view to test her power. In
ten minutes, however, says the correspondent
of the London Times. t>!o set at rest all doubts
forever as to her being the fastest vessel beyond
« .mparirfon iti the world. Employing less
than two-thirds of her power, in her worst
trim, being six inches clown by the head, and
too high outof water to permit herpaddles or
screw blades to work properly, and with a
strong tide against her, she ran a distance of
fifteen .statute miles in two minutes under an
hour. The engines work d with astonishing
ease, and there was scarcely a vibration per-
ceptible.

Before anchoring the vessel was put about,
ami went completely round in less than three
quarters of a mile. At half-past twelve, the
ves-el anchored at the Nore. She was to leave
Nore at -even o'clock onthe morn i ugof thet'th,
and steam away easily for Portland, Dorset-
shire, which harbor she expected to reach
t nrij' on ilia morning of the 10th.

.Much regret was f»\u25a0 11 that serious illness
prevented Mr. Brunei from being on board to
*hare ill the triumph. The Great Eastern left
the N'ore aton Friday morning, the itth
inst., with a strong westerly wind and thick
rain, and was oft' Dover at ;t I*. M.

The London Morning Post has an editorial
on the report that General Jiarney had taken
possession of the islam! of San Juan, or Bel-
leyue, in Puget Sound. It considers it pos-
sible that another boundary dispute may
arise, and says that the occupation ofan island
which is still jh'i jtnin f is the exercise of a
power towhich the British government can-
not tafnely submit, and hopes that no conces-
sions will bo made which are inconsistent
with the dignityof the country or the securi-
ty of the gold regions.

GREAT BRITAIN.
The London representative of the Suez Ca-

nal scheme had issued a pamphlet in which
he asserts that the company, having com-
menced operations, are determined to continue
them, in spite of all opposition.

The London Times lias an editorial ridicul-
ing the talk of the American slaveholders m
regard to reviving the slave trade,and points
to the renewed activity of the American gov-
ernment to put down the trade as the best
answer to the outcrv.

The Central Association of Master Builders
ol London had determined to declare all their
yards open to workmen on and after the i-Jtli
of September, provided the latter abide by the
declaration against the jjyadecombinations.?
Hits, it is presumed, \\W scarcely alter the
situation of affairs.

The Grand Duke Constantino, of Russia,
quitted Portsmouth for Cronstadt in the fri-
gate General Admiral.

The commission to inquire into the state of
tlie national defences was at Portland on the
-;li, and made a long inspection of the formi-
cations in progress there.

The London Times remarks on the consis-
tency of the Emperor in covering witli re-
proaches the men to whom the de- times of It-
aly have been intrusted, because they believe
him, and openly declaring to Austria that the
i Mic qua nun of Villa franca shall not be ob-
served at all, but that as an offset she may
treat Venice as she likes.

The London Advertiser regards the articles
as mysterious and ominous.

FRANCE.
The Paris Moniteur of the 9th publishesa

long article explaining the reasons which
caused the Emperer to conclude peace. The
followingis a summary:

The Emperor of Austria had promised to
grant concessions on a large scale to Venetia,
but requiring as a condition, »iti* qua urn, the
return of the Archdukes. The Emperor Na-
poleon accepted these conditions. It is easy ro
conceive that if, after the donclusion of peace,
the destinies of Italy had been intrusted to
men who had more at hear* the future of their
fatherland than little partial successes, the
aim of their endeavors would have been to de-
velop, and not obstruct, the consequences ol
the treaty of Villafiuuea, and Verwtia would
have been placed in the same position as Lux-
embourg with Holland. The Archduke Mill
not be established by foreign forces: but that
portion ol the treaty of Villafranca not hav-
ing been carried out, Austria will find herself
freed from all engagements taken in favor of
Vei.etia. Instead of a policy of reconciliation
and peace, defiance and hatred Mill be seen to
re-appear, which will entail fresh misfor-
tunes. Much, it would appear, is expected
from the t'ongress, v\ htch we bail with Kit our
best wishes, but we strongly doubt that the
Congress would obtain better conditions for
Italy. It would not be right to ask from the
great Powers important concessions without
olieroig i i;uitaHecompensations. \Var would
lie the only way to resolve the difficulty bin
Italy must be aware that one Power alone
makes war for an idea, and thai is France, andErai.ee has accomplished Iter mission.The l.'lU. -mini,re i.Vassi iis that Franceis making vigorousnaval preparations lor the
cons defences.

At Ui* meeting of the Paris Conference, the
Ottoman Ambassador announced that tiie
Sultan had agreed exceptionally, and for this
lime only, to grant an investiture toOouxar
as the Hospodar oi both Moldavia and W'al-
lachia, the governmentsof those places, how-
ever, to be conducted separately. On motion
of the Russian Plenipotentiary, another year
was allowed for the settlement of thequestion
of the conventproperty in the Principalities.
The Austrian and Turkish Ministers were
called on for an early statement of the deci-
sion they had come to regarding the naviga-
tion of the Danube. They were not prepared
with the required information, and promised
to communicate the observations of their con-
ference to their governments.

ITALY. .

The conclusion was general on the Conti-
nent that the answer of Victor Emanuel to
the Tuscan deputation, in regard to annexa-
tion to Piedmont, was preconcerted with Na-poleon.

The Council of the different districts had
nflicially proclaimed to the people of Turin
that the Tuscan deputies had presented a deed
ol annexation to the Sardinian government.The National Assembly of liologua, on the
7ih, adopted a resolution declaring that the
people ot liologna desire annexation to the
constitutional kingdom ofSardinia, under the
sceptre of Victor Emanuel. Hologna was il-
luminated in honor of the event. The Assem-
bly also authorized its President to present
an address to the Emperor Napoleon and
King of Sardinia, expressing sympathies for
Yenetia and offering to make peculiar sacri-iiees in her favor.

A deputation was about to leave Turin on a
mission to the French government.

It was supposed that the Papal army was
not in condition to actagainst the forces of theRoiriagrta, led by Garabaldi.

SPAIM.The Madrid journals say that the Emperor
of Morocco has declared traitors the tribes on
the coast who insulted the Spanish flag, and
promised to indict exemplary chastisement on
them. The Spanish government, however,
doubt the fnllillment ol this promise, and con-
tinue their preparations for the expedition.

He is charged with representing to his fatherthat he was the agent of A. B. l»lan A ()> ofNew Jersey, and pretended to collect buis'receivable in Boston, Philadelphia, and BalUmore. These bills, it is supposed, he wou denter on the books of the bank, to the credit ofhis father, and when they were supposed torealized, received his lather's checksthe I u I ton Bank lor tin- proceed*. To preventany discrepancy from occurring, it is suppos-ed oe made fictitious accounts current withthe hanks in neighboring cities, which in hiscapacity as clerk, enabled htm to forward sub-stitute accounts lor those furnished by thegeneral book-keeper, lie would sometimesleave actual bills receivable unchanged tor alew days, sufficient to cover the deficiencywhich would otherwise lie shown.In this way Lane may have been enabled togr.ttily his extia\agant tastes bv keepin"* amistress in magnificent style, and sportingtine horses and equipages on the avenues.Beginning with small embezzlements, hemay have gradually become emboldened'andplungedinto frauds by wholesale, fie rented
the house, No.?
