He is said to be doing his utmost, ina quiet
and unobtrusive manner, to fan the flames of
popular revolt, and to stirupthe people to the
assertion of their freedom and independance

They have seen the whole world of sympathiz-
applaud that lame and impotent
as the height of political wisdom
Butit has been ever thus,
and will be to the end of time. Neither the
politicians and rulers of Europe, or any other
country, of this or any other age, ever cared
groat for the People, except as a foot-stool for
their own elevation. They are flattered with
an idea of their own consequence only to
make them easier dupes to greedy and sel-
fish ambition. All that they were ever offered
16 reality, when Lovis NAPOLEON issued his
flaming proclamations, was a choice of mas-
ters, and they will be fortunate now if even
that poor privilege is left them

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Army and Navy of the United States.

The Army of the United States numbers
only fifteen thousand men. This is large
enough for all the purposes for which the
United States is likely to require an army. It
ie usefully employed in garrisoning the differ-
ent forts, and subjugating the refractory In-
dians upon the frontiers. For purposes of de-
fence against an European Power, a regular
army ten times as large would not be suffi-
cient. Butour militia numbers two million
seven hundred and sixty-six thousand seven
hundred men, of which about two million
seven hundred thousand are infantry, twenty
thousand cavalry, twelve thousand artil-
lery, and twenty- -four thousand riflemen.—
Of these we could rely, in a defensive war,
upon at least a million and a half of able-
bodied men, who, nccording to the demonstra-
tion of the Mexican war, could be made eflec-
tive soldiers in ashort time. Our present reg-
ular army would act as a nucleus for this vast
force, and the graduates at West Point, and of
our various Military Institutes, would render
valuable aid in drilling and leading the vol-
unteers.

The Navy, which ought to be our chief reli-
ance, comprises only about seventy-four ves-
sels, of which a very small proportion is
prupelh‘d by steam, that powerful agent which
is now generally relied on in the nay ies of
Europe. Itis perhaps notto be regretted that
the United States have made no greater pro-
gress in naval defense; for we are in a situa-
tion to avail ourselves of all the improve-
ments which experiment may prove to be of
real value in the navies of other nations, and
it remains vet to be seen how the changes
which have been introduced in ships-of-war
will operate in actual combat. Since the ap-
plication of steam™o naval vessels, there has
been no war between great naval powers, and,
consequently, no opportunity to test the gues.
tion in a great and protracted struggle upon
the ccean. In the meantime, it is gratifying
to obzerve some evidences of enterprise and
activity in that branch of our service. Iu
April last, the Secretary of the Navy issued
orders detailing several vessels for squadron
duty, and, although there was no preference
of time, in thirteen weeks, a naval force of
seven steamers and seven sailing vessels carry-
ing two hundred and sixty-eight guns, and
officered and manned by three thousand six
hundred men, has been fitted out at the few
navy-yards in the United States. To accom-
plish this result, no bounty was given, no ex-
traordinary inducement held out, and even
the recruiting rendezvous was only opened
part of tig time.

Most of these vessels will compare favora-
bly in efficiency and engines of destructive-
siess with any in the world, whilst the officers
have no superiors anywhere in professional
qualifications and accomplishments, This is
a mere specimen of what the United States
can do with limited means, and under no
pressing emergency. Ifany of the great pow-
ers of Eurcpe should provoke this country
1o develop her vast naval resources and
capacity in actual war, Americans will have
no reason to be ashamed of their country
or afraid of their enemies. We have the most
illimitable supply of materials for ship-build-
ing and of naval stores, and seamen enough in
our merchant marine to man thousands of
ships-of-war. Itisaknowledgeof what Ame-
rica can do, if put upon her mettle, that en-
sures her wcnruy from the old world.

The last report of the Pritish Emigration
Commissioners shows that, between the 1st of
Jan,, 1547, and 31stof December, 1854, the num-
ber of emigrants from Great Britain and Ire-
land was 2,444,802.

In 1855, the number
was 176,607, agninst the annual average of 305,
600 during the preceding seven years. In 1556,
the emigration had fallen 176,551, accounted
for by the COrimean war. In 1857, it ran up to

off this year. The whole emigration from
1547 to the end of last year, was three millions,
one hundred and twenty-five thousand. The
United States and Australia receive the great
proportion of the emigranis. Last year 1%
