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TUE VOYAGE OF THE GREAT EASTERN,

Highly lnlcrnlinxr Account-=Her Trip
Down tie Thames--Performance at Sea,
&o., ke,

————

In the foreign news by the Arabia, some
brief mention of the trial trip of the Great
Eastern, from London to Portland, Eng., was
made. The London papers bring us falt par-
ticulars of this most interesting event in
saritiae history. The crew of the ship for
the trip included 60 seamen, 90 seamen rig-
gers, 200 eugineers and firemen, and asteward's
staff' of 100. There were about 60 passengers
on board, and among them the Marguis of
Stafford, Lord Alfred Paget, Sir R. W. Car.
den, several members of Parliament, and a
number of the members of the Great Eastern
Company. The pilots and officers all went on
board the night previous to the 6th inst., ready
forthe following morning. The correspon-
dence of the London Times says :

There was, of course, the usnal routine
amount of shouting, and inexplicable orders
and counter-orders, and fussing about the
tugs before all was in readiness. Mooring af-
ter mooring was then slipped off. Capt. Har-
rison and the pilot took their places on the
starboard paddle-box. Mr. Scott Russell re-
mained on the bridge todirect the action of the
engites, both of which (screw and paddie)
were under steam. Captain Comstock, one of
the ablest American navigators, who brought
the General Admiral over to this country,
stood aft to transmit directicns to the men at
the wheel, as Mr. Langley’s new steering ap-
paratus was not completely fitted. Mr. Pe-
rouse, the chief officer, took charge of the fore
part of the ship; and to all the other officers
were allotted stations, either to transmit di-
rections or signals to the tugs.

Precisely at a guarter past seven the last
moorings were let go, but as at this time the
sweep of the tide had turned the great ship's
bows in, 80 as to point rather in shore of the
Seamen’s Hospital ship, it was ne ary to
turn her slowly astern to get suflicient room
to round the very sharp curve of the river be-
low Greenwich. The screw engine: started
first, working beautitully, withont noise, heat,
or even apparent vibration; and when the
paddle machinery came into play, a few revo-
Iutious sufficed to get her head round to the
point required.

Then was the order given to go ahead slow-
ly,and for the first time the Great Eastern
started into motion, and with the slow majes-
tic beat of her huge paddles moved grandly
down the river. The general public had evi-
dently putbut litue faith in the announce-
ment that she would leave the river yesterday,
so that until the preparations were made for
actually leaving there was litile stir upon the
river. Gradually, however, &s thesteam-tugs
began to move about, and get their tow ropes
in, it seemed suddenly to break upon the am-
phibious population at both sides of thestream
that they were at last about to lose a vessel
whose presence has made Depiford and the
1sle of Dogs famous threughout the world.

Then ensued an extraordinary scene. Thou-
sands upon thousands of people were seen
rushiug to the river sidefrom all points, Boats
ofevery kind andsize were launched ecrowded to
the water’s edge, and the stream and its banks
seemed sudenly instinet with life, There were
uot so much cheers as continuous shouting—a
genuine outburst of enthusiasm and delight.
Even the wan and sickly inmates of the Seu-
men’s Hospital ship turned out upon the deck,
or crowded the ports with their worn faces, to
give oneshout or ‘e a cap to the vessel
which swept so grandly by. The very first
turn at Greenwich showed Captain Harrison
and all the oflicers of the vessel that the great
sliip was as thoroughly under command as a
river stenmboat, and that the only difficulty
to be overcome, or rather to contend against,
was her length in turning the sharp curves of
the river at Greenwich, Blackwall and Wool-
wich.

The vessel's draught was 21 feet 10 inches aft
and 22 feet 3 inches forward—about the very
worst trim in which she could have left her
moorings, being down by the head 5 inches
instead of some 5 feet down by the stern, 23 or
21 feet may appear no great depth of water;
but when it is recollected that this was the
minimum required at the turnings, and over
a length of S0t feet, which is more than the
breadih of the Thames at Westinins it wiil
be n at once that these angles were at first
regarded withacertain amount of anxiety and
distrust. A few moves of the vessel, however,
showed that s was perfeetly in hand. She
steered as easiiy 1 wager-hoat, and her en-
found capable of starting her into
rresting her progress literally al-
most by a single movement of the hand.

Her passage down theriver was without any
particular ineident, except making a danger-
ous turn, with a facility that surprised all
who saw it, and nearly running down a little
bark, whose crew became bewildered at the
sight of the huge vessel, and steered right
across her bows. All the vessels in the river
dipped their ensigns to her as she passed, and
their crews cheered from the rigging. Upon
reaching the Lower Hope, below Gravesend,
the sleam-tugs was cast loose and the great
ship was left to go to sea alone. The letter
continues:

The change, as may be readily imagined,
made no difference, the wander thus cast

w

than any vessel that had ever yet floated or
the world seen.  Still, as the event marked the
commencementof what we believe will be a
long and trivmphant career, and one which
will inu:l;:uruw 4 new era in ocean steamni-
ships and ocean navigation, it deserved to be
marked. The tugs were cast off the Chap-
man’s I{ead, af the top of Sea Reach, the pas-
senger’s with the ship’s band being assembled
aft, and the crew forward. The uational an-
them was played as the smoky auxiliaries left
her head to her own control, the passengers
cheering from one end of the vessel, while the
crew swarmed into the shrouds forward to
return the compliment. Thus the tugs were
let go, afier having performed their arduous
duty, under the most difficult cirenmstances,
ina way that commanded the admiration of
the most experienced pilots on board. As s00un
as the vessel was left to herself an increased
amount of speed was got on her. This was
done, notin the least with a view of testing
her power, but literally only to give her good
steerage way, and move her engines easily.

