IXTEODfCTORY SERMON.
The introductorysermon was delivered by

Rt. Rev. Bishop Utey, ofTennessee, after the
usual morning services of the Episcopal
Church, conducted by liev. Messrs. Himu*
anil <>i iNTAiti>, ofTcnnessi-e. Heselected for
his text the 15th verse of the luth chapter of
Mark: "Verily I say unto you, whosoever
shall not receive the kingdom of God as a
little child, he shall not enter therein."

The remarks ot the lii&liop wereconfined to
a most interesting topic?namely, the training
of the young in the way ofholiness. Many of
us, he thought,would live to see the affairs of
the nation pass into the hands of those little
beings who are now playing with their toys;
and to maintain the vital principle of the re-
public, so that it may flourish in the hands ofthe future generation, it is necessary to give
the material which is before us the plastic
touch of education. Lessons taught in early
childhooci, though future influences may af-
fect the being, can never be eradicated. He
did not use the term education in its
popular acceptation, but applied it to thatwhich improves the character, and fillsthe mind with lessons of virtue.?He alluded to the many institutions and
seminaries in the land, where the mind is
tilled wiiti extreme care, while the moral
culture is almost entirely neglected. Know-
ledge is a great lever, but the moral effect de-
pends upon the rranner in which it is wielded.
A knowledgeofmathematics, natural philoso-
phy, and other branches of science, unaccom-
panied by religious teachings, would not make
a child abhor vice or love virtue. The child
should be surrounded with everything pure?
should be carried before the Throne of Grace
?and by this means all noxious germs would
be expelled, and his character formed for ex-
cellence ar.d usefulness.
Tilt* reverend speaker drew astartlingpicture
of a community destitute of religion?not a
community in a savage land, but a picture of
a civilized community, from which the mild
iufluencesof religion were removed. Themind
would shrink trora the contemplationof such
a scene. The moral desolation which such a
condition of things would exhibit, was deline-
ated in most forcible language. Knowledge
might vanish away, but virtue would live for-
ever; and lie thoughtthat unless the popular
error that human knowledge was sufficient
for the education of the young, in a few years
this nation would tie wofully agitated. All
healthy,moral sentiment springs from faith in
God ; not from faith in this world's wisdom.

lie next considered the benefits of early re-
ligious culture in another and more impor-
tant light. Children have souls to save, and
much depends upon the direction given to the
infant mind by those who have the care of
them. Me said it was a noble work, and the
Church, from her earliest days,had considered
it as such. She makes it the dutyof the min-
isters to instruct and catcclifee the children ofthe parish, and he urged ihem to rellect upon
its importance. He finally considered the
family circle as the nursery for Heaven.?There the infant heart is moulded for
God?for time, and lor eternity. It is the.
birth-place of man's character?all other*
are of human origin, but this which
God has blessed may not be rashly invaded.?
Tfie little playthingwhich we daiidle on theknee has a thinkingsoul, destined for heaven or
hell. God has appointed the teachers?to theirhands committed its destiny. If the duty isneglected, how shall we ansvcr to God for it !
The speaker closed his eloquentaddress by an
allusion to the sorrowful death-bed reflections
of those parents who fail to instil into the
minds of their children the truths of God's
word.

Incident at a Prayer Meeting.?The
prayer meetingheld in Philadelphiafor "the
unity of the spirit" gathered an immense as-
semblage of all the Protestant sects.

the creed of the meeting, ail standing andjoining in it. Instantly, every individual
of the vast assemblage sprang to his feet.?
The Chairman begau, "I believe in God,
the Father, Almighty,maker of Heaven andEarth." Every voice joined him. Nearly
two thousand people?Episcopalians, Presby-
terians, (Old and New School,) Seeeders,Covenanters, Dutch Reformed, German Re-
formed, Baptists, Methodists, Lutherans,
Moravians, Congregationalists, Independents
?all repeated, with the simplicity uf chil-
dren, this grand old formula which'has come
down to us on the stream of ages? "I believein God, the Father, Almighty!'' Even a calm
spectator, not easily excited, and standing
aloof from any enthusiasm of the moment,could not but be moved. As the "Apostles'
Creed,'- so called, is the only uninspired sum-
maryof Christian doctrine in whichall these
Churches believe, it seemed like an Act of
Union pf the Church Universal. It brought
startlingiy,and judgingfrom the appearance
of the congregation, affectingly, to every in-
dividual the idea, so much lost sight of, that
in all that is essential these Christians, cut up
into what are called *ects, are in fact one.

