The House assembled at huif-jmst 9 o'clock.

The number of persons in attendance was
larger than on the preceding morning,show-
ing thai there is an increasingdesire tosee and
hear the interestingproceeding* of the body
Morning l'rayers were read by Rev. R. S.
M ason, 1». !>., of North Carolina, assisted by
lfcev. A. ,V. Litti.k.ioiix, l>. l>., ofConnecticut,

sung with line ettect by the congregation, to
the tuneof the "Old Hundred."

The President (I)r. Creighton) resumed the
chair, and calietl the House to order. The roll
ot ileiecates was called, and the proceedings of
yesterday were read by the Secretary.

A message was received Iroiu tlie House of
llisli.ijw,transmitting the triennial report ol
the Hishop of China. Referred to the Com-
mittee on the Domestic and Foreign Mission-
ary Society.

I»r. Minnigerode, of Ya., stated that he was
in a somewhat peculiar situation, having
more money than he knew what to do with.?
The collection made at the offertory on Wed-
nesday morning would not, of course, be
appliediu the usual maimer of this church,
and he desired to be instructed what he should
do with it.l)r. Hawks, of N. Y., suggested that he re-
tain the fund tor the present, as a report
would be r.iade during the present session
from the soc.ety lor the relief of aged and 111-

tlirn ministers and their widows and orphans,
and it might be made tiie nucleus oi a tundfor
that object.

l)r.Stevens, of Pa., st'id the usual way was
to place the offertory at the disposal of the
Bishop, aud he presumed no new method ol
proceeding would be adopted at this time.

The subject was passed by.
Standingcommittee* were called on for re-

port!-.
The Committee on New Dioceses reported

that tliey had considered the application of
the church in Kansas to lie admitted into
union with this Convention, ami having
iouud thai the usual preliminary measures
had been adopted,recommended the adoption
of the following:

Resolved, That the House of Bishops concur-
ring the Dioceae of Kansas be admitted into the
union of the General Convention ot the l'rotestantEpiscopal Church of the United States ol America.

The resolution passed.
Mr. Murray Hollinan, of N. Y., desired to

present a report, but Dr. 31ead, of Connecti-
cut, said the hour had come for taking up the
order of the day, and suggested that a motion
te suspend the rules was necessary.

Mr. Hoffman moved a suspension of the
order of the day.

Mr. Pendleton, of Ohio, made an exposition
of Constitutional rules in such matters; after
which, leave was granted Mr.Hoffman to of-
fer the report.

Mr. Hoiliuun then presented to the House
the report of the committee appointed by the
last Convention, to prepare and lay before the
General Convention a Digest of the Canons of
the Church under appropriate Titles, Canons
and Sections, and offered the following reso-
lution :

Resolved, If the House of Bithopa concnr, thatthe report of the Joint Committee appointed
to Digent the Canons of the Church, lie referred to
a Joint Special Committee, composed ol the Coin
mitteeou Canons ol each House, to consider and
report what action in relation to the repeal ofei-
igtin* Canons may be necessary, 111 case such Di-
gest is adopted, and also to report upon any emen-
dation* or additions to the same, which may lie
.siilimitted to such committees, by either House, or
uia> be suggested !>y members of suchoommittees.

Mr. Newton, ot Mass., thought there was an
objection to the resolution, inasmuch as it
prescribed the committee of reference; and
moreover, two of the gentlemen who prepared
i he report were members ol the Committee on
Canons. He thought it should go to an inde-
pendentcommittee.

Dr. Hawks, of New York, said if the gentle-
man from Massachusetts understood the mat-
ter fully, he would raise no objection to the
resolution. The members to whom he alludes
have given the matter much attention, and
might materially assist the committee in their
labors; and had we any disposition to oppose
their views, we are but two out of niu», aud
our opposition could avail nothing. We have
no desire to be on thecommittee, butare quite
content to go and give them the benefit ol our
investigations.

A South Carolina delegate was opposed to
combining thesecommittees untilthe rejiort of
our committee had been heard by the House.

Dr. Hawks replied, that the report was the
work of a jointcommittee of the two Houses.
It made no changein theexisting Canons.

Judge Conrad, of Va., said that as the com-
mittee had neither taken from nor added to
the existing Canons, but had merely classified
the laws of the Church, he could imagine no
better direction togive the report than to refer
it to the jointCommittee on Canons.

