General Missionary Meeting.

A most interesting meeting was held at St
Paul’s Church, last Friday night, in reference
to the subject of Missions. A very large con-
gregation attended. Bishop Meade, who pre-
sided, first introduced Rev. Robert Nelson, of
Va, Missionary for eight or nine years in
China. He gave an account of the Chinese
Mission and dwelt upon its importance as a
Missionary fleld.

Capt. Dupont, of the Board of Missions, was
called upon and gave his testimony regarding
what he had seen, as to the efficiency of the
Chinese Mission.

Bishop Scott, of Oregon, spoke of the Mis-
sion in Oregon, and urged that more men and
means should be supplied for the prosecution
of the important work there, ina field, a large
part of which, through the power of com-
merce, would soon be in its hands, and must
exert great influence upon the Chinese and Ja-
panese and other portions of the heathen
world.

Bishop Payne, of the African Mission, was
next introduced. Ife spoke at some length on
the progress of the work of Christianizing the
Africans. God's visitation of Africa wasseen
partlyin the suppression of the slave trade
and the consequent opportunities for the in-
crease uf commerce with Africa. He rejoiced
to learn that the Old Dominlon was the first to
take measures to suppress the slave trade.—
God’s visitation came to the children of Afri-
ca in their being thrown under our Christian-
izinginfluence in this country.

Bishop Polk,of La., read sentences from the
offertory while a collection was taken up in
behalf of the Domestic and Foreign Missions.

Prize FIGHT 1N CANADA.—The long talked
of prize fight between Australian Kelley and
Ned Price, two noted professors of the manly
art of self-defence, took place Friday after-
noon, according to pre-arrangement, at Point
Albino, on the Canada side of Lake Erie.—
Price won the first fall, the first blood, and the
battle, and came outof the contest with scarce-
ly a seratch, while Kelley was severely injur-
ed, having had two ribs broken in the tenth
round. The fight occupied eleven rounds,
and was cdecided in thirty-two minutes. The
affair was witnessed by an immense crowd of
spectators. Price is a supporter of the Benicia
Boy, while his opponent is patronized by Mor-
rissey. A letter says:

The fight lasted thirty-twe and a half min-
utes. The trainers immediately dressed their
respective men. Price has a slight bruise on
the left side of the face, a mere tap, it did
scarcely more than to redden the skin; while
Kelly has a bad cut over and under the left
eye, which is very much swollen, nearly closed
and black. The right is cut under it and the
cheek puffed up. After getting to a house near
by, Kelly began to have a severe pain in his
left side, and, a physician being near, an ex-
amination was made and it was prorounced a
fracture of the ribs. This Kelly says was done
by a blow, as he felt the crack at the time it
was given. Kelly was removed from the house
to the railroad station on a bed in a carriage,
he appearing in great agony. Price oftered
while in the ring to fight any man in America
for 2,000, only excepting his friend Heenan.—
It was reported on the ground that Morrissey
lost over 82,000 in stakes, anda gentleman in
this city is a loser to the extent of 81,500,

Duchies, and the Archduke Maximilia, Vene-
tia, with separate constitutions, These re-.
ports must be taken for what they are worth.

It was expected that the Kingof the Bel-
gians, Prince Richard Metternich, and Count
Walewski, would remain at Biarritz till the
departure of the Emperor, at the end of Sep-
tember.

The Paris Patrie has an article which par.
tially confirms the above statement.

THE SAN JUAN ISLAND APFAIR.
The American occupation of the Island of

San Juan attracts considerable attention in
the journals,

The London Times editorially states the facts
of the case, and says: Fortunately, the affair
is in good hands, and we trust there can be no
reason to doubt that the governmentsof the
two countries will proceed to a decision in the
same spiritof moderation and equity by which
their views of the question have hitherto been
characterized. The article concludes as fol-
lows:

Itis not a question of commerce, but of jus-
tice. The decision should depend upon the
terms of the treaty fairly imterpreted, and it
was evidently not doubted by either govern-
ment, a short time ago, that this interpretation
could be discovered. If, however, it should
prove that the existing convention cannot be
=0 applied as to satisfy the contracting parties,
there can surely be no reason why two States
which have now adjusted their respective lim-
its across an entirecontinent, from the Atlan-
tic to the Paetific, should not complete the
work in the narrow waters of Vancouver
Island. The Americans may assure themselves
that in such negotiations they will meet with
no feelings but those of fairness and amity on
the part of this country. It would be hard
indeed if children of the same stock, who can
feel the sympathies of blood and lineage as
they were felt and expressed in the waters of
the Peiho, shounld find much difficulty in ad-
justing a petty boundary question on the coast
of the Pacific.

The London Post also again refers to the
subject, and says:

If the importance of San Juan to the two
countries be considered, there can be no doubt
that its possessien by England may be said to
be absolutely necessary to the security of
British Columbia. The government of Wash-
ington can have cothing to gain by the adop-
tion of the violent and unjustifiable procoed-
ings of Harney.

THE WAR WITH CHINA.

Upwards of a thousand marines, strong de-
tachments of the rifle brigade, two light in-
fautry regiments, &c., were to ienve England
for China by the overiand route, :

The first of the squadron for service ggainst
China had already sailed. The government
intended dispatching fifty gunboats, besides
frigates and other vessels.

An order for two million ball cartridges,
packed in 200 boxes, had been éxecuted at
Woolwich in three days, including the stow-
ing on shipboard. These go to China over-
land, and a second order to a much greater ex-
tent was progressing for the sea voyage.

GREAT BRITAIN.

A meeting had been held in Manchester to
hear from Rev. Mr. Bowne an exposition of
the origin and objects of a society formed in
the United States for planting colonies in cen-
tral and other portions of Africa with the
view of civilizing that region, and promoting
the growth of cotton. Resolutions approving
the movement and pledging support were
adopted.

The London Advertiser gives a report that
Robert Sxei)henson, the great engineer, is dan-
gerously ill.

It is announced that the Queen on her way
back from Scotland will visit the Great East-
ern at Holyhead on the 17th, and stay at Pen-
rhyn Castie as the guest of Colonel Pennant.

At the agricultural show at Lewes a steam
chaff cutter exploded, killing four persons.

The ship Josiah (Juiney, from Leghorn for
Boston, was abandoned at sea on the {th of
September, leaking badly.
