Mr. Evans, of Md., who proposed the
amendment in the last Geueral Convention,
opened the debate in & speech of some length,
iin support therecf; but the reporter wis una-
ble to hear distinctly a word that he said.

lie hoped the amendment under considera-
tion would be defeated, and he would then
offer his proposed amendments and move their
reference 1o the Committee on Canons,

Dr. A. 1. Vinton, of Pa, agreed with the
gentleman from California in his exposure of
the imperfections of the proposed amendment.
Its adoption would be fatal to the interests of
tois body. There is agreat restraining power
on the House of Deputies—their constituency—
to whom they are responsible for their acts;
but the House of Bishops have none. They
can never be dissolved except by death. We
g£o to our constituency, 1 they can say, you
buve =0 abused your pov that we will send
yvou to the General Convention nomore. The
speaker entered i a history of the causes
which led to the introduction of the amend-
ment. He suggested, farther, that the Consti-
tution should compel the House of Bishops to
take notice of the action of this House, and
hoped the Convention would think seriously
betore giving additional power to a body
wholly irresponsible, and which, when itonce
has power, can never lose it.

Mr. Hoffinan, of N. Y., made an eloquent
speech in favor of the proposed amendment,
and alluded to the divige agency delegated to
the Bishops, in making laws for God’s church
on earth. He red that the two bodies
should go hand in hand, and such would be
the effect of the measure now suggested. 1t
was no new doctrine. Ithad been a favorite
with presbyters and laymen ever since the

foundation of the Chureh. The speaker, in
counclusion, replied to the positions of the
cierical delegate from California, (Mr.Thrall.)

A lay delegate from Virginia expressed his
disagreement with the gentleman from New
York. Ifitwere true thatall the legislative
power was vested in the Bishops by the great
nead of the Church, he for one would not be
willing to remain in this body. The question
to be decided is, what is best for the interests
of the Church. He thought it best to “let well
enough alone.” He rose particularly, he
said, to refute the idea thatlaymen and pres-
byters had no legislative power except through
the condescension of the Bishops.

Judge Conyngham, of Pa., thought there
was too much dispositionat the present day to
legislate, and to disregard the wisdomn of the
past. It was the'same in Chureh Councils as
in other bodies. As the Church grows in
strength and numbers, we are not disposed to
be sausfied with what has been done By those
who preceded us. Within the last fifty years,
the Church has grown from a few to many
Dioceses. Gentlemen of other denominations
have investigated our principles of religious
government, and come into the Church, This
Article has been the law of the Church for
over fifty years. Why change it now! Our
fathers adopted itas the basis on which the
Church wastogrow,andon which it has grown.
He had never heard of any evil-consequent
upon this provision of the Constitution. We
are to legislate for the correction of that which
ought never to have been adopted, or for ima-
ginary evils which may accrue hereafter.—
Why is not the Article right as it stands?
When the plausible doctrine of equality is
presented here, we should go farther and as-
certain in what equality cousists. If we give
the House of Bishops power to vetoour acts by
letting them lie unucticed on their table, there
is no equality in that. You give them power
which we bave not. The Deputies come here
from the people, fresh with their views, and
aware of their various wants. The House of
Bishops are permanent, An opinion expressed
by one of them now, comes up the next ses-
sion before the same body, and not before a
body sent {resh from the people with their
views and ideas. You will find that power
thus given to a permanent House, is a power
that will inerease and npever yield. 1If our
fathers, in 1759, came forward and made cou-
cessions to the people, which have ever since
stood as the law of the Church, he could see
no good reason for changes now.

Judge Chambers, of Md., was in favor of
making a Coustitution what it should be, and
then exacting a rigid observance of it. He saw
but one objection to the proposed amendment,
and that was alluded to by the clerical dela-
gate from Pennsylvania. The Bishops should
be compelled to act on all subjects presented to
them It would be better to waitthree years
and have perfect equality secured by an
amendment, than to have the work done im-
perfectly now.

