Gen'l
ScorT, for example, has always beon a Peace-
maker, and has over and cver again, saved
this conntry hundreds of millions of money,
by averting the calamity and destruction of
a great war,

A war with England is always popular in
the Uuited States, and, at the same time, such
8 war would be more injurious to our inter-
esis than any other which we could under-
take. We all have a traditional hatred of Eng-
Jand., We are tanght at school that liberty
was pever heard of till the Boston boys threw
the tea fnto Boston harbor. It is not {ill we
come to an age of reason and reflection, that
we learn that our own liberty is only English
liverty transferred to American soil, and that
all we have of law or freedom worth having
is of the same Anglo-Saxon origine Then, as
1o the questions that led to the separation of
the two countries, intelligent Englishmen now
admit that we were right, that they would
have done the same in our place, that we were
vindicating English principles of liberty, and
that, so far as the prosperity and power of
Eagland are concerned, instead of being di-
mwipished by the rupture, they have grown
more rapidly since than ever before, and that
we are worth more to England than we ever
could have been us colonies. Nevertheless, the
provision-raising portion of this country is
constantly spoiling for a fight with England,
and eternally pitting the American eagle
against the British lion. Strange to say, some
of the organs of the large northern commercial
cities join them in the outery. When could
northern commerce be at war with England !
The experience of the last war proved that it
was not the men who were most flerce to bring
it about, who were the most melancholy when
it was ended. We never heard much of HuLy,
Peery, Decatvr, Cnavscey, McDoxNoven,
&c., before the war; the noisiest people, both
bafore and after, were those who were most
quiet during its continuance, and who, when
the war was over, illuminated their houses
and reattheair with hallelujahs that the storm
hal past and the sky sereue and peaceful
again.

, Danigr WEBSTER once said that he knew of
uothing more important to the peace of the
world, its prosperity, the progress of know-
ledge aud of just opinions, the diffusion of the
sacred lightof Christianity, than the preserva-
good feeling between Englishmen in
Euvgiand and the descendants of Englishmen
in A In viewofthe moral respoasibility
to which nat s as well as individuals are
beld in thi of the worid, both countries
wutild be held to a strict account by civilized
mankind, it, without reasons deeply affecting
their independence and great interests, any
controversy between them should have other
than an amicable issne. Mr. WEBSTER also
aaid, and with egual truth, that while each
country has intelligence enough to under-
staud all that belongs to its just rights, and is
not deficient in means to maintain them, yet,
in the event of war, neither party would or
eould have any signal advantage over the oth-
er, except whatit could find in the justness of
115 canse and the approbation of the world.

Lu tioe, if the United States government and
Eugland should each sink its own merchant
deet, if the Northern cities would bow them-
