The mi ii 11ics of Wednesday were read and
approved.

Mr. Fairbanks, of Fla., inquired by what
authority hand-bills and pamphlets were each
mornlhk thrust into the pewa of members 1?
By such a course we might have a detail of
every scandalous quarrel that had occurred
and every trial thathad taken place for twenty
years He thoughtthe jiracticea nuisance and
a desecration of the House of God.

The President said he bad, on Inquiry,
learned that they were distributed by the sex-
ton, but by whose authority he knew not. 110
would not j»erinit it henceforth, either by
authority of the Hector or any one else.

This episode grew out of the distribution of
a large number of "tracts," entitled "A Cate-
chism for the Times; that is to say, An In-
struction to be Learned by the Mem liars of the
Convention ofthe l'r itc-tautEpiscopal Church
of the I n j ted States, assembled in the City ofRichmond, October, I*s!'." It pives a detail of
the charges on which HishopOnderdonk was
tried, in (f4l, in language not particularly
chaste, the object being, doubtless, to prevent
the restoration of the suspended Bishop.

The liev. Dr. Wyatt, of Md., from the Com-
mittee on the TheologicalS«iuiuary, submitted
areport:

The Committee on the General Theolo. ical Semi-
nan to whom iv;is referred the triennial report of
the Trustees of said Seminary, with t lie documents

that report, also the certificates of
the election of Trustees from various Dioceses,
beg leave to report:

...That your committee has carefully examined the
reportof the Trusteesof the Seminary, and finding
it to contain matters of importance with which
this House misht desire to tie made acquainted,
tliev have in detail herewith presented tue same.

V'our committee further report that the certifi-
cates of the election of Trustees referred to them,
are from the following Dioceses, viz ; Maine. New
Hampshire, Connecticut, New York. Now Jersey.
Pennsylvania. Maryland, Georgia, Indiana, nli-
nois. Missouri, \\ uconsin,Kentucky: that no elec-
tion was rr.ade in the Diocese of Florida. From
the following Dioceses no certificatos of election
have been received, viz : Vermont, Massachusetts,
Rhode Island. Western New \ork. Delaware. V ir-
cinia. North Carolina. South Carolina. Louisiana,
Texas. Tennessee, Ohio, Michigan, lowa, Cali-
fornia.

A list of the Trustees certified jis elected,
accompanies the report.

It having been suggested that there were
some inaccuracies in the election of the Trus-
tees. the report was, on motion, re-committed.
Subsequent explanations showed that these
inaccuracies were not owing to any r.egiector
fault of the committee.

A messagewas received from tho House of
Bishops, transmitting tho following resolu-
tion :

Kefolrtd, The Houseof Clerical and Lay Depu-
ties concurring, that a jointcoiiimitteelie appoint-
ed to devise a plan lor the creation ol a Church
!>iulding fund, to aid feeble parishes and congrega-
tions at missionary stations in tho erection ofchurch edifices, and that the committee report at
the present session#! the General Convention.

Committee on ihepartof the House of Bish-
ops?Bishops Upfold, Clark and Bowman.

The following message was also received:
Tne jointcommittee appointed in the Convention

of 1-553, ami continued in I J S6. on the pr "tration of
a Prayer Book in the Spanish language, bef leave
to report, that the work ol publtsr.in:; a translation
oi'the Book of Common Prayer having been un-
dertaken by other ho.ies connected with this
Church, there is no necessity for the further con-
tiiiu.inceof the committee; they therefore recom-
mend the passage of the followmc resolution:

R'tolvetl. The House of Clerical and Lay Depu-
ties concurring, that the cmitnittc be discharged.

Kev. Dr. iianckel, of S. C., from the special
committee to whom was referred a proposed
Canon for the regulation and governmentof
churches or congregations in foreigncountries,
not within the jurisdiction of Foreign Mis-
sionary Bishops,reported as follows :

That they haveconsidered the important subject,
and have framed a Canon accorthujlf. The neces-
sity of such a Canon grows out of the fact of the
establishment of a Church and congregation of
Americans in the city of Paris, in France, who by
their deliberate act. have desired to place tli*m-

under the direction of the General Conven-
tion. The ease and frequency of intercourse with
the Continent of Europe, together witii the cir-
cumstance tint Americans are residing in the
continental cities, render it. expedient,in tho judg-
ment, "f your committee, that some provision
should be in ado to enable such residents to continue
te worship God. according to the truth and disci-
pline of the Protestant Episcopal Church.

