The startling Intelligencereached this city
yesterday that an insurrectionary outbreak
had occurred at Harper's Ferry, Sunday,and
that negroes to the number of stio, aided by
about**) white men, the whole being under
the command of a white Captain, named Ak-
-I>krsok, had seized the U. S. Arsenal, at that
place, and captured the towft itself. The first
reliable intimation of the event, was the fol-
lowing dispatch, received by Governor Wiai
yesterday morning.

Thedispatches by telegraph in another col-
umn,state that a few weeks ago, Secretary
Flvtd received an anonymous letter warning

him that about the 15th inst.. the "Abolition-
ists and negroes would seize the V. S. Arsenal
at Hari>er s Ferry:" but the information was
"so improbable"' that no notice was taken of
it.

Harper's Ferry, where this disturbance,

v huh promises a most bloody finale, has taken
place, is situated in the Calley of
nt the confluence of the Shenandoah and Poto-
mac rivers, and is located on a hill which is

washed by both rivers. It contains about 6,SUM)
inhabitants. It is chiefly sustained by the
Armory works, the laborers at which reside

there. On the summit of the hill are many
handsome residences, erected by ihe Federal

Government for the residence of the officers

at the Arsenal. The Armory, which has been
captured by the insurgents, lies chiefly on the
Potomac, whose waters propel the mrtcliiucry
used. On the other side of the town, on the
Shenandoah, is situated the Armory specially
devoted to the manufacture of rifles. Capt.
B. Mil 1.3 is Master Armorer, and A. 31. Hall
.Master Machinist of the works. The bridge
captured by the insurgents and which was to
be stormed last night by the U. S. Marines, is
thus described in a recent letter to the Di»-
jpaick :

?'The railroad crosses from the left bank of
the Potomac, by u powerful bridge to the
town. As it emerges from the bridge, it takes
its course up the right bank of the Potomac,
a,lolla spacious platform that has two tracks,
and is sustained by powerful ymbers resting
tin iron .and stone pillars, covering apart ot
the Armorv grounds and extending for near
six hundred yards. Emoank.neut could not
be made, because liie A'nuory must necessarily
communicate with the river, which is easily
done under the superstruciute. Oil this broad
platform the inhabitants take their evening
promenades, and it is a great convenience to
them, <if there is little space here for locomo-

tion, unless you ascend the hills."
Immorality of t'iiies.

There exists a strong propensity in this
country, and we suppose inall otherco untries,
to represent the great cities as great ulcers of
immorality and wickedness. Paris, for ex-
ample, is proverbial for unbridled ami bhame-
leas licentiousness, and London, though more
decorous in externals, is supposed to be lit-

tle fitter. In the United States, New York is

believed to be a perfect sink of iniquity,New
Oth*ana a menagerie of tigers and obscene
birds, and Washington a livingdagaerreotype
of both. There are curious stories related of
shocking licentiousness among "respectable
people." which, with a change of names
and date*, have been tola for the last forty-
flve years, which descend from generation

to generation, ana deem to be as eternal in
their duration as they are corrupt in their
character. One would think, from the ac-
counts rife in the verdant spots of the earth,
that the men of the large cities were all rogues
and murderers, the women faithless and foul,
aud sincerity aud manliness qualities utterly
unknown.

Now, we think, hitmau nature is pretty
much the same in all places and all ages. A
rural life is most favorable to virtue, but city
life has as great advantages for moral im-
provement as it has temptations to vice. There
ia a great amount of vice in cities, because
there is a great amount of humauity. The
couairy is not without vice ; the fairest Eden
on the face of the earth has "the trail of the
serpent" over it in oneshapeor other, and there
is probably no village in the laud which, in
projiortion to its numbers, and bearinginmind
the mixed population which is thrown into
large cities from all quarters of the world, has
any reason to say to the latter, "Stand aside,
lor 1 atn holier than thou." There is proba-
bly more scandal and gossipping in a small
town in twenty-fourhours than ilierelias been
in Jjondon or New York for the last hundred
years.

