that the whole affair was the conception and
work of a party of Abolitionists from distant
States, So mad and hopeless an enterprise
could hardiy be credited. But it is true, and
# no less strange than true. They were cer-
" tainly the most deiuded of men to imagine the
possible success of such an adventure. They
maust have been not only the wildest and sil-
liest of fanatics, but wholly unagquainted
with our State and our people. "They may
have been stimulated by invitations and pro-
mises from some unknown persons about the
locality. But however instigated, a madder
scheme was never concocted. It has been
crushed with the utmost promptness, and it is
10 be hoped all concerned will meet the severe
punishment so richly merited by their wicked
intentions,

If the schemne was not one of the maddest
ever conceived, then the miserable demonstra-
tion at Harper's Ferry must have been usher-
ed in prematurely, or been deserted to its fate
by others who were to have aided in its exe-
cution. Itis to be hoped that an investiga-

# tion will be made into the affair that will, as
far as possible, solve the mystery which now
haugs over it.

The accounts have varied widely as to the
numbers of the incendiaries and siaves,and
they have been greatly exaggerated, especially
the number of slaves. According to Col. L&s,
the incendiaries must have been only a hand-
ful of men.

Itis to bo deeply regretted that several per-
sons other than these vile incendinries have
been killed, among them Mr. Gro. TurNex, a
worthy citizen of Jeflferson county, whg was
murdered by them, while unaware of gers
riding into Harper’s Ferry.

He telegraphed
orders (o Col. GIB30N, of Jefferson county, to
act at_once, if necessary, under section 1st of
cha pter 20 of the Code, and the Regiment of
that county was promptly marched to the
Ferry and took part in the affair with the in-
cendiaries. The Governor also ordered the
Regiment and the Young Guard of this city,
leaving among the first with company F, Capt.
Cagy, as already announced. The remainder
of the Regiment left yesterday morning. We
are glad the Governor has gone to the scene of
action; for, although the incendiaries were
overpowered before he arrived, itis well that
he is upon the ground to have a word to say in
the matter of what steps are proper with re-
gard to the prisoners, and the invasion of our
soil by such incendiaries.

Would it not be well for Virginia to azk of
the Federal Government, the re-establishment
of the military force at Harper’s Ferry ! That
locality would suitas well as any other, as a
place for drilling and disciplining soldiers,
while they could protect the Armory, and
make what is now a sourceof danger, & means
of protection for our frontier.

‘It will help, perhaps, some to elucidate this
strange affair, by stating, that owing to the
straightened condition of the U. 8. Treasury,
the larger part of the operativesat the Armory
had been discharged, and had they anticipated
an atiack of this nature, they were too few
and unprepared to resist it

r\\__m('l?.\l MITTEE.—The Waterinzg Com-

ittee to whoni was Teos
zl{f:l;e:‘:' srs. Ellett, Gill, and Da
subject of increasing the .ruppl¥ of water tothe
. respectfully report, that aflter a Mreh’l in-
tigation of the condition of the present Water
Works, it appears to your Committee that the de-
ficiency of supply arises, noi from_a searcity of
water, but {rc usufficient means for conveying
the water from the reservoir to the city. Thisis
evident frem the simple fact, that whiist there is
sbundant supply of water in the reservoir, at
m than twenty feet above the hizhest point of
the eity : still, 1t 1mpossible to furnish it to citi-
zen siding at those points. The present reser-
voir ;s capable of holding ten millions of gallons,
and the puings ean force intoit nearly four millions
daily, whilst the censwmption for the same time
1= only about two nillions, and congequently even
at those periods of the year when the dongujnption
is zreatest, the water lavel in the reservoir is very
slightly reduced. Such being the condition ef the
prasant Water Works, it appears to your Cemmit-
tee that, in order to remedy the evil now complain-
ed of, and subjecting to such great inconvenience
so many of our citizens; it 1s only necessary to en-
larze the means of conveying the water from the
reservoir, by laying a separate pipe to the eity, and
cutting off the communieation at this time exist-
ing between the upper and lower levels. This will
furnish an ampls supply to all parts for the pre-
sent, and leave time for the Cogypeil to deliberate
upon and mature a plan for the future enlargement
of the Water Works, by the consiruction of one or
more reservoirs, as such may beneeded. The sea-
son is now g0 {ar advanced, that it will hardly be
possible to construct a reservoir and make the ne-
cessary connections in time to avoid, during an-
other vear, the inconvenience to which sc many of
our citizens have been subjected this summer—
whilst the connection now proposed may be made
in a comparatively short time. The Committee,
therefore. recomuiend to thelCouncil the adoption
of the following resolution: ;

Resolved, That the Engineer of the city and the
Superintendent of the Water Works be author
1zed, under the direction of the Committee, tocon-
tract for sgven thousand feet of twenty-four inch
Water Pipes, and that tney proceed, with as little
delay as possible. to have the same laid {rom the
reservoir to the main in Third_street, or to such
points as the Committee may direct, and that the
sum of sixty thousand dollars be appropriated for
that purposo.
