Af-
ter expostulating some Hiue, they refused to
surrender. The United States marinesthen
advanced* and charged, endeavoring to break
down the door wi;h sledgehammers, but it
res'«ted all their efforts. A large ladder was
then used as a battering rain aud the door
rave way.

The rioters tired briskly, and shot three ma-
rim-. Shots were exchanged through the part-
ly opened door. The marines then forced
their way through the break, and in a few
moments resistance was at an end. The riot-
eta were broupht out amidst the most intense
excitement ?many of the armed military try-
ing to get au opportunity to shaot them.

Oapt. Brown and son were both shot. The
latter is dead, and the former dying, lie now
lies in the armory enclosure, talking freely.?

He says his whole
ject was to free the slaves, and justifieshis ac-
tion*. lie says that he had entire possession
of the town, and could have murdered all the
people,but did not, aud now he is murdered
in return.
