THe EWLOSION AT WILMINGTON, DEL.—
The explosion of Dupont’s powder-mills, near
Wilmington, Del, Friday, occurred about
one-quarter to eleven o'clock, A. M., while
the men in the lower or hagley yard were
employed in loading powder dust (as it is
called when in a ceriwain condition) atthe
press room, to be conveyed to one of the other
milis to go through another process. A one-
horse cart stood opposite the press-room door,
partly loaded. The press-room “blew wup”’
with a terrible crash; the composition-room
immediately followed; a minute or two later
the glazing-room, and then two rolling-milis
eimultaneously.

Seven men were killed, and another had his
arm broken. The wind was northwest, and
high at the time, which deadened the scund
so much in the immediate vicinity that the
men in the upper yard did not cease work on
the instant, and Mr. Henry Dupont, who was
in the basement of a cotton-miil not far dis-
tant, did not think, from the light report, that
it was necessary to harry to the yard to as-
certain the damage, if any had been done.—
Two of the men were blown into the Brandy-
wine, one into a tree, and the headless trunk
of another was blown to the opposite side of
the e¢reek. Of the others nothing could be as-
certained. ke

A strauge feature in theexplosionis that the
horse was not killed, although sg:mdmg in
proximity to the press-rovm when it went off.
The cart to which he was attached, and which
was partly loaded with powder dust, was
thrown about in fragments. The hur_‘se was
entirely stripped of his haraess, his hair sing-
ed off, one eye put out and one leg broken, and
yet, after the smoke and dust cleared away, he
was found limping about the yard, exhibitung
all the signs of painful agony which he suf-
fered. He was knocked cn the head and killed
to relieve him of his agonies. "l Le names of
the men killed were—Moran, Sweeney, Sebar,
Jacobs, Joha Welsh, Michael O'Dounnel and E.
Dougherty. The Coroner visited the scene of
the explosion to look after his interests, but
could learn nothing, all the witnesses having
been killed.

Showimen in Court.—John.Draper, arrested as
a free negro from Philadelphia, was arraigned
before the Mayor yesterdny, and an investiga-
tion of the ease developed some curious faets,
It appeared that Draper was one ofa company
of showmen who annuvaliy visit the Agricaltu-
ral Fairs. Ho was arrested at Reid's Verandal,
Mondaynight, at the instance of a corpulent
gentlemaun of the same preofession, who testified
in courtthat he had known Draper for twelve
or fifteen years, amd always looked npon him
as a negro. Heé knew Draper's wife, who was
a white woman, and formerly occupied that
tender relation towards himself. He had no
spite against the prisoner, but, on the con-
trary, was deeply grateful to him for having
taken his wife off his hands! It came ou',
however, thatthe large.sized individual told
Mr. Reid that he intended to have satisfaction
of Draper, and if he eouldn't get it by law, he
wonld fix him in another way. Col. August
asked him if he was not coneerned in a “wax-
work show,” representing the Sickles tragedy;
and receiving an atlirmative answer, the Colo-
nel thought the circumstances tended towards
are-enaciment of that bloody scene, particu-
