Mason, afforded the Emperor of the Frenchan
opportunity of signifying his personal and of-
Teial respect, not only for the dec ed Envoy,
but for the nation whicn he represented, of
wlich Napeleon was not slow to avail him-
self, and it ought to be thoroughiy well under-
stood by our people that the highest possible
honors were paid to the memory of the Ameri-

from Paris, at Biarritz, in the south of France,
when the news of Mr. Mason's death reached
him.
