ate, a stont, gross-built man, and his face in-
dicativealso of grossness of mind, cheerful and
even iaughing, and considerably boisterous in
couversation, which heenlivened and enforced
by the use of much gesticulation. From his
appearance he might be judged to be about 40
years old.

As soon as they were seated in the room, the
Governor-General asked the Minister what
Lad brought him North. He replied he was on
his way to Pekin, there to exchange the ratifi-
cation of the trexty. The Governor-General
asked if he had heard of the battle which had
recently taken place with the English! The
Minister replied “yes.” The Governor-Gene-
ral then asked if the English had not acted
harshly and improperly. The Minister re-
plied,*these difliculties must besettled by them-
seives; he ‘was pursuing the course marked
out by the American treaty: that he hoped
and believed that the Chinese Government
would abide by the stipulations of the treaty,
and furrish him the means of going to Pekin.”
The Go vernor-Greneral replied that the ireaty
wus to be exchanged at Pekin, but that the
Minis ter couid not go to Pekiu until the arri-
val of the Commissioners from Shanghae, who
had been appointed by His Majesty to conduct
him there. Our Minister said it was a matiter
to mim personally of no importance where he
remained, but it was not respectful to the pa-
tion he represented to keep him more than a
month offi the coast, awaiting the arrival of
the Conmis=ionars, and that he should so re-
port to his Government. The Governot-Gene-
ral asked at what point he wounld prefer re-
maining until the arrival of the Commission-
ers, Our Minister replied, “in Pekin or on
board his own frigate.” The Governor-Gene-
ral then proposed that if neither of the Com-
missioners arrived within ten days of that
time that our Minister should then proceed w
Pekin, and there await the arrival of the Com-
missioners from Shanghae, To this our Min-
ister assented, and subsequently all prepars-
tious were made for Mr. Ward and his party
by the Gevernor-General.

A Zurich telegraph dispatch says: .

Pe{:ceTl:'u?v:i;;n
France aud Austria, signed by the Plenipoten-
tiaries, but not yet ratifiea by the two Govern-
ments, are as follows: Austria gives up Lom-
bardy, except Mantua and Peschiera, and as
far as the frontier line fixed by specinl com-
mission to France, who transfers it 10 Pied-
mont. Pensions acquired in Lombardy are to
be paid by the uew Government. Piedmont is
to pay Ausiria 40,000,000 florins and be respon-
sibie for three-fiiths of the debtof Monte Lom-
bard Venetia, making thedebt in all transierred
to Sardinia 250,000,000 francs.

The WO contracting powers will unite their
eflorts in order that reform in the Administra-
tion should be carried out by the Pope. The
rights of the Dukes of Tuscany, Modena and
Parma are expressly reserved to the two Em-
perors, who will assist with ali theirpower in the
formation of a Confederation of all the States
of Italy. Venetia, under Austrian rule, is to
form part of the Confederation. Ratifications
will be exchanged at Zurich within fifteen
days. It will be seen from the above that the
treaty is merely an amplification of the Villa-
franca agreement.

A Zurich telegraphic dispatch of the 21st
announces that Count Colloredo was that
morning attacked with apoplexy. Four phy-
sicians were attending him, but there were
little hopes of his recovery.

wounds and speak soothingly to him.” By
this, of course, you mean to beallowed to visit |
him in his cel!, and to minister to him in the
offices of humanity. Why shounld you not be
soallowed, Madam ! Virgininand Massschu-
setts are involved in no eivil war, and the Con-
s ttation, which unites them in one Coniede-
racy, guarantees to you thie privileges and im-
munities o a izen of the Uwited States in
the State of Virginia. That Constitution 1
am sworn tosupport, and am, therefore, bound
to protect your privileges anvd immunitie as
aci'izen of Massachuseits coming into Vir-
ginia for any lawful and peaceful purpose.—
Coming, as you propose, 1o minister to the eap-
tive in prison, you will be met, doubtless, ' y all
our people, not only in a chivalrous, butin a
Christian spirit.  You have the right to visit
Charlestown, Va., Madam, aud your mission,
being merciful aud humane, wiil not only be
allowed but respected, iIf not welcomed.—
A few, unenlightened aud inconsiderate per-
sons, tanatical 1o their modes of thought aund
action to maintain justice and right, might
molest you, or be disposed to do so, and thix
might suggest the impradence of risking any
experiment upon the peace of a society very
much excited by the crimes with whose chiel
author you seem to sympathize so much; but,
stilly I repeat, your motives and avowed pur-
poses are lawful and peaceful, and I will, as
far as I am concerned, do my duty in protect-
ing your rights in our hmits. Virginia and
her authoriiies wounld be weak indeed—weak
in point of folly and weak in poiut of power
—if her State faith and constitutional obli-
gations cannot be redeemed in her own limits

