The letter* from Charlestown become moreinteresting as the day of Browne executionapproaches. Brigadier (General Taliaferro ofthe ith brigade, V. M., has been appointed to

the command ofall the military forces there.He has ordered a hospital to beopened and theorganisation ofa medical staff". Col. S. BassettFrench has been appointed Military Secretaryto the commander. A letter dated the 21thinst says:
Hrown was visited yesterday afternoon byRev. Jiimes H. March, of the M. E. Church.?I tie reverend gentleman having advanced anargument in tavor of the institution of slaverya> it now exists. Brown replied to him, say-

tng. -My dear sir, you know uothing aboutChristianity: you will have t,> lean, the A Bi. s in the lesson of Christianity, as I llnd youaro entirely ignorant of the meaning of theword. 1, ofcourse, respect you as-a gentle-man, but itis as a henthrti gentleman." Thereverend gentleman here thought it best todraw such a discussion to a close, and there-fore withdrew.
The other prisoners are awaiting the execu-

tion oi tiie sentence passed upon them, withseeming composure, with the exception ofCook, who is quite crestfallen since the visit
of Gov. Wise, as theonlyhope he had isblastedby the positive assurance given whilst here,
that, under no circums lances, would he inter-pose to save him.

Everything in the shape of business is sus-
pended,and the inhabitants seem to do nothingbut make efforts to provide for the military.?
Schools are suspended, and school-houses oc-
cupied {is barracks. Churches are, in a man-
ner, closed, and the closet must now be re-
sorted to by those whose thoughts are directed
from things carnal.

On the 'J4th inst., there was an alarm that
"the enemy" was only a few miles l'rom tov.*r.
It did not create any commotion. A letter of
the isth says:

The militaryaspect of the town, yesterday,
was very gay, the weather being tine, and the
troops availing themselves ol the opportunity
of making an exploration of the streets ami
alleys, many going beyond the suburbs. Tin
Richmond Grays and Company F, which seem
to vie with each other in the handsome ap-
pearance they present, reminded one of un-
caged birds, sowild and gleesome they appear.

A glance in at the court-room will attract
attention from the fact that in a place where
but a few days ago sentence was pronounced
against the prisoners, now in jail,you will ob-
serve a military barracks, with all the uten-
sils used for cooking purposes. The platform
on which the Judge had his seat, together with
all the space outside the bar occupied by the
lawyers, is occupied by company F. The in-
side of the bar is in possession of the Alexan-
dria Artillery; the large hall over the court-
room is held by the Alexandria Riflemen, and
:he front of the upper portion of the court-
house is held by the Executive Guard, Capt.
ilnnter. You will observe by this that the
court-house is occupied by four military com-
panies.

A large number of the companies having
been boarding at the hotels, Gen. Taliaferro
yesterday-made inquiries as to the arrange-
ments made for the payment of board. It was
in a short time reported to him by the Quar-
termaster that the men were paying SI per
day board, and trusting to the Commonwealth
to refund the money. The General immedi-
ately ordered thatcooking utensils be furnish-
ed them, and that they be allowed rations for
themselves, or il) cts. per day in its stead.

Hon. Henry B. Anthony,Republican, U. S.
Senator of Rhode Island, has written a letter,
condemning the foray of John Brown. He
adds:

There are some distinguished men from
whom we differ upon this subject. Now, there
is one thing we should like to have explained
by Mr. Emerson, Mr. Puillips, and the others
who tell us that John Brown is the man who
has made it possible for an American to own
without shame in Europethat he is an Ameri-
can, who proclaim that his cause is the one lor
a true man to follow; that his gallows is to be
forever glorious, like the cross, and much
more in the same style. If all this is so; it
John Brown in his late attempt was the mo-
del man; if he did what it is the high duty of
a noble-hearted spirit to do, if he set theexam-
pie which is worthy of such unqualified ad-
miration aud of imitation, why in the World
do not these heroic men wlio lalk so loudly go
auddo what he did !

EUROPEAN NKWS.
The late Gales?American Affairs in China?The SpauUh Expedition, Ac.

The steamship Africa from Liverpool on the1-lh instant, arrived at New York Friday night.
Her dates are the same as those brought by the
Circassian, which have been bristly tele-
graphed. The following is a summary of hernews:

The weather on and off the English coastcontinued very stormy, and severe gales hadagain proved most disastrous to shipping.Many vessels with their entire crews had beenlost, arrd the mail packetservice with the Con-tinent had been greatly impeded. A Bristolpilot, who was on Lundy island on the 3d ofNovember, reports six large ships wieckedthere during the previous gales. Names un-kuown. The crews all jierished. Thu islandwas covered with wrecks.The ship Tyrol, bound from Siiiinato Liver-pool, was lost on a sand bank bt the entrance
of the Mersey during the night of the 7th, and
allon board?supposed to havenumbered fromtwenty to thirty persons, including a pilot-
were drowned.

General Serrano v Domingnet, the newly
appointed Captain General of Cuba, family
and suite, embarked at Cadiz on the 31st wit.,and left the same day, in the war steamer SanFrancisco de Borja, for the Havana.llongKong letters of the2t<ib of September
say that the ratification of the American treaty
had produced no change in commercial mat-
ters, aiid, according to one authority,it would
not go into operation until mutters are settled
with Englandand France. The Chinese forts
at the m iutli of ihe Peiho had been strength-
ened, and the general bearing of the Chineseled to the belief that they contemplated resis-
tance.

