The Originof the Invasion--Who Atded It
==The Plan of oé‘orationr-Cook'l Escape.

The confession of Capt. Cook, which was
read by the prosecuting attorney at his trial,
has been published i{n the newspaper press.—
He says that he became acquainted with Capt,
Brown in Kansas, just after the dattle of
Black Jack, in 1556, and next met him in Law-
rence, in the fall of 1857, when(_he was told
that Brown intended to organize & company
for the purpose of putting a stop to the ag-
gressions of pro-slavery men, and agree..’l to
join him. He then goes on to say :

Our party now cousisted of Captain John
Brown, Owen Brown, A.D. Stevens, Charles
Motlett, C. P. Tidd, Richard Robertson, Qol.
Richard Realf, L. F. Parsons, Wm. Leeman
and myself. We stopped some days at Tabor,
making preparations to start. Here we found
that Captain Brown's witimate destindtron was
the State of Virgiia. Some warm words pass-
ed hetween him and myself in regard to the
plan, which I had supposed was to be confin-
ed entirely to Kaunsas dnd Missouri. Realf
and Parsons were of the same opinion with
e. Aftera good deal of wrangling we con-
sented to go on, as we had not the means to
return, and the rest of the party were so anx-
ious that we should go with them. At Tabor
we procured teams for the transportation of
about 200 Sharpe’s rifies, which had been taken
on as far as Tabor one year before, at which
place thev hiad been left, awaiting the order of
Captain Brown. There werealso otherstores,
consisting of nlankets, clothing, boots, amymu-
nition, and about 200 revolvers of the Masss
chusetts Arms patent, all of which we tra
ported across the State of lowa to Springdale,
and from there to Liberty, at which place they

COOK'S SHARE OF THE FIGHT.

After the taking of the town and thé cap-

my rifle and took the best aim I could and
fired. It had the desired effect, for the very
instant the party returned it. Several shots
were exchanged. The last one they fired ar
me cut a small linb I had hold of just telow
my hand, and gave me a fall of about fifteen
vet, by which I was severely bruised and my
flesh somewhat lacerated. I descended from
the mountain and passed down the road to the
criane on the bank of the canal, about fifty
yards from Mr. W s store. 1 saw severai
1eads bekiond the door-post looking at me; 1
took a position behind the crane, and cocking
my ritle, beckoned 1o some of them to come o
after some hesitation, one of them ap-
another, both of whom
knew me. I asked them if there were auny
armed men in the store. They pledged me
their word and honor that there werenone. 1
then passed down to the lock-house, and went,
town the steps (o the lock, where [ saw Wil-
liam McGreg, and questioned him in regard to
the troops on the other side. He told me taat
the bridge was filled by our opponeuts, and
that all of our party were dead butseven—that
two of them were shot while trying to escape
across theriver.

COOK'S ESCAPE.

I was afterwards informed by an Irish {ami-
ly that Captain Brown was dead; that he had
been shotabout 4 o'clock in the atternoon. At
the time I believed this report to be true. I
went up to the school-house and found the
shutters and door closed: called to Tidd and
(he boys, but received no answer; cocked my
rifle, und then opened the door. It was dark
«t the time; went iato the bushes back of the
school-house and called for the boys. Receiv-
ingno answer, I went across the road into
some pines, and again calied, but coanld find no
one. 1 then started up the road toward Capt.
Brown’s house; I saw a party of men eoming
down the road; when within about fifty yards,
I ordered them to halt; they recognized my
voiceard called me. I foundthem to beC‘hus.
P. Tidd, Owen Brown, Barclay Coppie, F. J.
Merrinm, and a negro who belonged to Wash-
tugton or Alstadt. They asked me the news,
and 1 gave the information that I received at
the canal-lock on the rond. It seemed that
they thought it would be sheer madness in
dhem to attempt » rescug of our comrades, and
it was fluully determined to return to the
house of Captiin Brown.

