Railroad* and Military Defence.
It is to be hoped that the Legislature, at its

approaching session, will make liberal appro-
priations for the completion of the internal
improvementsof the State. Among them, the
Covington and Ohio and the York River Rail-
road* stand conspicuous. The value of rail-
roads, even by a circuitous route, in the mili-
tary defence of the Suite, lias been signaily
illustrated in the late disturbances.

ou-ly with their enemies, and the wli ;le mill-
tarv power of the State be put in motioti in
twenty-four hours. Simply as part ol a mili-
tary system, railroads traversing the State
from east to west are of indispensable impor-
tance to its protection and security, and are
not open to the serious objections which ren-
der railroads running north and south mere
feeders of Northern trade and power.

Packets from Richmond to Liverpool.
The suggestion of Mr. I)u Voss, at the late

meeting of the merchants, to purchase four
packets and establish aline between Richmond
and Liverpool, has the approval of some ofour most practical and enterprising men.
Suitable vessels can be purchased at a cost of
8120,000, and we can then have a vessel sailing
for Liverpool every month of the year. Thesuccess of the trade which Richmond mer-
chants have established with Brazil, is en-
couraging to the present enterprise. We havenow ten or eleven handsome barques in theRio trade, and it is a trade which is constancy
increasing. When the ocean steam lire be-
tween Richmond aud New York was first
started, it w s difficult to induce anyone to
take stock here; now this line is oneoi the
most successful in the country, declaring I?rge
dividends, nearly twenty-flve per ceut., and
building a new steamer, the Yorktown, the
largest and best of the line,almost entirelyout
of the profits made by the other two. This
fact gives some idea of the extent of the trade
between the two cities. Why should not a
line to England have the same successas that
to Rio 1 Let our citizens come forward and
guarantee to support our merchants in .this
enterprise, and a failure is impossible.
