Thk Labor ok Makiso Hoovf.?A corres-
pondent of the Hartford Times gives the fol-
lowing curious facts respecting the manufac-
ture of steel hoops for ladies' skirts, at the
mill of Henry S. Washburn, of Worcester,
Mass. :

He showed us .a specimen of No. <>'-! iron
wire, tincr than a hair. It weighedonly seven
oiinoew, and was feet, or 13 miles lo rod.-,

]\u25a0_> feetand <> inoltes in length! It was drawn
cold from a iiiece of iron !, inch in diameter.
Mr. Washburn manufactures 20,000 yards a
day ol steel crinoline, or flat wire, wliicli is
hard iemj>ered and covered, all ready for the

ladies' skirts. The manufacture of this kind
of wire, or hoops 's immense. Mr. \\ asli-
bnrn estimates that a? least 5,000 tons ol steel
and iron are used annually in this way lor
the ladies of the United Slates, South Amer-
ica and Mexico. It is sold, when covered,
nt wholesale, at about fifty cents a pound,and
about three-quarters of a pound is required
for each. Indeed, we suppose#that his esti-
mate of 5,000 tons of hoop a year is quite too
low. There are, undoubtedly, ten millions of
I'einab"* in tiiis country and the South Amer-
ican States who wear hoops. -Many ol them
wear out half a dozen skirts a year, suppose
the average to be three a year to each, and
that the iron of each weighsonly half a pound

we have 15,000,000 of pounds of steel and
iron hoops used up by the ladies of the United
and Souih American States every year, or
7,552 tons, costing £7,300,ut;0.

Statistics of liKADACHE.--Tlie Medical
Times and U-azette contains some interesting
medical data, obtained by inquiries made in
the usual course of professional experience,
concerning the causes of headache. Of ninety
c:ises cited, seventy-six were females?a num-
ber which establishes pretty strongly the tact
testified to by most of the old writers, thatfe-
males are more lrequent sufferers. Of the
seventy-six females, forty were single. The
predisposition in the case of females isbelieved
toorginate in the nervous system?suscepti-
bility of nervous disorder being much ofteuer
found in the female than in the male subject.
Itislikelvto exist in organisms which evi-
encea capabilityof so much fineness and deli-
cacy of perception, united with somucli prone-
ness toeinotional excitement and in which the
functions of organic life are observed to be so
readilv wrought bv passing states of thought,
sensation and emotion.

Ot the excitingcauses,emotional disturbance
has the highest number. Out of the ninety
cases fifty-three declared this to he one of the
causes of their attacks, forty-eight also con-
sidered that atmospheric states were to be
blamed, and twenty-livespecified thunder. In
.regard to inheritance of the liability, in nine-
teen cases the mother is mentioned, in nine the
tather, and in twelve boih parents; in ait, for-
v p"ive explicit evidence ol hereditary predis-

position. and a few others mentioned cases in
collateral branches. Out of the ninety cases
only nineteen blamed their diet. As to the in-
fluence of climate, twenty-nine seem very
clear that they are at least liable toattacks ol
headache in places where the air is drv and
bracing; six commend cold atmosphere, and six
condemn it; eight praise warm atmosphere,
and three dislike it: -ix are in favor of sea air,
and four are adverse to it. Fatigue is mentioned
as au exciting cause by-thirty two.
