Feeling?The Interview between Brawn
and hU Wife?Last Moment* of Oi»nwnt<
oinle. Ac.

Fifty-four year* ago the *>1 of next Decern*
tor, tlie sun ofAusterlitx arose upou the great
napoleon ami liis army, drawn up in battle
array upon the field which their valor ren-
dered immortal. Fifty-iour year* later, the
sun of Aiisterlit* rises for the last time upon
old John Drown. If this communication
shonll reach von in time, it will be laid before
the publicon that day so auspicious to the chiet
of the Dona partes, and so fiital to the head of
the family of Drown The Napoleon of bat-
tles was crowned upon that day, and upon
that day, one year after his coronation, he
trained the greatest of all his victories. TheNapoleon of horse.thieves, upon the sameday,
undergoes the extreme penaltyof the law.
* The train from Winchester to-day brought
us three prisoners, one of whom was saifi
to be tUe brother of Coppie, and another
Owen Drown, one vf Old John's sous. As
was to have been expected, they both turned
out to he counterfeits. I saw in an extract
from a Rochester paper, the other day, that
Olir r B'own, not Owen, had escaped finally,
and was safe bevond the reach of the law.?
Where that desirable spat can be, I am at a
loss to understand. Certainly not in the Dry-
ish dominion*; for the Dritish authorities are
bound by treaty to surrender all criminals,
except such a* are charged with political of-

: fences. Now, Oliver was guilty of a political
1 oflVnce, it is trup, but he was guilty ofenough
besides to hang him. It is very easy, there-
tore, to remit the cuarge of treason, and then
he comes under the treaty. There would be
very little hesitation, I opine, on the jwrtof
the authorities. I have no doubt they would,
on the contrary, strike a blow at the under-
ground railroad, which has had the effect of
tillingCanada with the most worthless popu-
lation on tl o face of the earth, and causing
great scandal among the better class of the
litieen's subjects in that country.
It is astonishing to see what a complete

change has been produced in the feelings of
all classes of people with regard to the Union.
11 seems no longer to have any friends in this
part of the country; af least so far as I have
been able to discover. The defection seems to
me to I*' universal. All deplora the necessity,
but all seem ttgreed that we cannot liveunder
the same governmentwith people who are so
hostile to us?who either say nothing at all
about the atrocious outrages which we have
suffered, or never mention them but to turn
them into ridicule. You will recollect the
clans" in the Declaration of Indejiendence, in
which it is said that we had appealed to the
people of Great Dritain, to come forward and
relieve us of the sufferings which were crush-
ing us to the earth, but had appealed in vain.
You remember, also, that in the conclusion, in-
ferring that they had no sympathy for our
grievances, and that we were bound in future
to regard them as we did the rest of mankind,
enemies in war?in j»eace, friends. Such seems
to be almost the universal sentiment here.

I have been on guard to-day, and have had
no opportunityot hearing any news. In fact
there is none, except that the Secretary of
War sent two hundred and fifty Marines to
Harper's Ferry, yesterday, to guard the gov*
ernment property. This I should have men-
tioned in my last letter. In the absence of
news, rumors rush in to supply the vacuum.
Yesterday morning, it. was said that a body
of l,5«l men was on the march for Charles-
town, and in the evening I was told by a
person who seemed to believe it, that we were
certainly to be attacked last night by 75<».?
I re-assured my informant by telling him
that if the reports were all true, there could
be no longer any danger, for that thearmy
which was l,5tX) strong in the morning, and
but 750 in the evening, must have experienced
a great disaster in the interval.

As the day of execution draws near, the
public gets more and more nervous, and
alarms increase in frequency during the right.
None of thein, however, seem to have any
foundation. P.

Henry C. Wright has, in a letter to Gov.
Wise, communicated the fact that a very large
and enthusiastic meeting ofcitizens ofKatie k,
Mass , without regard to political or religious
creeds, was held Monday evening, for the pur-
pose of considering and acting on the follow-
ing resolution:

Whereas, resistance to tyrants is obe.lience
to God: Therefore,

Renutr -d, That it is theright and duty of the
slaves to resist their masters, and the riirht
and dutyof the people of the North to incite
them to resistance, and to aid them in it.

This resolution was adopted by the meeting
without a. dissenting voice, though a United
States Senator (Henry Wilson,) and a United
States postmaster were present; yet not one
word was raised by them, nor by any one else,
against the resolution nor the sentiments
which it contains.

