We shall not stoop to
retort the languageof recrimination, but we es-
pecially and emphaticalily call attention to one
most trathful, pithy, pregnant and signiflcant
esentence which, in the reckiessness of their
rage and animosity, these conspirators have
unguardedly let fall, acd which, like a vivid
flash of lightning in a dark night, hasrevealed
their real intents and purposes—“HENCE-
FORTH THERE ARE OTHER INTERESTS TO BE
CONSULTED IN THE SOUTH, A3IDE F¥ROM
THB INTERESTS OF NEGROLS AND ELAVE-
HOLDERS.” It is NoT the inlerests of
the wmegroes—it is not their imagined
rights, wrongs or grievaiices, any more than
the interests of the slaveholders, that are to
be consulted. No! It is the interests of the
non-slaveholding whites of the North, who
deaire to exterminate the Scuthern people, take
Ppossession of the whole country, compel the
blacks, under what they call a free system, to
“work harder for their new masters than the
most oppressed of the Hebrew race under Egyp-
tian task-masters; or, if they resist, to shoot
them down with as littlecompunction as dogs.
This is the programme, and the contest which
the SIXTEEIGHT bave inaugurated is a war
upon the black man as much as the white man

—it is & war against the Sounthern country, in
which every inhabitan! of it, whether white
oT biack, has a vital anc an equal interest,

The Irish in the North.

The New York Herald publishes a secret cir-
cular, which it is evident the abolitionists have
printed in the North, and sent an agent with
1t over the South to mail it indifferent rowns,
io order 10 make it appear that it emanated
from Southern men. This circular is ad-
dressed to the Irish in the North, invoking
them to bura factories and granariesin retalia-
tion for incendiarism at the Suuth. The Her-
ald conjectures that the objects of this were
to disgust the Irish with Sopthern men, by the
fact that they singled them out as capable of
such atrocious crimes, and to excite new in.
digrgtion in the North against both Irishmen
and slaveholders.

The Herald is right in supposing that such a
document could never haveemanated from the
South. Incendiarism@s not its mode of waging
wariare.

Pennayivanias, Some of them had been manu-

mitted in Maryland by a former owner, but
had been otdered 1o be sold by the Orpbans’
Court for 4 term of years, to pay the debts o
the estate, &¢, 1n accordance with the un-

doubted and admitted law of Maryland. They,

tnerefore, remained slaves for such term, by
the law of Maryland, notwilhstanding the

manumission. Some time in last June a party

from Maryland, among whom was a man
pamed Myxkrs, was employed to bring them
back (rom Peunsyivaniy which they dig A
fow days after this, a party from Pennsylva-
nia, with the sheriff of Cumberland county,
came down te Maryland, and by fraud and de-

ception induged MYERS to cross from Oarroll

cottnty, Md,, to Adams county, Pa., where he

was umuedn.ueiy seized and carried of’ to the

jail at Carlisie, where he remained for scme

ume. Ia August, ke, with others, was indicted

for kidpapping under the laws of Peansylva.
nis, convicted and sentenced to the peniten-
tiary.

This trial, says the Advocals, Was under

a Pennsylvania statute, which punisl_xes the
abduction of free persons of color as kidnap-

ping —and the essence of such a prosecution is,

consequently, the freedom of the negroes,—

For, il they are not free, but escaped slaves,
then they can be re-taken hy their owners or
their agent under the laws of the United
States. The outrageous verdict in the case
was only reached by the (Court insiroeting the
jury that they were competent to decide the

question of freedom-—a matter which oaly
M aryland law could settle, under which law,
in this case, as has been suid, the negroes were
undoubtedly siaves. The effect of the deci-
sion, therefore, is that any abolition jury can,
by arbitrarily finding negroes iv be free, actu-
aliy set them free to all intents and purposes,
notwithstanding they may be s slates in fact;
and 1eay punish severely their owners who
may attempt their rescue. In ot her words,
citizens of Mary!and, having, under the laws
United States, the undoubted right, by
the Qves or their agents, to reclaim their
runaway slaves from Pennsylvania, can only
exercise their right at the almost certain risk
of havipg themselves or their agenf, as the
ense may be, lodged in the penitentiary of that
5 fetons.
