Bells Tolled In Northern Citles—Meetings of
Sympathizers- Brown's Interview with

The execution of John Brown, for murder,
treason and inciting elaves to {asurrection,
wok place at Charlestown, Va, on Friday
1ast. Tohe body, which was delivered & his
wife, passed through Baltimore Saturday
morning, en route for North Elbs, N. Y,
where she resides, From our own reports, and
other sources, we make up an account of
the execution,

ARRIVAL OF MRS, RROWN,

At 3 o'clock & dress parade of the entire
military here assembied, and eight companies,
were directed to form in tront of the jail, trom
whence they were ordered to clear an open
spnce of about three hundred yards on each
side, forming & hollow squara with alt the
pomp of a grand military reception. Thefour
brass howilzers were stationed in‘the centre of
the syusare, and there seemed to be an evident
intention to appal the poor woman with the
military majesiy of the Commonwealth of
Virginia, Ail the citizens were compeiied to
fall back, and there was even some disposition
to prevent them from standing in their own
doors to witness the spectacle. .

At half-past 3 o'clock, the cavalcade fro
the Ferry, surrounding the carriage contain-
ing Mrs. Brewn, and Captain Moore, of the
Biack Hawk Rangers, who had been delegated
1o accompany her, arrived in front of the
Court-House, when the military escort 1e.
ported to General Taliaferro the accomplish-
ment of their misSion. After a delay of about
ten minutes, during which time a throng of
curious peopie crowded around to get a sight
of the wife of the prisoner, an opening was
made by the military and the cavaleade passed
on io the front of the jail. During this scene,
Mrs. Brown seemed calm and collected, but
bore on her fea ures the evidence of an inter-
nal anguish that was unmistakable. She was
met at the steps of the jail by Sheriff Camp-
beli, who teok her arm and escorted her with-
in the walls to take her last interview with
her hushand,

A few minutes after the doors were closed
the companies formed in line again, and pro-
ceeded to the parade ground, where the dis-
play was undoubledly very flue, and artracted
the whole population to witness it. Although
there are some “awkward squads’ here, taken
as & whole the rilitary display and exceilence
of drill is equal to any I have ever witnessed
{1r the larger cities, Most of the companies are
also well uniformed, and make a flne military
appearance.

1 leara that it is the intention to allow Mrs.
Brown to remain with her husband until 9
o'clock this morning, when she will take her
final leave of him, and proceed underan armed
escort to Harper's Ferry, to await the arrival
of his remains in the evening. Afier the ex2-
cuttou his body will be placed in a coflia and
conducted under an armed cavalry escort to
await the arrival of the midnight train for
Jaltimore, and frem thence to Philadelphia,
¢ York, and, it is thought, to Boston. The
sle here are rather averse to giving up his
y to be canouiz- d at the North, but all ad-
it that the sppeal of his wife could not be
di-regarded by the Governor. She has un-
duubtediy been received with every courtesy
and respect,and her coming gives general sat-
isfaction to the community.

DEPARTURE OF NRS. BROWN,

The interview between Capt. Brown and his
wife lasted from four o'clock iu the afternoon
unti] near eight o'clock in the evening, when
Gen. Tahaferro informed them thatthe pe-
riod allowed them had elapsed, and that she
t prepare for her departure to the Ferry.
;0 cartiage was again brought up to the
door, tha military took possession of the

