THE BODIES OF THE l\ﬂl’RGE‘(T..

Whilst at Harper's Ferry, the gentlemen

the disposition of the bodies of the insurgents
killed at the invasion, in an effort to find the
bodies of the two sons of Brown. They found
that three of them had been throwa in ene
grave, and nine in another, helter-skelter, and
the top of thepileonly covered by one foot of
loose earth. The receptacles were opened,
but it was found impossible to identify any
of the bodles, and the effort te recover them
was given up. The bodies will all, hbowever,
be taken up and given proper lnterment

Mrs. Brown very favorably impressed all
wbo met with her, both at the Ferry and
Chbarlestown. Her doep afiliction—the loss of
husband, two sons, and two sons-in-law, (the
two Thunphon'- ) by this mad and fanatical
undertaking, was calculated to awaken gen-
eral sympathy.

THE OTHER PRISONERS.

The execution of Brown has greatly de-
pressed the remaining prisouers, and all, with
the exception of Cook, are looking forward
with certainty to their impending doom, and
making reiigious preparations with sincerity
and earnestness. Coouk evidently has not yet
abandoned his hope of cornmutation. Stevens
has almost entireiy recovered from his
wounds, ‘~ith the exception ef a considerable
soreness and a slight paralyzation on theright
side of his bead, where several buckshot are
fodged near his ear. He has but little to say
and seems calm, quiet and resigoned. There is
4 better feeling in the community for Stevens
than any of the other prisoners, net only
on account of hisgreat bodily sufferings, but
from the fact that he has evinced so much sin-
cerity, and has avoided all attempts to in-
crease the excitement and agitation that pre-
vails in the country. He is to be tried be-
fore the United States authorities, and may
probabiy escape with imprisenment, With
regard to Hazleit, althoughi he has been
identified with some certainty as having been
cone of the party, Brown and the other pris-
oners refuse to ro"ugnm- him, and wiil doubt-
less, under the injunction of Brown, continue
to be faithful to their friends.

I give to my daughter, Ruth Thompson, my
large old Bible, containiug the family record.

1 give to each of my sons, and to each of my
other daughters,my son-in-law, Henry Thomp-
son,and to each of my dunglnprs in-law, as
good a copy of the Bible as can be purchased
at some bookstore in New York or Buston at a
costof five dollars eagh in eash; to be paid out
of the proceeds of my father's estate,

I give to each of my grandchildren that may
be living when my father’s estaie is settied, as
good a copy of the Bible as can be purchased
(as above) at a cost of three dollars each.

All the Bibles to be purchased atoneand the
same time, for cash, on the best terms,

1 desire to have (850) fifty dollars ecach paid
cut of the final proceeds of my father's esiate,
to the following named persons, to wit: to
Allen Hammond, Esq., of Rockville, Tolland
county, Coun., or to (xeorga Kellogg, Esq,
former agent of the New England Company
at that place, for the use and beaefit of that com-
pany. Also, fifty doliars to Silas Havens, for-
meriy of Lewxibur,z Summit county, Ohlo, if
he can be found; also, fifty dollars to a man of
Storek county, 6hxo, at Canton, who sued my
father in his lifetime, through Judge Hum-
 phrey and Mr. Upson, of Akron, to be paid by
*J. R. Brown to the man in person if he can be
found. His name I cannot remember. My
father made a compromise with the man by
taking our house and lotat Manneville. Ide-
sire that any remaining balance that may be-.

old wagon, covered with canvass, and drawn
by an old. f:ey horse, which was awaiting in
the yard of the depot on the south side of the
buiiding. Into this wagon several policemen
got, and the wagon was driven out of the gate
upon Broad street.

These arrangements were not made with as
much secresy as was intended, for the boys
who clambered upon the fence or peeped in
through the interstices, reported progress to
the persons who were on the outside, and by
the time the wagon was driven out there was
an immense crowd, which was composed
prin¢ipally of colored people.

The appearance of the vehicle with the body
of Brown was greeted by loud cries, aud the
crowd mado chase after the wagon There
were three or four carriages, filled by col-
ored persons, in the rear of the wagon, but
they had difficulty in keeping up with the
wagon, which was driven as rapidly as the
horse could travel.

The crowd, or at least as many of them as
could keep np, followed the wagon to Walnut
street wharf, while the women and the short-
breathed lmong the men were compelled to
lag behind, leaving a straggling mass to line
the strests from the depot, at Broad and
Washiugron streets, to Wslnut street wharf.
The places of those who fell off was supplied
by new comers, while at Walnut street wharf
ihere was a very large gatheriug.

As the crowd ran aleng past the factories on
Washington street, the girls and men employ-
ed in them gathered at thedoors and windows
and shouted out and screamed as the colored
troop flocked along.
