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Correspondonce of the Richmond Dispateh,
A Type of “Old Virginia”—Remarks on Brown's
Foray, §e.
FREDERICKSBURG, Tuesday, Dec. 13th.

I am here, in this good old town—this fin-
ished town, 88 those who attempt to under-
value it say—this finished town, as a writer in
the Dispatch last nrnng said, in a very differ-
ent sense; flnished in hospitality, finished in
the arts that make life pleasant, finished in
high breeding, finished in gentleman'y courte-
8y. finished in all that was wont, of old, to
reader Virginia famous among her peers, The
virtues which distinguished our fathers, are
waxing faint in the great cities; in thix-‘inle
town they retainnll their primitive intensity.
It is a type of “Old Virginia” in its best days—
A miniature of the “Old Dominion” such as
she was when her glauts everywhere stood
forth to give the world assurance of what she
could produce.

And is she not, in some respects, the same
Old Virﬁinla that she was in days of yore! I
think she never gavemore evident proof of
her being still *“this unterrified Common-
wealth ™ than she has done of late, Mark the
facts. Old Jobn Brown,the marauder, had been
Arivinghis trade of horse and negro stealingal-
most unrebuked upon the borders of the great
State of Missouri. On one oceasion, he made
an inread upon that State, slew a slaveholder,
drove off his cattle, stole his horses, and de-
liberately and in deflance of the Marshal, car-
ried all his slaves, twelve in nunber, through
the free States into Canada. But no sooner
did _he to 1d Virginigg than he raised a
storm whi rwhelm im, and rages on,
as though it d never subside. It was
iike striking upon & huge bell. Every part of
it vibrated under the impact. 1t was like at-
tacking a nest of hornets. Every iahabitant
forgot his own privategriefs, and turned at
once upon the assailant of their common
home. Itis vain for the abolitionists to im-
agine that John Brown has struck a great
blow for the emancipation of the slaves of the
South. Such a thing was simply imposszible
before. He has merely remdered assurauce
doubiy sure, and clinched the nailof slavery.
Let us not regret the foray of Oid Joha
Brown, how much soever we may deplore the
blood he spilt. 1t was the greatest God-send
that ever happened. It pointed out the deep
gulf that yawned beneath us. It betrayed a
conspiracy startling in its development, and
extensive in its ramifications beyond any-
thing that was ever dreamed of. It was
necessary to bring the whole S)uum
the lock-step. Hereafter it will mare
solid column, looking neither to the right nor
the left, and but for this discovery, such might
not have been the case. Honor, then, to Old
John Erown. He has done more good to the
cause of slavery than all the resolutions, pro-
tests, and practical legislation the whole South
has ever done or ever could do. Not the least
zood thing he has done is the clear view he
has given us of the feeling entertained towards
us by those whom we are wont to call our
brethren of the North.

It is not worth while to tell me that the
solid men of the North are all in our favor.—
It is not worth whiie to say that the fanaties
are a small sect. They are evidently the gov-
erning power in the North. The solid men
are nobody. 25

Correspondence of the Richmond Dispatch.
Letter from New Jersey.

New BRUNSWICK, N. J., Dec. ®th.

The Dispatch and myself have just finished
a cozy chat. As I glauce over its familiar
pages it seems almost to *‘carry me back to
old Virginia” once more; but this feeling, like
all other air castles, soon vanishes, and reality
steps in to tell me that I am not in Virginia,
but in New Jersey. I suppose that some of
my friends would count me as “a stranger in
a strange land;” yet I do not know but that I
feel pretty much at home here, except when
oncein & while I get a rap over the head about
our “peculiar institution.”” This rap doesn’t
hurt much, though, as it is given more for the
purpese of keeping the rapper's hand in good
practice than for any other motive. T.here
18 a deep, strong feeling here in favor of our
good old State. Since my coming here, I
have not found many persons of-the martyr-
making order. Some few there certainlyare,
scattered over the North, who, doenkey fashion,
go about braying their harmonious ditties of
“Freedom for the oppressed;” but their don-
keyistic reverences scarce meet with a better
reward than the donkey himself—namely: to
get laughed at, or else held in contempt for
their pains. That malignant epirit of inter-
meddiing, which 1 expected to find here, I
have not found, and with most sincere plea-
sure of heart do I say that, independent of
Phillips, Giddings & Co., the sympathies of
the North are with the South. Almost toa
wnit does the North condemn all frantic vio-
lence, such as we have lately had asample of.
The feeling awakened.is only one of commis-
erating disgust; there is no sympathy with it.
I do not make this assertion withoutknowing
what I say, for I have conversed on these
matters with hundreds of our Northern
brethren, and I do know that there are here
thousands of good, true hearts and hands,
who love the Old Dominion and her sister
States most heartily. Deep indignation has
fiiled my heart in seeing the insult and wrong
inflicted upon Virginia, and once more I as-
sure you that, in this, I bave had infinitely a
greater number of sympathizers than the old
“martyr” has had. You know that the ladies
are, in these days, “Lords of creation,” and
are sure to keep the balance of mankind in
the right track. Oune of these fair ones ex-
pressed 10 me, a few days since, the wish that
there could be slaves in New Jersey, as she
likes the “institution.”

