LASTINTERVIEW OF THE CONSPIRATORS.
SCENES AT THE GALLOWS,

& &c.

{ From eur Special Reporter.}
CHARLEATOWN, JRFFERSON Co., VA,
Friday Evening, Dec. 16, 1850, §
Oharlestown has been in a state of conside-
rable exeitement ever since the attempied es-
pe of Coppic and Cook, of which you have
Leard before this, and which you have doubt-
less already laid before your readers. After

the precautions taken by our energetic Gov-
eraor 1o prevent either a rescue or an escape,
it would indeed have been a reflection on our

county had they sacceeded. A large jail guard
has been mainiained sver since the capiure
aaod incarceration of the misguided men. Capt.
Avie has given his uvaremitting attention to
his duty, fating under the proper instructions
from Sheriff Campbeil. Notwithstanding ru-
mors W the contrary, what was considered a
sirict watch has been maintained day and
night, The greatest care has been taken to se-
ure the doors after the entrance of nny visi-
r¢ over since the execution of Brown.—
Lately, there has been a sentinel pacing upand
dowan immediately in front of the cells of the
prisoners, within the passage, during the
whole night, ILast evening, this sentinel
would have been placed ina very few moments
from the time seized to make the escape. The
minutes betwoen supperangl the placiug of the
guard yust allaned to, were taken to make the
attempt. The attemptl to fasten suspicion on
1those connected with the prison as officers or
guards seems unjust, though almost natural
under the circumstances. The following let-
wor, furnished to Sheriff Campbell by the pris.
oners, sets this forth.
“CHaRLESTOWN JAIL. Deo. 16
“Having heen called upoa to make s fair state-
ment in regard to the ways and means of our break-
yig imal, we bave agreed to do g0, from a sense of
vur daty to the sherifl of the county, to the jailor,
nnd to thedai!l gusard. We do not wish that any one
shoald be unjustly censured on our aceount.
**'I'he prinecipal imploments with which we open-
el a passage through the wall of the jail, were a
Barlow knite and a screw, which we took out of
the bedstead. The knife was borrowed of one of
the ja:l guards ‘e cut a lemon with; we did not re

turn it to him. He had no idea of any intention on
our part to break out, neither did the sherifi, jail-
ar,or any of the guard have any knowledge of oar
plang, e received no aid from any person, or

persons, whaterer. We had. as we supposed. re
moved il the brick except tne last tier of briek,
severa! days ago, hut on the evening previous to
our breaking out we fbund our mistake in regard
to the matter.

* We had 1ntended to go out on the evening that
my sisters and brothers-in-law were here, but |
knew that it would reflect on them, and we post
poned it; but | urged Coppic to go, and [ would re-
miain. He refused. We then concluded to wait.—
1 got & knife blade from Saields Green and with
that made some tolerable teothin the Bariow knile
with which we sawed off our suackles. We lmJ
tkesn ail ofl the night previous to our getting out.
Coppic went ont first, and I foliowed. We Lhen
xot upen the wall, when | was discovered and shot
at.

We saw that there was no
chance of exgape, and as it wae discovered that we
had broken inil. 8o we walked in deliberately and
gave oursalves up to the Sheriffand Capt. Avis, and
the iail guard.

guurds perinil us little disturbance as pos-
sibie, =5 they had lmportant writing to put
through. While working, the bits of plaster

were coucealed under the bed, covered with
newspapers. The bricks were let down by a
string into & drum-stove, through the pipe
holé. Cook’'s manacles were sawed through
the ankle-rings, so as to be entirely removed;
Coppic’s through a center link, and then tied
10 his legs under his pants. Having let them-
relves down into the yard, they made use of a
vart of the gallows used in the execution of
hruvn, to gain the top of the wall. The sex
tinel outside immediately discovered them
and fired, the ball striking the edge of the wall,
near to Cook’s head. They immediately jump-
ed down into the yard and walked to the jail
deor. Mei by one of the jail guards, Coppic
said, “I am your prisoner.” He answered,
“Who are you ' “Coppic,” was the response,
to the astonishment of the guard. Immediate
steps were taken to secure them.

