M., and opened with prayer by Rev. Mr. PM-

Bills Reported.?A bill toamend and re-enact
2Sth androth sections ofchapter ttttof the Code,
concerning the taking of depositions; a bill to
amend .Jtl se< tion of chapter 11# of the Code,
in relation to marriage licenses: a bill toamend
*th section ot chapter IM> of the Code, so that
no judgmentof a justiceshall be a lien on real
estate unless the same be docketed in the pro-
per office: a bill to ainund section Ist, chapter
5? of the Code, in relation to injurlMt or ob-
structing highways; a bill authorizing and di-
recting the Governor to convey the Westham
Magazine tract of land to George W. Jordan
snd others: abill making an additional appro-
priation for the Virginia Military Institute: a
bill to regulate the talcing of oyster# in the
waters of this State, so as to raise a revenue
therefrom, and prevent the destruction of
oysters.

The bill to amen J and re-enact 25th section
of the act of April 22, 1838, providing for the
election, compensation, Ac.,of Justices, Clerks,
Attorneys for the Slate, &c., Ac., was read the
second time, and iheblank therein relative to
the compensationof the Circuit Court Attor-
ney of Richmond city was filled with the sum
of «l,uw.

A bill for the purchase of the Law Building,
Ac., for £15,000, in order to carry out the im-
provements on the Capitol Square, was up for
consideration, and, the vote being taken, was
rejected?ayes '20, noes 21. The contract for the
purchase had been made by Governor Wise,
"subject to the approval of the General As-
sembly."

Resolutions of Inquiry into Expediency.?Ofestablishing an arsenal at Alexandria; ofre-
arranging the judicial circuits in the first ju-
dicial section of the State ; as to what legisla-
tion, if any, is necessary to regulate the tolls
and charges on works of internal improve-
ment, with the view to rendering the invest-
ment' of the Commonwealth in said works
more productive: of clearly defining the du-
ties of clerks in issuing process (undersec. G,
of chap. 170, of the Code,) in shape of sub-
poenas, Ac.; of establishing an arsenal at liuin-
ney, in the county of Hampshire; of requir-
ing of personal representativesand other fidu-
ciaries, bond and surety in cases of the nature
of appeals and injunctions, as required ol
other parlies; ofinquiringinto theexpediency
of establishing a public armory near Lynch-
burg ; ofchanging the time of holding the ses-
sions of the Circuit Court in the 4th judicial
circuit; of allowing the York Kiver Railroad
to increase its capital stock, and further time
to complete the same.

Memorials, *c.?Mr. Coobill presented the
proceedings ofa public meeting of the citizens
ofAmherst county, in relation to the Harper's
Ferry affair. Mr. Nkal presented ths pro-
ceedings of a meetingof the citizens ofHarri-
son county, assembled at Clarksburg, on the
subject of the insurrectionaryattempt at Har-
per's Ferry, in. the county of Jefferson. Re-
ferred.

Adverse Reports.?The committees having the
subject in charge, reported it inexpedientto
legislate further tijion the subject of repealing
the acts disabling any person concerned in a
duel from holding office, and inexpedient to
amend the section of the Code, soas to exempt
from labor on county roads all persons who
exclusively travel, or rise for the purpose of
transportation, a turnpike, andpay tolls regu-
larly thereon.

A New Site for a State Arsenal.?A proposi-
tion, made by the President of the James
River and Kanawha Canal Company, in con-
nection with the establishment of au Armory
for the manufacture of arms for the State, was
sent to the Senate by the Governor, ordered to
be printed, and referred to tho Committee on
Military Affairs. The letter of Col. Ellis
stares that the company are owners of that
valuable piece of real estate called "Jordan's
Point," located adjacent uj the town of Lex-
ington, and nearly contiguous to the property
ot the Virginia Military Institute, which he
thinks admirably adapted to the purpose of
an arsenal, armory, or foundry. The com-
pany will sell a sufficient quantity for tho
purpose mentionedfor $30,000, payablein State
bonds.

Union Meetingat the North.?A message was
received from the Governor, enclosing a com-
munication from acommitteeofa publicmeet-
ing of the citizeus of Philadelphia,tendering
to the State «f Virginiaas an expression oftheir
sympathy for the late invasion of her territo-
ry, and of their devotion to the Union, a ban-
ner. which theGovernor in his reply promised
should be presented to the General Assembly.
The flag is the gift of "the citizens of Phila-
delphia, irrespectiveot party," who pledge "aUnion of Hearts, a Union of Hands, and the
Flag of our Union forever."

