PALACE OF THE TUILRRIES.
To Mess!ﬁ. SHAW, MELLoiziG, & Co. Black-
wall :

Gentlemen—You have written to the Empe-
ror to know what his intentions areas regards
Eaogland. Great fears or great confidence
should alone explain this step. On the one
side, you are possessed with an imaginary
trouble, which appears to have seized upou
yvour country with the rapidity of an epidem-
ic, and on the other hand you reckon upon the
luynlt{ of him from whom you desirea re-
ply. It was easy for yourselves, however, to
giveit. If you had calmly examined the true
state of your apprehensions, that cause you
had duly found in all the rumors created by
your fellow-countrymen, by the obstinate pro-
pagation of the most chimerical alarms, be-
cause until now there was nota word or an
actof the Emperor's which permits a doubt
of his sentiments, and consequently, of his in-
tentions towards your country. Hisconduect,
invariably the same, has not changed a mo-
ment to show his faithfal and irreproachabie
ally that what he has been he will, I deciare it
to you in his name, continue to be. Witness
again the approaching commuanity of perils to
be shared ata distance by your soldiers and
ours. Great nations should_appreciate but
not fear each other.

Receive, gentlemen, the expression of my
distinguished sentiments. [Signed.]

With regard to this letter, a Liverpool cor-
respondent of the Manchester Guardian
writes thus, on the 4th inst,:

“Nothing deflnite transpired on Saturday
relating to the correspondence between four
gentlemen in Liverpool and the Emperor o1
the Freuch. It is stated, however, that the
letter in question was written by the four
gentlemen while enjoying the pleasures of a
“full board,” one evening about a fortnight
since. Nothing serious was dreamed of; the
letter was posted, but a reply was never an-
ticipated. A copy was not even kept, and the
whole matter was looked upon as a good joke.
The conduct of the writers of the letter to the
Emperor was met by a hearty denunciation
by nearly all the local papers.”

The Londoa Post of the 6th inst. remarks
on the letter writers:

“Tell him to be ‘d—d’ in civil French!” was
the Duke of Wellington’s direction to his
Secretary whea an impertinent foreigner ask-
ed him an absurd guestion. Napoleon’sen-
dorsement ou the letter of the “fuur Liver-
pool merchants” was probably the -ame,
though it reads very prettily in. M. Mocguard's
neat and antithetical wording.”

M. Buoncompagni will take the titleof Gov-
ernor-Generai of the League of the Provinces
of Central Italy.

It was rumored that the infant Mortara has
been brought to Piedmont, as the movement
in the Papal States might have prompted a
coup de main for his rescue.

A Veuice letter of the 2d instaut, in the Nord
of Brussels, gives a lamentable acecount of the
sitnation of that province. Trade and indus-
try are described as being at an end, and the
expense of lodging the troops had completed
the ruin of the inhabitants. Formerly the
troops were concentrated in the towns and
fortresses, but since the war they have been
spread over the country also.

election ; and if not, then to publish letters.—
He assures us that he doesnot know thatGer-
rit Smith sent money to Brown, the latter say-
ing that Smith was cognizgnt ot all his plaus;
that Dr. Howe and Theodoere Parker, of Bus
ton ; Thomas Wentworth Higgenson, of Wor-
cester, and Sanborn, of Concord, were cogni-
zantof his plans, and would sustain him with
money. He says that Brown was a very se-
cretive man and an able leader. Mr. Realf
mentions stopping in Cedar county, midway
between lowa City and Tipton, where he lec-
tured on education and other subjects. He
tells us that after leaving Cleveland for New
York he never had further correspondence
with any of the garties—this was in_June,
1558. And when he returned to the United
States he supposed the whole expedition had
been broken up. He offers no defence or apol-
ogy for the monstrous wickedness of the pur-
poses of the association, but professes a sin-
cere conviction of the great moral wrong.
We will add, that wa yesterday suggested to
the friends of Mr. nealf the propriety of his
placing himself unconditionally at the dispo-
sition of the President of the United States.—
Weareglad to say that he has done so,and has
also offered to surrender himself to Gov.
Wise, and has notifled these authorities that
ha shall remain hecse until their wishes are
known.

We have conversed with several gentlemen,
who knew Realf well whide here, and they all
believe him to be, now that his character is un-
veiled, the basest conspirator of Qid Brown’s
gang.

