| both by judicial decisions and by the practice
| of the Government, including that of the
| present Administration. Their acts and deci-
| sions are the acts and decisiot® of the Presi-
dent, for which he is held responsible;and they
| are his in fact in ali cases of difficulty and im-
| portance. It is for this, besides other reasons,
that Cabinet consultations are held twice
in each week, where questions of public inter-
est, as they arise, are canvassed and decided.
If the President were bound to hear appeals
from the heads of the different departmentsin
all cases where claimants-consider themselves
aggrieved, it would be impossible for him to
undergo the lubor. In that case, every claim-
ant dissatisfied with the decision of any de-
| partment, might appeal to him for redress,
and he would be obiiged to re-examine the
documents and papers and re-hear the argu-
ments which had been submitted to such des
partment, and either affirm, reverse, or modify
its decizion. This would entirely change his
intimate relations with his confidential ad-
visers, converting them into inferior courts
and himself into s superiorcourt of errors and
appeals, Besides, there would be no eq uality
between private parties and the government.
When the decision of the head of a depart-
ment was in favor of the claimand it would
be final ; but, if it were against the claimant
he would be entitled to an appeal to the Presi
dent. The truth is, such an appellate juris:
diction would render it impossible for the
President to discharge his high duties to the
country, and would resolve his office into a
tribunal to hear and determine private claims
in the last resort.
_ Nor is there the least necessity for any such
Jjurisdiction. Congress, by the act of February
21, 1835, established a Court of Claims for pre-
cisely such cases as yon have represented. To
thut court or to Congress I beg leave respect-
fully to refer you.

Tre MEDICAL STUDENTS.--It is apparent
that the movement of the Southern medical
students created quite a sensation in Philadel-
phia. The papers of thatcity contain accounts
of their proceedings prior to their departure
thence, an abstract of which will be read with
interest :

The threaiened stampede of the Southern
students {from the medical colleges in this city
excites quite a sensation, as it practically car-
ries out the Southern threat of non-inter-
course with the North. At the meeting held
by them Tuesday, which took place with closed
doors, nearly four hundred were present, and
Dr. Luckett, of Virginia, but now a physician
at our alms-house, read several dispatches—
one from Gov. Wise, stating that the citizens of
Richmond would receive with open arms the
students who had determined on leaving the
colleges in this city for Virginia. Ouve inform-
ing the students that they would be received
at Richmond with military honors. Two dis-

yatches stating that two drafts for £500 each
woula be forwarded for the purpose of defray-
ing incidental expenses. Also, letters from the
facuities of the colleges in Virginia, Tennessee,
North Carolina an. Georgia, setting forth that
they would be welcomed to the colleges in a
handsome mannper. Dr.L.would not dissuade
the students from what they considered aduty,
but hoped that theirretirement would be made
in a diguified manner and without bravado of
any kind.

Dr. Maguire also addressed the assembled
young men, exhorting them to observe perfect
decorum in all their movements, to maiatain
| their dignity as gentlemen from the South,and
advising them henceforth to cherish, in pre-
ference 1o all others, Southern institutions.
Dr. Gross, of Jefferson Coliege, made an ad-
dress to the students in relation to this move-
ment, in which he sought to show them the
fallacy of their course, and the disadvantages
that would result from its adoption. He spoke
of the probable eflects it would have upon the
politics and harmony of the Union, and felt
that they could be nothing butdisastrous.

This movement of the students originated
from the fact thatseveral of them were arrested
last week by the police on the charge of dis-
turbing the abolition meeting at National
J.{all. They allege there was no ground for
their arrest, as they committed no offence.
There are about twelve hundred students in
the several medical colleges of this city, about
one-half of whom are from the South.

Mr. Wm. U. Barns, of this county, had a
negro man to run off about six weeks ago,—
He learned, last week, that the negro 'was in
Kausas, and sent Mr. Remington Bell after
him to arrest him. Mr, Bell went into Bates'
‘county to a small town near Fort Scott, near
the State line, and there obtained the aid of
two relianble men, by the names of Bennett
and Brown. Un Thutsday, the Sth, they pro-
ceeded to the neighborhood of Ossawatomie,
and stopped at the hotse of a man named
Taylor, who, they learned, was a reliablé

