Itseemsto me that nothing is clearer than tills, that whena man is really sick, he should ha e the medicine
bfst sutttil to hie particular case; that he shouldnot be compelled to miv medicine suitable to Inspi/r.««. rather thanto htsdisease Yet 1 have known
thisrepeatedly done. This is a burninc shame upon
thecity of Kii'hinond 1 will stateacase that mav
bo in point: Almut six vears aifo. a woman, with
five or six children, had l»en bed-ridden for two
years with scrofula sores upon her feet She waa
conip'ctely helpless, and life was almost a burden.The doctor in aitenunnee presorilietl the cheap med-
icines in vain. Cod Liver Oil was the medicine he
wanted,and yet how wis he to get it? Itwould
require perhaps a dozen bottles to make a fair ex-
periment. By the aid of friends and the liberality
of the apothecart these were bought, and in amonth or two the woman was perfect!* cured, and
remains to provide for her family to this day.?
Others of a similar kind mi-ht be mentioned
Shall the doctors spend their time day and ni<ht
uponThepoor and will notthe city furnish them the
medicine? Tell it not in Gatli! I doubt whetherthe Dispensary would cost the city SIWJO per an-
num The Stat" of New Yorit makes an appropri-
ation to the Dispensaries ol the city of New York
ol thousands of dollars,and in return is supplied
with vaccine matter. Mi*ht not our State do the
same? This would make the burden to the city a
mere trifle. Now, what are the advantages to the
medical student? To this Dispensary would re-
pmr. at certain hrnrsot'the day. all poor persons
whose diseases did not confine them to the bed,
and these would lie prescribed lor in the presonco
of the students who would, attend. Besides, tnerewould be a visiting plusician connected with thePispensarv, who would l>e required tovi«it suoh as
were unable to eavetheir homes l commend thissubject to the attention of the City I* athers for im
mediate a-tion. Let them appoint a committee oftheir own b dy. and anequal number of physicians
lie requested to confer with theiu. and report a plan
for the establishment of a "City Dispensary." Thewriter has a report from a well-governed Dispen-
san in New York, and will cheerfully place it at
the disposal ot such a committee. M coiciis.

Tiis Medical Sitdbnts?Their Passage
Through Baltimore.?The Baltimore Sun, of
yesterday, says:

The four o'clock train from Philadelphia
yesterday morning brought to the President
street station about two hundred of the seced-ing students from the Philadelphiacolleges.?
At 10 o'clock Wednesday night the students ofthe University held a meeting in Medicine
Hall of the University, and resolved to be
present in a body at the depot and receive
them with all due formality. Accordingly,
alter the hourof midnight,the students, to
the number of one nvsndred, accompanied by
others from the alms-house, and other iusti-
ttitions. and a full band of music, were at 'he-
depotawaitingth;> arrival of the train. The
trainreached the depoton schedule time, and
the cars were boarded by the committee, con-
sistingot Messrs. Hodge*, Thompson, Stokes
and Slemmens, on the part of the Baltimore
students, who tendered to them a students'
welcome, and, in the name of the faculty, a
place in the medical departmentof the Uni-
versity of Maryland School of Medicine free
of charge.

Several patriotic speeches were mrtde upen
the platiorm by the representatives of the
bodies, and the line was formed, aftert>nmede-
lay, for the march to the Camden station of
tlie Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, the band
leading,discoursing tlie national and patriotic
airs ol the country. Most of the Philadelphia
students left for Richmond, Va., in the early
Southern tiair., hut a number remained, the
guests of the Baltimore students, and they
will prosecute their studies iu this city at the
University of Maryland.

In a financial point of view Philadelphia
loses a great deal both present and prospective,ro say that three honored Southern students
have abandoned her institutions of learning
will establish a precedence in their history
that will be hard to overcome. Each student
upon enteringpaid an entrance fee ofslUU, but
the institutions where they entered will lose
the graduation fee, (about S3u each,) which
will lie paid to the college the seceders choose
toeuter, upon the presentation of their tickets
Irom the uthel colleges. Considerable excite-
ment was manifested among the studeuts of
the IXuiversity yesterday, and the students
were loud in their denunciation of the North-ern aggressionists and yi their support of the
Southern seceders.