Throughout the whole course down the ri-
ver the paddle engines had never been moved
ata greater speed than from four tosix revo-
lutions per minute, and the screw at from
tweive to eighteen. In fact, neither engine
was moved till it became actually necessary to
assist the tugs. Yesterday, however, when
our valuable little aids, which had realized
the fable of the mouse and the lion, and freed
the Great Eastern from all her river toils,
were cast wdrift at Chapman’s Head, more
speed was put upon the vessel, and in ten
minutes she set at rest forever all doubts as to
her being the fastest vessel beyond comparison
in the world. It has already been stated that
the proper sea-going trim of the Great East-
ern is a little over four feet down by the stern.
Iunstead of this she is at present six inches
down by the head, while her whole draught
of water is too light to allow the proper im
mersion to her paddle floats, and no less than
four feet of her screw blades are out of the
water.

Any one atall acquainted with steamships
will see that an atlempt at the real speed un-
der suchcircumstances was out of the Gues-
tion. Yet, evea in this irim, enough was done
to show the maryeilous power which this ves-
sel will possess when fully ready for sea.—
Atsea the Great Eastern is intended to work
at twenty-five pounds of steam, the paddles

oing fourteen revolutions and the screw
5{:)’-!!1!?0. To-day the pressure of steam
was under seventeen pounds, the paddles
never aetually reached nine revolutions, and
thescrew ouly tweniy-seven. Yeteven when
not employing two-thirds of her power, and
in the worst trii, against a strong tide, she
ran from the Lower Hope point to the Nore
light-ship, a distance of fifteen statute miles,
in two minutes under the hour.. Calculating
from this data, it will be found that working
to her ordinary sea-going power will give her,
even in her present trim, an average of from

teen to nineteen miles an hour,

A letter in the London Post describes the
life on board the Leviathan :

With regard to the arrangements for the ac-
commodation of the passengers, they are, it
must be owned, of a first rate character, and
life on board most agreeable, notwithstanding
that stiil the decks are cambered with lumber
of every kind—here barreis of Guinuess’ stout
or Allsopp’s Burton ale; there a crate of china
from the Royal Porcelain Works at Worces-
ter, and labelled saloon stores; in another
place an extra funnel or a heap of forge refuge,
and the decks far from wearing that clean and
neatappearance which is the first thing which
strikes the attention of a visitor on board one
of the Queen's ships. On thelower decks, too,
all stilt seems confusion, notwithstanding u
very cbservable Krogr»&s in the process of set-
ting things to right.  All these drawbacks are,
however, amply atoned for by the comfort ob-
servable in the finished saloons, where the
zentlemen read ang chat, and the ladies sing
and play, and each one strives with the otier
in making the whole thing wear an appear-
ance of home.

Saunders’ News Letter, of Dublin, says that
the ship nearest in size to the Great Eastern,
arrived in Evgland from America, about thir-
ty years azo. She was called the Baron of
Renfrew, was 600 feet long, and was composed
of large logs of timber ciamped together in
the roughest manwer. It was predicted that
she never would steer, never would eross the
Atlantic ; but she did, and immediately upon
her arrival was broken up. Indeed,she was
nothing more than imported timber, having
been patched together to avoid the timber du-
ty, which was then exceedingly heavy. She
fuifilled her mission in every way, but the
government was down upon the new dodge,
and preveated any repetition of the experi-
ment.

FURTHER FROM THE ISLAND OF SAN JUAN.
A correspondent of the Victoria Gazette, (re-
ceived by the Overland Mail at St. Louis,)
writes thus from San Juan, under date of Au-
gust 10th:

On the 10th
of September he presented a genuine check
given by John Darracott, and, as he said he
could not write, got Mr. E. F. Scruggs to en-
dorse the name of John A. Timberlake upon
the back of it.

Wm. T. Alien, second teller, confirmed thie
Statement of Mr. Meeds, and added, that the
prisoner admitted to him that his name was
Jokn Adams.

David Baker, Jr., testified, that he wrote the
check for the prisoner, and made in substance
the statement published by us last Saturday
morning,

COapiain Wilkinson. stated that the prisoper
told him he received the check from Mrs. Wil-
liams, who resides on the plank road.

After heariug the evideuce, the prisoner of-
fered no defence, and quietly took his seat,
doubtless concluding that the 1ig was up with
him unless he can hereafter efiect an escnpe, —
He says his first term of service expired in
April last, and that he has been honestly em-
ployed since then.