Gas Manufacturedfrom "Water.?lt was
mentioned yesterday that a successful trial of
giis, manufactured from water, took place at
Wilmington, Del., on Saturday evening. A
number of scientific men, and several persons
connected with the Philadelphia gits works,
were present. According tothe North Ameri-
can, the experiment was so successful?the
new gas so'much more brilliant than that
made from coal?that the Northern Liberties
Gas Company has determined to substitute
this new process for the one it has been hither-
to using. The cost of this new g.is, it is stated
will be from 30 tostsc. per thousand feet, and
will save nine-tenths of the labor and expense
oferecting coal pas works. The theory of the
process is said to be as follows :

Water, as steam, is decomposed by being
passed over red-hot charcoal, and the"result-
ing eases (hydrogen, carbonic oxide, and
light cnrburetted hydrogen) are chemically
combined with heavy carburetted hydrogen,
or light-giving gas, by the decomposition ofrosin or coal vapor, simultaneouslywith, andin the presence of, the decomposition of thevapor of water. At the Wilmington gas
works are now three water-gas retorts, ag-
gregating only one twenty-seventh of the
cubical area of tlieir coal-gas retorts, yet moreproductive than the whole of their present
coal-gas apparatus, makingone thousand twohundred to one thousand eight hundred feetper hour. Ihe gas manufactured is superiorin color and strength of llame to that produc-
ed from coal. Rosin is used as the carboni-zing element, requiring from twenty-five toforty pounds for every thousand feet of gaswhich is free from sulphur or nitrogen andhas anodor rather agreeal>le"than otherwise.

some thirteen years since, in the Church ot
EnglandaadjUnarterly, on the .Deluge, and
re-published in Ldttell's IJvingAge;

" ISL°T r ' <!early*impossible:thjit a ves-sel of the lengthand breadth of the Ark conldbe otherwise than a floating vessel, designedentirely for perfectly still waters, we havesupposed it to be flat-bottomed and straight-stded, both as to makingit the more buoyantand as giving to it the greatest capacity. Itwasdevoid ofall sailingproperties; had neith-er ripping nor rudder; its build was simplythat of a huge float, to all outward appear-ance whollyat the mercy of the winds and thewaves, liable to be drifted or driven about ac-cording as currents or winds for the timeprevailed; but, as we shall show, the Arkcould not for a moment have been subject-ed to the influence of either winds or tides.?The tj-traorriinary Ungth of£ the Ark proves,
at once, the miraculous jiower thai was, atevery moment, in exercise for its preserva-tion, since no vessel of the Ark's proportionscould natnrally live in disturbed waters; thevery lirst wave that rose would inevitablybreak its back and rend it entirely asunder;nor with all our experience in ship building
would it be possible to construct a vessel ofthe Ark's proportions and navigate it fromDover to Calais In rough weather?the least
tswell of the ocean, by raiding one end and de-
pressing the other, would break it in the mid-dle and cause it to founder, nor could any
jicssible contrivance or ingenuityof construc-tion prevent this consequence. And if thevery peculiar construction of the Ark hadnot made such a conclusion irresistible, thepurjiose for which it was built would haveproved that such was the fact, for had theArk pitched injheleast from the swell of thewaves, or rolleaat all from side to side underthe influence of tlie wind, which, from its
great length and little with, it must mostdistressingly have done, whole world of
animals therein contained could not havekept their footing: of very necessity, there-fore, a dead calm tnust have prevailedaround
the Ark during the whole of the one hundred
and fifty days that it was floating on the Wa-
ters."

The Lost Bali.ooimsts.?The telegraph has
announced the safety of La Mountain and
Haddock, the balloonist*, who were supposed
to have perisherl. The following additional
particulars have been received :

"La Mountain and Haddock are safe at Ot-
tawa (Bytown) in Canada. They landed about
150 miles north ofOttawa, in the great Cana-dian wilderness, at a point about fifty mileswest of Lake St. John, the head of the Sague-nay river, and about midway between the St. iLawrence River and St. James' Bay. Theplace is about :}(iu miles north of Watertown,
so that they must have had a northerly cur-
rent. This disproves the story of the balloon
having beeu seen fifty miles southeast of Wa-
tertown, over St. Lawrence countv, unless

was looking tor timber, probably along theheadwaters of the Gtatiueau River. Indianguides were found, who brought tliem down
to Ottawa in bark canoes. They were lessthan live hours in the air, and" must havelanded about 10 o'clock at night, having trav-eled at the rate of a mile a minute, the balloon
being from four or five miles above the earth.
This extraordinary voyage due not th strikes a
hard blow at the favorite theory of a steady-
easterly current in the upper strata of the at-
mosphere. Ten hours further travel in their
direction would have brought them to the
point where Sir John Franklin is supposed to
have perished.