Mr. Newwn, ot Mass., said mere was a
great question behind all this. Is this code to
be the law of the Church ! This work had
been mainly the production of the Committee
on Canons, and he wanted an independent
committee toexamine aud see whether its pro-
visions should continue to be the law.

Mr. Newton then moved to amend the reso-
lution so as to reler the resolution to a special
committee, instead of the Joint Committee on
Canons.

Dr. Mead, of Conn., thought that if the re-
port went to aspecial committee, the matter
would have to be laid over until the next Gen-
eral Convention, or else this body would be
kept here six weeks or two months to consider
it. No doubt tlie Committeeon Canons would
be glad to be relieved from the labor, but his
object was to facilitate business.

Mr. Newton's amendment was put to
vote and lost. Mr. Hoffman's resolution was
then passed. So the report stands referred to
the jointCommittee on Canons.

Dr. Stevens, ofPa., asked and obtained leave
to offer the following resolution :

Unsolved, That the Cou .uittees on Canons,on
Domestic and Foreign Missions, and on the Ueue-
ral Theological Seminary, be eacli enlarged by the
addition of one clerical and one lay delegate, so
tint the West shall have an e>iual representation
with other sections.

After some discussion, the resolution passed,
and the President announced the appoint-
ments, as follows :

On the General Theological Seminary?Dr.
Wm. Adams, ofWisconsin, Francisß. Fogg, of
Tennessee.

On the Domestic and Foreign Missionary
Society?Rev. Francis J. Clerc, of Missouri, L.
B. Otis, of Illinois.

On Canons?Dr. Robt. H. Clarkson, of Illi-
nois, 11. P. Baldwin, of Michigan.

Dr. Talbot, of lua., moved a suspension of
the order for thepurpose of taking up the reso-
lution offered by himself on yesterday, to hold
the next General Convention in Chicago.?
Agreed to.

Dr. Talbot hoped the question would be ta-
ken directly upon his resolution?either lor
Chicago or aganist it?and that it would not
be embarrassed by parliamentary tactics or
side issues.

Mr. Campbell,of Mil., said he observed no
disposition to embarrass the question in that
manner; but it was right that there should be
a free expression of opinion. Hedesired that
the Convention alien I<l be held where it would
be attended by the largest number,and where
Church legislation would be tnost thorough,
and not iu a remote place, where the work
would bo only half doue. He believed that
the only suitabiw place was one of the Eastern
cities.

Mr. S. S. Guggles, of N. Y., addressed the
House in a speech of considerable length and
much ingenuity He produced Church sta-
tistics to show the large number of communi-
cants in the West, and asked why they had
not a good claim upon the presence ojT this
body I He believed that the time was coming
when this strip of laud on the Atlantic would
be of secondary importance compared with
the mighty West. If the (J-rand Council of
the Church is to be locomotive, and not per-
manent, let it be held where the great masses
of the Church are to be found, that it may
benefit itself and the mass. He alluded to the
custom of the early Catholic Church, whose
archives were kept at Home, but whoseGrand
Council betook itself to the mountains and
the valleys to deliberate. The speaker dwelt
upon the growing power and influence of the
Episcopal Church, and closed with arecital of
the advantages presented by Chicago as a
place for holdingthe Convention.

B|r. Sherman, of 111., spoke of the growing
power of the Church iu his State. He would
be glad to see the Convention there. The gen-
tleman from New York had made a noble argu-
ment,but he would say in addition, that Ohio
is no longer the West. Look on the map, and
yon will find more States west of Ohio than
eaat of it. With the Diocese ofMinnesota, just
admitted, our contributions are equal to those
of the East, and we are entitled to some con-
sideration on,thataccount. For the benefit of
those who Bad never visited Chicago, the
speaker said there were three hotels therd,each of which would compare favorably with
the Exchange Hotel in Richmond, where the
lavmenof this Convention are so bountifullyAd.

(Referred to the Committee
eietv)' domestic a"d Forelgn Missionary So-

Also, n paper announcingthe resignation ofthe liishop of the Northwest (Bishop Kem-per) oi the Episcopal jurisdiction, which hastieen under his charge tor twenty-four years.The House ofBishops expresses its deep'sense
of the faithful manner 111 which he has dis-charged the duties of liia office, and eonveys 10hi in an assurance of its gratitude therefor.Also, a resolution announcing that theHouse of Bishops conciirs in the resolution of
the llouseof Clerical and Lay Deputies,admit-
ting the IMoct'se ol Minnesota into the union
of the Protestant Episcopal Church of theUnited States of America.