Mr. Winans, of Cal, replied to the remarks
of the lay delegate from New York, relative
to the august power and the grand source of
power of the liouse of Bishops, It spiritual
power were thus delegated to the Bishops, all
Fower rests with themn, and this lHouse is im-
potent. He had as much respect for the ven-
erable Bishops as any one; but believed that
the Convention shouid continue to actas here-
tofore, unless sume great necessity exists, and
none exists now. There was a constant ten-
dency to increase the power of the upper
House, and diminish that of the lower. Now
itis sought to be voluntarily given, when not
even asked for. No evil had thus far resulted
from the Articleas it stunds. Laity and pres-
byters had rights as well as the venerable fa-
theers, which onght to be respected.

Dr. Adams, of Wis, believed that an Article
that had been in existence 51 years, and re-
ceived the sanction of so many Conventions,

Vi 100 important to be blown away by a
breath. He said there were two laws—the lex
serip @, or written law, and the law of custom
In the early days of the Chareh, two or three
respectable old gentlemen, Bishops of the
Cnurch, met together and talked over matters
tor her interest, and found it convenient to sit
with closed doors; a custom which has been
continued to the present day. He had no cb-
jection to this—Le was couservative in his
‘views—but had thought it a little strange that
our House of Bishops should sit as none other
ever sat since the ereation of the world. Now,
if you pass this amendment, you offer to the
Bishops an inducement to treat this House
with neglect. By the present Article they
must notice our action in some uhnpe or form.
If we set to work and take away this compul-
sory civility, aud they sit there with cloged
doors, you may send in your acts and never
hear of them more. They will have the legal
right 1o let them lie unnoticed, and he believed
they should be made to take some notice of
them. 1f the amendment is adopted, our sole
business will be to register the rees of the
House of Bishops. The objeet of the present
Article is to put us onan equality with the
House of Bishops, especially in reference to
the law of custom under which they sit. H
urged its retention, and hoped clergymen an
laymen would vote against the pr

At the present time there are eleven groups ot
spots visible, two of which have just made
their appearance on the western edge. A very
largespot has been recently observed nearly in
the centre, embracing a central black spot and
a still larger penumbral region. 1t is said to
be undergoing daily remarkable changes.

winter following, when their bodies were dis-
covered,

_They all assured us that we would find na-
tives upon the south shore, at the Great River,
aud some few at the wreck, but unfortunately
this was not the case. Quly one tamily was
met with oft' Point Booth, and none at” Mon-
La«ul Isiand or any place subsequently visit-

Point Ogle, Montreal Island, and Barrow
Island, were searched without finding any-
thing excepta few scraps of copper and iron
inan Esquimiux hiding piace.

Reerossing the Strait to King William's Isl-
and, we continued the examination of its
southern shore without success until the 21th
of May, when about ten miles eastward of
Cape Herschell a bleached skeleton was found
around which lay fragments of lr;nropwnz;
clothing. Upon carefully removing the snow
a small pocket-book was found, codigining a
few letters. These, although much decayed,
may yet be deciphered. Judging from the re.
mains of his dress, this unfortuuvate young
man was i steward or oflicer's servant, and
his position exactly verified the Esquimaux's
assertion, that they dropped as they walked
aloug.

On reaching Cape Herschell next day, he ex-
amined Simpson’s Cairn, or rather what re-
mains of it, which is only four feet high, aud
the ceutral stones have been removed, as it by
men seeking something within it. My impres
sion at the time, and which I stiil retaiu, is,
that records were deposited there by the re-
treating crews and subsequently removed by
the natives,

After parting from me at Cape Victoria, on
the 28th of April. L ieuntenant Hobson made for
Cape Felix. Arta short distance westward of
it he found a very large caira, and close to it
three small tents, with blankets, old elothes,
and other relics of a shooting or a magnetic
station; but althovgh ihe cairn was dug under,
and a trench dug ail round it ata distance of
10 feel, no record was discovered. A piece ot
blank paper folded up was found in the cairn,
and two broken bottles, which may, perhaps,
have eontained records, lay beside 1t among
some stones which had fallen from off the top.
The most interesting of the articies discovered
here, including a boat's ensign, were brought
away by Mr. Hobson. About two miles tur-
ther to the southwesta small cairn was lound,
but neither records or reiics obiained, About
three miles north of Point Victory & second
small cairn was examined, but only a broken
pickaxe and vmpty canister found.