__

And it especially behooves this Genera! Conven-
tion to lake under its protection rn-1 authority such
Church or congregation o' Aip rican citizons as
have dosired to lie in communionwith thisChurch,
and tn be -tiarded by its shield and sceptre.

The Committee have specially considered the
question, whether any entangling alliances, or auj
unwise interference with foreign Powers, eitherecclesiastical or political, could be consequential
on the jurisdiction of this Church over its own
members in foreign countries: and they assure this
Convention that no evil of this character can, in
their judgment, ensue. But, on th« contrary, the
Canon which shall recognizo these foreign congre-
gations of Americans, will have an influence to
maintain their allegiance and fax their aflections
towards the Episcopal Church in this land, and will
tend to prevent them fr >m wandering into error in
relwion, into viciousnc.ss of life, and into inditfer-
ence ofconscience.The object of the Canon is to gather into the fold
of Christ's Church the she>i> and the lam la that
ere scattered abroad.The Committee, therefore, recommend?i'lTt.E Canon 111.?Section 3.?Of Ministers
Minislrrinr to Foreign Cont'etations.?l. When-
ever n Church or Congregation shall have been
organized in sn» loreiun country, not within the
limitsand jurisdictionof any foreign missionary
Bishop; and shall by its Constitution or plan of
Articles of Organization,have acceded to orrecog-
nized the Constitution, Canons, Doctrine, Disci-
pline and Worship of tho Protestant Episcopal
Church in the U. S. of A., and shall have declared
its desire, duly certified b> the Ahmster, one
Church Warden and two Vestrymen or Trustees,
to be under the direction of th« General Conven-
tion thereof, the same shall be subject to the Epis-
copal governmentand jurisdiction of the Presiding
Bishop, for the time being,of the House of Bish-
ops.

2. Such Presiding Bishop may, from time to time,
assign to any other Bishop, or to any Assistant
Bishop, ot this Church, the performance of any
Episcopal duties, and the exercise of any Episco-
pal power, in relation tosuch church or congrega-tion, and for such period of time as he may deemexpedient.

3. The clergyman settled in any such church or
congregation,shall, iti all respects, be subject to thejurisdiction of the Presiding Bishop or of such As-
sistant Hishop, named l>jr nim, as-above provided,
in tho same manner as if ho had Canonical resi-
dence within the United States.

Ch. Hanckel, Ch'n.
Afterreading the report, ]>r. Hanckel saidthat a congregation had been organized in Pa-

ris, under the sanction of the French govern-
ment, and the ground purchased for the erec-
tion ofa church. That one individual alone
had subscribed i?-UK'O towards it, and that
congregations in this country were about fur-
nishing aid. Ife briefly reviewed aud recom-
mended the adoption oi' the Canon.

Dr. ltandall, of Mass., read a memorial
which had been forwarded to him by the Rec-
tor of the American Episcopal Church of the
Holy Trinity in Paris, addressed to the House
of Clerical andLay Deputies. The memorial
concludes as follows:

'?It only remains tliat the undersigned present to
the General Convention the following statement

! of the parochial or pastoral work performedduring
th« eleven inonthsof his ministry here,amid hin-
drances and inconveniences of the most serious
kind:

'?There have been 75 public services hold ; dur-
ing which there have Iteen >8 public administra-
tions of the Holy Communion,snowing an average
of nearly W communicants. There have l»ecn 3
publicconfirmations, by Bishops of the American
Church. The tirst was held uy the Ht. Rev. the
Bishop of South Carolina, on the )7th of October
last; the second by the Rt. Rev. the Bishop of
Western New York, on the 21«t ofMarch last; the
third was held by the Rt. Kev. ths Bishop of l'enn
sylvania, on the 2i»th of May last. The number,
in all. of persons confirmed, being seven.