Paris, which has the worst name of any
capital of the civilized world, derives its bad
reputation, like New Orleans and Washing-
ton, from the strangers who visit it in pursuit
of pleasure, and most of whom never come
within gun-shot of its respectable society.?
The domestic life of Paris is more guarded
than that of almost any other country, mid
the domestic relations of the gentry and men
«f science and business as pure and noble as
thoae of any other locality under Heaven.?
Indeed, it would be well if, in this last age
and generation, we could, boast as much love
and loyalty of children to pareuts as are ev-
ery where found in the French nation. As for
Xiubdon, a ttityof two millions of inhabitants,
the great rants, comprising both the nobility

and the middlingclasses, are as honest, sober

ttfid moral a people as can be fouud in any
f*ri of the world, whether country or town.

- The mean*, antl energies that have been

awakened in Loudon for the moral and intel-
lectual improvement of man, surpass all that
the rural district* of Englandever did, or, in

"the nature of thing#,could, put forth. The
same u iroe of mmt of our large American
cities. N«w York has a bad name; it is the
?ink and sewer of all the rascality of the Uni-
ted Htatas, and of the whole world, and the
election ofevery officer by the people put# the
governmentvirtually in the hands of the mob:

but if all the rascals and dissolute charac-
ters could be marched out of New York,
it would still be a very large city, full of
a* industrious enterprising, moral and ge-
nerous s peopleas can be found on this con-
ttnent. So, f>o, with the city of Washington.
?The resident cttisens are a most upright and
virinjus,as well as intelligent and refined,
population. Perhaps there Is no city in our
land where there is teas of sectionalism, and
more respect is pa.d to intellect aud merit.?

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Attain In China.
The New York Tim** appears to doubt the

story about ourambassador havingbut# boted
upand carried to Peking, a« HkkkT Bnowx
w:is conveyed to the North wine year* ago.?
Indeed, it doe*not believe that Mr. Waan has
gone to Peking at all; but thinks he is still
safely enjoyinghis w with his dignityun-
touched, on board the Powhatan. If. how-
ever, he has. actually reached the Imperial
city, the Timrt is disposed to attribute his
gpod luck to his good ser.se, in g<Mng there by

the route and in the manner prescribed by the
Chinese authorities. We are very much dis-

i )x>sed to take the same view of the case. We
go to China if not exactly as suppliants,yet,

as men asking agreat favor, which it is per-
fectly legitimatefor the Chinese government

to grant orwithold at its option. If it should
accede to our wishe*. we most assuredlcy,
have no right to dictate the manner lr. which
it -ball grant the favor. If we do not like it,

we can decline to accept it, and we can consci-
entiously do no more. The Chines* do not

ask us to come to China and trade with them,
.ir.d "begpits are not allowed to be choosers,
~t;v when* in the world, that we ever heard of.
It'will not do to lock a gift horse in the
mouth.

We pointedout, several days ago. the absur-
dity of holding the Chinese responsible
for violation* of international law, as it is
understood by European nations and their de-
scendants. They are parties to no such law
They do not even know what it is. They ha\e.
ne\er professed to be governed by it. It is ap-
plicable only to the affairs of nations who
trade and communicate freely with each oth-
er. and results from the necessities of the case.'

Now, the whole object of Chinese policy is to

prevent such freedom of communication as fur
as it possibly can. Of course, it has no need of
any such law as that comprised in the Inter-
national Code. and it neither acknowledges it,

nor knows anything about it. The Code in

question, seems to us to be more like a collec-
tion of tacit or implied agreements, than a

body of laws. A law implies a power to
make laws. It is enacted by some ruling au-

thority. Now, as we have no power to make

laws fur Great Britain, and Great Britain lias

no power to make laws for us, this Code wants
the grand desideratum of all laws; an author-
ity somewhere, to enforce it. Civilized nations
regulate their conduct by it, because they find
it convenient todo so. Indeed, it would be im-
possible to do without it, in the present state
.it the civilized world, as lietween civilized
nations. Bat the Chinese are wry differently