His attempt was
a natural consequence of your sympathy, and
the error of that sympathyought to make you
doubt its. virture, from the eflfecton his con-
duct. Butit is not of this I should speak.—
When you arrive at Charlestown, if you go
there, it wiil be for the Courtand its oflicers,
the Commonwealth's Attorney, Sherill' and
Jailor to say whether you may see and wait on
the prisoner. But, whether you are thus per-
mitted or not (and you will be, it my advice
can prevail,) you may restassured thathe will
be humaneiy, lawfully, and mercifully dealt

by, in prisonand on trial.

A Mad Elephant Loose in the Streets.

Great excitement was caused tn Willlams.
burg, N. Y, Friday morning by the escape of
an enragedglephant—the largest ever exhibi-
ted In this country—from Van Amburgh’s me-
uagerie. The same animal, while io & mad fit,
“scaped ouce befure at Harlem, N. Y., dreating
sad havoe before he could be recaptured, and
for some days past his keeper had béen look-
ing for a return of the attack. The New York

Herald describes the unusual scene as fol-
lows :

A man had been employed to hr;nz some
?:xmaﬂnn o the menagerie, which were brought
t Wagon. The man drove intg the tent aud
wblle.uuloldmg bis wagon the elephant wus
observed to grow restless at the sight of the
horse, which had a white blanket on. The
man was advised to take his horse away, but
before he could do so the elephant advanced &
few steps, and knocked the man down with a
blow of his trunk. He next seized the horse by
means of his truok and injured him seriously.
He then seized the wagon, throwiug it up in
the air and breaking it to pieces. his anger
was now fully aroused, and proceeding to the
cage of the prairie wolf he smashed it with
his trunk, and released him. Next in his way
wis he cage of a black bear. This cage was
demolished, but the bear was chained up and
could not escape,

The cage of the zebra being next in his way,
he pushed it through the tent and clear
through the wall of a small shanty at the
back of the tent., Then leaving the tent hegot
into the street, pursued by his keepers and
hundreds of people, none of whom were able
to cope with theenraged elephant. Hedid not
molest pussers by, but seemed to have a great
aversion to horses, which he would pursue as
rapidiy as he was able, being hoppled witha
chain connecting his tusks with one of his
fore legs. He was finally driven by the crowd
into the stone yard, corner of South Fourth
and Tenth streets. liere a number of work-
men were engaged in dressing stone, and had
Jjust placed upon woodeu horses a huge stone
weighing about fifteen hundred tous. In at-
fempting to get oul of the stone yard the ele-
phant caught by his chain o this stone, which
checked him. " The keepers gradualiy ap-
proached him with chains to fasten his legs,
“but it was not till he had received several se.
vere blows with spears that hisattention could
be diverted so as 10 render it possible to fur-
ther secare him,

Finally he was thrown down upon his side,
where he lay for some time bellowing and
thrashing about him with his trunk. Appli-
cation was made to the members of Hook and
Eadder companies Nos, 1 and3, who furnish-
ed the keepers with long hooks. Oue of these
was run through one of his ears and twisted
round until the poor animal could not move
his head from pain of the wound. When he
was perfectly subdued he was heaviiy bound
with chains and taken back to the menagerie.
He is almoust covered with wounds received
from the hooks and spears, and it is not deem-
ed safe to exhibit him for a few days, nor
would it be ‘safe for his keepers to approach
within sight of him.