Mr. Ward, the American Minister, had gone
to Japan, where matters remained in an un-
settled state. Twelve .Russian ships of war
vvere at Jeddo. Threemen belonging to this
force had been murdered, and serious conse-
quences were considered not improbable.

In Cochin China fresh hostilities had been
commenced by the Anamese, who attacked the
French iutrenchments and were repulsedwuh
loss.

An influential deputation had waited upon
Lord John Russell for the purpose ofpresent-
ing a memorial relative to the case of the bov
Mortara. Lord John, in his reply, denounced
the otleuce which had been committed, but, in
view of the diiticuilies which always sur-
rounded interference with the laws of foreign
nations, he considered that it would be useless
for the Hritish government to make any rep-
resentation to the Papal authorities on the
subject. He would, however, place the state-
ment of the deputationbefore his colleagues in
the Cabinet.

Theolliciul correspondence between England
and Spain, on the Morocco question, is pub-
lished in the London Gazette. Spain declares
thatshe will not continue to hold Tangiers or
any part of the Morocco coast that would give
her a superiority that would be dangerous to
the navigation of the Straits after a treaty of
peace is signed.

The French Geu. DeMartimprey has re*
quired the Moorish tribes, whom he has subju-gated, to pay a tribute of five million francs.
The cholera continues to prevail among the
Spanish troops collected at Algesiras, and in
the space of nine days there were sixty-sixcases, of which nineteen proved fatal. Ac-
cording to tht most recentsiatistics Spain can
now fit outa fleet of 360 vessels, but altogeth-
er they do not carry over 1,100 guns ; of these
:Joo vessels 27.5 may add little or nothing to the
real strength of the fleet of the remaining b5;
i t are sailing vessels and only 41 steamers.?
The maritime population is rwgistered as m
France, and it is said that at the lirst sum-
mons from the Minister ol Marine, 00,000 sail-
ors might be collected withina fewdays in the
ports of Spain.

A letter from Tangier says the MoQrs are
making active military preparations,and the
chiefs have begunpreaching up the Holy War.

The London Times publishes a letter from
Lord Ellenborough to Lord Brougham, in lur-
tlierauee of the success of the Garibaldi Mus-
ket Fund. The noble Earl expresses a hope
that, stimulated by the results to Italy,which
are conveyed in the demands France is about
to make in the Congress, the Italians will rise
to vindicate their right to choose their own
government. As to Garibaldi, Lord Ellen-
borough advises the people of Italy to follow
where he leads.

The Florence correspondent of the London
Times says that letters from Rimini bring in-
telligence of serious disorders among the Ro-
magnese troops. The Modenese, Parmese and
Romaguese farces were dailyreceiving a fresh
iuwease from volunteers Hocking to mem.

The same writer states that the Pope had
declared thatit the Emperor Napoleon's letter
to Victor Emanuel was a prool of his Catho-
licity, then the Catholic Church had no more
hope from man. The Pope concluded by de-
fying the Emperor, through his Ambassador,
to do his worst.

It i* stated that at. the interview held at
Breslean, the Emperor of Russia and tiie
Prince RegentofPrussia have determined not
to consent to a revision of the treatiesof ISIS,
or to take part in any Congressin which Eng-
land should not be represented. The last reso-
lution was proposed by Prussia.
It was reported that instructions had been

sent to M. Thovenal, the French Ambassador
at Constantinople, to represent to the Sultan
the advantages to be derived from the con-
struction of the Suez Canal, anil also to conter
with theRussian Ambassador on this subject,
in order that the ambassadors may act iu con-
cert in this matter.

The Greek government will be called upon
to pay the loan of 900,(XH) francs, guaranteed
by the three Powers. Mr. Ur=e, the French
Ambassador, lias presented a collective note,
which states that notwithstandinga bad finan-
cial system, the resources ot the country are
sufficient towarrant the demand for repay-
ment.

The usual military parade in honor of the
birthday of the Prince of Wales took place in
Windsor Home Park, in presence of her Ma-
jesty and the royal family. Her Majesty's
dinner party in the evening was larger than
usual; but excepting her Majesty's foreign
visitors, the guests appeared for the most part
to belong to the royal household. The Prince
ot Wales will return to-day to Oxford, to re-
sume his studies, but he will again visit Wind-
sor on the birthday ot the Princess ofPrussia.
Lord Palmerstou atjd Lord J. liussell were
present at the Cabinet Council, but yesterday
were unable to attend the Lord 3layor's Ban-
quet.

The Paris Constitutionnel of November 3,
in its answer to an article of the London
Morning Herald on the China war, remarks
bat England has a direct and immediate com-

mercial interest in that war, while France
inly takes part in it to avenge the honor of

The Constitutionnel con-
cludes bv stating that for thepresent England
cannot do anything serious without the
French.

The British frigate Shannon, (memorablefor
her encounter with the Chesapeake,) instead
of being broken up, its had been resolved upon,
is to be fitted up lor a training ship for the
navy, and stationed henceforth in the Mersey,
at Liverpool.

Capt. Petrie, of the steamshipCity of Wash-
ington, had been lortnally presented, in the
name of the President of the United Suites,
with a beautiful gold chronometer and chain,
for services rendered bv him to the crew ol
the ship Gray Oak, of New York.

'-ressionof Northern usurpation and hatred, and
devise suitable and efficient measures for the de
fence of the Southern people and their nstitutions
from the unceasims hostility and unscrupulousa»
sanlts of Northern enemies, fanatics and conspi
rators.

On motion, the resolutions were unanimous-
ly adopted.