CAPT. BROWN'S SECRETARY OF STATE.
Capt. Cook gives the following sketch of the
young Englishman, Richard Realf, who has
h‘erewrurv been mentioned as the Secretary of
State under Capt. Brown’s Provisional Gov-
ernment:

Ru;hnrd Realf, one of ouroriginal party, and
our Secretary of State, came from Chatham to
(,le_\'elnn_d, a few days before Capt. Brown’s
arrival from the east. Soon after his arrival,
he (Capt. B.) sent Realf to New York city, at
which place he embarked for Enugland for the
purpose of carrying out the plans of Capt.
Brown. Realf was born and raised in Eng-
land. He is a peasant's so: , but his native
talents brought him into the notice of some of
the nobility, who took charge of him, and
made arrangements to give him a finished ed-
ucation. He was taken into the iamily of Lady
Noel Byron, where he made his home while
pursuing’ his studies. Falling in love
with a young lady of noble birth, who
was a relative of Lady Byron’s, he wus
censured by Lady B. for his presyfaption.
i{e became ofiended at her interference, and
finally left Lady B., to work hisown way in
tie world. About this time the Chartist
movement was made, which Realf joined, and
the result was, he was obliged to seek safety
by emigrating to America. He made his home
sume years in New York city. A partof the
time he was there, he was engaged as assistant
superintendent of the Five Points Mission.—
He is well known as an authorand a poet, He
gave up his situation as superintendent, and
went to Kansas in the summer or fall of 1836,
1 firstmet him in Lawrence, Kansas. No word
was received from him, tomy knowledge, after
he left for England, to which place he went in
his own capacity aud that of our Secretary of
State, to solicit funds for the support of our
organization. He proposed todeliver a course
of lectures in various parts of England, and

hie net pr ceeds of which were to be given to
carry out Capt. Brown's plan. He is a man
taieinis, aud a powerful and fluenst

He is about 25 years of age. Mr
1 believe, got a letter from some one in
nd a few months ago, stating that Realt
had sailed for this country, and that he had
guite a sum of money with him; but farther
thun that, we bave been unable to flnd auny
irace of_him. Capt. Browa and the rest ot
our company who knew him, think that he is
dead.

wouid impose such onerous taxes wupon a
leading siaple of a nation like ours, prot.
fers commercial reciprocity to every fiag; bu’
that so enlightened and lhiberal a goveriiment
1s that of France should annuaily levy
tribute of some twenty-six millions of dol-
lars upon the tobacco producers of the United
States, would be incredible if we had net oiv
ficial custom-house evidence of the fact.

We need not assure our readers that every
effort has been made, aud that every etiort
will still ke made, by the present Administra-
tion to eflect, on a basis of mutual advantage
and fair reciprocity, areduction of these op-
pressive exactions, if not an entire abolition
of the tobacco-monopoly system in Frauoce;
ind when 1t 1s borne in miud that every ar-
ticle ot French industry—agricultural and
wmanufacturing—is admitted into the United
States, and finds among our consumers a free
and unrestricted market, the surprise is that
the government of France has not, before
this, yielded to the persistent efiorts of our
government to place the commercial relations
ol thetwo cougtries on a footing more con-
sistent with tiR liberal spirit of the age, and
cvriainly more advantageous to both govern-
ments.

INTRERESTING FROM SoNokA.—The Arizona
correspondent of the St. Louis Republican,
gives the following information from Sonora :

Captain Porter, of the United States sloop-
of-war St. Mary’s, on entering Guavmas,
found that Col. Alden, acting United Stutes
Consul, in the absence of Judge Rose, was not
recognized, and not permitted to hoist the
American colors over the Consulate. Capt. P.
insisted that the Prefect should respect his
anthority, when, meeting with opposition, he
ordered a flag-stafl 1o be erected over the Con-
sul’s office, and run up the stars and stripes.—
He informed the Prefect that the bunting
should not be taken down without a fight, and
it was left undisturbed.

But asthe latter did uot un-
derstand the Spaunish, and Pesquiera could
notspenk in English, the interview was very
unsatisfactory.

DeATH OoF JUDGE Z. C. LEE.- The death of
Judge Z. Collins Lee, of Baltimore, on Satur-
day, has been announced. The American says
of him:

He was born 5th December, 1865, al Sully,
Fairfax county, Va. He was a son of Richard
Bland Lee, of Virginia, who was a member of
the first Congress of the United States, and an
intimate friend of Geo. Washington. The
family was closely identified with distin-
guished patriots in the dnysof the Revolu-~
tion, and whose names and exploits are con-
spicuous on the es of American history.—
hgnch of Judge ‘s early life was spent at
the country seat of his father, (near Washing-