The letter of Mrs. Mahala Djyle, of Chata-
nooga, Tean., was a genuine document. To
show that John Brown's "aversion to taking
human life" does not date very far back, we
give the allldavit ofMrs. Doyle, made before a
magistrate in Kansas in IPSO. It is as follows:

The undersigned, Mahala Doyle, states on
oath?l am the widow of the late James P.
Doyle: we moved into the Territory, that is
my husband, myself and children, moved into
\u2666lie Territory of Kansas sometime in Novem-
ber, A. D. 1855, s*ud settled upon Musketo
creek, about one mile Irom its mouth, and
where it empties into Pottawatomie creek, in
Franklin county; on Saturday, the :Hth day
of May, A. V. 1850, about II o'clock at night,
after we had all retired, my husband, James
P.Doyle, myself aud six children?live bjys
and the eldest is about twenty-two
years of age, his name is William ; the next is
about twenty years ofage, his name is Drury ;
the next is about seventeen years of his
name is John ; the next is about thirteen years
of age, hor name was PollyAnn ; the next is
about eight years of ago, his name is James;
the next is about five years of age, his name is
Henry?we were all in bed, when we heard
some i>ersoiiß come into the yard, and rap at
the door, ami call for Mr. Doyle, my husband;
this was a'-outll o'clock on Saturday night,
of the 21th of May last; my husband got up
and went tothedoor; those outside inquired
for Mr. Wilkinson, and where he lived; my
husband said he would tell them ; Mr. Doyle,
my husband, and several came into the
house, and said they were from the army;
my husband was a pro-slavery man; they
told my husband that he a»d the boys must
surrender; they were then prisoners; the men
were armed with pistols and large kniTee;
they llrst took myhusband out ol »he house,
then took two ofmy sons, William and Drury,
out, and then took my husband and these two
boys (Williamand Drury) away; my sonJohn
was spared because I asked them in tears to
spate him; in a short time afterward I heard
the report of pistols; I heard two reports; af-
ter which 1 heard moaning, as if a person was
dving;then I beard a wild whoop; they had
askedbefore they went away .for our horses;
we told them thatour horse* Vere out oo the
prairie; my husbandand two boys, my sons, did
not come back any more; I went out next
morning in search of them, and found my hus-
band and William, my son, lying dead in the
road, near together, about -it'll yards from the
house; they were buried the next day; on the
day of the burying I saw the dead body of
Drury; tear of myselfand the remaining chil-
dren, induced to me leave thehome where we
had been living; we had improvedour claim a
little; I left and went to the State ofMissouri.

Mahala lioylk,(her mark.)
Witness, T. J. Gojtorth.
The following information ic extracted from

the Baltimore papers. It is contained in let-
ters from Charlestown, dated the Ist inst.:

There have been four arreste since yesterday
norning ofsuspiciouscharacters. One of them
was brought here this morning from "Win-
chester, and tome said that he was Coppie's
brother, andothers that he was a son of John
Hrown. He was net, however, identified, and
was not taken before the prisoners, as was the
wish of those who arrested him. Without,
therefore, ascertaining who be really was, he
was sent back to Winchester, and ordered to
be detained in jail there, for the present! As
Is usual in euch cases, the greatest variety of
rumors were in circulation in reference to
him Somesaid that he confessed that he was
Brown's eon, and that be was one of four
hundred armed men congregating for the res-
cue. whilst others saw a striking likea ess be-
tween him find OoppJe.

Three mt.a were also arrested yesterday
morsinr, at Martlmbnrg,on suspicion of be-
ing rescuer*, and taken from the cars and con-
fined in jail. Theywere reported here to have
been heavily armed with receivers and
SUarpe's rifles, and were supposed to be a part
of the four hundred, "dropping in" by "two**
and three's. 1 ' A gentleman from Martinsburg.
however, inform* me that they were wholly
unarmed; rtiat they wereniUsena of Obi®, oh
their way on business to the North, aid hav-
ing u»ed some sympathetic language,were re-
ported by telegraph to be ttmpieijos charac-
ter*. The military HutfMjsltio* at Martina-bnr* coi:»een#nw anested them, aall laet
rtunittg '«#i to headquarter* here, to know

visitors, and Captain Brown is said to spend
hu entire timein writingletters to his friend*in which, it is presumed, be will embody bis
last words, as he has been informed that the
lines will be stationed atsuch a distance fromthe gallows that noonecan hear anything thathe may say. It is also unOerstood that the
members of the press will not be allowed to
go iuside of the line, and, in short, that no re-
port can be made of bis speech, if he should
determine to ftiake one. Ha frill, therefore,
write what he has to say, and only such por-
tions of his last words as may be permitted by
tlie authorities of the State will be made pub-
lic.

Sheriff Campbell informs me that Captain
Drown admits his participation in the Kan-
sas massacre, as charged upon him by the
Herald of Freedom, but offers various ex-
cuses and palliation fur his conduct. The
feeling produced against him by Mrs. Doyle's
letter, the charge of murdering her husband
and two sons, not beipgdenied by him, is most
intense. He is no longer admired for his
truthfulness and bravery, but is now regard
cd as a hardened aud unprincipled hypocrite.
He is understood to be endeavoring to explain
in the letters and statements he is writing, the
motives that governed him in his Kansas
work.