jnare, and with an escort of twenty moanted
men, the cortege moved off, Captain Moore,
of the Montgomerv Guards, accompanying
her.
The interview was, we learn, not a very af-
fecting one, but rather of a practical charac-
ter, with regard to the future of herseifand
children, and the arrangemeiit and settlement
ol business affuirs. They seemed considera.
bly affected whea they first met, and Mrs.
Brown was, for a few moments, quite over-
come; but he was as firm as a rock, and she
soon recoversd her composure. There was
an impression that the prisoner might possi-
bly be furpished with a weajpon or with
sirychuine, by his wite, and before the inter-
view her person was searched by the wite of
the jailor, and a strict watch kept over them
during the time they were together. At the
time of their sepuration they both seemed to
bhe fully self-possessed, and the parting, es-
pecially on his part, exhibited a composure
either feigned or real, that was truly surpris-
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Mrs. Brown, however, I learn from Capt.
Moore, in conversation with him on the way
over from Harper's Ferry, rather repelled atl
a'tempton his part to express sympaithy with
her underher afilictions. Sheresented the idea
that Capt. Brown had’ done anything to de-
serve death or to atiaint his name with dis-
honor by the ignominious character of the
nunishment that was abount to be ianflicted
upon him. She regarded him as a martyrina
rightecus cause, and was proud to be the wife
oi such a man—thatthe gallows had no terrors
to her or tohim. She stated that she had not
seen him since last June, about 2ix months
ago, aad that they had been separated, with
the exception of a few days, for nearly two
years. They had, however, corresponded, and
she always felt a deep interest in the cause in
which he was engaged. The character of the
interview between them may be judged to
some extent from thisconversation with Capt.
Moore previous to the interview.
THE INTERVIEW.

Ilearp trom Capt. Avis, the jailor,that the'in-
terview between the prisoner and his wife was
¢haracteristic of the man, and the directions
given for the management and distribution of
his proparty embraced all the minor details of
a last will and testament, General Taliaferro
was alse present, and Captain Brown urged
that his wife be allowed to remain with him
all night., To this the General refused to as-
sent, allowing them but four hours. On first
meetiug they kissed and affectionately em-
vraced, and ‘{!rs Brown shed a few tears, but
immediately checked her feelings. They stood
embraced and she sobbing for nearly five mia-
utes, and he was apparently unable to speuk.
The prisoner only gave way for a momentaund
was soon ealm and collected, and remained
firm throughont the interview. At the close
they shook hands but did not embrace, and as
they parted he said, “God bless youn and the
chiidren.” Mrs. Brown replied, “God have
mercy on you,” and continued calm until she
left the room, when she remained in tearsa
‘- w momenis and then prepared to depart.—

¢ interview;took place in the parlor of

iptain Avis, and the prisoner was frec from
manneles of any kind.

They then sat side by =ide on the rofa, and,
afier discussing family matters, proceeded to
business. Hestated that he desired his pro-
perty to pass ontirel{ into her possession, and
appeared to place full confidencein her ability
tc mapage it properly for the benefit of his
younger children. e requested her to re-
main at North Eiba, in New York, on thefarm
where she now resides, which belongs to her,—
e waa desirous that his younger children
should be educated, and if she could not ob-
tain facilities for their education at home, to
Lave them sent to boarding-school. He then
gave directions and dictated to Sherifl’ Camp-
bell his will, which directed that all his pro-
perty should go to his wife, with theexception
of a'few presen‘sand bequests which he made.
To one ofhll sons he gave u double spy-glass;
10 asother une a watch; to another he gave di-
reciions that he mo‘uld take a tomb ur Wmonn-

Another account says:

Prior to introducing Mrs. Brown tothe cell
of her husband, her person was searched by
the wife of Jaiior Avis, to see that no poison
cor weapon was concealed about her to be cons
veyed to Brown, to enable him to commit sni-
cide. Nothing, however, was found. During
this gcene Mr=. Brown seemed calm and ecol.
lected, but bore on her features the evidence
of internal anguish. She was met ut the steps
of the jail by Sheriff Campbeil, who took her
arm and escorted her within the walls to take
her last interview with her husband.

Gen. Teliaferroinguired of Brown how long
he would like the ifuterview to last. Brown
answered—* Three or four hours.”

Gen. T. intimated that the interview must
be short, “Oh," said Browa, cooily, *Ldont
ask any favors of the State of Virginia. Youn
must execnte your duty.”

As Mrs, Brown entered, Brown aroseand ex-
tended both his hands, but she flew to him, and
rhrowing herarms around his neck, exclaimed
“My husband!” Brown was perfectly calm
and collected, but Mrs. B. appeared to be deep-
Iy but quietly affected. The sheriff was the
only other person present at the interview.
Mrs. B. is about 50 years of age. She returned
about 7 P. M. to Harper's Ferry, under the es-
cort of Capt. Moore, to await the arrival ofthe
body of her husband.