The Military at Charlestown.
CHARLESTOWN, VA, Dec. 12, °59.

As everything connected with the Harper's
Ferry tragedy seems to interest the publie, a
line or two from here a2t this time may not be
uninteresting to your numerous readers, We
have been here oily a few days and have not,
of course, as yet, become much acgualinted
with seldier life. However, from presentap-
pearances, I really think that I shall like it ve-
ry much. But the transition from feather bacs
and hazir mattresses 1o straw ticks and plank
or dirt floors, is s0 sudden that many men
would be apt to rebel ; but that a good soldier
never does,

We have received every attention from the
citizens here, and they are certainly entitled
to. the warmest praise of those who have been
the happy recipients of their favors. To-day,
a gentleman {rom the country (for none other
than a gentleman could thusact,) called at our
quarters and kindly offered to furnish uz, from
Lis farm, aaything we might wish, irom a
hen’s egg up to astall-fed beef. He will cer-
tainly be held in fond remembrance by all
who shall share his hospitality.

The dress parade on yesterday was a grand
display of the military stationed here. Some
ten or twelve companies were reviewed by the
officers of the day. Prominent amongst them
appeared the “ Richardson Guards,” Captain
John Welch, of Madison C. H., numbering in
ali 57 men, rank and file. This volunte m-
pany has been organized but a few moOnths,
vet they have attained a perfection in drill
that will do credit to many of the older com-
panies of the State. Capt. Welch is certainly
# superior officer, and the gentiewaanly deport-
ment and noble bearing of his men have won
for him and them a name that may well be
envied by all.

The weather for several days past has been
very cold. $

I understand the prisoners are looking for-
ward to their approaching fate with apparent
com posure.

At this time the military here number near-
ly one thousand men. &

1n a republic like ours, law alone up-
holds it,and when that loses its power, all
human power to save is lost. If such over-
whelming disaster to humanity is to overtake
us, I, for one, will not try to peer throngh the
duakuess aud blackness, or to forekunow the
end, ;

Let us act calmly and deliberately, without
passion and without acrimony. Letus take
nohaste or narrow view of the cavses whiche
have produced the dangers we would mest,
and, if possible, avert. 1t is not the recentin-
vasion of Virginia which should awaken our
strongestapprehension, but the teaching still
vebemently persisted in from which it sprung,
with the inevitable necessity which evolves
the effect from the cause.

So, again, it is to be remembered that those
who boldly approve and applaud the acts of
treason and murder perpetrated within the
liwits of Virginia, are not the most dangerous
enemies of the Constitution and the Union.—
Subtle, crafty men, who, passing by duties and
obligations, habitually agpeal to sectional
prejudices and passions, by denouncing the
institntions and people of the South, and thus
inflame the Northern mind to a pitch of re-
sistance to the: clear provisions of the funda-
mental law—who, under plausible pretexts,
addressed to those prejudices and passions,
pass local laws designed to evade constitu-
tional obligations, are really and truily;
whether they believe it or not, the men who
are hurrying us to swift destruction.

Your reprobation of the ethical m"l oliti-
cal teachings which inspire this lin 'oy con-
duct will, I am sure, be pronounced in tones
S0 earnest no man can mistake their import.
You will show, on your part, readiness to
give to fellow-citizens of other States such
just legislation by Congress as shall provide
igr the punishment, notonly of actual inva-
sion, but for the setting on foot of armed ex-
pedition, and thus do what you may effectu-
ally to secure, by constitutional enactments,
each State against violence from any other. I
hope that your meeting will awaken a spirit
which will lead Massachusetts and Virginia
to grasp again reciprocally the hand of atfec-
tion, sympathy and support—tolove and hon-
or—as they did in 1776, when, as the elder and
more powerful of colonies, they made up the
issue of blood against the power of an unjust
Parliament.