1 have been told that the military sentinels
outside of the jail, on either street and in the
adjoining alleys, were usually posied about 9
o’clock at night. Forseveral nights, however,
seven P. M. bas Leen the hour. The escape
was attempted between 7 and 8 o’clock. Sceuts
that were sent sut immediately on the discov-
ery of the attempt, arrested near town two
men in a buggy, who professed to be on their
way trom Harper's Ferry w Charlestown, ex-
peciing to find Gov. Willard and Mr. Voorhees
there, They were placed in charge of the pro-
per officers. The report that Cook and Coppic
were possessed of the conntersign for the night,
lacks confismation. There is no positive evi-
dence of this at ail, that 1 haveheard of. Capt.
Avis and Sherifl Campbell, I repeat, are re-
garded by our citizens as above suspicion.—
Capt. Avis declares thathe wants no statement
from the prisoners.

Two weeks since the weather was like that
of a May day. The breaking of to-day told that
the gentle moods that are so often indulged in
by autuma had ceased, and that the stern as-
pect of winter had been assumed by the de-
parting year. A slight covering of snow en-
wrapped the earth; grey, snow-threatening
clouds covered the sky, and the sua threw no

orgeous images upon the canvas of nature,
he beautiful scere appedaring on every side
from the plage of execation on the former
day, and that called forth the admiration ef
the chieftain, appeared not to the followers.
In consequenceof a removal of the severe re.’
sirictions of the former execution, a vast con-
course of citizens and strangers assembiled to-
day. Besides the regular train, an “extra”
came down from Winchester. Large numbers
of horsemen entered by every road leading
into town. These persons wereassigned posi-
tions on the fleld affording excellent opporta-
nities for witnessing the approaching evest.
The scaffold, which was the same one msed
for Brown, was erected early. The troops
were stationed according to gemeral order.—
Afier religious exercises in the jail by Rev.
Mr. Waugh, of the M, E. Chuzeh, Copelaud
and Green were brought out, about 11 o'clock,
and placed in 3 spring wagon, drawn by two
dark-colored horses, which moved slowly to
the fleid, under a strong guard of cavalry and
infaatry. The Moustain Guards and City
Guards marched on either side of the con-
demued. The guard was commanded by Col.
Weisiger. Immedintelmn arriving at the
scaffold, the military fi into the positions
mﬁmd them. The prisoners, accompanied
by Mesers. Campbell, Avis, and Taylor, and
Hev. Messrs. North, Waugh, and b, as-
cended to the platform. hey bade adieu to
those around, grasping each by the hand. In
low tenes the ministers were exhorting them
to trust in the atonement of Christ made for
sinners. They signified their earnest endeavor
s0 to do. The fatal noose was adjusted ronnd
the neck of each. Rev. Mr. Norul,of the O. S.
Presbyterian Church, then, in a brief but
earpest prayer, commended them to the Judge
of the quick and the dead, ng for them
of Jesus, The ministers retired from
the scaffold, the caps were ¢d over their
beads, the ropes secured in the steeples, the
blow given, and they fell, at about 15 minutes
Aafter 11 o'clock.

I want my wife to have them for my child, if
he is spared; for herself, if not.» 0 sacTi-
fice made for sinners wu&vmenw in earnest,
but brief sentences by.the ministers of the
Gospel. A bluecloth talma was placed over
the shoulders of Uoppic, one of black material
over Cook. They shook hands with many in
the room, bidding them good-bye. To some
reference concerning the trial of the hour,
made by the Quaker gentleman, Coppic re-
plied, *-1ia not the fear of death, it’s the part-
ing from friends that’s hard.” On the way
aown, they were permitted to bid Stevens and
Harrison &HI!‘\‘“. according to evidence giv-
en before the Court,) adieu, The former told
them to cheer up; to “give his love to his
friends in the -plrll world.” The latter shook
hands with them, but-bis name was notcalled.
The Tenth Loikm Artillery, Capt. Sibert, and
the Hamtramek Guards, Capt. teler, com-
pesed the guard on the right and left of the
wagon. On the way to the gallows some con-
versation took place between the doomed men
and Messrs. mpbell and Avie. They as-
cended the gallows withont much visibleemo-
tion. Their arms were pinioned more secure-
ly. They shook hands with and bade the min-
isters good-bye. The Rev. Mr. North again
offered a brie: ﬁuuon in their behalf. While
the ropes were being adjusted aid caps pinned
dov]vn, Coppic remarked, “Be as quick as pos-
sible.”

They shook hands with the sheriff, jailor, and
a physician by their side. Coppic stretched
out his hand toward Cook; Cook said earn-
estly, “Wait a momeant, where’'s Ed’s hand !
and felt for his companion’s hand. They grasp-
ed hands and uttered, “Good Bye ! Cook add-
ing, “God bless you!” QCook then made a
slightmotion with his hand toward the crowd
in front, and said as his last words, ‘ Good bye,
all!?” The drop fell, and with scarce a move-
ment of the body to indicate suffering, their
spirits were launched into eternity.