"With that pledge. I gratefully and affectionate-ly accept the beautiful flag which has been receiv-ed, and is now unfurled in ourCapitol, for a Com-"monwealth which gave a JeJlersou to Carpenter's

Hall for the day of the 4th of July, 177d, and a
Washington to rnako ithe that day,
from that hall, good.
" Vour sympathy, sir, is the sympathy of patri-

otism. it is the beating of hearts to hearts in lx>-soms wjiich foei as our fathers felt towards eachother. It would have been strange and un-
natural, indeed, ifany other feeling than this hadglowed forth from Philadelphia. And you may
rely upon it that we still have confidence in, and
levo for, the patriots of Pennsylvania. Your State,
in the l&to disturbances of our peace, has acted the
part of a si*ter State. We ialy upon her royalty toconservative principles, as they are embodied inour CnnstitutionJof Union, and we ara assuredthat the mass oi her citizens would heour brothersin arms against any wrongs to either Common-
wealth. It is for that reason that I confidently ap-
pealed to their authorities to be vigilantto restrain
those who would assail ourpeace and safety ; and
it is because of our sincere desire to preserve theUnion, that we are impelled to ask not only lor
sympathy from the people in their primary assem-
blies, but for the sanction of conservative laws to
enforce the obligations of the Constitution."

Deaf, Dumb and Mind Asylum.?The bill ap-
propriating 8-.>5,f100 to the Deaf, Dumb andBlind Asylum, (65,000 more than the last an-
nual appropriation,) and #7,000 to rebuild the
workshops destroyed byfire last winter, came
up on its passage, and was advocated by Mr.
Chuistiah. On motion of Mr. Siddon, the
vote passing the bill to its engrossment was
reconsidered, and it was referred to the Com-
mit to of Finance.

James River and Knnawha Canal Company.?
The bill providing for the payment of t*ie in-
terest on bonds of the James River and Ka-
nawha Canal Company, guaranteed by the
State, which fell due last July, and which
will fall dueon the Ist of January, (amount-ing to $135,600 in all,) was taken up. The bill
provides that the Board ofPublic Works must
be satisfied of the inabilityof the company to
pay the said interest.

Mr. Rivks opposed the bill, on the ground
that it was in violation of an act under which
the work should even now be sold out by the
State for the non-paymentof the interest onthe guaranteed bonds.Mr. Babrocr stated that the Attorney Gen-eral was now proceeding against the companyunder the act mentioned by the gentleman.Mr. Rivks continued his speech in opposi-tion to the bill. Mr. Barbour, as Chairmanof the Finance Committee, advocated the billreported by it. It was not for the benefit ofthe company, bnt was the action of thestate, to protect her own credit by paying the
interest on bonds which she had guaranteed.

Mr.Maorcdkr supported the position takenby Mr. Barbour.
Mr. Ykrbt also thoughtthe simplequestionwas, whether, the State having guarantiedthese bonds, the company was able to pay theinterest thereon 1 On looking into the affairsot the company, ho was sorry to learn that that

corporation is insolvent, and it only remains
for \ iiginia to redeem her pledge that thesebonds ?hall be paid, principal and interest.Mr. Rivks was willingto pay the interstwhicti is already due, but he could not vote topay thatwhich is yet to come due?that of Jan-uary nest.

The bill was then put on its passage, andpassed bv the following vote : Ayes 131: nays

South Carolina.?ln the South Carolina
House of Representatives, on the 16th inst., a
series ofresolutions on Federal Relations were
introduced by Mr. Memminger and unani-
mouslyadopted. They embrace three resolu-
tions :

1. That the Southern States should imme-diately counsel together, throughan assembly
ofdelegates, to concert measures for united ac-
tion.

*2. That assurance be given to Virginia and
the other border slave States, that South Car-olina desires to unite with them in measures
of defence.

3. That to these ends $ 100,000 be appropri-
ate* to the ContingentFund, to enable South
Carolina to increase her military prepara-
tions.

Cruise op the Fhioatb Wauarh.?TheUnited States steam-frigate Wabash, whicharrived at New York on Friday, has returned
from acruise of nearly twentymonths in theMediterranean. The Wabash, upon sailinginMay, 1858, was detained some time in the Gulf,in consequence of reported outrages uponAmerican vessels by British men-of-war ?

This over, she proceeded to her principal mis-sion, which was to give attention to an out-rage which had occurred to an American atJalla, on the coast of Syria, not having beenpunished by the Turkish authorities. Underthe advice- of the American minister, Col.James Williams, ofTennessee, the authoritiesof Beyrout were compelled to bring the
criminals to speedy justice, and before theWabash left Beyrout, lour out of five of thecriminals had been convicted and sentenced toimprisonment for life for their participation
in the affair. Fending the war between Franceand Sardinia on the one hand and Austria onthe other, and when all Italy was consequent-ly in a ferment, the Wabash was instructed toconfine her movements to the shores of thosedisturbed governments, that she mightaffordprotection to the American interests andAmerican citizens there.

Direct trade?the discouragement by
excise or other taxation of the sale or con-
sumptionof Northern goods, home manufac-
tures?the protection and increase of mercan-tile capitalof the State, and theaugmentation
of facilities for mercantile and general busi-
ness accommodation, and the completion of
the great leading lines of internal improve-
ment, are practically considered u subjects
constituting a system of legislation necessary
to be examined and acted upon together, and
after making various suggestions in respect
to the internal police and means of defence of
the State, the memorial concludes with a re-
commendation that the other Southern States
be invited to concurand co-operate with Vir-
ginia in the general policy and systtm ofmea-
sures indicated, soas to ensure onen>»B ofpur-
pose and concert ofaction.