REVOLTING MURDER 15 INDIANA.—The Cin-
cinnati Enquirer has the followiug particulars
of a most atrecious murder committed re-
cently in Ripley county, Indiana:

On the nightin question, tiwo men named
Sweezey, cousins, we believe, and two others,
whose names we could not learn, repaired to
the house of another, named James McFar-
land, a man of very intemperate habits, where
some notorious courtezanus of the neighbor-
hood were in the habitof congregating. On
their arrival they found that McFarland, his
wife, a litrle girl about ten years old, and an
old woman, the eccupants of the bouse, had
all retired. They forced their way in, how-
ever, and one of the Sweezeys persisted in
getting into bed with McFarland and his wife,
a proceeding to which the head of the family
strongly ohjected, notwithstanding he was
deeply intoxicated at the time. Some angry
words followed, when Sweezey drew a knife
and stabbed McFarland to the heart, killing
bim, it is thought, instantly, although, owing
to the darkness that'prevailed in the room,
and the fact that the wound was inflicted
stealthily, and not followed by any outcry on
the part of the murdered man, this is not cer-
tainly known.

The four men, lcoompnnled‘by the iwo wo-
men, then went to a neighbboring grocery,
and procnrlnil jug of whiskey, returned te
MeFarland's house, where,'in sight of the
bloody corpse, they kept up their infernal
orgies till, stupefled by drink, they all fell
asleep. About noon the following day—the
little girl having in the meantime discovered
that her father was dead and gave the alarm—
they were all arrested and committed to jail,

THE WAR IN SeurH AMERICA.—Advices
from Bueunos Ayres to the 31st of October, an-
nounce that the squadron of Gen. Urquiza
has forced the passage near the island of Mar-
tin Gercia, and a battle had been fought be-
tween Urquizaand the army of Buenos Ayres.
The latter were beaten, and fled to the town.—
Urquiza was marching on Buenos Ayres. A
letter says:

On the 23d of October an engagement was
fought between the land forces at Cepeda—Ur-
quiza's force being 10,000 men of all brauches
of service, 26 guuns, and one rocket tube. The
Buenos Ayrean force wasabout the same num-
ber. The Buenos Ayrean cavairy, excepting
sixty, all fled without fighting, but the infan-
try and artillery succeeded, atter three hours
hard fighting, in routing seven battalions of
the enemy, forminghis right and centre. HHis
left was at sunset, after a furious eannonade,
charged with the bayonet and routed, leaving
the Buenos Ayreans masters of the field, with
800 prisoners, including Gen. Santa Cruz, the
chief of artillery. Af night the Buenos Ayre-
ans fell back with their wounded, but were
obliged, by want of horses, to leave some of
their guns behind. Urquiza had subsequeatly
rallied his forces, and when the steamer left,
was within ten leagues of Buenos Ayres. The
town was under martial law, and entrench-
ments were being thrown up. The National
Guard was being drilled, and great preparu-
tions made to repel the expected attack.

CoNGRESS.—On the second ballot for Speaker
on Mouday, (the thirteenth in all,) Sherman
received 110 votes, Boteler 31, Barksdale 20,
Bocock 12, J. G. Davis 12, Reagan 8, Taylor 7,
and the remaiuder scattering. This was after
the withdrawal of Mr. Bocock, who said, in
concluding his speech :

Before I take my seat, I will say that I do not
fail to appreciste the honor of presiding over
the House of Re, tives ; but there is one
feelirg scarcely less dear to me, ifat ail less
dear, than that: It is that during two weeks
of excited and animated discussioi’of an active
canvass, I feel that I have conducted myseif
in a manner worthy of a representative of a
free, chivalrous, and generous constituency.—
Had I gone into that chair, I would have gone
eutirely uncommitted, free to do equal and
exact justice to every member of this body. I
took care, also, to provide that sbhould I re-
main upon the floor, (which is now certain,) I
should remain with beart unsubdued by any
mean complicity—with bhands unshackied—
free to think and to werk for the protection of
the rights of every section of this conutry, for
the honor and glory of the whole.

1t is expecied
that this Convention will bring to the service
of the military committees of the Legislature
an amount of experience and knowledge
which cannot be obtained in any other way.

Ii must be apparent to all that our present
militia system is totally inadequate to the
wants of the State, and that a speedy and
effective reorganization of it is imperatively
demanded by the bestinterests of the Common-
wealth. Every commissioned officer in the
State, who has the preservarion of the honor
and dignity of Virginia at heart, is expected to
attend this Conveution.