erson in whom they could confide; and upon
}oarnlng that the negro was living witha
widow Martin, in the neighborhood, they
concluded to remain all night with Mr. Tay-
lor. That night his house was surrounded
by about fifty men, who demanded of Mr.
Taylor the delivery of the men he had in
his house, or they would burn it down, and
murder the entire party. They surrendered
upon the condition that they were not to
be molested in property or person. But
their in‘*ention was to carry them to Ossa-
watomie and try them for coming into the
Territory Lo kidnap afree negro. Upon these
conditions they surrendered-—the house was
opened--ten or twelve men came in with the
egro, who was armed, as were the balance of
them; with Houble-bdrteled guns and pistols.
They took their prisoners about a mile from
the house—then ordered them to dismount,
saying they were going to equip the negro in
the best they had; they then robbed them of
horses, saddles and bridles, putting the negro
on the pest horee. Mr. Bell was then ordered
to draw his over and under coat, which he re-
fused to do. Two pistols were presented to his
breast, the men saj'lng: “Draw them off or
die !” which he did, and they were put upon
the negro; they robbed him of his money—850
—pistwls, knife, and gloves, the latter for the
negro. Lookingaroundand seeing Mr. Brown
had on the best hat, they made him pull it off
and give it to the negro, at the same time or-
dering him to put on the negro’s, which he
protested against. Two pistols were presented
as before, themen saying, “Wear it or be blown
through.” They also robbed Brown and Ben-
nett of all that was vr . aable, even to Bennett's
boots.

They then held a consultatien as to what
should bte done with them. They seemed
equally divided: one party for hanging, and
the other party contending that they had
promised to protect them if they surrendered.
Both parties drew their weipons and threat-
ened each other. At length the connsel of the
pac prevailed, the other party riding off.—
2'r. Bell and friends thought this feigned
quarrel a ruse to cover up their villainy.—
They marched them four or five mile towards
the State line, saying, “the d—d rascals! they
ought to hang them.” Getting the rope ready,
they were then told to be out of the Territory
by daylight; if Capt. John Brown was hung
they would string up the last one of them; and
it the Virginians hung Brown, they intended
to kill or hang one hundred Missourians to
atone for his blood, knowing that Capt. Brown
would smile on them from above. This ban-
ditti of abolition thieves then I-ft, Messrs.
Bell, Brown and Bennett then walked on
twelve miles half frozen with cold—Mr. Bell
gettingone of his ears frozen. All this hap-
pened on the 8th, that extremely cold weather,

MORE ABOUT THE MURDER OF DOYLE AND
HIS SoNs IN KANsSAS BY JoHN BrowN.—We
give elsewhere several letters addressed to
Mrs. Doyle, making inquiry as to several fac!s,
and her affidavit before Squire Browning. In
addition to what has been published, we may
add, that we have had interviews with Mrs.
Doyle, and heard from her own lips the sad re-
cital of the terrible tragedy that befel her de-
voted family in Kansas. The only motive she
can conceive as influencing the Brown party
in the commission of this dastardly massa-
cre, was that her husband and one son were
jurors and had been specially charged by the
U. S. Judge to report at the next term of the
Court all knowledge they might gain of trea-
sonable or eriminal acts committed in the ter-
ritory. Fear of exposure, then, may have
been their pretext. The Doyles were peacea-
ble, quiet citizens—disinclined to take an ac-
tive part in public matters, as all who knew
them here can testify. They had neot partici-
pated in public affairs at all in Kansas,

As to the identity of Brown, Mrs, Doyle is
quite positive. The murderers of her family
were universally known as the “ Brown par-
ty,” led on by Brown himself. On the same
fatal night two other men, living in the same
neighborhood, were killed—Wm. Sherman and
Alien Wilkenson, the latter of whom was
postmaster, and whose wife had seen Broewn
before and recognized him on that occasion.

Butit is needless to introduce further testi-
mony. The facts had remained undisputed
till it became essential in the role of Black
Republicanism to make a hero, aye, a martyr,
of ihe Ossawattomie bandit. There is no ques-
tion but the murders on Musketo Creek on the
24th of May, 1856, constitute the blackest page
in Kausas history, though they have not been
held up to the execration of the world by the
press of the North, simply because the damn-
ing responsibility would recoil upon theirown
heads. ‘Hence the incredulous astonishment,
and these letters of inguiry ! We are glad of
this opportunity of viudicating the truth of
history, and contributiug, at the same time, an
important fact to the overthrow of Black Re-
publican falsehoods.

In what position, then, do we behold the
sympathisers with John Brown ! A man who
to the crimes of arson, robbery, theftand bur.
glary in Kansas, added that of high treason at
Harper’s Ferry ! Is it possible that any Amer-
ican citizer is sodepraved by nature, or so ob-
livious of the patriotic memories that cluster
arcund our eventful history as a nation, that
he will deify such a man !—Chattanooga Adver-
tiser.
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DREADFUL CATASTROPHE IN NEW YORK.—
On Tuesday evening last, a portion of the
large storehouses occupied by Hunt & Low-
ber, 54 and 56 Broad street, New York, fell
with a crash, in consequence of the weight of
six thousand barrels of flour stored in the up-
per stories. The Express says:

Officer John Steward was placed at the front
door with several of his companions to keep
all parties from entering until a key could be
found and the place secured. At the same
time numerous citizens and firemen were upon
the sidewalk looking up at the building, and
Engine Co, 20 was in the street just before the
premises.