Niogkkism in New York.?The New York
correspondent of the Charleston Mercury thus
hits off the amusements in Gotham:

"Nigger" here, "uiggcr"' there, "nigger''
everywhere. We live, mo\e, and have our be-
ing iu-'nigger." Our amusements are pretty
much all "nigger" now. Following the exam-ple of the "Winter Garden," .Laura Keene hasbrought otita nigger ofher own- a fall-blood-ed, thoroughgoingdarkey; but as the two es-
tablishments are near "each other, and are
deadlyrivals, of course Laura Keene's nigger

precisely the opposite of Botircicault (now
Stuart's.) Theone nigger is a radical: the oth-er a conservative. The one pleases the aboli-tionists; the other tickles the Union and Con-
stitution men. The one is an imaginary nig-
ger as seen from the North; the other the realarticle as it exists and is known at the South.Of the two niggers I prefer the constitutionalone atLaura Keene's. The play in which thisnigger ligures, and which was written solely
and expressly for the nigger part, is called"Distant Relations," and is intended to give
the correct "South-side" view of slavery. It
is destitute of plot, but has a good many funny
things running through it. Mark Smith, a
Southern boy,(son of "old Sol. Smith,") doesa Louisiana planter splendidly; and Burnett
acts and diesses the nigger to perfection.
These two theatres make so much money out
of their niggers, that two others are aboutgoing into the nigger business, also. All thiswhile, please bear in mind that we have three
nigger minstrel bands in operation, and thensay if we aie not thoroughly niegerized. The
nigger is at once our sorrow, our solace, our
dread, our danger, and our delight.

The Tkagic Ouama.?A recent number of
the Memphis Argus gives the following ac-
count of an occurrence in Little Kock, Ark.:

Mr. Turnbull, manager of the Little BockTheatre, has been for some time auspicious of
his wife's conduct toward an actor connected
with the establishment. Until last Wednes-
day, however, nothingpositive to confirm his
suspicions had been elicited. On that day,
when on attemptingto enter his wife's apart-
ment, the door was fastened, and although heheard voices instde, all his efforts to procure
admittance were unsuccessful. Mr. Turnbull
stationed himself in a position that enabled
linn to watch the door, and at the same time
himself remain concealed, and ehortly after
saw a man named Conner, accompanied* by an
actor connected with the theatre, emerge
from the room. Later in tbe day Turnbull
invited Conner to his room at tbe hotel, under
some pretence. Once inside, he confronted
Conner, in presence of the guiltywoman, and
drawing a pistol, commenced firing. Conner
returned the fire, but neither was injured.?
Mre. Turnbull e screams brought a crowd to
the door, and further hostilities were pre-
vented. The lady who has been the occasion
of this hostile collision, is respectably con-nected, aud lias heretofore sustained a good
character. The affair has created a great deal
of scandal among tbe inhabitants of Little
Bock. Conner, thinking "discretion the bet-
ter part of valor," seized a favorable oppor-
tunity and made good bis escape.

Tbyiko ah Exfmiujcnt.?We have noticed
the suicide by hanging, ofa young man named
William Greer, in Wheeling. . The Union, of
that city, fays:

No cause ha* yet been alignedfor the com-mittal of tlxe deed, except that the decetihedhas been deeply interested in tile trial* and
execution* 01 the Harper's Ferry insurrection-
ists, and has perused carefully everything
coining in his way bearing upon those events;
lit* friends are dispowd to conclude from ibis'hat his dexire to test the nature of strauxula-
ti >n by hangingled him to try an experimentwhich terminated fatally. The deceased wasa promising lad about seventeen years of age.

'Tun DiSAß'ixn in Oonskcticdt?Furth'r
Particulars.?The telegraph did not exaggerate
the fearful effect* of the explosionof the safe-
ty-fuse factory in Simsbury, Conn., which oc-
curred on Tuesday morning. The Hartford
Conrant, after remarking that the building
contained a large quantity of powder, says:

The flsuies burst from every wiodow iu the
buildinginstantaneously after the explosion.
Seven girls were at work in the upper rooms,and three women and two men iu the lower
story. All who worked in the room above,and
Mrs. Lamson, who was one of the three wo-
men at work below, were killed, making the
number of deaths eight in all. Mr. Lumson,
who works in the factory, was near the build-
ing, and immediatelyrushed to one of the win-
dows, through which he dragged two sister*,named Babcock, one of whom was seriously
f.nd the other only slightly burned. Mr. Lam-
son reached through the window again, and
called forhis wife as long as he could breathe
in the sulphurousand smoky atmosphere, but
received 110 answer. The remains of the dead
could be recognized »nly by the place they oc-
cupied, or by the fragments of clothing re-
maining upon the bodies. They were all
burned to a crisp, and in some cases the bones
areail that remain of those who suffered the
horrible death. The explosion occurred in
the upper room, where all the powder was
used. All who worked here were killed, andj the cause of the calamity will never be known.