The list of clerical atid lay delegates from
Minnesota was called, and they answered to
their names.

The delate upon the place for holding the
next (toneial Convention, was resumed.
Rev. Win. H. Hill, of California,alluded to the

disturbingcries of "question." He said he had
come nearly C,oi)o miles, at an expense of $500
from his own pocket, and he hoped he wouldhave the priv liege of expressing his mind ou
this subject. His remarks were in favor of
Philadelphiaor New York. He said the Con-
vention had beencoinpared to Joseph, going to
a far-off country. Now, if his brother from
Chicago would give him an assurancethat they
would not be treated as Joseph was treated,
and sold to the Ishinaelites, he would say "aye"
when the Chicago resolution was put to vote.

Rev. S. C. Thrall, of California, moved to
amend the resolution by strikingout "Chica-
go."' and inserting " Philadelphia."

The vote was taken ou the amendment and
decided iu the negative.

A delegate asked and obtained leave to pre-
sent the testimonials of Rev. H. B. Whipple,
I). I>., as Bishop of Minnesota. Referred to
the Committeeon the Consecration ofBishops.

A message was received from the House of
Bishops, announcing their concurrence in the
resolution of the House of Clerical and Lay
Deputies, admitting the Diocese of Kansas
into the union of the General Convention of
theChurch.

Debateresumed. Mr. Guion, of Louisiana,thought the demands of the West would be
satislied by holdiiife the next Convention at
Buffalo. He therelore moved to amend the
resolution by substitutingßulfalo for Chicago.The amendment was voted down.The vote was then taken on the original
resolution, and it passed by a large majority.
So if the House of Bishops concur, the next
General Convention will be held in Chicago.

Mr. Pendleton, of Ohio, offered the follow-ing:
riesolvtd, That the order of the day, being the

consideration of the amendment to the 3d Articleof the Constitution, lie postponed, and that the
Ooinuiittee on Canons be instructed toreport theaction of the diffeient Dioceses on the sub.ect.

Mr. Pendleton addressed the House iu sup-
port of the resolution.

Judge Conrad moved an amendment, to re-
fer the matter of the action of the Dioceses to
aspecial committee.

JudgeChurchill, ofKy., thought this action
unnecessary. The information sought forcould only be regarded as an instruction to
delegates how to vote, and this Convention
needed no such instruction. Only a few Dio-
ceses, probably,had acted on the subject. He
moved to lay the resolution on the table.?
Carried.

Mr. Clarkson called up the messagefrom the
Uou*r of Bishops relative to theretirement of
the Bishop of the Northwest, but withdrew
the call iu order to prepare suitable resolu-
tion.

The order of the day?the proposed amend-
ment to Art. 111. oi the Constitution?was
called up, and, on motion, postponed until to-
morrow.

Dr. Mead, of Conn., offered the following;:KesolveJ, That this House will proceed at once
til Iwtl lot 'or a committee oil the partof this Houseto act with a committee of the lloiue of Bishops inthe Board of Missions. \

An amendment to dispense with the vote by
ballot was agreed to. \

Dr. Minmgerode desired to know if there
was any fixed principle for the appointment
of the Board. Virginia is third in the list ol
contributors, yet she is placed eighth in the
Board.

Dr. Stevens replied that there was no par-
ticular principle, except with a view to ob-taining those who are the most deeply inter-
ested in the cause of missions. The question
of contributions was never considered.

The Committeeon the Consecration of Bish-
ops were granted leave to retire for the trans-
action of business.

A message was received from the House ofBishops transmitting the report of the Rt.Rev. H. W. Lee, respecting his raissionary
labors in Nebraska. Referred to the appro-
priate committee.

Dr. Mead, of Conn., read from the Constitu-
tion of the Board of Missions, to show that
the vote on the appointment of the nomina-ting committee must be by ballot.Dr. Stevens, of Pa., read from the Journal
of the last Convention, to show that the viva
cure vote was then adopted, aud it was statedthat such had been the practice of the House
for twenty years.

A motion was made to reconsider the voteby which the ballot had been dispensed with.Remarks were made by Messrs. Smith of S.C., Hilliard of Mass., and Chambers of Md.
It was a prevailing sentiment thatwrongac-
tion heretofore should be no precedent forwrong action now.