On the 6th of May Lieut. liobson pitched
his tent beside a large cairn upon Point Vie-
tory. Lying among some loose stones which
had failen from the top of this ciirn, was
found a small tin case containing a record, the
substance of which is briefly as foilows : “This
cuirn was built by the Franklin expedition,
upon the assumed site of Sir Jumes Ross’ pii-
lar, which had not been found. The Erebus
aud Terror spent their first winter at Beechy
Island, after baving ascended Wellington
Chanuel to lat. 77 deg. N, and returned by the
west side of Cornwallis Island. On the i12th
of September, 1546, they were beset in lat. 70 o5
N, and lou. 823 W. Sir J. Franklin died on
the 11th of June, 1517, On the 22d of April,
t81=, the ships were abandoned five leagues to
the N.N.W. of Point Victory, and the sur-
vivors, 165 in number, landed here under the
command of . Captain Crozier.” This paper
was dated April 25, 1%1%, and upon the follow-
ing day they intended to start for the Great
Fish river. The total loss by deaths in the
expedition up to this date was nine officers
and lifteen men.

A vastquantity of clothing and stores of all
sorts lay strewed about,asif hereevery article
was thrown away which could possibly be
dispensed with; pickaxes, shovels, boats, cook-
ing utensils, ironwork, rope, blocks, canvass,
a dip circle, a sextant engraved “Frederic
Hornby, R. N.,” a small medicine chest, oars.

A few miles southward, across Back Bay, a
second record was found, having been de-
posited by Lieutenant Gore aud M des Vorux
in May, 1847, Itafforded no additional infor-
mation.

Soon after leaving Cape Herschell the tra-
ces of natives became less numerous aud less
recent, and atter rounding the west point of
the island they ceased altogether. This shore
is extremely low and almoest utterly destitute
of vegetation. Numerours banks of shingle
and low isleis lie off it, and beyoud these Vie-
toria Strait is covered with heavy and impen-
etrable packed ice,

Dangerous Wound,—On Sunday night last,
whilst Watchmen Edwards and Kowland
were making beir usual rounds, they dis-
cuvered in Mr. Montague's yard. ¢n 7ith street,
between Clay and Leigh, a uegro fellow crawl-
ing about upon his hands and teet, and being
uanable to get any answer from him when they
calied, they went in, arrested i, and took
bim to the loex-up. Oun getiiug to the light,
they found that the fellow’s mouth and nose
were badly mashed aud bruised. and that he
had a frightful wound upoun his head, but he
was then unable to give any secount of his
injuries. Dr. Gibson was sent for to render
medical aid to the sufierer, ard, on making an
examination, he discovered that his patient
had a hole in the left side of his head
passing through the skuil bone. About
1 o'clock the negro, who was evidently very
drunk when he wus injured, recovered his
consciousness and power of speech, and gave
his name as Reuben, stuting that he was hured
to Smith & McCurdy. He at first said that he
estered some gentleman's honse and was shot
in the head, the tall ledging in the back part;
but alterwards gave it as Jnus opinion that he
had been siruck by a slung shot. How or
where he received the injury, it is now im-
pussible to say ; but i1 he did not fall and hurt
himself, it is more than probable that he was
in some house when he was beaten, as the
waichmen could gveither flad Lis hat, wor
traces ot a scufile, anud 1o oue could tell themn
anything about the occurrence.

A large quantity of clothing was found

within her, #lso two human skeletons. One
of these lay in the after part of the boat, un-
der a pile of clothing; the other, which was
much more disturbed, probably by animals,
was found in the bow. Five pocket watehes,
a quantity of silver spoons and forks, and a
few religious books, were also fouud, but no
jounrnals, pocket-books, or even names upon
auy article of clothing. Two double-barreiled
guns stood upright against the boat's side
precizely as they had been placed eleven years
before. One barrel in each was loaded and
eocked; there was ammuunition in abundance,
also 301b. or 46 th. of chocolute, some tea and
tobacco. Fuelwas not wanting: a drift tree
lay within 100 yards ol the buat.
Many very interesting relies were brought
away by Lt. Hobson, and some few by myself.
On the 5th of June I reached Point Vietory
without having found anything further. The
clothing, &e., was again examined for docu-
ments, note-books, &e., without suceess, a re-
eord placed in the cairn, and another buried
1 feet true north of it.