"There have been 11 htiptisins-3 adults and 8 in-
fants; 1 marriage, and 4 burials. Visitation and
communion of tne sick, and consolation of the dy-
ing, have in many instances testified to the graat
importance and comfort of tho Church's ministry

'"??These results may be regarded as only the be-
ginningof the usefulness that is so significantly
promised to this young church. When its exist-
ence shall be made widely known, its ministra-
tions will be more numerously and generally
sought. And it is in view of such future useful
ness, ns well as of its present necessities, that the
Rector and Vestrr are anxious to remove thepaly
remaining obstacle to the full cxercise of its hap-
py influence?the want ofa suitable building, fitly
appointed and entirely couseerated to holy uses.?
This they hope soon to accomplish through tne
Christian zeal and aid of churchmen at home and
abroad; ami to this end they earnestly ask at the
hands of the General Con venturn, soiue nation
wh'clt shall sanction its existence, general objects
and claims, and commend it to the supportand en-
couragementof the Church at large.

tended tint the proposed amendment to Ar-ticle VI. had precedence, and the President so
ruled. It. was, therefore, taken up.

A motion to take the vote at l o'clock was
carried.

A delegate moved to lay the whole subject
on the table. Rejected.

The proposed amendment was then read as
follows :

"The mode of trying Bishops shall be provided
by the Ganeral Conventual. The Court appointed
lor that purpose shall lie composed of Bishops on-ly. In every Diocese the mode of trying Presby-
tersand Deacon* may be instituted by a Convention
oi the Diocese, but the General Convention mav
establish a Court oi Appeals for the revision of theDiocesan Courts. None but a Bishop shall pro-
nouncesentence of admonition, suspension,or de-
gradation from the ministry, on any cler<vman,
whether Bishop, Presbyter or Deacon. Such Court
ol Appeals not to revue the determination of any
question of fact."The \otewas taken by Dioceses,and resulted
.in the rejection of the proposition by a large
majority?very few voting in the affirmative.

A delegate asked leave to offer a resolution
for holding night sessions on and after Tues-
day next. Its introduction was permitted,anil at the request of the mover, it was laid ou
the table for the present.

At this stage of the proceedings, I>r. Minni-
gerode, of Ya.. arose and said he had learned,
that while he was not in his seatthis morning,
some reference had been made to the circula-
tion of an objectionable pamphletamong the
members of this House, and that an imputa-
tion had been cast upon him in connectiontherewith. He desired it understood that
nothing had been circulated here by his au-
thority, except papers containing the proceed-
ingsoi the Convention, the expense of which
he would have to bear, unless his brother
clergymen in the city saw Jit to contribute.?
lie had done all he could do for the comfort of
members of the Convention, and if he were tobo censured for the circulation ol documents
here, he would have to ask for a special com-
mittee to take that matter in charge.

The President made some explanationofhis
remark in the morning.andothers compliment-
ed Dr. Minnigerode on his various courtesies.
l)r. Hawks was about to offer a series of reso-
lutions on the subject, when Dr. Minnigerode
said he thought n unnecessary; he was satis-
lied thatevery one acquitted him ofblame.The House then proceeded to the considera-
tion of the second order of the day, namely?
the followingresolution reported by the Com-
mittee on Domestic and Foreign Missions:ResolvtJ. the House of Bishops concurring, Thatit is expedient to appoint, at this time, two Mis-sionary Bishops?one for the Northwest and one
for the Southwest.Eloquent addresses were made by Dr. Ste-
vens, Rev. Mr. Hill of Cal., Dr. Hawks, Dr.
Van lagen of Minnesota, Dr. Coxe of Md.,
and Dr. Cuming of Mich. The House seemed
more deeply interested in this subject than in
any which" has yet been before the Conven-
tion. During the delivery of the remarks,
every member listened with eager attention,
and an unusual silence prevailed in tho con-
gregation. The importance ef sending pio-
neers into the new territories of our country,
to establish the Church where its teachings
are yet unknown, was duly appreciated by the
House, and most strenuously urged by the
speakers.

When the question was put on the adoption
of the report, every delegate voted "aye,"
showing that the sentiment in its favor wasunanimous.