situated. They have no intercourse with for-
eign nations, so far as tliey can avoid it, and
ihey have, therefore, uo use for the regulations
known as the Public Lsw. Tliey make no

tri aties unless they are forced upon them, and
such force they regard as a violation of their
rights, which they take the first opportunity
to re-assert. We doubt very much whether a
single Mandarin in the whole empire has ever
understood the treaties that have been forced
up m the imperial government,or so much as
knows that there is such a thing as Interna-
tional law,or if he knows it, can comprehend
why the Celestial Empire should be made to
obey the law of the outside barbarians, seeing
that these barbarians have not yet conquered
the country. We may lie sure that theChinese
look upon these treaties, made by the English
and French, as the law of the Conqueror, for
they have no other medium through which
to view them.

Any other war than a war of conquest on
the part of Great Britain and France, upon
the Chinese Empire, we hold to be an utter
absurdity. They profess to be desirous to
chastise them and m.vke them behave belter in
future. But how is this to be done? Is it by
slaughtering their people? They evidentlycare
nothingfor that. Is it by destroyingtheir cities?
They will find work enough of that kind done
ready to t'aeir hands. In a letter from Lord
Ki.ui.n to Lo'd Malscksbiry, dated January

3th, of the present year, and published in the

Parliamentary Blue Books, the former tells
th" latter that he has been to Chingkiaugfoo-
ami has there witnessed the fruits of the re-
bellion still raging in (he heart of the Empire,
lu lsf'2 that city had a population of :WK>,<kmi
suuls. In 1809 it sits as solitary as Babylon,
Not a soul inhabits it, and its houses, and the
wall bywhich it was surrounded,form onepile
of ruins. Nor was the condition of this city
at all peculiar. Itwas identical with thatof
every other which he visited on his voyage up
the Yang-tse-kiang,and he visited many. The
presumption, therefore, is, that throughout
the empire, wherever ihe rebels have been,
such is the condition of China. "What, then,
hi the use of making war upon such a pile of
ruins, or of reducing other cities to the same
state ! Let them wait a little while, and the
rebels will save them the trouble and expense.
In the meantime, it is a most extravagant ab-
surdity to suppose that any good can be effect-
ed, permanently, by doing, in a small way,
what the Chinese themselves are doingon such
a magnificent scale. This is perfectly well
understood both at London and Paris. It is
known that ihe proposed chastiseimmt will be
no chastisement at all, and that thf only way
to open the Celestial Empire thoroughly is to
conquer and occupy it. This, we have not the
slightest doubt, is the ultimate design of both
Cabinets. Such enterprises as this design
would lead to, we may well suppose, have al-
ways been the peculiar dread of the Chinese)

who cannot have failed to know all about the
British conquests in India, and to have been
influenced thereby in their restrictive policy.
It is natural that they should be thus in-
fluenced. They desire, doubtless, like all
other nations, to retain their independence,
and they very justly conceive that it is impos-
sible to do so if free intercourse with Europe
be allowed.

Yet, it is not to France or England,we con-
ceive, that China will ultimately fall, ller
destiny is as manifest to us, as that of Mexico.
The Great Northern Colossus is already im-
pinging upon her borders. He is rapidly open-
ing communications* with his possessions in
Europe. He is erecting a mighty Empire up-
on the Pacific. In a few generations, Siln-ria
will be, independently of its European con-
nexion, the most powerful Empire in the old
World. To her China will as certainly fall,
some day, as Mexico and all South America,

will some day fall tinder the dominion of the
Stars and Stripes. What could Englandand
France do to preventMexico from succumbing
to the gigantic w eight already pressing upon
her from the North ? They might, perhaps,
delay the consummation a few years, or even a
few generations. Hut what are a few years,
or a few generations, in the life-time of a Na-
tion 1