This elephant was brought to America in
the year (541, by Mr. Van Amburgh, and is
one of the largest of his species. His height is
13 teet 4 inches, He is claimed to be one-third
larger than any other eiephantever brought to
this country. Boyard Taylor testifies that he
is considerably larger than the majority of
elephants which he had met with either in
Asia or Africa. When Hannibal was import-
ed, in 1544, it was thought that he was already
oid, but as he has been growing ever since, the
showmen haveconcluded that he is still young
—the natural term of life of the species being
from 300 to 450 years.

This animal's reputation was formerly un-
paralieled for viciousuness, but duriug the last
iive years he had appareutly reformed, and
became docile in character, Defore that time
he had repeatedly broken loose, and had kilied,
ou differeut occasions, 1s many as sevea per-
sons. The lust exploitof the Kind which Han-
nibal undertook, previous 1o the present one,
was in 1853, when he sprung open the door ot
his cage, and, alter effeciiug a pre 1y general
demoliition of the Company s cages and trais-
portation wagons, rau away tiue miles lul"'
the country before he was captured.

VIRGINIA ANNUAL CONFERENCE.—The an-
nual conference of the

Methodist Protestant
Chureh of Virginia, commenced at Norfolk,
Thursday, Rev. J. M. Langhorue presiding.--
The Conference was addressed on Friday, by
Rev. Leroy M. Lee, as a fraternal messenger
irom the annual Conference of the Methodist
Episcopal Church. The Portsmouth Tran-
script says :

He commenced by stating the fact of the ex-
istence of two Methodist Churches in our
country and divided by lines that were so dis-
auetiy drawn, and deplored the spirit of oppo-
sition that had muarked the operiations of the
two churches in by-gone years, which he deep-
1y regrested should have characterized those
two bodies, holdiug the same comon taih
aud teaching the same pecuirar doctrines. Bat
hie rejoiced that a change had ¢come—a happy
change. Time and grace had melted dowu
prejudice and corrected feelings. The opposi-
tion that had been manifested by the two
churches towards each other bad ceased, aud
he was glad to know that the ministry aund lai-
ty of buith now manitested an ardent desire
that all such opposition should be known uo
more, and thatchristian courtesy and christian
love should take its place. That his Conter-
ence, appreciating the spirit that led the Meth-
odist Protestant Conterence to take the initia-
tive, had, in the same spirit, taken up the sub-
ject and deputed him as its messenger to bear
1ts expression of fraternal christian regards 1o
this Confterence, and that, in expressing those
sentiments of his Conference, he expressed at
the same Ume the seutiments of his own bosom.
He concluded by giving utterance to the
hope that the time might come when God, in
his providence, would open a way by which
the two churches might become one, without
a sacrifice of principles on the part ot either.

The speech elicited the dvepest iuterest
among the members of the Confereunce, as well
as others, Ay the close of his address he ad-
vanced to the chair and embraced the Presi-
dent, Rev. M. J. Langhorne. The sceue was
impressive, and the whole audience seemed
melted to tears. The address was replied to
by the President. Rev. J. G. Whitfield and
Rev. W. W. Walker also delivered addresses
in reply, reciprocating the sentiments deliver-
ed by Dr. Lee.

Two of the Commouwealth’'s witnesses were
examined—Philip G. Spindie and David B.
Bridgford. The facts elicited were substan-
tially those given in the previous trials of the
case, and as they are still fresh in the publie
mind, we need not re-produce them. The
murder of John C. Haley, for which the pris-
oner is indicted, was committed on the Fair
h;unnds,_near Richmond, on the 26th of Oct .
1857. A dispate occurred between the parties
in arefectory kept by Haley, relative to an un-
settled accouut of $7.50. Dickinson applied
an insulting epithet to Haley, who replied that
he wouald not staud such language from any
mar, and struck Dickinson a severe blow in
the right eye. The latter grasped a carving
knife, and plunged it into Haley, the point en-
tering just below the left shoulder, aud caus-
ing death almost insiantly, /

The case bas been tried in the Circuit Court
of the city of Richmond, and the result satis-
fled everybody that no jury could be got to
agree upon a verdict. The venue was accord-
ingly changed, and the trial now takes place in
the ll}enricu Circuit Court. In the selection
of p jury, great caution has been used to ex-
clude those who had formed or entertained
any opinion relative to the guilt or innocence
of the accused, and it is possible that a verdict
may be obtained. The examination of other
Witnesses takes place this morning,