The work of erectiug the scaffold w»s com-menced yesterday on a common in the rear of
thejail,and it will be finished to-day. It is in
a position where the execution can he seen by
all who may be present, bnt the military lines
will be formed at such adistauceas to preclude
the possibility of hearing anythingtheprison-
er may say.

CLOSING ARRANGEMENTS.
The militaryarrangementsfot to-day are oftlie most stringent character, and who

are in the town must remain until after the
execution, whilst those who are out muststay
out until Saturday morning.

The train from Harper's Ferry is not to beallowed to stop at Charlestown to-day, andaliwho start most go through to Winchester.
The prisoner, I learn, speut a quiet nigbt, and

to all outward appearances seems less cheer-
ful but quite resigned. Hp rciuses to receiveany spiritual advice, having dm souuded all
who call on him as to tbs-ir views on slavery.
Deceiving ah answer thai they do not consid-
er slaveholding a sin, he them with a
promise to pray for them, ass'iri tig them thatthey need his prayers inoro thau he needstheirs.

Stevens hasgreatly improved,and now suf-
fers but little from his wounds. Cook seems
to have less nerveaud personal bravery thanany of the party.

TIIE KXKCCTION?m>PY OF PRISONER.I learn that orderb for the execution will be
issued this morning, and that Drown desires
to be attended at these;'l'old by no ministers.
The only person 5 within the linewill be the
Sueriff, jailorana Surgeon. The nearest line
of military will be onehundred feet from the
scaffold, and tlv other line two hundred feet,
outside of which the ci.vlc spectators will he
allowed.

Governor Wise has issued orders that the
body of the prisoner, with his clot hes and all
his personal effects, be conveyed, immediately
after the execution, to Harper's Ferry, and be
delivered there to a party deputed by' his wife
to receive them. The body will, therefore, beconveyed directly through to New York or
Boston, and will doubtless be buried with all
the honors of martyrdom.

Capt. Drown yesterday presented his sword
to Col. Baylor, and his Dible, with numerous
passages marked, to Mr. Blessing, one of bis
guards, as a testimonial of the kindness re-
ceived from him.

Anumber of letters addressed to John Drown
came to hand yesterday. One of them, fromOhio, stated that they, his friends, felt sure a
rescue could be made and that 1,50tt men had
pledged themselves to the work. No credence
is given to the letter. It is, undoubtedly, a
mere hoax, as the writer must have known
that the letter would fall into the hands of the
State authorities.

Those lines came
to me but to wake responsive echoes to your
tones of love, which thrilled through all my
soul like some wild burst of seraph music,
over whose sounds we love to linger.?
Those dear lines are engraved on my heart's
core, and on my memory stamped in bright,
eternal characters. It made my lonely cell
more cheerful, for, from every word and line
beamed love's own sunshine o'er my heart. It
woke to newer life every cord of affection and
everykindred tie.

'I hough (loomed to die for sueh a crime, I feel a
conscious innocenctfrom such deep stainsofblood.

If we are thus early parted here, I hope that
we again may meet where partings are un-

TRAVELERS'TRIALS IN BALTIMORE.
The Baltimore Sun of yesterday, says ;

He said be was
"bound to be in Harper's F«rry or b?l by
twelve o'clock to-day, and if steam would'ut
carry him, horse flet>n should." But as the
Orange and Alexandria Road are nnder the
same restrictions, it is not probable be will
reach the first-named place. Yesterday after-
noon, upon tbe departure of tbe five o'clock
Western train, a number more of enthusiastic
persons, including several representative* of
the Northern preas, without the proper vouch-
ers, wererefused tickets for the train.

Vigilance Committees in every part of the
county; calling a Southern Convention, to
convenein April next, and pronouncing tile
Union dissolved, upon the election of a DlackRepublicanPresident.

Conviction for Piracy nnd Murder.
The .Key West (Fla.) correspondent of the

Charleston (S.C.) Courierreports to thatpaper
the conviction, on the 23d Nov., in the U. S.
Circuit Court ofKey West,"of AlejiaudroCar-
eer, and Geuillot Faustin Eloy, two of the
crew of the American schooner Enterprise,
for the murder of A. B. Morantes, the captain.
Thefollowing are the particulars of the pi-
racy and murder:

The schoonerEnterprise sailed from Havana
about the sih of Juue last, bound on a voy-
age to New Granada for a cargo of natives, to
be taken to Cuba as apprentices, with a cyew
of eight men: Captain, B. A. Morantes; mate,
lleirap; cook, ; seamen?Charles Davis,Al-
ejiandro Career, Geuillot Fa ustin Eloy, Joe