THE ORDER OF THE EXECUTION,

On Thursday evening General Taliaferro
issued the following orders to be observed at
the execulion:

1st. That the ground on which the execu-
tion takes place be occupied by a military
force at9 A. M., under the following details :

Infantry detachment of the corps of Cadets
in front of galiows, and flanked by a detach-
ment of Cadet Howiizers.

2d. That the right wing of the Cadet bat-
talion be occupied by compdny A, 1st regiment
of Yirginia volunteers.

3d. That the lelt wing of the Cadet battalion
be occupied by company F, 1st regiment of
Virgivia volunteers.

ith, That the Alexandria Riflemen and Cap-
tain Gibbon's company from Rockingham be
detailed as special guard to preserve order in
the crowd.

Sth. That Captain Ashby’s company of cav-
alry be detailed to co-operate with the special
guard in preventing the admission of any per-
son within the area except at the main gate,

6th. That Hunter’s Guard be stationed at
the gate, snpported by a piece of artillery un-
der the command of Lieut. Green, of the Uni-
ted States Marines, to separate the citizen
crowd who may desire to enter, directing
those who are recognized to occupy the side of
the square on the right of the Cadet battalion,
and those who are not, to be placed on the
side of the square on ihe left of the Cadet
battalion.

7th. The escort of the prisoner is to be com-
posed of Capt. Scott’'s company of cavalry;
one company of Major Loring's buttalion,
(Defencibles;) Capt. Wilhams' Montpelier
Gaard ; Capt. Scott’s Petersburg Grays; Com-
pany D, Captain Miller, of the Virginia Vol-
unteers; Young Guard, Capt. Rady. The
whole under the command of ColL T. P. Au-
gust, assisted by Maj. Loring.

Sth. Major Dufly’s command, in charge of
the jail; Mount Vernon Guards, in rear of the
jail; Jefferson Guards, in front of the jaul.

9th. Capt. Dean’s Portsmouth Grays, in
front of the Court-house yard.

10th. Captain Nichols, of tie Petersburg
Artullery, 1o ocenpy the square near the juil.

11th. The Woodis Rifles scouting the woods
in the rear of the fleld of execution.

12th, The other companies of Infantry and
Rifles on duty as outer picket guards, with
ihe remaining cavairy co-operating.

13th. On Thursday night, Dec. 1, the special
corps detailed for the fleld of execution, to lie
upoun their arms, prepared for duty, and to be
reiieved from guard duty for that night.

14th. That the main and picket guard for
that nightbe doubled; and that,as .ir as may
be practicable, tie details of said guard to be
made by companies. .