Why should it not be so? Is there any

causeof alienation on our part, which did not
exist at the formation of the government !—
When have the people of the South invaded
our territory, slain our people, or conveyed
away our property? Why should not the
authority of New Hampshire honor and cher-
ish the authority of Mississippi! Are they
not each sovereign, but yet are they bound up
together in the endearing bond of a common
country ! To estabiish upon a firm footing
these relations between all the States, what is
required put cordial, loyal, manly recognition
and enforcement, in €pirit and in act, of all
the requirements of the compact entered into
by the fathers who have passed to their re-
ward ! Can it Be that there is among any
large portion of our people, North or South,
a settled purpose to accept the bénefits, but
deny the burthens of the Constitution ? fiave
all sentimeats of honor and patriotism per-
ished together? It that time has come, or you
discern iis approach, then, indeed, should you,
who desire w live under this Gonstitution, - ex-
pounded by the august tribunal into whose
charge our father’s gave its exposition, raise
the voice of warning, and save, if it be possi-
ble, the voice of woe. But it has not come, and
it is still in your pewer to say it shall not.—
There is no inevitable, irresistible impulse
hurrying it forward.
I deny, in the name of all that is most sacred
and precious in our inheritance, that there is
an element of “irrepressible conflict” between
the Southern and Northern members of that
confederation. The doctrine is as unsound
and untrue as it is fearful. It is contradieted
by the unbroken experience of the first fifty
years of our history. It woulil have been the
price of the loss of reputation for life to have
uttered it while the men who fought the bat-
ties of the Revolution and framed the Consti-
tution were yet alive. No! It has notcome,
and, with the blessing of God upoun the exer-
tions of good and patriotic wmen, it will never
be nearer.

I have faith in the power ef your efforts, my
fellow-citizens—faith that your exampie, in
this relation, will be followed, and you action
imitated, not only in other parts of Massachu-
setts, but by citizens of other States, who ap-
preciate the blessings which the Constitution
bas conferred upon them, and who, come what
may, intend on their native soil, with their
children around them, to claim its protection
and uphold its authority. I bav= faith, above
all, that the continued favor of the God of our
fathers, who watched over our feeble political
beginnings, who preserved us through the in-
numerabie perils of the struggle for nationali-
ty, will yet make the wrath of man subser-
vient to the peaceand durability of this Uaion.

RT. REV. BisnopP BARRY.—The news of the
death of this good maun, the Diocesan of Sa-
vannah, will cause a sighof regret and mourn-
ing throughout the large cougregaiions over
which he was the Chief Shepherd, and to
whose spiritnal wants he #o devotedly and
usefully dedicated himself.

RBishop Barry was born in Wexford, Ireland,
in 1799, aud received his education at St. Pe-
ter's Siminary, Wexford, where he distin-
guished himself by his classical and scientific
acquirements. In 1523 hecame to the city of
Charleston, and under Rishop Eugland he
completed his studies in Theology, and re-
ceived the impress of that eminent man’s
great mind. In 1825 he was ordained a Priest
in Charleston, and was shortly afterwardsap-
pointed a Missionary to North Carolina.—
Upon his return from that State, he was sta-
tioned in Charleston, and afterwards in Co-
lumbia.

In the year 1531, he was appointed the
Pastor of the Holy Trinitychurch in Augusta,
Ga., where he remained in the acceptable per-
formance of his duties, until Savannah was
visited by yellow fever in 1854, when he came
to this city. Upon the death of Bishop Gart-
land, he was appointed Administrator of this
Diocese and was subsequently elected to the
Bishopric of Savananab, to which office he was
consecrated at Baltimore, Aug. 2nd, 1857. His
health declining under his devoted attention
to his duties, he left to seek its restoration in
Europe, where the hopes of friends have been
doomed to disappointment by the news of his
death.

His labors on earth are not finished, for the
ood seed that he has sown has yet to bearihe
ruits that are destined for eternity; but the
records of his pure life are closed here, to be
opened only at that bar where the rewards to
the faithful will be bestowed. He leaves be-
hind him a character to be imitatedand a testi-
mony that will endure forever.—Savannah Ez-
press, Dec. 8.