After hanging 30 minutes they were pro-
nounced dead. They were then lowered and
placed in their respective coffins. These were
of dark wood, varnished, and englosed in ob-
long maple cases. The cases were directed in
the ordinary marking of merchants. That of
Cook was consigned to

The bodies were forwarded to Harper’s Ferry
this afternoon by a gnard. Nothing occurred
duaring the day to cause excitement in the vast
crowd. Thearrangements, both military and
civie, were complete in every respect.

Well did Mr. Voorhees say at the conclusion
of his elegant appeal in behalf of the prison-
er Cook,

**Come to the hnidal chamber, Death !
Come when the mother feels,

For the first time her first-bora’s breath:
Come when the blessed seals

That close the pestiience are broke,

And ecrowded cities wail its stroke 3

Come in comsuliption’s ¢ hastly form,

May
the Ruler of nations and of men avert farther
calamities from our community, our State,
and ourloved Union. s

We compile from various sources, & further
accountof the late events at Charlestown, Va,
commencing with extracts of letters written
on the 15th of December:

ARRIVAL OF STRANGERS, &0.

Throughout the day yesterday there wasa
great influx of strangers and citizens ef the
county, who were flocking in to witness the
last act of the' Harper's Ferry tragedy. The
latter came thus early, fearing that they might
be detained at the outposts, as was the case on
the day of Brown’s execution. The clouds
which early in the morning darkened the ho-
rizon were soon dispersed and the sun came
out in unusual brilliancy and beaunty for a
December morniug. As the hours advanced,
groups were seen on all thestreetcorners, dis-
cussing theall-absorbing topic of the approach-
ing execution. The afiernoon trains of cars
from Winchester and Harper’s Ferry brought
large numbers of persons, including a delega-
tion of newspaper reporters from Northern
cities. The vigilance at the depot, on the arri-
val of the train, was not so stringent as on
Jhe occasion of the execution of Brown, and
but little difficulty was experienced in getting
into the town, although the difficulty was not
so light in obtairing accommodations after ef-
fecting an entrance.

GRAND DRESS PARADE,

Shortly after the arrival of the train in the
afiernoon, a grand military dress parade of all
the companies in atterdance took place.
place selected for the parade was the immense
tield on which Brown was executed, and on
which the gallows for the execution of the re-
maining prisoners was being erected. The
companies were drilled into four battalions, as
follows: Jefferson Guards, Fincastle Guards,
and Richardson Guards, under command of
Colonel John Thomas Gibson; J. W. Rowan,
Adjutant. The Clarke Guards, Wythe Gaards
and Washingwon Guards, under command
of Colonel C. E, Stuart; Adjutant Botts.—
The Woodis Riflemen, Portsmouth National
Guards and Mountain Guards, Col. Deems.—
The Petershurg Grei):, the Petersburg City
Guards and Tenth gion Artillery, Colonel
Brackett. The whole were under command of
Colonel Weiserger, of the Petersburg Regi-
ment, and Lieutenant Israel Green, of the
United States Marines, acting as Adjutant.

The troops went turough their evolutions
with great skill, and were reviewed by Gen.
Taliaterro, who was on the ground in full
dress, mounted on a spirited charger. Evyery-
thing conspired to make the display a grand
one. The sun was shining brightly, whilst the
ground, which wore a greéen garb at the time
of the hanging of Brown, was now clothed in
a robe of white. The mountains wore the same
green appearance, although thecleared ground
in the vicinity was covered with snow. The
bright bayonets and gay uniforms of the sol-
diers combined to perfect ine picture. A very
large crowd wasin attendance, amongst whom
was a large number of ladies, who occupied
their handsome equipages to the east of the
line,

During the time of parade a handsome com-
pany of horse entered the town. They came
from Middleburg, Loudoan county, and are
under command of Captain Carter. Tbhe men
were dressed in black paunts and shirts, and
with their drawn swords, and Mbunted on
fine horses, made & decidedly handsome ap-
pearance.