It was hardly a moment after the party who
had been inside, had got out, when the entire
remaining portion of the buhding gave way,
and fell into a complete mass of ruins. The
front wall was forced upon the street, and it
buried, as was supposed, several policemen
and citizens. The fire bells were immediately
ordered to be rung,and in a very few minutes
thousands of people were assembled. The
police drew ropes across the street fronting
the ruins, bonfires were lighted, and very soon
several hundred men were at work. It was
not long before the body of officer Steward
was discovered. On being removed life was
not found to be extinct,and he was, after some
delay, taken to the hospital. The unfortunate
man ex gired at 9} o clock. The whole lower
part of his body was crushed intoa complete
jelly. He lived at No. 3 Trinity Place, and
leaves a wife and four children. r. Steward
had the reputation of being an exemplary
man, and faithful officer.

Withoutany movement on
his part, or any thought of being designated
for the honor of presiding ever the House, he
had received a handsome support, for whieh
he warmly thanked his political friends, and
especially gentlemen on the Democratic side
fromm whom he had received the unexpected
compliment, having never been a member of
any deliberative body nor sessed of any
parliamentary experience. etermining now
to withdraw his name unconditionally, Mr.
Boteler thought he conld name a conservative
man who would well deserve the support of
the members of the House; and accordingly
he presented the name of his respected col-
league, Mr. Millson.

Mr. H. F. Clark, of New York, further de-
fined his position as an Anti-Lecompton
Demecrat, and argued to show why an organ-
ization could not be effected by the eiection of
an Administration Democrat. He disclaimed
all ill-feeling towards any and every member
of the Administration, and declared that he
had no wrongs to avenge. He objected on
principle, and explained his reasons at some
length.

Mgr‘ McClernand, of 1llinois, seconded the
nomination of Mr. Millson, and urged the in-
tellectual and moral gnalities of that gentle-
man as eminently entitling him to the honor
proposed for him by Mr. Boteler.

If it required combinations”to effect
an organization, let them be made in the oily
proper way, by consultation. He therefore
moved an adjournment; but withdrew the
motion to allow Mr. Burnett, of Kentucky, to
make a few remarks. This gentieman referred
to the course of a portion of the Southern
Opposition in terms of rebuke; and this elici-
ted spicy replies from Mr. Etheridge of Ten-
nessee, Mr. Anderson of Kentucky, and Mr.,
Hill of Georgia.

Further Foreign News.

The files by the City of Washington furnish
some additional intelligence:

It was considered probable that Count Arese,
a personal {riend of the Emperor Napoleon,
weuld be appointed to represent Sardiuia in
the Congress at Paris.

1In a divorce case brought by James M. Bell,
a wealthy London merchapt, against his wife,
on the ground of her adultery with the Mar-
quis of Anglesey, a verdict was given dissolv-
ing the marriage and saddling the Marquis
with £10,060 damages.

The Paris correspondents of the London
journals generally agree that, let Napoleon’s
intentions te what they may towards England,
his late letter cou!d not be otherwise than
what it is, and thatit proves nothingatall,and
will convince uo one.

It is stated that the French expedition to
China will be the mostcomplete and carefully
calculated that ever left France. Its cost is
estimated at £30,000,000. The allied force will
amount to 30,000 men. :

It is asserted that since the resignation of
Garibaldi, the Pontifical government has be-
come much less tractable and less disposed to
reforms.

Le Nord says that 30,000 additional Austrian
troopsare to besent to maintain order in Hun-

ry.
g“The London Post had heard that a eabinet
council at Vienna had been held, to take into
consideration the necessity of placing the
whole of Hungary in a state of siege.

A Cabinet Council was held on the after-
noon of the Sthinst., in London. The Globe
after stating that Gen. Scott was the bearer of
instructions from the government of the
United States with reference to San Juan,
says it has reason to believe the tenor of
those instructions as communicated to Gov.
Douglass was, that the island should remain
in & neutral position with no exclusive occu-
pation by either party, pending the formal and
deliberate settlement of the guestion by the

overnments of the United States and Great

ritain.

The Paris correspoundent of the London
News denies, on the 7th, thateither the army
or any other constituted body in France has
either the desire or power, in the slightest
degree, to force the hand of the executive, and
wage war with England,against the real wish
of the Emperor.

At a grand dioner given to the Municipal
Counecil of Paris, by the Prefect of one of the
departments, the speech of that functionary
was eulogistic of the now pacific era on
which, he said, France had entered; and in
proposing the health of the Prince Imperial,
he remarked that if dypasties be founded by
the army, it is the work of peace that gives
. durable grandeur to the establishment.

The trial concerning the publication of the
Apochryphal letter, in the 4mi de la Religione,
was terminated. Its responsible editor, the
Abbe Lesson, has been sentenced to thvee
months’ imprisonment and a filne of 1,
the printer to one month’s imprisonment
a fine of 5001.

FroM VENEZUELA.—The New York Herald’s
correspondent at Caracus, Venezuela, writing
on the 27th of November, states that the coun-
try was in a most wretched condition, social
and commercial, o¥ing to the mercenary in-
trigues of party spoilsmen.