Mr. Toy and Mr. Edwin P. Griswold, who
were at work below, received tbeir tirst inti-
mation of the accident by the streaming of the
lire down upon them lrom above, burning
their faces, necks and hands severely. Mr.
Gi is wold, being near the door, step{>ed out
unmeaiately. Mr. Toy held his breatli, and,
shutting his eyes, started for the door. He
failed to reach it, but found a window, and his
hands being burnedso as to be entirely use-
less, he broke it through with his head, after
two trials, and jumpedout into the llarne. He
is dangerously,if not fatally, injured.

The Repi blica>t National Cokvention.
The telegraph has announced that the Re-
publican Central Committee;had agreed upon
Chicago as the place, and the 13th ol June, 18(50,
as the time, for the holding of t'ne National
Convention of that party for the Presidency
ill'1 Vice Presidency. The New York Courier
says of the meetingof tlie4 committfe:

The meeting was private, except to a few
friends accompanying the delegates and some
prominent men of the party. Gov. Morgan
presided. * * # * There were live slave
States represented?Virginia had her repre-
sentative in no less a personage than Alfred
Caldwell. ex-Mavor of Wheeling, and now one
of the Virgiuia State Senators. He was ac-
companied by Mr.Underwood, another promi-
nent Virginian, and b< th gentlemen strongly
urged that Wheeling, Va . be the place selected
tor the Convention. This was supported by
some other delegates, but opposed by the ma-
jority, on the ground that it might be misun-
derstood by Virginians generally. St. Louis,
Baltimore, Indianapolis, Washington, Chi-
cago, and Buffalo were also advocated. The
delegates from the slave States were as fol-
lows: For Missouri, Mr. .Tones; Virginia, Mr.
Caldwell; Delaware, E. L>. Williams, of Wil-
mington : Mary land, George Harris, merchant,
of Baltimore; Kentucky, Cassius M. Clay;District Columbia, Lewis Clepbane.

Messrs. de Bellot & Olivari are now in Rich-
mond waitingfor the decision of the Legisla-
ture upon the propi sition which we published
a few weeks since, for the completion of our
railroads and canals.

Oo the Ist of this month, thev established at
Richmond, (witha branch at New Orleans,) a
commercial house, lor consignation, commis-
sion, and advances on goods, with a view to
promote the trade directly between Virginia
and Europe, and thus enable her to cut loose
from hershackles to the North.

The Foreign Gbaijt Tra d e.?The New
York Journal of Commerce notices the fol-
lowing lact connected with the foreign grain
trade:
It is stated, on good authority, that bread-

stuffs are lower at Liverpool than at any of
the leading Baltic ports. This would appear
to show conclusively that the continent has
already made an over exportation, and that the
future supplies for British markets mustcome
chiefly from this side. The excellent quality
of American wheat the current year will fa-
vor such a demand, and we certainly look fora still further increase in the export tradehence, before the next harvest. Includingthe

Painted and Poisonous Toys and Con-
fectionery.?We have heard so often and so
long of the poisoning of children by the me-
dium of painted toys and confectionery, that
it is hardly worth while to cite any particular
case to form a test for what we are about to
say; but a special instance having attracted
our at'ention, from the jwculiareffects pro-
duced, it may serve as a warning. A medical
journal tells of a child about a year old,
which was suddenlyseized with convulsions,
accompanied with gieat pa iu and fiaming at
the mouth. A physician who was called lor,
some time was puzzled at the s> mptoms, buthe finally found that iis distress proceeded
from sucking the painted head of a doll. An-
tidotes were administered for the poison, and
the child recovered. Every parent who has
attempted to buy toys for children knows the
difficulty of obtaining such as are tree from
this peril. They are invariably covered with
thick, gandy paint, which c>»mes freely oil on
the application of liquids. The young child
naturally puts the paintedpoison toitsmouth,
perhaps to the great amusementof theparents,
who-see no harm in the smearing of its face
and hands, seemingly unconscious that ihey
are giving as deadly a dose to the little one as
arsenic or laudanum. The holidays are com-
ing, and whatever purchasesare made for the
little ones, let them be made with this caution
in yievr.?Harrisbvrf: Tel.