After some remarks by Mr. Guion, of La., a
delegatemoved to table the motion to recon-sider. Defeated.

The question on the motion to reconsider
then recurred. Remark! were made by Mr.Tazewell Taylor, of Va., and Dr. Hawks, ofN. Y., after which the question was put, andthe House decided to reconsider the vote by
which the ballot had been dispensed with.The following persons were then put in
nomination for members of the Committee
Dr. 11. S. Mason, ofN. C.; Hon. E. A. Newton,
of Mass.; Dr. Wm. B. Stevens, of Pa.: Dr. C.W. Andrews, of Va.; Mr. H. P. Baldwin, of

While the members were preparing their
ballots, Mr. Thrall, of California, offered a
resolution to amend Art. 1. of the Constitu-
tion. relating to the time and place of holding
the General Convention, by striking out th«
words "in such place :is shall be determined by
the Convention," and inserting in lieu thereof
the words "in the city of Philadelphia." Re-
ferred to the Committee on Canons.

4t lA Mountain, the leronaut*nd J. a. Haddock, a uewspaper reporter'who ascended in the balloon "Atlantic " fromWatertowa, N. Y., On the fcM mt.,
found aliveand safe in a Canadian wilder-ness, 300 miles north of their point of depar-ture, has been published. It appears, if theyhad staid upa few hours longer, they wouldhave solved the question of the Northwestthrough the Arctic Ocean at the usualcost?their lives. The ascension was made at27 minutes before 6 o'clock, P. M, and about 7o'clock they made the first landing, haviugtraveled the extraordinary distance of 300miles ib about one hour and a half. From ahighly interesting narrative by Mr. Haddock,we take the following account of the perilousadventure:

Ji Z, i Uatry. lnto which we had de-scended. The rain did not cease, and we con-cluded to throw over all we had in iho oal-loon, except a coat apiece, the life preserversthe anchor and the compass. Overboard, then,they went?good shawls and blankets, Mr!tayel s overcoat, bottles ofale and a tiask ofcordial, ropes and traps of all kinds. The At-lantic, relieved of her wet load, rose majesti-cally with us, and we were able to behold thecountrybelow. It was an unbroken wilder-ness of lakes and spruce; and we felt then thatwe had gone too far, through a miscalculationof the Yelocity of the balloon

SECOND DESCENT.As the current was driviug us still to thenorth, we dare notstay up, as we were drift-ingfarther and still farther to that "frozentide " from which we knew there could be noescape. Mr. La M. seized the valve cord anddischarged gas, and we descended in safety bythe side of a large spruce. We made the At-lantic fast by her anchor, aud for & momenttalked over what we should do. We had not
a mouthful to eat. No protection at nightfrom the dampground, were distant we knewnot how far from habitation, were hungry tostart with, no earthly hope of raising a fire,and no distinct idea as to where we were. Weconcluded to trust to the compass, and,take acourse which would bring us out of any wil-derness we mightbe in. We settled in ourownminds that we were either in Jno. Brown s
tract or in the great Canada wilderness?to thesouth, we thought, of the Ottawa, and knew
that a course south by east would take us outif we had strength euough to travel the dis-
tance. La M. stepped up to the balloon andgave the edge of the basket a parting shake,
saying, "Good bye, old Atlantic," and I fanciedI could see a tear in his eye when he said it.