Immediately thereafter, the members aroseand sang Gloria in Err.elsit, commencing?
?'Glory bo to God on high.
Ana on eartu peace, sootl will tomen."

This spontaneous outpouring of joy was
followed by prayer, the President officiating.
It was truly a solemn period, and the specta-cle was a remarkable one, even for a religious
body. It having lieen suggested that the in-
fluences then prevailing should not be dis-
turbed by the introduction of other business,
the President at once announced that the
House was adjourned until Saturday morning.

Snnday School luion.
The anniversary meeting of the Episcopal

Sunday School Union and Church Book So-
ci' ty, was held in St. Paul s Church lastThursday uight?Bishop Meade presiding.?
The triennial report of the Secretary showedthat the Society had passed throughmany re-
verses, and is now in a comparativelyprosper-
ous condition. During the last three years the
increase in its operations has been very large
150 books havingbeen issued within that pe-
riod, or an average of one per week. The So-
ciety relies upon the support of churches and
churchmen throughout the land, for the means
of enlarging its sphere of usefulness. The
report closcd with a series of resolutions,
which we notice below.

Rev. Dr. Vinton, of N. Y., made an appeal
in behalf of the Society, and said thata col-
lection wquld 800n be taken up for free libra-
ries in Southern Sunday Scheols.

Resolved, That in operating widelyand effectual-ly to counteract the evils of a corrupt literature,this institution has claims on every patriot andevery Christian.
Adopted, after remarks by Iter. Dr. Talbot,

of Indiana.
Third?

- That the Sunday School Union andBook Societj is an indisponsable auxiliaryto the mission* ol the Church.Rev. Dr. Morrison, of Ky., spoke on thisresolution, which was afterwards adoptedFourth?
jK«.to/ned,That we see in the largslv increaseddemand forthe publicationsof this Society, noevi-dence ol its growing usefulness and a necessity forits ht»eral support.
Rev. Dr. Lay, of Alabama, addressed thecongregation, and the resolution was adopted.
A collection was then taken up for the pur-pose indicated above.

Dcklt.iko.?At the funeral ceremonies of
Senator liroderick, an oration was delivered
by Col. E. D. Baker, in which is contained the
following paragraph on duelling:

Its pretence ofequality is a lie?it is
equal in all the form, it is unjust in all the
subetauce?the habitude of arms, the early
training, the frontier life, the border war, the
sectional custom, the life of leisure, all these
are advantages which no negotiation can neu-
tralise, and which no courage can overcome.

At an early hoar great crowd# began to ar-ri\* opposite the Church, and thronged thences > (il' 1116 whole of the "quadrii-oteru ?to use anow famous term?embracingPrince anU Houston streets on the south andnorth, and Mott and Mulberry streets on theeast and west, were completely blocked unwith carriages, while the sidewalks were literally packed by people, who stood as thick asherrings in a barrel, rendering locomotion al-most an impossibility. Every window andevery door-stoop in the neighborhood wascrowded by anxious spectators, many ofwhomcould not indulge the faintest hope of catch-ingeven a glimpse of the "happycouple."
As the hour of twelve approached, it was

feund to lie impossible for another person to
enter the Cathedral, which was already tilled
tooverflowing, while several times the num.
tier?many of whom had tickets?had to make
up their minds to remain outside.

The general public, who had tickets of ad-
mission, entered through the front on Main
Mott street, while the entrance for the bridal
party and their more intimate friends, was on
Mulberry street. On both streets, anumber
of police, belonging to the Fourteenth Fre-
cinct, were on duty to preserve order, and
among thom were several detectives, who
were given orders to pay esj>ecial attention to
the gentlemen of the conveyancing fraternity.

Theorder of the entrance of the bridal party
was this: First, the six bridesmaids and
groomsmen drove up in quick succession, and
as each left her carriage, a hurrah from the
crowd outside testified the admiration which
their appearance excited; then Mrs. Barlett
and Mr. Oviedo came together, and lastly, thebride with her father, Capt. Bartlett. The
bridal party were met by the Archbishopand
two other prelates,who, preceding tliem, went
immediately into the Cathedral, and the cere-
mony commenced.