, and Jose Maria Ortega, a deserter from
the Spanish army. After being out two or
three days, it was proposed among the crew to
kill the captain,and being near the Florida
coast, near Uillboro', the vessel was runashore
about two o'clock in the morning,and no at
tempt was made to get her oif. Alter get-
ting breakfast, Charles Davis struck ihecaptain with his haud; Career then cut him
on the right temple with a knife; be was
then thrown overboard, and iron pots and
other missiles thrown at him; but, fail-
ing to ellect bis death, the small boat was
lowered, three of them getting iuto it, but
it was almost immediately capsized, and Joe

was caught under it and drowned.?
The others being sii intent upon the death of
the Captain, allowed Joe to remain under the
boat until the Captain was killed and buried,
(about three hours.) Failing in this attempt
to get hold of the Captain, Eloy takes a rope
with a noose, aud made several fruitless ef-
forts to get hold of him. The Captaiu now
made piteous appeals for his life, reminding
Charley, orCharles Davis, that he, theCaptaiu,
had a wife and children, aswell as Davis. Car-
eer here remarked, "If you are going to i;ill
him, do it at once." Davis then takes a pump
brake and goes into tiie water, aud by eight
or nine blows kills him, and the body was
then hauled ashore and buried. Joe was then
taken outfrom under the boat, and endeavors
made to restore him to life, which were fruit-
less, and after the lapse of two days he was
buried, and prayers read over his grave by the
male. A tent was then erected ashore, the
small boat repaired, and the Captain's trunk
carried to the tent and broken open. It was
found to contain about V£& Mexican ounces,
which were divided amqpg the crew. Subse-
quently they put to sea iu a small boat, and
after being out several days were picked up
by the United Slates Light-house schooner
Delaware, Captain Owehs, whom they toid
that Captain Morantes had been accidentally
knocked overboard by the boom, and in wear-
ing the vessel to look for him, she went ashore.
Before the suspicions of Captain Owens were
aroused, Davis and Cook took the small boat
and escaped to Tampa, and from thence to

. New Orleans. The money was taken from the
lour remaining, and they were carried to Key
West, where the mate died. Jose Maria Ortega
was used by the Government toconvict Career
and Eloy. About three weeks alter the mur-
der, the"grave was visited by Lieut. W. B.
Randolph and M. F. Filer, ofKey West. They
had the body exhumed, and recognized it to
be that of Captain B. A. Morantes, who had
ouce resided In Key West. Wounds were dis-
covered upon the body,face and ueck; but the
body of the murdered man was so much de-
composed, that a critical examination was im-
possible.

Tkrbiblb Accident fboh Burning Fluid.
Four Persons Burned.?A terrible accident from
burning fluid occurred at Chitago, on Thurs-
day evening of last week. The Tribunesay*:

A family, comprising a mother, named Mar-
garet Segar, her two children?Bernard, aged
10 mouths, and Leopold, aged 3# years?and
the grandmother, Catherine Soute, were sit-
ting around a table in the kitchen, about G
o'clock in the evening. The lather was asleep
in the front room. The lightwas burning low,
and the mother arose to fill it without extin-
guishing it, and commenced filling from a
quart can. The flame froih the lamp commu-
nicated ifcith the fluid ia the can, and in an in-
stant it exploded, covering the table with the
bluingliquid,setting fire to the curtains and
windows, and euvelopiug all of them in flames.
Their screams awoke the husbaud, who,*withthe help of bis neighbors, succeeded in extin-
guishing it,but not until all were burned
The youngest child, Bernard, was horribly
burned about the face, and died the next morn-ing. The second child was badly burned In
the eyes, and was in convulsions on Friday.?The mother is very seriously burned in the
face and upon the arms, but ft is thoughtthat
she may recover. The grandmother is the least
burned, but *he suffers much pain, and ia con-
fined to bar bed.

Marisk.Lossks ik November ?The nnm-
ber of serious casualties to A mericau sea-
going vessels, reported during the last month,
has not been equalled since tbe montlm uf
December and January, 185G-7, when the num-
ber reported was 53 in December and 7ti in
January. Tbe vessels reported this month a*
total losses and missing, amount to 55 of all
classes. The only month that approached
the past one since 1856 was April, 18a~, wheii
the total losses numbered 5'J vessels. The cas-
ualties last month class as follows :?1 steam-
er, 12 ships, 7 barks, 11 brigs, and 24 schooners.
Of these3l were wrecked, 2 burnt, I missing,
7 abandoned, 5 sunk, 3 capsized, and 3 sunk by
sollisions. Out ol the 37 vessels reptrted goue
ashore last month, only five were got
afloat again, one of the latter being the ship
Heidelburg. Of the balance, a number of
them havegone entirely to pieces.