15th. That aa ofilcer be detailed to carry
orders intoeffect. Wx. B. TALIAFERRO,

THE EXECUTION,

JHARLESTOWN, VA, Dec. 2d, 1859,

One month and a kalf has gone since the fo-
ray at Harper's Ferry. It took the State by
surprise, and men, on recovering therefrom,
could scarce believe the most stubborn facts.—
Had ten thousand men been engaged in the at-
tempted insurrection, it would kave caused as-
tonishment, of course; but that twenty-two
men, more or less, should enter the heart of
the coumtry and attempt to seize, much less
hold. one of the largest United States Ar-
senals, and carry war in'o one of the most
popular parts of the original thirteen States;
in short, thatsuch a band should meditate and
commit the crime of treason sgainst the Fede-
rat Government, and treason against the State
Goverument, together with insurrestion and
murder, counld gcarce be believed when proved.
Yet, we had to believe 1t, because it was true,
The prompt action of the voluateersand of our
energetic and sagacions Governor—of whom
we of the Valley are all proud—saved the
State from disgrace; for, when we consider
the state of things as they occurred at the
Ferry on the memorable 16th and 17th of Octo.
ber, we think no blame can be cast on those
who reside at larper's Ferry, or who went to
the assistapce of the citizens of said piace.—
From the first fire upon the insurgents, they re-
treated. Not un advance moyement wa$ made
from the time that opposition commenced.
That so smail a band should take a place like
'Harper’s Ferry, when everybody was wrap-
ped in slumber, was by no means strauge.
Five men, instead of twenty-two, would suf-
fice to take any place in the United Siates or
the world, where even & night police was not
needed to protect the peaceful citizens, and
where, hence, no one wzs on guard. So soon
as ever those peaceful inhabitants were arous-
ed, and seized their arms, so soon did the
bandit chief retire. And that the citizens and
volunteers should hesitate to attack whea
they supposed that the result would be death
to the respected, aye, tenderly loved, men held
as hostages, is pot at all strange. Weecan cop-
fidently assert, that had not Washington and
Alstadd, and the other prisoners, been in
durance, and in imminent danger in case of
an attack on the engine-house, an hour would
not have elapsed afier the retreat thereto
without its demolition ard the slaughter of
the desperadoes. When we, then, consider the
peculiar circometances above hinted at, to-
gether with the fact that the life of such a man
as Alstadd was worth more than a regiment
of men like Brown and his coadjutors, th-
er with the other fact that United States
roperty and United States authority were
anulod and set at nought, Virginians may
feel glad that the disciplined troops of the
General Goverament arrivedin time to storm
the retreat, and by their well regulated cour-
age, succeeded in taking it without sacrificing

Green and Botts. ties
werb afforded 10 the defence of every proper
kind. went counsel for defence were wei-
comed by the perosecution, and the taunts of
ineflicient and presumptuous lawyers were
calmly borne; and then,after the fluding of the
jury,a long period elapsed viots 10 the'ex-
ecution. All this is now seen to be for the
best. The North can say not one word against
¥irginin. The South has bad an example of
true greatness and commanding ration
exhibited for her imiwation. The honorsal-
ready ours have beeu incremsed, and the sons
of the Old Dominion may shout aloud anew
for their loved State, :

The last actin the drama of which “Old John
Browa* bore the chief came off to-day,
in this place, viz: The execution. The day
opened beautifully. The heavy clouds that
hung aloug the eastern sky reflected most
splendidly the rays of the rising sun. Very
early the 1oll of the grum was hearq in every
part of our town, and ere long c¢olumns and
squares of troops were seen moying through
the streets. You could see the sentinels mov-
ing in their quiet watch in almost every direc.
l}o'n. T’hahg.\llowu vgn c;mu:d soon afier the
rising of the sun, so that long previous :
time appointed for the ban‘ghm. orwy’t.‘urj
connected therewith was in readiness, n
the southeastern skirts of the village, distant
about three-eights of a mile, lay .« field of
about fifty acres, making part of some elevat-
ed land in that quarter. On the swell of a
small hill toward the sonthern part of said
fleld, was placed the scaffold. A place more
appropriate could not have been chosen, West
and north lay Charlestown in full view. On
the east and fouth loomed up the Blue Ridge,
from whose recesses Brown had ceme down
like the bird of prey, pouncing on its victims,
carrying carnage and death before him: To-
ward thesouth and west stretched away one
of the most beautiful distriets of the far-tamed
Valley of Virginia, while away out on the ex-
treme west loomed the lofty North mountain.

1 visited the place of execution during the
erection of the scaffold, and was well paid for
my trouble. Many things counspired to rem-
der the scene intensely interesting. In the
woods, not far ofi, and the flelds adjoining,
might be seen the scouts, on foot or mounted.
At intervals, around and within the large
fleld, the sentinels were siow!y moving to and
fro, their burnished arms gleaming in theslight
of the morning sun. The workmen were busy
completing the arrangement of the gallows,—
All around small whire flags were fiying near
the ground, designating the positions of the
various bodies ot troops, and of the citizen
spectators. Several prominent officers, richly
equipped, were riding to and fro on restless
chargers. Soon the troops began to enter.

*Not adrum was hoard. nor a funeral note,”’
but slowly and silently they proceeded to their
various posts.