Mr. Johnson, of Tennessee, then took the
floor, and iea nd abie effbech, prin-
cipadly in répiy- the argunment og-Mr.
ATrambull, the other day, in supportof the

{ Republican plaiform, znd combatting the idea

of an irrepressible conflict between free labor
and slave labor, as laid down in Mr. Seward’s
Rochester speech.

Mr. J. said there was no antagonism
between free labor and slave labor; the real
antagonism was always between capital and
labor. He denounced John Brown in the se-
verest terms, asa thief and a murderer, and
regarded it as a righteous retribution that he
and his two sons should have forfeited their
lives, since he murdered Doyle and his two
sous in Kansas. When he had congluded, the
Senate adjourned.

In the House, Mr. Kilgore said that it was
the universal desire of members on that side
of the House to have all discussion cease, and
proceed to ballot for Speaker. They did not
object to discussion, but desired first to secure
an organization. If gentlemen on the other
side would coincide, he would 1.0t at that time
submit any remarks.

Mr. Maynard said that the House had been
engaged for a week and taken only three votes
for Speaker. Most of the time had been occu-
pied, as if in committee of the whole on the
state of the Union, discussing a question inci-
dent to an attempt at organization. They had
seen the consequences of their disorganized
condition, and disturbances had occurred from
the galleries, while there were no means of
preserving order. He offered a resolution that
the oldest member of the House by consecutive
service be appointed chairman, to preside un-
til ‘the election of a Speaker. He said the ob-
ject of this resolution was simply a means for
preserving the order, dignity, and seif-respect
of the House, on which the eyes of this great
country and the world were now fixed.

Mr. Kilgore was opposed to the proposition,
saying it was out of order.

Mr. Stewart, of Md, advocated in an hour’s
speech the adoption of the resolution, on the
ground of necessity.

Mr. Haskin rose to pay his respects to the
Washington Constitution, which was recog-
nized as theorgan of the President. He was
understood to say that romor had assigned to
the President and Attorney-General Black
the writing of articles for that paper, and
spoke in no complimentary terms of Mr.
Browne, who is connected with the editorial
department of that print. While the Consti-
tution was the home organ of the President,
the New York Herald was his personal expo-
nent, and had complete control over the Ad-
ministration, foreshadowing its policy. Ile
spoke in eulogistic terms of John W. Forney,
whe did more than any other man to elect
President Buchanan, ard in 1838 to secure the
seal of condemnation on its once favorire son.
He reiterated his charges of extravagance and
corruption, and eaid that these things could
be further established after the House shall be
organized, through the agency of investigating
committees.

Mr. Noell, of Migsouri, addressed the Housze,
and showed that there hasalways been a party
in the country agitating extreme Northern
sentiments. .

Mr. Hickman paid his respects to the Con-
stitution. The attempt to read him cut of the
Demoeratic party was because of his position
on the Kansas qu on. Iespoke at length
on theslavery question, remarking, in pass-
ing, that the Democratic party had been bank-
rupted by the administration of James Bu-
chanan. He stood on the principles of the Kan-
sas-Nebraska bill. He believed it was suffi-
cient for them, and he would try it a litile
louger.

Some gentleman called for another vote for
Speaker, when

Mr. Clark, of Missouri, said he would never
consent that another ballot should be had until
a vote was taken on hisresolution. He wanted
10 hear the sentiments of gentlemen. He
wanted to smoke them ont before another vote
was taken for Speaker.

Without further proceedings, the House ad-
journed.

ORGANIZATION OF THE HoUsk.—The Wash-
ington correspondent of the New York Her-
ald says:

The South Americansheld a caucus on Sat-
urday night to consider the proposition that
had been made by several leading democrats
for the union of the two parties {0 elect a
Speaker. There were tweuntiy-ihree present,
one being Briggs, of New York, Winter Da-
vis was not there. Boteler was absent on ac-
count of indisposition. The proposition was
that whenever democrats should be able to
cast their full vote—ninety-three—the Ameri-
cans would unite on the demoeratic nominee ;
or, whenever the Americans could cast twen-
tysseven votes for oneof their own party, the
democrats would nnite with them.

After long €éiscussion on this proposition
and the general question of party and uation-
al interests, the caucus finally concluded to
wmke no action for the present, as the proposi-
tion had not emanated formally from the
democratic caucus, and had been mado only
by some leaders of the party—John Cochrane,
Mr. Winslow, and others.