A correspondent of the Dispatch writes:

The.troops made a very fine ap ce In
line, though some were rather fresh. The
Wythe Greys made some good wheels in pla-
toons. The Richardson Guards, although a
new company, drilled very well, and while at
parade rest made the best appearance of any
of the companies. 'Thé Fincastle Riflemen,
with their red and black hunting shirts, re-
mind me of old pioneers. They area fine body
of men. The Portsmouth National Greys are
considered the best drilled com, y in
Charlestown, and when they m into
line, with that steady, firm, soldier-like ste,
that can only be aequired by untiring drill,
&ould not help thinking of “the Richmond

The correspondent of the
gives the following account of
THE ATTEMPTED ESCAPE.

At quarter-past § o'clock last evening the
whole town was thrown into commotion b{'
the report of a rifie under the jail wall, fol-
lowed by several other shots from the vicinity
of the guard-house, in close proximity to the
jail. The military were called to arms, and
the excitement was intense beyoud arything
that has yet occurred during our ever-memo-
rable era of military oceupation. In a few
minutes the streets and avenues of the town
were in possession of armed men, and it was
with some diflicuity that the cause of all this
turmoil couid be ascertained. Rumors of ev-
ery description were afloat, and it was at one
time thought that the prisoners had over-
powered their guards and made their escape,
and then that an attack had been made on the
jail by parties attempting the rescue of the
prisoners. -

The sentinel, stationed near the jail wall, re-
ported that at quarter-past 8 o'clock he ob-
served a man on the jail wall, whom he chal-
lenged, and, receiving no answer, fired at him.
Another head was also seen above the wall
bat ke retreated as soon as the first one ha
been fired at. The man on top of the wall
seemed at first determined to persist, and was
about making an attempt to jump down, when
the sentinel declared his intention of impaling
him on his bayonet. He then retreated iato
the jail-yard witi: Coppic, and both gave them-
selves up without further resistance. Cook
afterwards remarked that if he could have
got over and throttled the guard hecould have
made his escape. The Shenandoah mountaing
are within ten minutes’ run of the jail wall,
and had he have reached them, with his thor-
ough knowledge of the mountains, his arrest
would have been difficult, éspecially as but
few of the military could have followed- him
during the night.

They had succeeded, after two weeks® labor,
whenever alone, and at night, when the ved
clothing muffied the sound of the saw which
they had made out of an old Barlow knife, in
cutting through their iron shackles, so they
could pry them off at any mement they should
have their other work completed. They hadalso
made a sort of chisel out of an old bed screw,
with which they succeeded, as opportunity
would offer, in removing the plaster from the
wall, and then brick after brick, until a space
sufficient for them to pass through was opened,
all to the removal of the outer bricks. The
part of the wall on which they operated was
in the rear of the bed on which they slept, and
the bed being pushed against the wall com-
pletely hid their work from view. The bricks
they took out were concealed in the drum of
a stove, and the dirt and plaster removed in
the course of their work was placed between
thebed-clothing. They acknowladge that they
had been at work a whole week in making the
aperture in the wall.

Their cell beingon the second floor, theaper-
ture was not more than three feet above the
pavement of the yard, and when frecd of their
shackles their access to the yard was quite
easy. Here, however, was a smooth brick wall,
about fifteen feet high, toscale. This difficulty
was, however, soon overcome, with the dlid of
the timbers of the scaffold on which Brown
was hung, and which were intended for their
execution on the succeeding day. They placed
these against the wall, and soon succeeded in
reaching the top, from which they could have
easily dropped to the other side, had not the
vigilance of the sentinel on duty so guickly
checked their movements.

They were arrested in the jail yard by Gen.
Taliaferro and the officer of the day, who
rushed to the jail the moment the alarm was
given.

General Taliaferro immediately telegraphed
to Governor Wise, informing him of the frus-
trated attempt of the prisoners. His answer
directed that the military should immediately
take possession of the interior of the jail and
guard the prisoners until they were execated.

Sheriff Campbell and Captain Avisare, of
course, much chagrined at the narrow escape
of the prisoners, especially as they had resisted
all interference of the military with the inte-
rior discipline of the jail. The prisoners were
shrewd and cunning fellows, and they were
undoubtedly without any accomplices in their
undertaking. Their friends, who were still
here, were also fearful that they might be sus-
pected of knowledge of their attempt.

The general impression is, that if they had
waited until midnight or later that they might
have reached the mountains, Butit is pre-
sumed that they were fearful of being watched
during the night, or desired to have as much
of darkness as was possible, to gain a good dis-
tance before daylight would allow a gemeral
pursuit.

Much indignation was expressed by some of
the headstrong with regard to the officials of
the jail, puta large majority of oue citizens
express confidence in them, aad spurn the idea
that they were bribed by the friends of Qook.