TRAMPING IN THE WOODS.To the southeast, then, we started. Aftertravelingabout a mile and a halt; we came to
the bank ol a small creek, flowing down fromthe westward. At this point we were agree-
ably surprised to find that some human beinghad been there before us, for we found severalsmall trees cut down, the coals from an oldAre, and a half barrel which hSd containedpork. I eagerly examined the stamp. It read,"Mess Pork, P. M., Montreal." This settled
the question that we were in Cai ada?for 1very well knew that no Montreal inspectionof pork ever found its way into the interior ofNew York State. We traveled all day Fridayup the unknowncreek, which kept its generalcourse to the sou th of west, crossing it aboutnoon, on a floating log, and striking on itssouthern bank a "blazed" track, which led usup to a deserted timber road, lying on the op-posite side from a large lumbering shanty.?
We hoped one of the lumbering roads mighttake us out to asettlement, but after travelingup them all until they terminated in the wild-erness, we coucluded to cross the creek to theshanty, and stay iu it all night. La Mountain
got across »afely; butmy weight was greaterthan his, aud the raft let meiuto the stream.I sank in all over, and swam out, though itrequired all my strength to doso, aud on reach-ing the bank I found myself so chilled asscarcely to be ahlo to stand. I took off myclothes, wrung them, and we proceeded to the
shanty, where we found plenty of refusestraw, but it was dry, aud under a pile of itwe crawled, pullingit over our heads andfaces, in the hope that our breath mightaid inwarmingour chilled bodies. I think the most
revengeful, stony heart would have pi ted our
condition then. The weary hours of night at
last wore away, and we held a new counsel.?It was evident, wereasoned, that the creek we
were upon, was used for "driving" logs in thespringseason. If, then, we foUowed it to its
confluence with the Ottawa, or some stream
which emptied into the Ottawa, we could iutime get out the same way the timber went
out.

TAKING TO A RAPT.The roof of the shanty was covered withthe halves of logs, scooped out in a manner
familiar to all woodmen. These were light
arid dry, and would iorm an excellent raft.?
Why not, then, take four of these, tie them tocross pieces by wythes and such old things
as wecould find around the shanty, and pole
the structure down to that civilization which
a saw-log ought to be able to reach { Suchwas the course we adopted. We dragged the
logs down to the creek, and La Mountain tied
thMR together, as he was evidently more ol a
sailor than myself. We got under way, and
as we pushed oft' ucrow set up a dismal caw-ing?an inauspicious sign, and ominous of the
great trials and sutt'u ings in store for us.?
We polled down stream about teu miles, and
came abruptly upon au immense pine tree
which had fallen across the stream, complete-
ly blocking the passage of the raft. No other
alternative was left but to untie the pieces,
and attempt to push them through under thelog. This was at last done; tied the raft to-
gether again, and polled her down stream.?Tu-day we tat cach a raw /rug, all we eouldlind, and began to feel that we were hungry.
But there was nocomplaining?our tsik w;i*
of the hopeful future and the civilization we
hoped yet to reach. Down the creek we went
iuto a lake some two miles long, and into
which we of course supposed the stream pass-
ed, having its outlet at the lower end. Wc
followed down the northern bank, keeping
always in shallow spots, so that our poles
could touch the bottom, uutil we arrived atthe bottom of the lake, where we fouud no
outlet, and turned back upon the southernbank in quest of it. On reaching the head ofthe lake we found that the current of thecreek turned abruptly to the right, which was
the reason of our losing it.

\u25b2 FKAKVCL MIGHT.
At night we did nutstop, but kept the nift

going down through the shades of awful
forests, whose solemn stillness seemed to hold
the unrepealed mystery of our darkening fu-
ture. About ten o'clock it began to rain again.
We stopped the"vessel" and crawled inundersome "tag" alders on the bank, where our ex*
trerae weariness enabled us to get, perhaps,
half an hour's sleep. Risingagain, (for itwaseasier to poleat night in the rain dowu anun-
known stream, than to lie on the ground and
freeze,) we pressed on for a couple of hours,until about three o'clock, when pure exhaus-
tion induced us to stop Again. This time we
found aspot where the clayey bank lacked a
little of coming down to the water. On the
mud we threw our little bundle of straw, andsat down with our feet druwn up under us, so
that our bent bodies presented as little »urfece
aspossible for the rain to beat upon. But we
could not stand such an uncomfortable posi-
tion long, and as the daylightof the Sabbath
broke upon us, we were poling down the
stream with a drizzlingrain. At eigbto'elock
we came to aplace where the stream canoned
?rushing over a stonv bed, dowa asteep de-
scent between highrocks on either bank. To
Ct onr raft down this place we regarded as

peless. We tied npand examined the shore.
Here, again, we fonnd unmistakable evidence
of lumbermen, as they had evidently camped
at this point, to be handy by in the attempts
they were doubtless obliged to make to get the
Umber down the canon. The rapids were
about a third of a mile kmc, and fn all the
rapids of Black river there is nothing so wild
and romantic ae these. We descended Uu>
hank and thought it best to try ear lack on
foot. After traveling about a mile we found
thebank so tangledand ragged, and ourselves

To-day we foundoneclam, which 1 insisted La Mountainshouldeat, as ?je was weaker than myself and hadeat little or nothing on the da/we* went n£Around we went Into all the indentations ofthe shore, keepiug always in shallow water.At last we stopped at a place we thought leastexposed to the wind. We laid down upon thecold ground,having lifted up the end ol our raftso that the wind might not drift it away inthe uight. We were cold when we laid downand both of us trembled by the hour, like mensuffering from a severe attack of the ague ?