The groom was dressed in black, with splen-
didlyembroidered white vest and cravat. Thebride wore a white silk, covered by two deep
flounces of Point Jt Bru.rtllex, and a veil of thesame elegant lace over her head, the wreath oforange blossoms confining it on her head.?Four rows of orient pearls were around her
throat, with a clasp infront of diamonds; andear-rings of two immense pearls formingeach,and a biocheof diamonds and pearls similar
to theclasp, completed her jewels.

Immediately behind the bridal pair stoodher father and mother, the latter attired inwhite moire antique, with flounces of point
aplique, head dress of pink roses and richjewels.

The groomsmen were by the groom, the six
bridesmaids by the bride, her sister being near-
est, and wearing rich pearls also around herneck. The dresses were made exactly alike, ofwhite tarletane, double jupe,with four puffings
on the under skirt, and six on the upuer?of
alternate white and colored thult? the bertht tosuit, and thewreathsand bouquets also. Two
of the bridesmaids were all in white, two in
blue and white, and two in cerise and white.The long-expected and much-talked-of cere-
mony took place punctually at the hour; thebridal cortege arriving at theprivatedoor was
cheered by theoutside crowds, the bride enter-
ing on the arm of her father, and the mother
escorted by the groom. There were six brides-
maids, some of them Spanish, as were alsosome of the groomsmen. The outside crowd
rose as the Archbishop entered, and remainedstanding while he was publicly rob»d. Theviolet cassock was covered with sumptuous
gold and white satin. lie placed his mitre on
his head, wore his emerald ring, and bore his
crozier. The party knelt, while the organ
pealed out a solemn strain, and very seldom
has a more imposing pageant been displayed
in this metropolis. The throng indoors was
prodigious, filling every nook and cranny of
the-wtst Cathedral, galleries, aisles and organ
lotpresentingonemass of faces; ladies ofhigh
fashion stood upon the seats; others surround-
ed the bridal party; many persons of distinc-
tion were present. At last the hum of voices
ceased, and the short ceremony was performed.

Aftera short address by Archbishop Hughes,
the party dispersed, and the '-happy"couple''
retired.

Amiieicakh in Japan.?A letter from an
American, published in the New York Ex-
press, dated Nagasaki, Jnly, IS."/), gays:

"There has been such a rush of traders to
Japan, that almost everything that can be
bought has been carried oil". Nearly a hundred
ships have already been to Nagasaki. There
were twenty-fivein port whru we arrived, in-
cluding the war steamers. Such an iullux of
trade as this upon a people entirely unused
and unprepared for it, has of course cleaned
them out and carried prices up very rapidly.
The Japanese are a very interesting people,
and have more life, vivacity and expression
about them than the Chinese. They don't look
at you with that peculiarly Chinese vacant
and wooden manner, but all full of interest
aud curiosity, and are always polite andgood-
n&lured. Ol course I except the government
officials, for they, like officials of every coun-
try aud race, have the faculty of makingthem-
selves disagreeable, and ought to be counted
out of the pale of humanity. The people are
very inquisitive, and ask all manner of ques-
tions. lu the shops they always want to know
whether we are Americans, English, Russians
or Dutch. They examine very carefully
every article ofclothing, and say 'Eproka'
(good) when they find anything which partic-
ularly pleases their fancy. As you walk the
streets you are saluted on every side by the
children with 'Ohio' (how are you.) and 'Bo-
ton Kasie' (give me a button.) They have a
great passion for brass buttons, and the naval
officers have almost stripped their coats in
makingpresents. If I had only known it be-
fore, I would have broughta few gross from
Shanghai. It would have made me the most
popular manin Nagasaki. I have cut off all
that could be spared, but my supply is ex-
hausted, and I have nothingleft to answer the
demand of 'Boton Kasie.' There are many
strangesights to be met with in Nagasaki."