About 9 v'clock, Col. Smith, of the Military
Institute, appeared on the fleld of execution,
mounted, and took charge of the military ar-
rangements. The guard®, even at that early
hour, were rounding the posts in the field,
havipg in their charge a nuiaber of civilians
who had been led by curiosity to approach
without the countersign. Soon the elegant
corps from IHarrisonburg, Captain Gibbons,
and the Atexandria Rifles, Capt. Murye, en-
tered, and stations were assigned them as spe-
cial guard, to preserve order among the an-
ticiputed crowd. They appeared as long lines
of seantinels parallel with the fencing. Ina
few moments the Cadet Battalion, uuder
Majors Gilliam and Jackson, marched slowly
in and took position in front of the scaf-
fold at the distance of about 40 yards. The
Infantry was flauked on either wingby a
Howlizer detachufent. This body of troops
appeared to fine advantage, marching with as-
tonishing precision, whether with or without
music. They exihibit, in addition, & power of
endurance that makes the heaviest military
dnties light to them. They were uniformed
on thir occasion in grey pants and red shirts,
and made 2 beautiful display. The right and
left wings of the corps of Cadets were cccu-
pied, respectively, hy company A, of the First
Regiment Yirginia Volunteers, under Capt. El-
liott, and company F, under Capt. Cary. Capt.
Astiby, of the Faunguier Horse, mounted on his
splendid white charger, acted as special pairol,
10 see that the arrangements separating citi-
zens aud strangers were carried cut. His
iroops, scattered here and there around the
fleld, presented with their scarlel uniform, a
very picturesque appearance.

At about9y A. M. Capt. Harry Hunter took
charge of the large gate at'the northwest cor-
ner of the fleld. His command consisted of
about 22 men, armed with the most elegant
Minnie guns, with sword bayonets. Being citi-
zens of Charlestown, the duty of separating
those recognized as citizens from strangers
was assigned them. The citizens were sta-
tioned on the eastern side of the field, the stran-
gers on. the west. The brave Lieut. Green,
of the United States Marine corps, commanded
the latter position with a detachment of the
Alexandria Artillery. This officer led the
charge ut Harper’s Ferry on the engine-house,
entered at the head ot the storming party, and
gave Brown the terrible blow over the head
that prostrated him. Hehadon thatmorning,
1 am told, enly a light dress sword, that was
shattered by the blow. According to his re-
poried statement, if he had siruck the blow
with his own sword, he would have severed
Brown's head from his body. He has been here
ever gince the arrival of the Ricbhmond troops,
claiming the honor of leading the tight against
the abolition rescuers, should they come.—
Hence the honorable position assigned him
this morning.

Gen. Taliaferro, and a numerous staff,
monunted, proceeded to the place of execution
atabout 15 minutes of 11 o'clock. At exactly
11 A. M. the prisoner was brought out, at-
tended by Caps. Avis, the jailor, and Mr.
Cempbdell, sheriff, ‘and placed in a light-
colored spring wagon, drawn by two bay
horses. He was seated on his coffin and then
driven slowly to the gallows, under the mili-
tary esoort men.ioned in the General Order,
No. 7, as above. The batialion was com-
maunded by Col. August, who was mounted on
a jet-black charger, splendidly caparisoned.
The procession arrived at the scaffoid at ®nout
8 minutes after 11 o’clock. Capt. Brown ap-
peared in fine spirits. He came from the jail
with arms pinioned behind his body. Imme-
diately on appearing in_view of the escort he
commenced to smile and bow to those around
with whom he wasacquainted. He was offered
his choice, either to walk to the scaffold or
ride. On the road he conversed freely with
those riding in company with him, expressing
great admiration of the surrounding country,
saying that it was the first opporiunity he
had had of viewiag it. He said that he had
not any fear of death, but that to part from
friends—some of them receatly made—was
hard. Mr. Geo. W. Saddler, undertaker, re-
marked to him, “Capt. Brown, you are a
gamg man.” 1In answer, Brown said, “I
never kmew fear—have been eddcated by
thirty years' experience not to fear death.”