Cook, after his capture, said to a gentleman
that they had done the best they could—that
life was as sweet to them as to any one else,
and that they had planned it for ten days.—
They had set Tuesday night for the attempt,
but had deferred it on account of not wishing
to compromise Governor Willard, who was in
town on that night.

One of our correspondents writes that the
eentine] who shot at Cook was Thomas Guard,
of the Clark Guards, (not an Inappropriate
name.) Cook went up first, intending to help
Coppic to ascend; but just as Cook reached
the top of the wall, and looked over to see if
the coast was clear, he was fired npon. Ru-
mor says the shot passed through Cook’s hat ;
but as 1 have not seen the hat I cannot youch
for its truth. Another pccouWit says ook
acted very cantiously; he'placed his hat over
the wall to find out whether or not the gnard
was onduaty. The sentinel immediately asked
for the countersign, dand receiving no reply,
leveled his piece and fired, the ball going
through the hat.

to proceed to the cell of Stevens and Hazlett,
and bid them farewell. Thay shook ha%l
cordially, and Cook said to Stephens, “My
friend, good-bye.” Stephens replied “Good-
bye—cheer up—give my love to my friends in
the other world.” Coppic then made a remark
to Stephens which was not overheard, to
which be replied, “ Never mind.” Both® then
shoek hands with Hazlett, and bade him good-
bye, but did not call him by name or showany
personal recognition of each other.
_The prisoners conversed on a variety of sub-
jects this morning. Cook said to a gentleman,
“That he was fully convinced that slavery
was a sin, and believed it would be abolished
in Virginia in less thaun ten years, and that by
the people of Virginia.” He was “prepared
to die in such a canse,” and thought he had
done nothing to regret, so far as principle was
concerned.

Coppic said that “he feared that the affair
was not ended yet, that they had friends in
the North who he feared would not rest satis-
ed until they were avenged.” He hoped, how-
ever, “ that the affair would end here forever.”

EXECUTION OF GREEN AND COPELAND.

At half-past ten o’clock General Taliaferro
with his staff, numbering zbout twenty-five
officers, baving given orders to prepare the two
negro prisoners, Shields Green and John Cope-
land, for execution, took their departure to
join the main body of ;the troops on the field.
The military then formed a hollow square
around the jail, and the open wagon contain-
ing the coffins of the prisoncrs drew up in
front of the door, with a éarriage to convey
sheriff Campbell and his deputies.

The crowd of citizens and strangers was
yery great, at least five times as numerons as
on the occasion of Brown's execution, mos} of
whom were already on the fleld, whilst others
waited to see the prisoners come out. The re-
ligious ceremonies in the cell of the prisoners
were very impressive, and were conducted by
Rev. Mr. North, Presbyterian, and Rev. Bey-
arH ‘Waugh, of the M. E. Church. Y

tquarter before 11 o’clock the prisomers,
accompanied by the sheriffand Rev. &r. North,
appeared at the jail door, and, with their arms
pinioned, moved slowly forward towards the
vehicle in waiting for them. They seemed
downcast, and wore none of that calm and
cheerful spirit evinced by Brown under simi-
lar circumstances. They were helped into the
wagon and took their seats on the coffin with-
out scarcely looking to the right or the left.—
The escert now commenced to move, and the
wagon was closely flanked on either side by a
company of riflemen marching, double file, in
lock step. {

At seven minutes before 11 o’clock the pro-
cession entered the field occupied by the mili-
tary, and the prisoners cast a shuddering
glance towards the gallows erected on the
rising ground im its centre. In two minutes
more the wagon stopped at the foot of the gal-
lows, and whilst the prisoners wore alighting,
the corapanies forming the escort moved off to
the positions assigned them on the fleld.

The prisoners mounted the scaffold with a
firm step, and were immediately joined by
Sheriff Compbell and Rev. Mr. North. After
a brief prayer by the ¢ the caps were
drawn over the heads of the prisoners and the
ropes affixed around their necks. During the
few moments they thus stoed Qo nd re-
mained quiet,but Green was inearnest
prayer up to the moment the trap was drawn,
and they were Jaunched intoeternity. Green
died very easy, his ‘ueck being broken by the
fall, and the motion of the body was very
slight. Copeland seemed to suffer very much,
and his body writhed in violgnt contortions
for several minutes.

'_They were accompanied on the gallows by
Rev. Messrs. Waugh, North and Lehr, 10
whom they bid an aflectionate farewell, and
expressed the hope of meeting them in Heéaven.