The wind had risen justat night, and the dis-mal surging of the waves upon the shoreformed I thought, a tittinglullaby to slum-ber so disturbed and dismal as ours. By thistime our clothes were nearly torn off. Mvpantaloons were slit up both legs, and thewaistbands nearly torn off. My boots bothleaked, and our mighty wrestlings in thecanon had tern the skin from our ankles andhands. La Mountain's hat was gone the firstday out; he had thrown away his woollendrawers and stockings the first day of ourtrapping,as they dragged him down by theweightof water they absorbed. We slept butlittle. It really seemed as though,duringthatnight,we passedthrough the horrorsofaduzendeaths. At daylightwe got up by degrees, firston oneknee and then on the other, so stiff andweak that we could hardly stand.THE RESCUE.It has now been four dull days since we atea meal. All we had ate in the meantime wasa frog apiece, four clams and a few wild ber-ries, whose acid propertiesand bitter taste hadprobably done u» more harm than good. Ourstrength was beginningto fail very fast, andoursystem* were evidentlyabout to undergoan extraordinary change. We turned the raftaround, aud poled her back towards the placewhere we had entered this last lake. We hadgone about a mile when we heard the sound ofa gun, quicklyfollowed by a second report.?»o sound wum ever so sweet to me as that,we halloed as loud as we could a good manytimes, butcould get no response. We keptourpoles going, and had gone about half a mile,wheu 1 called La Mountain's attention to whatI thoughtwas a smoke curlingup among thetrees on the side ol a hill. My own eyesighthad begun to fail nib to an extent that 1 couldnot depend upon it when a long, steady gazewas necessary. He said it was smoke, and
that he thought just below it, on the bank,was a bark canoe. In a few moments theblue smoke rolled gently but unmistakably
above the tree tops, and we felt that we weresaved. Such a revulsion of feeling was al-most too much for us. We could hardly be-lieveoursenses, andcredited anything favora-ble to our condition with the utmost caution.Our bitter disappointmentshad taught us thatlesson.

We paddledthe raft with the ends of ourpoles directly across the lake, near, perhaps,
three-fourths of a mile wide, and made for thecanoe. It proved to be a large one?evidentlyanIndian's. Up the bank I pressed, leavingL:« Mountain at the canoe to cut off a retreatbythe Indian in case he was timid and wishedto avoid us. I came at once upon the shanties
of a lumberingwood, and from the chimneyof the farthest building a broad volume oi
smoke was rising. I halloed?a noise washeard iuside, and a noble looking Indian cameto the door. " Parlrz vous Francois was my
eager inquiry sis I grasped his outstretchedhand. " Yes, sir, and English, too." He drewme into the cabin, and there was the head ol
the party, a noble-hearted Scotchman, namedAngus Cameron. I immediately told my story:that we camein with a balloon, were lost, andhad been fourdays withoutfood; asking wherewe were. Imagine my surprise when he saidwe were one hundred and fifty miles due north
of Cltowa?in the dense, uninhabited loreet,whose only limit was the Arctic circle.

From this point the teronauts were taken to
Ottowo, Canada, whence they made their way
homo in safety.

Colored Emigration to Hatti.?TheHaytien government invites colored emigra-
tion to that island, and holds out strong in-ducements. President Geffrard's Foreign
Secretary states, in reply to some questions,
that the Haytiengovernmentwill pay the pas-
sage from New Orleans (fifteen dollars each
for men and women, and eight dollars forchildren) of those emigrants who will culti-vate the soil, and will board and lodge thein
for eight days after their arrival. Those who
receive this aid must not leave the country forthree years. The owners of land will furnish
farms and toels for half the proceeds, or thegovernment will sell lands cheap to those whowish to buy. Emigrants will be protected intheir religious freedom, and will be excused
from military service; but tneir children must
enter the army at the required like uibeilluytieus. In all other respects, emigrants
will be treated as natives, and may be natu-ralized when they choose.?A'af. Intel.