A Chapter on Furs.?As the season for the
wearing of furs is approaching, the following
will be found of interest:

Furs are the skins ofdifferent animals, cov-
ered, for the most part, with thick, flue hair,
the inner side being converted, by peculiar
process, into * sort of leather; and previously
to their undergoing this process, furs are de-
nominated peltry. Beaver fur, from its ex-
tensive use in the bat manufacture, is a very
important article, and fouud principally in
this country, it is gradually becoming scarcer
and dearer, being now obtainable in consider-
able quantities only from the most northerly
and inaccessible regions. The fur ol the mid-
dle aged oryounganimal,called cub beaver, is
most esteemed; it is the finest, most glossy, and
takes the best dye. Fitch, or the fur of the
fltchet or polecat, is soft and warm, but the
unpleasant smell which adheres to it depress-
es its value. Marten and mink, a diminutive
species of otter, are found in large quantities
in Canada aud this country, as is also the fur
of the musquishor mnskrat, a diminutive spe-
cies of beaver. Nutra skins are very abun-
dant in Buenos Ayres. The most valuable
furs, as ermine, sable, &c., come principally
from Russia.
Terrible Casualty at a Fair.?A shock-ing accident occurred, Thursday afternoon, at

the Agricultural Fair near Wellington, Lo-
rain county, Ohio. During the exhibition ofhorses in the ring, a kind of amphitheatre,
filled with people, broke down through the

tion; the wildestconfusion prevailedvand theshrieks of the crushed beings were truly aw-ful. Scores were injured more or less; buteight were seriously hart. One young ladyankle broken; one lady, leg broken; one lady!

of a phvsician, had her spine seriously Iq.
jural; she is delirious. It is a mercy that
numbers were notkilled, and asit is, the af-
fair has cast a gleom over the whole county
Stttle Journal, Btk.

Steam oi? Common Roads.?Meeker, Reed <fc
Logan, machinists, of Newark, have justcom-
pleted a draft locomotive for propellingfreight
wagons across the plains to the Rocky Moun-
tains. The iron-horse was built on contract
for Major J. R. Brown, of Minnesota, IndianAgent. Itconsists ofan oidinary locomotiveboiler, two ofMessrs. M. R.'& L.'s oscillating
engines, and suitable carriage and steering ap-
paratus. The whole machine weighs about
fourteen tons, is well and strongly bnilt, and
while exhibiting, yesterday, appeared to be
under the perfect, control of the operator. The
principal noveltyof tho thing is the arrange-
ment and use of a portable railroad trackwhich it carries along with it. This consists
of two large hoops or rings, 14 inches broadand 8 inches in diameter, arranged with guides
and friction rollers to keep them in a verticalposition; while the driving-wheels?s feet indiameter?revolve with them, thus forming a
bed or track for the drivers. In its trial yes-

still reside. They practice Socialism in the
strictest senseof the word?labor and propertybeing equallydivided among all. Their offi-
cers are a Director and three Trustees, upon
whom devolve the managementof the tempo-
ral affairs of the Society. These officers areelective, females voting as well as males. The
Trustees serve three years, one vacating his
office annually.

LOCAL MATTERS.

Chargt of A/eay.?Yeatardav morning alargo number ofpersons assembled at the CityHall to witness tha examination of SamuelPeters, a foreman ia one of the workshops ofthe Richmond and Petersburg Railroad Com-pany, charged with embezzling £200 worth ofbrass, copper and other metals, the property oftha company, and L. U. Leonard, charged
with receiving the same, knowing that Peterscame by it dishonestly. When the case wascalled, Jas. R. Crenshaw, Esq., appeared ascouncil for the prisoners, ana the witnessesfor the Commonwealth were called andsworn. We append tha substance of their evi-dence :

John F. Clarke, ia the employ of the com-pany, tes titled iq the following facts: In Aprilor May last Leonard went to the workshop,purchased an old loeomoUve, the "Shepnard."
cut itup, and sold it as scrap iron. Peterssold the locomotive by the authority of thaSuperintendent. After that Leonrrd wasabout the shop at different times,and witnesssaw a lotof metal boxed up and given to himby Peters. From that time to the present, wit-ness has frequently seen boxes of brass sentout of the shopwithout knowing where theywere to go. Peters had been in the habit ofsellingold bra?s to the founders who workedfor the railroad company, but when he fur-nished them the brass was never boxed up.?v\ itnesshad seen brass boxed up and sent off.Had seen copper cut into scraps,in the storage-room, and put in boxes and bags, but couldnot say where it went to. In the storage-room there was at one time a large quantityof"railroad boxes" of composition metal?all