His surprise on seeing so few citizens pre-
sent on the fleld of execution was considerable,

his admiration at the mageificent military
display manitest. Accompanied by Capt. Avis,
and Mr. Campbell, and Ed. A. Gallaher, Esq.,

he nsvended the scaffold with a firm tread.—
Immediately the cap was drawn over his eyes,
and without giving evidence of the slightest
emotion, he stood erect, while his feet were
drawn together by a cord, and the faial noose
adjusted around kis neck. Sheriff Campbell
as| him if he had anytlhing toeay. Hean-
swered, “Nothing; do not keep me standing
annecessarily long.” Mr. Campbell then ask-
ed him if he would give the signal with a
handkerchief, and his answer was, *No; Iam
ready, and wait your convenience.” H'a then
shook hands with the three or four persons
on the scaifold. ALt 15 minutes past 11 0’clock

After
reaching the scaffold, these companies were
distributed 1o their respective stations. g
»scort was commanded by Col. August, The
General commanding, Taliaferro, with his
staff, occupied the ground in rear of the Qadet
Battalion. The reporiers of the newspapers
were in the southwestern corner of the fleld,
while the sheriff and hisattendants, the Mavy-
or of Charlestown and his Conncil, the Prose-
cuting Attorney, and the medical faculty,
immediately surrounded the scaffold.-—
The arrangements being completed, and the
prisoner having been led to thescaffold by the
sheriff and jailor, and the white cap placed
over his face, (he faciog the seuth,) the sigual
was given to the sheriff by Col. Smith that
the military arrangements were ready, where-
upon the Sheriff’ descended from the scafiold,
and with one blow of his hatchet severed the
cord, and the drop fel!, landing John Brown
into eternity. So perishall those who attempt
insurrection, or invade the sovereignty of the
State of Virginia.

After the medical faculty had satisfied them-
selves thut he was dead, the body was taken
irom the scaffold, and placed in a coffin and
returned to the wagon, and, under the escurt
of the Petersburg Grays, and a sectiou of Capt
Scott’s cavalry, was taken back to the jail.—
After this escort had passed the main gate,
the miiitary were put in motion, and repaired
by companies to their quarters.

It is proper to say that the unfortunate cri-
minal behaved with the utmost coolness,
throughout the trying scene that terminated in
his death upon the gallows. When it was an-
nounced to him that the hour had arrived, he
said he was ready, and that he only desired to
take leave of his fellow-prisoners. To each of
them he presented a quarter of a dollar, desir-
ing them to keep them as memorials of himself.
To Cock he expressed himself in tne language
of calm and cutting reproof, saying that hs
had been guilty of & gross falsehood,in what
he bad said and published respecting his con-
nexion with himself, and denying unequivo-
cally that he had ever advised him to come to
Harper's Ferry. The minor villain guailed
beneath the eye of his sterner and more
strong-minded associate. The spot on which
the gallows was erected commands a view
of one of the most feriile countries in
Virginia, and at that time it was lit up by
as glorions a sun as ever made the morn-
ing beautifiil, The surpassing loveliness of
the day and the landscape, attracted the atten-
tion of the pricouner, in spiie of his terrible
situation, and he called the attention of the
sheriff and jailorto it. When he arrived at
the gailows, he dismounted from the wagon
with the agility of a boy, and walked up the
steps with a.firm and steady step. While the
oflficers were adjusting the noose, he bowed to
one or two of his acquaintances whom he'saw
around the scaflold, and when some delay was
occasioned by the bad management of some
partof the programine, he requested the officer
10 be as speedy as he possibly could. He shook
hands with the sheriff and jailor, and exprese-
ed his gratitnde for the kindness he had re-
ceived at their hands. He made no speech.

[From the agent of the Associated Press.]

At the door of the jail an open wagoan with
a pine box, in which was a flue oak coffin, was
waiting for the pris ner. He looked around
and spoke to several persons whom he recug-
nized, and, walking down the steps, was assist-
ed to enter the wagon, and took his seat on
the bux coutaining his cotlin along with Jailor
Avis He looked with interest on the fine
military display, but made no remark. The
wagon moved off as soon as he had taken his
seal, flanked with two files of riflemen in
close order.