but there is only a single piece leftWitness saw a lot of metal boxed np, directedto L. H. Leonard, care of SamuelPeters, at thedepot. The box or keg came out of the car-penters" shop at the railroad depot. Leonardsaid on Wednesday that the President had or-dered Peters to sell him 400 pounds of oldbrass.
Win. Whitaker, also an employee at the

company's shops, had suspected Peters ofsell-ing brass and copper, and defrauding the com-pany, for some time past. Hehad seen copperflues cut up, pat in a bo* and sentaway. Saw41*2 pounds of metal taken at one time, 130pounds at another, and leu pounds at another;and had threatened to inform againsthim,butput it off from time to time, with the hope
that he would stop it. Witness described themanner in which Peters got the metals out ofthe store-room, which is over! the workshop,
and said that he had seen a negro man cuttingup and packing in a box, copper Hues, thatbelonged to thecompany. Nineor ten monthsago there were not less than six hundred fluesin one of the storage rooms, but now therewere not more than one hundred and fifty, ifthat. Witness had seen the negro man bring
down a bag of brass and carry it to Peter#'
office, where the brass was deposited nnder
the table, the bag re-filled with wooden blocks
and, sent back, to delude the hands in the shop.
Witness saw a drayman come to the works,
ask for a keg for Leonard, from Baltimore, re-
ceive a kegof metal and leave. Witness heard
Leonard say that the President had orderedPeters to get him out 400 pounds of brass.?
When brass was furnished the Richmondfounders, it was never| boxed up, and when
copper was cut for them, it was cut down in
the shop with shears, but when cut to box for
Leonard, it was cnt up stairs, by Morris, a
negro man, with a chisel and hammer. Wit-
ness gave information of what was going on,
procured a search warrant, went with the of-
ficers to Leonard's house on 4th street, and
there found a quantity of metal belonging to
the railroad company.

John G. Andrews had bought scrap brass
from Peters for Samson & Pae, givinghim a
statement of the amount and crediting the
company by it on their account. Mr. Samson
had engaged 300 pounds of old brass from
Leonard, to be delivered on the 14th inst.

The defence then introduced witnesses, who
stated the following facts :

John Mittledolfer works in the shop under
Peters?knows that the "composition boxes"
were worthless and thrown aside, and that
Peters sold some of them.

M. Yarrington, the Superintendent's clerk,
knew nothingof Peters'selling or Leonard's
buyingold brass. By the direction of the Su-
perintendentPeters sold Leonard an old loco-
motive, for which he paid witness, the ac-
countbeing"rendered byPeters. Leonard also
bought a lot of old iron and steel, and paid
witness tor it. Peters has reported no sale to
witness since June last. Peters has sold old
brass to Samson & Pae and D. Hagerty, and
rendered an account of it, but witness never
knew of any being sold to Leonard. Witness
neverknew of the President's sellingor giv-
ing directions for the sale of old metals.

Roland Leonard had been buying old brass
and copper for his brother, the prisoner, for
five weeks. Bought some in Salem , some in
Liberty, and some in Richmond.

P. V. Daniel, jr., called for the Common-
wealth?stated that he never gave any direc-
tion for the sale of brass in his life. Iu March
or April, the Superintendent consulted (him
about the sale of an old locomotive, which
Leonard bought and cut up. The Superinten-
dent never sold anythingwithout consulting
witness.

Officers Chalkleyand Morris searched Leon-
ard's.houso, and found brass and other metals
in bags, which was recognized as the brass
and copper of the railroad company.

Two letters of recommendation, given to
Leonard hy Stipt. Wynne, now absent in
Minnesota as a witness, were read.

Mr. Crenshaw, for Peters, admired that he
sold Leonard the old m«;tal. as agent for the
company, but contended that he had the right
to do so, as it was in his possession, and he
had authorized tosell it.

The Mayor, after hearing the evidonce and
argument, remanded the prisoner* until this
morning.