Oa reaching the field the military had al-
ready full possession, and pickets were sta-
tioned at vuarious points. The gitizens were
kept back at the pointof the bayomet from
taking any position except that assigned them,
nearity un-quarterof a mile from the scaffotd.—
Through the determined persistence of Dr.
Rawlings, of Frank Leslie’s paper, the order
exclnding the press wuas partially rescinded,
uud the reporiers were assigned a positiou
near . the General's Stoff. The prisoner
waiked up the steps firmly and was the firs®
man on the gallows. Jailor Avis and Sherift
Campbell'stood by his side, and after shaking
hands aud bidding an aflectionate adieu, he
thanked them for their kindness. They thea

is neck. Mr. Avis asked him to step forward
on the trap. He replied, * you must lead me,
as 1 cannot see.”

The rope now being adjusted, the military
order was given.

Be
sure to owe no man anything, buat to love one
another. John Rogers wrote to his c¢hildren
¢ Abhor that arrant whore of Rome.> John
Brown writes to his children to abhor, with
undying hatred aleo, that sum of all villanies :
slavery. Remember, he that is slow to anger
is better than the mighty, and he that ruleth
in spirit than he that taketh a city, Remem-
ber,also; that they, being wise, shall shine,
and they that turn many to righteousness as
the stars for ever and ever.

THE “COMMEMORATIVE ’ MOVEMENTS AT THE
NORTH.

The Northern papers come filled with ac-
counts of meetings held either jrst at the hour
of execution or after. In l&ew York, the
church of the Rev. Mr. Cheever was opened
in the morning, fora Sno. Brown meeting, and
the reverend pastor indulged in some moder.
ate blasphemy. The same building was again
open for the same purpose at night, when sey-
eral members expressed an earuest desire that
their end might be like Jobn Brown's, a wish
which will very likely be gratified sooner or
later. A prayer, which was commenced, was
interrupted three times, by members who rose
to give their opinion of Virginia and her bar-
barism. The two meetings roised an aggre-
gate of 1w for the family of Brown.

In Albany, New York, 100 guns were fired
between i2and I o’clock, in huenor of Brown's
memory. The cannon and cartridges came
from the Statearsenal, and the firing was doue
by :he keeper of the arsenzl an@another State
officer. The negroes in that city observed the
day as oue of fasting. and howling. Some
white fanatics posted placards through the
streets, bearing the inscription, “Give us liber-
ty or give ns death—-the execution—of John
Brown.” 1Insome of the villages on the Mo-
hawk river the bells were tolled.

In Syracuse, N. Y., Friday evening, the Uity
Hall was densely packed with citizens, who
listened for over three hours to speeches ex-
pressing sympathy for John Brown and his
family. Strong resolutions were adopted, and
a commitree on fands was appointed. A large
amouat of mouey was cuntributed for the re-
lief of Brown’s family. The City Hall bell
was rolled G3 times—the strokes corresponding
with Browa’s age.

A dispatch from Boston, dated Friday, says:

John Brown's execution to-day attracted
cousiderable crowds about the newspaperof-
fices as the evening editions were issued, and
several individuals promenaded the streets
with crape atiached to their persons. Religious
services were held in several of the colored
churches the most part of the day. Otherwise
there were no manifestations unusual toevery
dav lite in thiscity,

The bells in Plymouth and New Bedford
were tolled at noon to-day, in memory of John
Brown.

Tremont Temple was crowded this evening
to eccmmemorate the death of John Brown.
All the colored population of Boston and vi-
cinity were present, together with many ladies,
a large number of whom attended out of
curiosity. On the plattorm were seated
many of the most _prominent abolitionists of
New England, and erected upon which was
the standard of Virginia, with its coatof arms
draped in black. -In front the restrum was
decorated with a large black cross, underneath
which was a photograph likeness of John
Brown, which was draped in mourning.
